I am writing to you concerning Anderson County’s request for funding through the state 
budget process in the amount of $750,000 to cover costs related to development of a new 
Saluda River public access facility and nature park in the village of Piedmont.  
 
Known as “Piedmont Riverfront Park”, this facility will provide new public access 
opportunities, including an ADA-accessible kayak launch, boat landing, and shoreline 
trail, at a thirty-acre site owned by Anderson County on the Saluda River. Combined with 
the funding requested here, Anderson County will have sufficient monetary resources 
available to complete the project.  
 
Piedmont Riverfront Park represents yet another stage in the development of the Saluda 
River Blue Trail system, joining four other facilities on the Saluda in Anderson County 
developed for public access and enjoyment. With the addition of Piedmont Riverfront Park, 
we estimate that the Saluda River Blue Trail will attract more than 60,000 visitors each 
year and will directly contribute more than $3 million to the regional economy, with 
indirect impacts in excess of $10 million. I have included a three-page project briefing with 
this letter.

PROJECT COST:    $1,250,000 
AMOUNT IN-HAND/COMMITTED:  $500,000 
AMOUNT REQUESTED:   $750,000 
 
Anderson County proposes phased construction of a nature park and kayak launch facility on 
28.02 acres of land located at 550 River Road in Piedmont at the confluence of the Saluda River 
and Big Brushy Creek, approximately 4/10th mile north of the Piedmont Dam. The working 
title for this planned facility is “Piedmont Riverfront Park”. The project will provide new public 
access opportunities, including an ADA-accessible kayak launch, boat landing, and shoreline 
trail, at an as-yet undeveloped 30-acre site owned by Anderson County on the Saluda River in 
the village of Piedmont.  
 
The project will be of substantial immediate utility by providing direct semi-improved public 
access to more than one mile of shoreline on the Saluda River and Big Brushy Creek. Phase I 
development will consist of: an ADA-accessible kayak launch facility; 5,000 linear feet of ADA-
accessible sidewalk; improved parking area and access; and initial development of nature paths, 
shoreline access trails, and habitat enhancements. 
 
Upon completion of all phases, the facility is planned to have: an improved landscape plan with 
canopy trees; improved access to all areas of the shoreline; a 2,800-foot natural surface trail; a 
paved sidewalk system; a restroom facility; primitive campsites; a pedestrian bridge and 
boardwalk; beach improvements; a gatehouse; an amphitheater/outdoor classroom; and five 
picnic shelters. In totality, more than 20 acres (2/3 of the site) will be left undisturbed or only 
lightly disturbed. 
 
Piedmont Riverfront Park represents yet another stage in the development of the Saluda River 
Blue Trail, joining four other such facilities on the Saluda in Anderson County developed for 
public access and enjoyment. The Blue Trail enhances recreational access for kayakers and 
others in the six Upstate South Carolina counties that border the Saluda River, including 
Abbeville, Anderson, Greenville, Greenwood, Laurens, and Pickens Counties. This six-county 
collaboration and public/private partnership represents a regional effort to promote and 
preserve our local natural resource by creating river access and resource awareness. 
 
The US Census Bureau estimates a 2021 population of approximately 1.8 million people living 
in a fifty-mile radius of the project location. According to the 2021 Outdoor Participation Trends 
Report published by The Outdoor Foundation, 31.7% of Americans engage in the activities 
facilitated by this project: Canoeing; Kayak Fishing; Recreational Kayaking; Birdwatching; 
Freshwater Fishing; and Wildlife Viewing. Multiplying the percentage of persons nationwide 
having interest in the activities associated with this project by the total regional population 
yields a base of 570,000 potential users. The applicants estimate that around 10% of them 
(~60,000) will use Blue Trail facilities annually. 
 
According to figures obtained from the Anderson County Convention and Visitors Bureau, the 
typical day visitor, such as those using Piedmont Riverfront Park, will spend $50 while in our 
community. Multiplying this figure by the 60,000 annual users estimated above, we determine 
that full development of Blue Trail facilities will directly contribute more than $3 million to the 
regional economy, with indirect impacts in excess of $10 million.

I write today to request $100,000,000.00  for the Southern Evaluation Lifeline in Southern Horry 
County.   
 
As you know, Horry County is one of the fastest growing counties in the nation.  An estimated 
100,000 new people are expected to move to Horry County by the next census.  Horry County is 
also the most likely county to be severely impacted by hurricanes and severe flooding.  The 
Southern part of Horry County and the Waccamaw Neck are particularly at risk, due to the lack of 
evacuation routes and the physical inability to escape in the event of a catastrophic storm or 
flooding.  
 
 The Southern portion of Horry County provides countless jobs and dollars associated with the 
booming tourism economy that contributes heavily to paying our State’s bills.  The Southern 
Evacuation Lifeline provides an evacuation route over the Waccamaw river and to the western side 
of Horry County.  In addition to the obvious benefits of an evacuation route, the bridge also 
provides economic diversity, workforce development and affordable housing solutions for a very 
expensive part of the state.  In this part of the county, the “beach” is only separated from the “west 
side” of the county by 3 miles, however, it’s an average drive of an hour to cover that distance 
because of the lack of any bridge crossing the river.  This project will open valuable educational and 
economic opportunities to a broader range of Horry County’s citizens. 
 
The advent of the bridge will provide a substantially better quality of life for those that reside in 
Horry County and beyond, providing improved employment opportunities, more diverse 
educational experiences, and an invaluable lifeline for the evacuation of our citizens.

Project Description 
The Southern Evacuation Lifeline (SELL) project is a proposed controlled access, multi-lane facility that will extend from 
the existing interchange of SC 22 and US 501 southeasterly to US 17 Bypass south of Myrtle Beach, a distance of 
approximately 28 miles.  
 
Funding and Cost Estimate 
The total estimated cost for the preferred alignment identified in the 2008 DEIS was approximately $650 million in 2018 
dollars.  To date, approximately $33 million has been directed to the SELL from various funding sources including federal 
earmarks and associates state matches, state budget provisos, Horry County CTC, and Horry County RIDE III Sales Tax.  
Approximately $4 million was expended on the 2008 DEIS exhausting all federal funding on this project.  Approximately 
$2.6 million in Horry County Sales Tax funding has been expended on the ongoing preliminary environmental and 
engineering studies. 
 
Status 
Preliminary environmental and engineering studies are underway to evaluate potential alignments and associated 
impacts for the project.  The studies will be finalized in the summer of 2023 which will then be utilized in the 
development of the EIS led by the Army Corps of Engineers.  Issuance of a permit for the project could occur as early as 
2026 pending availability of funding and potential legal challenges against the permit.

We are currently looking at a total budget of $65M for the new Berkeley County Courthouse.  We believe this will fulfill the
needs of today and be able to accommodate the steadily increasing population of Berkeley County.

County General Fund Balance:  $6.199M
General Obligation Bonds:  $46.2M
 
We project there to be a current shortfall of around $5M to $10M all-in from our projections to-date.  Of course, we are
also contending with the steadily increasing construction cost(s) – we have not seen this leveling out yet, if recent bid
packages are any indication of what should soon follow.

COUNTY COURTHOUSE
 
The Berkeley County Courthouse, originally constructed in 1895 (with an addition added in 1959 and another
annex is 1991), is overbooked multiple times per year.  The current courthouse is located next to the Hill
Finklea Detention Center on California Avenue in Moncks Corner.  Due to the space constraint of the parcel or
adjacent available parcels, Berkeley County has decided to construct a new Courthouse.  This relocation of the
courthouse will allow a new “judicial annex” where Department of Social Services, Department of Juvenile
Justice, Department of Probation Parole & Pardon services, Public Defender, and Solicitors Office will be
housed.  The current courthouse does not have space allocation for the Master in Equity to hold estate sales. 
These sales are often held outdoors at times of inclement weather.
 
A new courthouse will serve the increasing population for years to come and allow for increased productivity
through the various court systems; however, inflation and the cost of construction has outpaced the county’s
budget for this generational project.

Background Governments around the world are pouring vast sums of funding into the 
Quantum computing race.  In fact, the United States Government has named 
Quantum an “Industry of the future,” on par with artificial intelligence and 5G, 
committing over $1.2 Billion for Quantum research and development budgets in 
2022.  Meanwhile, China has dedicated $10+ Billion to building the world’s 
largest Quantum laboratory and has listed Quantum as a pillar of its 14th Five 
Year Plan.  Separately, the European Commission has committed more than $1 
Billion towards its Quantum program over ten years, with France ($2.2 Billion), 
Germany ($3.1 Billion) and the Netherlands ($904 Million) also looking to 
establish themselves as global centers of expertise in Quantum research. 

 

Whether it will be as a leader today or a follower tomorrow, the Quantum 
industry will play a pivotal role in South Carolina’s economy.   

 

Experts agree, a Quantum computer could not only break the internet's most  
secure cryptography, but solve impossibly complex logistical and optimization 
challenges, as well as simulate matter and chemistry for applications like drug  
discovery on an incredibly precise scale.  These are all areas of critical 
importance to South Carolina’s economy.  The companies - and countries - that  
figure out how to deploy Quantum computing in the commercial marketplace  
will lead in every area of the global economy.  Yet, while government and  
industries around the world are investing billions of dollars in companies  
applying this transformational technology, no region in the United States has  
emerged as a destination with a Quantum-ready workforce, innovation  
ecosystem, or roadmap for Quantum commercialization and engagement.   
 

Much like Silicon Valley became a destination for Internet and web technology 
companies, or the iPhone became an enabling platform for new products, we  
the project partners, believe South Carolina can and should be a destination  

for Quantum research and commercialization. 
 

Through this grant, the project partners plan to engage many members of South 
Carolina’s economy to build a tailored education curriculum roadmap, directly  
engage corporate partners with Quantum experts on solving real-world  
problems, and leverage this collective effort to capture follow-on funding to 
help position South Carolina as a Quantum thought leader.

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Project 1: Building a Quantum Curriculum and Education Roadmap 
 
Narrative: Designing and getting approval for a new curriculum is a complex process.  Particularly for an 
emerging field that has such broad implications and potential for South Carolina’s economy, like 
Quantum computing.  Through this grant, our team of partners (listed below) will co-create a Quantum 
curriculum and roadmap, based on the learnings of the Q-12 program (https://q12education.org/). The 
SC roadmap will consider handoffs from HS to undergraduate programs and from undergraduate 
programs to post graduate programs.  Considerations will include: What would a high school physics lab 
module in Quantum computing look like?  What kind of technology demonstration would be engaging 
for high school students?  Is there an innovative and inclusive way to get community colleges and 4-year 
institutions to work together? 
 

Lead partner for Project 1 will be Benedict College.  Ranked by Washington Monthly as one of the top 
baccalaureate colleges in the nation and founded in 1870, Benedict College has over 1,700 students 
from all 46 counties in South Carolina enrolled in 26 baccalaureate and 2 Master’s degree programs.

Narrative: Expanding on Project 1 (“Building a Quantum Curriculum and Education Roadmap”), Project 2 
(“Building an Inclusive, Quantum-Forward Innovation Ecosystem”) will position Columbia and South 
Carolina as a destination for Quantum thought leaders and entrepreneurs. By partnering with GrowCo,

Narrative: Vehicle Loading Optimization is about making the best choices (optimizing) the sequence of 
loading cargo into a vehicle (ship or plane) and on where to place cargo in a vehicle while considering 
the business constraints.  Which configurations of cargo will make better use of the vehicle space to 
maximize revenue? 
 
This is a very complex problem for conventional computers because the computation must consider 
many different targets and constraints including revenue, delivery priority, industry standards, weight 
restrictions, to name just a few.  Each type of loading problem will have its unique set of constraints. 
These classical computations do not scale well. 
 
Why might a Quantum algorithm add value? A cargo loading model designed with a Quantum computer 
might scale better as more and more vehicles are added to the computation or could offer a better 
cargo configuration instruction to an employee or robot. By building a Quantum application prototype 
using Quantum optimization (QAOA) and Quantum machine learning (QML), our partner company will 
be ready to capitalize on state-of-the art Quantum computers now and in the future.

Dear Governor McMaster: 
 

I am sending this letter in explanation of the need for the $1.5m funding earmarked in the State budget 
for the Union County Detention Center.  These funds will assist Union County with building an 8.5-
million-dollar addition to our existing pre-sentenced detention facility.  This addition is needed because 
our current facility is at capacity. The court system cannot move cases through court quickly enough to 
reduce the overcrowding of the pre-sentenced facility. 

Union County was advised by our architectural firm in 2022 that the project would be estimated at $7 
million. Union County reviewed all potential funding sources (ARPA funds, bond funds, etc.) and we 
were able set aside/appropriate $7 million.  The project low bid in 2023 came in at $8.5 million.   

Union County is almost at its debt limit, and to keep from raising taxes for this amount, Union County 
requested assistance from our legislative delegation.  

If Union County does not receive these funds, the additional funding for the project will be a financial 
blow to our fund balance; potentially resulting in the reduction/elimination of non-critical operational 
responsibilities given the uncertain, less stable financial environment in which we are operating.   

Union County is very appreciative of our legislators’ support, and we hope that our Governor will agree 
these funds are necessary for Union County to be fiscally responsible and to meet our inmate population 
needs within SCDC requirements.  

Sincerely,

Located along 
the Congaree Creek and Timmerman Trail, the 12,000 Year History Park is a unique archeological site in Cayce, 
where history and nature converge. The park boasts archeological remnants of at least 12,000 years of 
continuous human activity, including undisturbed earthworks from an 1865 Civil War battle. Throughout this 
time, the area has had an array of inhabitants, including mammoths, Native American tribes and Revolutionary 
and Civil War soldiers. 

The City provides guided historical walking tours of the Park all year long, led by National Park Service trained 
volunteers.

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City of Isle of Palms, SC  
ADA Compliant Public Beach Access Boardwalks  
 
City requests funding for the design and construction of ADA compliant beach boardwalks along existing 
public beach access paths. The City has and maintains 56 public beach access paths along 5 miles of 
beach.  
 
The City has installed ADA accessible boardwalks at the following locations: On Ocean Boulevard at the 
Front Beach Commercial District next to the public restrooms, and adjacent to the Sea Cabins 
condominium connecting to the large municipal parking lot on Pavilion Drive, and at 21st Avenue. A 
boardwalk, which is not handicap accessible, is located at the 46th Avenue beach access path. Currently 
under construction is a new ADA accessible boardwalk at 34 A, which includes two (2) handicap parking 
spaces along Palm Boulevard.  
 
On September 28, 2021, City Council unanimously approved a Proclamation to reaffirm its commitment 
to work toward full ADA compliance within the City and not only meet minimum requirements set by 
law but go above and beyond to ensure that people with disabilities feel welcomed in our community.  
 
The City wishes to continue enhancing public beach access paths to improve the beach experience for 
residents and visitors. Some beach access paths are in low lying areas that are prone to flooding and 
standing water which could take days to clear. This impacts public beach access as users need to walk-
through knee-deep water to go from the public parking areas to the beach. Installing boardwalks along 
additional beach access paths would not only improve the beach going experience for the public, but 
also facilitate access for folks with disabilities.  
 
Staff would rely on topographical maps to identify the low lying areas and work with the City Council 
and the Isle of Palms community to identity and prioritize the locations where additional ADA compliant 
boardwalks may be installed.  Based on recent experience, staff believes a typical access would cost 
around $250,000 and that eight more boardwalks could result in visitor never being more than a half 
mile away from an ADA compliant boardwalk.  The total cost of these projects would be $2,000,000. 
 
Pictures of existing conditions included below: 
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City of Isle of Palms, SC  
Stormwater Infrastructure Improvement Projects  
 
The City has been working with Davis & Floyd on a comprehensive drainage master plan to 
identify and prioritize drainage needs for the City. This list was developed with them as a result 
of those efforts.  
 
City requests funding for three major drainage projects totaling $6.5M.  All three of these 
projects have been identified by the City’s stormwater consultant as top priorities for improving 
the resilience of the community.  The City’s Public Works Department has been working with 
the consultant and confirms that these project are their top stormwater priorities. 
 
Project #1 - The first request is for $3.7M to install eight tide valves and outfall structures on 
the backside of the island to seal high tides from inundating the interior of the island (1. 
Carolina, 2. 2nd, 3. Merritt, 4. Myrtle, 5. 20th, 6. 21st, 7. 27th, 8. 28th).  The City is experiencing 
more frequent sunny day flooding due to the more frequent high tides and this flooding is 
causing tidal water to run into roadways and into yards.  The City has started projects to 
improve two other outfalls on Waterway Boulevard and a third project at 41st Avenue has been 
awarded a grant and work is expected to begin in the fall of 2023.  The money requested here 
would cover the expense of sealing the other 8 major outfalls that are prone to tidal intrusion. 
 
Project #2 - The second request is for $1.75M to cover the expense of installing a stormwater 
collection system on Palm Boulevard in the blocks between 38th and 41st Avenue.  This is the 
primary evacuation route for the residents on the northern end of the island and this section of 
road becomes unpassable during heavy storm events.  Currently, the road can only be made 
passable when the Public Works staff can employ mechanical pumps.  In the middle of storm 
events, it is impractical and unsafe to deploy employees to keep the roads clear.  This section of 
roadway has no collection system and the plan is to add a series of pipes and inlets to Palm 
Boulevard for these three blocks and tie the pipes into the most practical adjacent system to 
allow the water to flow to the back of the island (either down 41st Avenue or 38th Avenue). 
 
Project #3 - The third request is for $1.1 M to modify and improve the drainage system in the 
vicinity of Palm Boulevard, Fourth Avenue, and Merritt Boulevard.  This neighborhood is lower 
than the surrounding areas and the existing stormwater system is inadequate to allow 
significant rain events to drain.  The result is impassable roads and property damage.  The 
solution involves replacing undersized pipes, tide valves (which are covered in the first request 
of this note) and installing new infrastructure. 
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SALUDA RIVER PEDESTRIAN BRIDGE @ DOLLY COOPER PARK 
PROJECT SUMMARY 

 
AMOUNT REQUESTED:   $175,000 
 
Anderson County requests $175,000 to cover costs associated with pre-construction activities for 
a pedestrian bridge over the Saluda River in Powdersville. 
 
The County and its project partners propose conversion of the Old SC Hwy 81 bridge into a 
pedestrian facility.  Constructed in 1929 and consisting of seven (7) spans for a total length of 
284 feet, the bridge was closed to traffic in March 2023 due to structural and safety concerns. 
The applicant has obtained an initial site assessment & recommendations memo (attached) 
prepared by Infrastructure Consulting & Engineering (ICE).  This assessment recommends the 
following pre-construction activities, for which funding is requested here: 
 

• Field surveys 
• Detailed bridge inspection 
• Hazardous materials testing 
• Structural analysis and development of repair/retrofit details 
• Utility coordination 
• Architectural design for bridge 
• Architectural design for memorial plaza 

 
According to the 2020 Decennial Census, the Powdersville Census Designated Place (CDP) has 
a population of 10,025 and accounts for 5% of the total county population.  It should be noted 
that the potential population from which Dolly Cooper Park will draw its users is much larger 
than that.  A radius report shows the population within a three mile of Dolly Cooper to be in 
excess of 20,000 and the population within a five-mile radius approaches 60,000. 
 
The pedestrian bridge connects to and will be a functional component of the Dolly Cooper Park 
facility. This park serves an area whose resident population exhibits child poverty indicators 
and merits access to equitable recreational opportunities. Within the Powdersville CDP, 25.8% 
of all children under 18 years of age live in poverty, and 52.8% of all children under 5 years of 
age live in poverty 
 
In addition, the bridge will provide safe, dedicated pedestrian access to Dolly Cooper Park and 
its amenities for our neighbors in Greenville County. The pedestrian bridge makes a direct 
connection with two census block groups that exhibit very pronounced percentages of persons 
designated as having low-to-moderate incomes as determined by HUD: 
 

• Greenville County Census Tract 36.01, BG 4: 1,700 persons; 81.8% LMI 
• Greenville County Census Tract 36.02, BG 2: 1,745 persons; 74.8% LMI 

 
When brought to fruition, the project will: 

• Expand the range of activities available at Dolly Cooper Park, which include active and 
passive open space, a regional playstructure, disc golf course, shoreline access, walking 
trails, and athletic fields; 

• Provide direct pedestrian access to Dolly Cooper Park for almost 3,500 people residing in 
adjacent LMI neighborhoods; 

• Preserve a landmark of local significance and provide adaptive reuse of a currently 
unused piece of infrastructure.

The $23,890,000 Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (the “Series 2023 Bonds”) of York County, South Carolina

INTRODUCTION 

General  
 
 This Official Statement of York County, South Carolina (the “County”), including the cover page, inside 
cover pages, the Table of Contents, and the Appendices hereto, is provided to furnish certain information in connection 
with the offer of the County’s Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (the “Series 2023 Bonds”).  The 
Series 2023 Bonds and any Additional Bonds (as such term is defined herein) are referred to herein, collectively, as the 
“Bonds.” Each term with initial capitals not otherwise defined in this Official Statement shall have the meaning given 
such term in the Ordinance (as defined herein). 
 
 All information included herein has been provided by the County except where attributed to other sources.  
The summaries and references to all documents, statutes, reports, and other instruments referred to herein do not 
purport to be complete, comprehensive, or definitive, and each such reference or summary is qualified in its entirety by 
reference to each such document, statute, report, or other instrument. 
 
Issuer 
 
 The County is a body corporate and politic of the State and as such possesses all of the general powers 
granted by the Constitution and statutes of the State to counties, including the power to own and operate utility 
systems, subject to referendum approval.  See “THE SYSTEM” herein.  The County operates under the Council-
Manager form of government in accordance with Title 4, Chapter 9, Articles 1 and 9 of the Code of Laws of South 
Carolina 1976, as amended.  The County Council of the County (the “County Council”) serves as the governing 
body of the County and enacts laws by ordinance and takes other formal action by ordinance or resolution, as 
appropriate.  The County is divided into seven single member districts from which members of County Council are 
elected to staggered four-year terms, with three members and then four members elected every two years.  The 
County Council employs a County Manager who acts as the administrative head of the County government and is 
responsible for the administration of all departments, including engineering. 
 
 Following successful referendums in 1982, the County established the System (as defined herein) and 
operates it as a self-sustaining enterprise fund of the County. The County Council has independent rate-making 
authority in connection with the rates and charges of the System. See “THE SYSTEM” herein. 
 
Authorization 
 
 The Series 2023 Bonds are authorized and issued pursuant to (i) Title 6, Chapter 21 of the Code of Laws of 
South Carolina 1976, as amended (the “Act”); (ii) a bond ordinance enacted by the County Council on November 7, 
2022 (the “Bond Ordinance”); and (iii) a series ordinance enacted by the County Council on November 7, 2022 (the 
“Series Ordinance” and, together with the Bond Ordinance, the “Ordinance”).  
 
 The Series 2023 Bonds are issued under the Ordinance and are secured by and payable from a pledge of and 
lien upon the Net Revenues (as defined herein) derived from the operation of the combined water and sewer system of 
the County (the “System”) and are issued on a parity with the pledge securing any Additional Bonds hereafter issued 
pursuant to the Bond Ordinance.  Additionally, the Series 2023 Bonds are also secured by a statutory lien on the 
System as further described in “SECURITY FOR THE BONDS – Statutory Lien” herein. 
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Purpose 

 The Series 2023 Bonds are being issued by the County (i) to provide funds to defray or reimburse a portion 
of the costs of acquiring the Acquired System (as defined herein); and (ii) to pay the costs of issuance of the Series 
2023 Bonds.  See “PLAN OF FINANCE” and “SOURCES AND USES OF FUNDS” herein.

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PLAN OF FINANCE 

 The County is acquiring certain tangible and intangible assets of Blue Granite Water Company (“Blue 
Granite”) in the County (the “Acquired System”). The Acquired System consists of approximately 81 miles of 
transmission lines, and one 200,000 gallon elevated storage tank, but does not include any treatment facilities. Upon 
acquisition, the Acquired System will become part of the System.  
 

The County is acquiring the Acquired System through condemnation under Title 28, Chapter 2 of the Code 
of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as amended. On December 21, 2022, the County and Blue Granite entered into an 
Asset Turnover Agreement (the “Asset Turnover Agreement”) that recites agreed upon just compensation for the 
Acquired System of $36,350,000, which is comprised of (i) $31,000,000 attributable to a June 16, 2021 appraisal by 
Hartman Consultants, LLC and Vista Appraisal Services, and (ii) $5,350,000 attributable to Blue Granite’s 
regulatory assets and for the capital invested by or contributed to Blue Granite after April 30, 2021.  On December 
29, 2022, the County exercised its power of eminent domain, provided notice to Blue Granite of the condemnation 
action, and deposited $36,350,000 into the South Carolina Court of Common Pleas for the 16th Judicial Circuit.  On 
January 18, 2023, the court approved a consent order entitling the County to take possession of the System in 
accordance with the Asset Turnover Agreement, and ordering payment of $36,350,000 in just compensation directly 
to Blue Granite by the Clerk of Court; such payment to be made following the entry of the order.  Pursuant to the 
Asset Turnover Agreement, the franchise agreement under which Blue Granite operated within the County was 
terminated and the possession of the Acquired System passed from Blue Granite to the County following the entry 
of the court’s order. 
 

The County paid the $36,350,000 in compensation for the Acquired System from $26,350,000 in retained 
earnings and from $10,000,000 in certain federal recovery funds as described in “FINANCIAL FACTORS – 
Management’s Discussion and Analysis.” Proceeds of the Series 2023 Bonds in the amount of $26,350,000 will be 
deposited in the 2022 Project Fund to provide funds to reimburse the County for the portion of the costs of acquiring 
the Acquired System paid from retained earnings, and the balance of the proceeds will be applied to pay the costs of 
issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds.

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THE SERIES 2023 BONDS 

General 

 The Series 2023 Bonds will be Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds of the County, will be dated their 
date of delivery, will bear interest from their date to their respective maturities at the rates, and will mature on the 
dates and in the amounts, all as set forth on the inside cover page of this Official Statement.  Interest on the Series 
2023 Bonds will be payable on June 1 and December 1 of each year (each, a “Bond Payment Date”) until maturity 
thereof, beginning June 1, 2023, to the person in whose name each Series 2023 Bond is registered as of the close of 
business on the fifteenth day of each month immediately preceding such Bond Payment Date.  The Series 2023 
Bonds will be issuable only in fully registered form in denominations of $5,000 or any integral multiple thereof.  
Records of ownership and transfers of ownership of the Series 2023 Bonds will be maintained in a book-entry only 
system maintained through The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York (“DTC”).  When the Series 2023 
Bonds are issued, the Series 2023 Bonds will be registered on the registration books of the County kept by Regions 
Bank, as Trustee, Registrar, and Paying Agent under the Ordinance, in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee for 
DTC.  So long as Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, is the registered owner of the Series 2023 Bonds, all payments 
of the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Series 2023 Bonds will be made by the Paying Agent 
directly to Cede & Co. in accordance with the Ordinances.  See “APPENDIX F – Description of Book-Entry-Only 
System” hereto and “– Discontinuance of Book-Entry-Only System” below. 
 
Redemption 

Optional Redemption.  The Series 2023 Bonds maturing on or prior to June 1, 2032, are not subject to 
redemption prior to their stated maturities.  The Series 2023 Bonds maturing after June 1, 2032, are subject to 
redemption at par at the option of the County on or after June 1, 2032, in whole or in part at any time, and, if in part, 
in those maturities designated by the County (but only in integral multiples of $5,000) upon 30 days written notice 
in the principal amount thereof and the interest accrued on such principal amount to the date fixed for redemption. 

 
 Notice of Redemption.  For so long as a book-entry only system for the Series 2023 Bonds is in place, the 
redemption and the notice of redemption of the Series 2023 Bonds shall be accomplished as described in 
“APPENDIX F – Description of Book-Entry-Only System” hereto. 
 

If the book-entry only system is discontinued and if any of the Series 2023 Bonds, or portions thereof, are 
called for redemption, the Trustee shall give notice to the Holders (as defined in the Bond Ordinance) of the Series 
2023 Bonds to be redeemed, in the name of the County.  If less than all of the Series 2023 Bonds are to be 
redeemed, such notice shall specify the respective portions of the principal amount to be redeemed.  Such notice 
shall be given by mailing a copy by first class mail, postage prepaid, between 30 and 60 days prior to the date fixed 
for redemption to the Holder of each Series 2023 Bond or portion thereof to be redeemed, at the address shown on 
the books of registration maintained by the Trustee; provided, however, the failure to give any such notice by mail, 
or any defect in the notice mailed to the owner of any Series 2023 Bond, shall not affect the proceedings for the 
redemption of any other Series 2023 Bond.  If less than all the Series 2023 Bonds of any maturity are called for 
redemption, the Series 2023 Bonds, or portions thereof, to be redeemed shall be selected by lot by the Trustee. 
 

The obligation of the Trustee to give the notice of redemption shall not be conditioned upon the prior 
payment to the Paying Agent of money or the delivery to the Paying Agent of Authorized Investments or 
Government Obligations (as such terms are defined in the Bond Ordinance) sufficient to pay the redemption price of 
the Series 2023 Bonds to which such notice relates or the interest thereon to the redemption date. 

If at the time of mailing of notice of redemption, there shall not have been deposited with the Trustee or 
Paying Agent moneys sufficient to redeem all Series 2023 Bonds or portions thereof called for redemption, which 
moneys are or will be available for redemption of such Series 2023 Bonds, such notice is required to state that it is 
conditional on the deposit of the redemption moneys with the Trustee or Paying Agent not later than the opening of 
business on the redemption date, and such notice shall be of no effect unless such moneys are so deposited. 
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Registration, Transfer, and Exchanges 

Book-Entry-Only System. The County has arranged for the Series 2023 Bonds to be issued as fully 
registered bonds, registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, which will initially act as securities 
depository (the “Securities Depository”) for the Series 2023 Bonds.  One fully registered Series 2023 Bond 
certificate for each maturity of Series 2023 Bonds will be issued and deposited with DTC; purchasers will not 
receive certificates representing the ownership interest in the Series 2023 Bonds purchased by them.  For as long as 
DTC acts as the Security Depository for the Series 2023 Bonds, the registration, transfer, and exchange of 
ownership interests in the Series 2023 Bonds shall be accomplished by book entries made by DTC and the Direct 
Participants and, where applicable, the Indirect Participants, as described in “APPENDIX F – Description of Book-
Entry-Only System” hereto. 
 

 Discontinuance of Book-Entry-Only System. In the event that the County determines that it is in the best 
interest of the County not to continue the book-entry system of transfer or that the interest of the Beneficial Owners 
of the Series 2023 Bonds may be adversely affected if the book-entry system of transfers is continued, then the 
County will notify the Securities Depository and the Trustee of such determination and the Securities Depository 
will immediately notify the Participants of the availability, through the Securities Depository, of physical Series 
2023 Bonds.  In such event, the County will execute and the Trustee will authenticate, register and deliver physical 
Series 2023 Bonds as requested by the Securities Depository or any Participant or Beneficial Owner of Series 2023 
Bonds in appropriate authorized denominations in exchange for the Series 2023 Bonds registered in the name of the 
Securities Depository Nominee.  The Securities Depository may determine to discontinue providing its services as 
such with respect to the Series 2023 Bonds at any time by giving notice to the County and the Trustee and 
discharging its responsibilities with respect thereto under applicable laws or the County may determine that the 
Securities Depository is incapable of discharging its duties as such and may so notify the Securities Depository.  In 
either such event, the County will either engage the services of another Securities Depository or deliver physical 
Series 2023 Bonds in the manner described above.  

 
 Upon the discontinuance of the book-entry system, Series 2023 Bonds shall be evidenced by bond 

certificates issued in the name of the registered owners thereof as set forth on the registration books, and Series 2023 
Bonds shall be transferable only upon the registration books by the Holder thereof or by his attorney, duly 
authorized in writing, upon surrender thereof, together with a written instrument of transfer satisfactory to the 
Registrar, duly executed by the Holder or his duly authorized attorney with such signature guaranteed.  Upon the 
transfer of any Series 2023 Bond, the County shall execute and thereupon the Registrar shall authenticate and 
deliver to the transferee a new fully registered Series 2023 Bond or Series 2023 Bonds, registered in the name of the 
transferee of the same aggregate principal amount, maturity and interest rate as the surrendered Series 2023 Bond. 
 

SECURITY FOR THE BONDS 

Pledge of Net Revenues 

The Bonds are payable solely from and secured by a pledge of and lien upon the Net Revenues of the 
System (hereinafter defined) and a statutory lien on the System.  Such pledge and lien securing the Bonds, 
including the Series 2023 Bonds, shall at all times and in all respects be and remain superior to pledges and liens 
made and given to secure any other bonds or other obligations payable from the revenues of the System, except for 
Bonds issued in accordance with the provisions of the Bond Ordinance (see “– Additional Bonds” below).  Net 
Revenues is defined in the Bond Ordinance as the Gross Revenues, less Operation and Maintenance Expenses. 

 
As defined in the Bond Ordinance, “Gross Revenues” means:  

 
(1) all receipts, income, and revenues derived from or paid on account of the operation of the System 

(but excluding those revenues allocable to the operation of Special Facilities to the extent the same 
have been pledged to the payment of Special Facilities Bonds) including without limitation all 
services fees, connection fees, tap fees, availability fees and impact fees; 

 
(2) all proceeds from the sale or other disposition of any property owned directly or beneficially by 

the County in connection with the operation of the System;  
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(3) all interest and other income received directly or indirectly by the County from the investment of 

moneys or accounts relating to the System; excluding, however, investment income restricted to a 
purpose inconsistent with the payment of operating expenses or debt service, and specifically 
excluding (whether or not so restricted) interest earned on any Project Fund created with the 
proceeds of any borrowing by the County;  

 
(4) all other money to which the County may become entitled from any source whatsoever in 

connection with the operation of the System which may be used to pay Principal Installments of 
and interest on Bonds, Operation and Maintenance Expenses, or both; and 

 
(5) all Interest Payment Subsidies to the extent such monies are not otherwise used to pay debt service 

on a Series of Bonds.  Any Interest Payment Subsidies received by the County and used to pay 
debt service on a Series of Bonds shall not be included in Gross Revenues. 

 
As defined in the Bond Ordinance, “Operation and Maintenance Expenses” means: 
 
for the period in question, all expenses incurred in connection with the administration and the operation of 
the System, including, without limiting the generality of the foregoing, such expenses as may be reasonably 
necessary to preserve the System in good repair and working order; principal and interest payments with 
respect to capital leases or other lease financing arrangements; the fees and charges of the Trustee or trustee 
of any fund, including reasonable attorneys fees; the costs of audits required under the Bond Ordinance; the 
costs of computation and payment of any arbitrage rebate; and the premiums for all insurance and fidelity 
bonds required by the Bond Ordinance.  Operation and Maintenance Expenses shall not include:  

 
(1) depreciation and amortization (including Bond principal) allowances; 

 
(2) amounts paid as interest on Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, Special Facilities Bonds, or Bond 

Anticipation Notes; 
 

(3) amounts expended for extraordinary repairs and capital improvements to the System; 
 

(4) amounts paid from government grants or aids-to-construction; 
 
(5) losses on the sale of System assets; 

 
(6) unfunded net pension liabilities, other post-employment benefit liabilities or similar accounting 

determinations under Accounting Principles that do not result in any actual disposition of cash; or 
 

(7) any financing expenses, underwriting discounts, call premiums, gains or losses on the 
extinguishment of debt due to the refinancing of the same, and other related or incidental non-
recurring expenses resulting from the issuance or refinancing of Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, 
Special Facilities Bonds, or Bond Anticipation Notes.  

 
Statutory Lien 

For the further protection of the Bonds, Section 6-21-330 of the Act provides for a statutory lien upon the 
System.  Such lien shall extend to the entirety of the System as currently constituted and as expanded from time to 
time unless otherwise provided in the Series Ordinance authorizing a Series of Bonds for a specific improvement to 
or expansion of the System.  Any holder of any of such Bonds may, either at law or in equity, by suit, action, 
mandamus, or other proceedings, protect and enforce such statutory lien and may, by suit, action, mandamus, or 
other proceedings, enforce and compel performance of all duties of the officials of the County, including the fixing 
of sufficient rates, the collection of Gross Revenues, the proper segregation of the Gross Revenues of the System 
and the proper application thereof.  But such statutory lien shall not be construed to give any such Bondholder 
authority to compel the sale of the System or any part thereof. 
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Limited Obligations 

THE SERIES 2023 BONDS SHALL NOT CONSTITUTE AN INDEBTEDNESS OF THE COUNTY 
WITHIN THE MEANING OF ANY STATE OF SOUTH CAROLINA (THE “STATE”) CONSTITUTIONAL 
PROVISION, OTHER THAN THOSE PROVISIONS OF THE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE AUTHORIZING 
OBLIGATIONS PAYABLE SOLELY FROM A REVENUE PRODUCING PROJECT OR FROM A SPECIAL 
SOURCE NOT INVOLVING REVENUES FROM ANY TAX OR LICENSE.  THE SERIES 2023 BONDS DO NOT 
CONSTITUTE OR GIVE RISE TO A CHARGE AGAINST THE COUNTY’S GENERAL CREDIT OR TAXING 
POWER.  THE COUNTY IS NOT OBLIGATED TO PAY ANY OF THE SERIES 2023 BONDS OR THE 
INTEREST THEREON EXCEPT FROM NET REVENUES OF THE SYSTEM.  NO RECOURSE MAY BE HAD 
FOR THE PAYMENT OF THE SERIES 2023 BONDS AGAINST THE GENERAL FUND OF THE COUNTY, 
AND NEITHER THE FULL FAITH AND CREDIT NOR THE TAXING POWER OF THE COUNTY SHALL BE 
PLEDGED TO THE PAYMENT OF THE SERIES 2023 BONDS. 
 
Rate Covenant 

 General Covenants 
 

Pursuant to the Bond Ordinance, rates for services and facilities furnished by the System shall, until otherwise 
revised, be as now established.  Said rates and charges are determined to be sufficient to meet the requirements of the 
Bond Ordinance but they shall be revised by the County Council whenever necessary in order that they shall at all 
times be maintained on a basis sufficient to meet the requirements of the Bond Ordinance.  The County covenants in 
the Bond Ordinance to maintain rates and charges for all services furnished by the System which are at all times 
sufficient:  

 
(1) to maintain the Debt Service Fund and the Debt Service Fund Accounts and thus provide for the 

punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds;  
 
(2) to maintain the Debt Service Reserve Funds in the manner prescribed in the Bond Ordinance and 

any applicable Series Ordinance;  
 
(3) to provide for the payment of the Operation and Maintenance Expenses as may be necessary to 

preserve the System in good repair and working order; 
 
(4) to pay all amounts owing under a reimbursement agreement with the provider of any surety bond, 

line of credit, letter of credit or insurance policy as required in the Bond Ordinance;  
 
(5) to provide for the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on all Junior Lien Bonds that 

may from time to time be outstanding; 
 
(6) to build and maintain a reserve for depreciation of the System, for contingencies and for 

improvements, betterments, and extensions to the System other than those necessary to maintain 
the same in good repair and working order; and 

 
(7) to discharge all obligations imposed by the Act, by the Bond Ordinance, and any applicable Series 

Ordinance. 
 
Rate Covenant 
 
The County has further covenanted and agreed that it will, at all times, prescribe and maintain and 

thereafter collect rates and charges for the services and facilities furnished by the System which, together with other 
income, are reasonably expected to yield annual Net Earnings in the current Fiscal Year (as defined in the Bond 
Ordinance and as further defined and described in “FINANCIAL FACTORS – Summary of Revenues and 
Expenses” herein) equal to at least the sum of 120% of the Annual Principal and Interest Requirement for all Bonds 
Outstanding.  For purposes of the rate covenant and the additional bonds test (as described in “– Additional Bonds” 
below), the term “Net Earnings” is generally defined as the Gross Revenues of the System, less Operation and

Maintenance Expenses; additionally, there shall be excluded from Net Earnings any gains in the sale or disposition 
of investments or fixed or capital assets, not resulting from the ordinary course of the County’s business.  Amounts 
transferred into the Operation and Maintenance Fund from the Rate Stabilization Fund are included in Net Earnings, 
but amounts transferred from the Rate Stabilization Fund to any other fund established under the Bond Ordinance 
are not. 
 

Review of Rates 
 

 Promptly upon any material change in the circumstances which were contemplated at the time such rates 
and charges were most recently reviewed, but not less frequently than once in each Fiscal Year, the County shall 
review the rates and charges as necessary to comply with the foregoing requirement.  Prior to the beginning of each 
Fiscal Year, the County shall adopt an Annual Budget including amended rate schedules for such Fiscal Year which 
shall set forth in reasonable detail the estimated revenues and operating expenses and other expenditures of the 
System for such Fiscal Year and which shall include the amount of the estimated operating expenses and the amount 
to be deposited during such Fiscal Year in the Renewal and Replacement Fund.  The County may at any time adopt 
an amended Annual Budget for the remainder of the then current Fiscal Year. 
 
 If the County, in adopting its Annual Budget, determines that Gross Revenues may not be sufficient to meet 
the rate covenant described above or if the audited financial statements of the County indicate that the County did not 
satisfy the rate covenant for the prior year, the County shall, within 45 days, engage an Independent Consultant to 
prepare a report recommending such actions which will provide sufficient Gross Revenues in the following Fiscal Year 
to permit the County to meet the rate covenant.  Copies of such report shall be made available to the County and the 
Trustee no later than 60 days after the engagement of the Independent Consultant.  
 
 The County agrees that it shall use its best efforts to effect such changes recommended by the Independent 
Consultant in its report.  So long as the County uses its best efforts to comply with such recommendations, failure to 
comply with the rate covenant shall not constitute an Event of Default under the Bond Ordinance; provided however, a 
failure to comply with the rate covenant for a period of three consecutive Fiscal Years shall constitute an Event of 
Default. 
 
Funds and Accounts Established Under Bond Ordinance 

Generally 
 
The Bond Ordinance provides for the creation of a Gross Revenue Fund (the “Gross Revenue Fund”), a 

common debt service fund (the “Debt Service Fund”) and a debt service fund account within the Debt Service Fund 
with respect to each Series of Bonds (each a “Debt Service Fund Account”), a debt service reserve fund, if any, with 
respect to any Series of Bonds (each a “Debt Service Reserve Fund”), an operation and maintenance fund (the 
“Operation and Maintenance Fund”) and a renewal and replacement fund (the “Renewal and Replacement Fund”).  
So long as the County establishes, from an accounting standpoint, proper records of receipts and disbursements for 
the Gross Revenue Fund, the Gross Revenue Fund may be used for the purposes of the Operation and Maintenance 
Fund and the Renewal and Replacement Fund, subject to the prior application of the amounts in the Gross Revenue 
Fund for the purposes of any Debt Service Fund Account or Debt Service Reserve Fund.  

 
Gross Revenue Fund  
 
The Gross Revenue Fund shall be so maintained as to accurately reflect the Gross Revenues of the System 

and Net Earnings.  Except as otherwise specifically directed or permitted in the Bond Ordinance, all Gross Revenues 
of the System will be deposited in accordance with and in the manner prescribed by the Bond Ordinance into the 
Gross Revenue Fund.  Money in the Gross Revenue Fund shall be withdrawn and made use of only in the manner 
and in the order of priority specified in the Bond Ordinance.  See “– Disposition of Revenues” herein.  So long as 
the County establishes, from an accounting standpoint, proper records of receipts and disbursements for the Gross 
Revenue Fund, the Gross Revenue Fund may be used for the purposes of the Operation and Maintenance Fund and 
the Renewal and Replacement Fund, subject to the prior application of the required amounts to the Debt Service 
Fund Accounts and Debt Service Reserve Funds, if any, as required by the Bond Ordinance. 
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Debt Service Fund and Debt Service Fund Accounts 
 
The Bond Ordinance requires the creation and maintenance of the Debt Service Fund and a Debt Service 

Fund Account within such fund for each Series of Bonds Outstanding to be held by the Trustee.  Each Debt Service 
Fund Account is intended to provide for the ratable payment of the Principal Installments of, redemption premium, 
if any, and interest on the respective Series of Bonds as the same respectively fall due.  Payments into a Debt 
Service Fund Account shall be made in the manner prescribed by the Bond Ordinance, and, except as otherwise 
provided in the Bond Ordinance, all money in the respective Debt Service Fund Account shall be used solely to pay 
the principal of, redemption premium, if any, and interest on the respective Series of Bonds, and for no other 
purpose.  Each Debt Service Fund Account shall bear a number Series designation as may be necessary to 
distinguish each such account.  

 
See “APPENDIX D – Bond Ordinance and Series Ordinance” hereto regarding the maintenance of the 

Debt Service Fund and each Debt Service Fund Account, investments of amounts on deposit from time to time in 
each Debt Service Fund Account, the deposit of Interest Payment Subsidies into each Debt Service Fund Account, 
and the operation of the Debt Service Fund Accounts. 

 
Pursuant to the terms of the Series Ordinance, the Trustee shall establish the 2023 Debt Service Fund 

Account under the Debt Service Fund with respect to the Series 2023 Bonds. 
 
Debt Service Reserve Funds 
 
Each Series Ordinance may create a Debt Service Reserve Fund for the Series of Bonds authorized thereby.  

Any such Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be for the equal and ratable benefit only of Bonds of that Series.  Each 
such Debt Service Reserve Fund is intended to insure the timely payment of the Principal Installment of, and 
premium, if any, and interest on, that Series of Bonds, and to provide for the redemption of such Series of Bonds 
prior to their stated maturities.  Any Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be maintained in an amount equal to the 
Reserve Requirement for such Series of Bonds.  Unless otherwise provided in a Series Ordinance, money in a Debt 
Service Reserve Fund shall be used for the following purposes, and for no other:  

 
(1) to prevent a default in the payment of the Principal Installments of or interest on that Series of 

Bonds, by reason of the fact that money in its respective Debt Service Fund Account is insufficient 
for such purposes;  
 

(2) to pay the Principal Installments of, interest on, and redemption premium, if any, of the Bonds of 
that Series in the event that all Bonds of that Series then Outstanding be redeemed as a whole; or  

 
(3) to effect partial redemption of the Bonds of that Series; but subject to the restrictions of the Bond 

Ordinance and provided that subsequent to said partial redemption, the market value of the cash 
and securities in the Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be not less than the Reserve Requirement 
therefor.  

 
Unless otherwise required by the applicable Series Ordinance, the County, in lieu of the deposit of moneys 

into a Debt Service Reserve Fund, may alternatively satisfy the Reserve Requirement by causing to be so credited an 
irrevocable and unconditional surety bond, line of credit, letter of credit or insurance policy equal to the Reserve 
Requirement therefor. 

 
See “APPENDIX D – Bond Ordinance and Series Ordinance” regarding investments of amounts on deposit 

from time to time in the Debt Service Reserve Funds and the obligation of the County to replenish amounts on 
deposit therein in the event the balance in a Debt Service Reserve Fund is less than the applicable Reserve 
Requirement. 
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Operation and Maintenance Fund 
 
The Operation and Maintenance Fund is intended to provide for the payment of the Operation and 

Maintenance Expenses.  Withdrawals from the Operation and Maintenance Fund will be made by or on the order of 
the County in accordance, as nearly as may be practicable, with the Annual Budget then in effect. 
 
 Renewal and Replacement Fund 
 

The Bond Ordinance provides for the establishment and maintenance of a Renewal and Replacement Fund 
held and administered by the County.  This fund shall be maintained in an amount to be established not less 
frequently than annually by the County Council in order to provide a reasonable reserve for depreciation of the 
System, for contingencies and improvements, betterments and extensions of the System.  Money in the Renewal and 
Replacement Fund shall be used solely:  

 
(1) For the purpose of restoring depreciated or obsolete items of the System; 
 
(2) For improvements, betterments, and extensions of the System other than for those things which 

are reasonably necessary to maintain the System in good repair and working order; 
 

(3) To defray the costs of unforeseen contingencies; 
 

(4) To prevent defaults in Bonds and Junior Lien Bonds; and 
 

(5) For optional redemption of Bonds and Junior Lien Bonds. 
 
Withdrawals from the Renewal and Replacement Fund shall be made by or on order of the County.  
 
Rate Stabilization Fund 
 
The Bond Ordinance provides that the County Council may establish a Rate Stabilization Fund, as needed, 

and, if created, shall hold and administer such fund under the provisions of the Bond Ordinance and State law.  
Amounts on deposit in the Rate Stabilization Fund may be used to make deposits into the Operation and 
Maintenance Fund required by the Bond Ordinance.  Amounts on deposit in the Rate Stabilization Fund may, at the 
option of the County Council, be withdrawn and used for any other required purpose of the System, but in such 
event, such withdrawal, if for a purpose other than the payment of Operation and Maintenance Expenses, shall be 
excluded from Net Earnings. 

 
Disposition of Revenues 

The Gross Revenues of the System, except customers’ deposits and that money the disposition of which is 
controlled by other provisions of the Bond Ordinance, are declared under the Bond Ordinance to be a part of the 
Gross Revenue Fund and are required to be promptly deposited in a bank or depository in an account which will 
reflect the fact that they are a part of the Gross Revenue Fund.  The dispositions from the Gross Revenue Fund 
described below shall be made on or before the Business Day which is five Business Days prior to the end of each 
month.  Payments from the Gross Revenue Fund shall be made in the order of priority shown by the following 
sequence: 

 
(a) First, the deposit to the Operations and Maintenance Fund an amount required for Operation and 

Maintenance Expenses of the System for the ensuing month and any amounts required for an 
operational reserve; 
  

(b) Second, provision shall be made for the payment of Principal Installments of, premium, if any, and 
interest on all Bonds then Outstanding without priority of any other Bonds but ratably as to each 
Series of Bonds, through:  
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(i) the deposit to the each respective Debt Service Fund Account within the Debt Service 
Fund the monthly fraction of the aggregate amount of interest to become due on the 
Bonds on the next ensuing Bond Payment Date, subject to reduction to the extent any 
Interest Payment Subsidies are on deposit in such fund for such purpose; and 

 
(ii) the deposit into each respective Debt Service Fund Account within the Debt Service Fund 

the monthly fraction of the Principal Installment of the respective Series of Bonds next 
coming due and payable, so that on each principal maturity date, the amount of principal 
to be paid shall have been accumulated and on hand, subject to reduction to the extent 
moneys are on deposit in such fund for such purpose; 

 
(c) Third, a deposit, if necessary, to any Debt Service Reserve Fund established by any Series 

Ordinance of such amount as shall be required by the provisions of the Bond Ordinance or such 
Series Ordinance;  
 

(d) Fourth, reimbursement or payment of interest and any fees or penalties on amounts advanced by 
the provider of a surety bond, line of credit, letter of credit or insurance policy as required in the 
Bond Ordinance; 
 

(e) Fifth, provision shall be made for the payment of any other indebtedness which is junior and 
subordinate to the Bonds in the order of priority contemplated by the proceedings authorizing the 
issuance of the same;  
 

(f) Sixth, the deposit to the Renewal and Replacement Fund that sum which is 1/12th of the sum 
determined by the County Council to be the budgeted requirement therefor for the then current 
Fiscal Year; and 

 
(g) Seventh, all money remaining after the payments required above shall be disposed of for any 

lawful purpose in such manner as the County Council shall from time to time determine, including 
deposit into the Rate Stabilization Fund. 

 
Additional Bonds 
 

The Bond Ordinance makes provision for the issuance from time to time of bonds on a parity as to the 
pledge and lien securing the Series 2023 Bonds and the Outstanding Bonds (“Additional Bonds”) for the purposes 
of (i) obtaining funds for the acquiring, purchasing, constructing, improving, enlarging, and repairing of the System 
and improvements and additions thereto, including the recoupment or reimbursement of funds already so expended; 
(ii) providing funds for the payment of any bond anticipation note or notes issued in order to defray the costs of 
expansions, additions, and improvements to the System and that were issued in anticipation of the issuance and sale 
of Bonds; (iii) refunding Bonds or other obligations issued to provide land or facilities or equipment which are or 
are to become a part of the System or which are or were payable in whole or in part from revenues of the System; 
(iv) providing funds for the payment of interest due on any Bonds; (v) funding any Debt Service Reserve Fund or 
restoring the value of the cash and securities in any Debt Service Reserve Fund to the amount equal to its Reserve 
Requirement, and reimbursing amounts owed to any providers of a surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or 
letter of credit established pursuant to the Bond Ordinance; and (vi) paying the costs of issuance of Bonds, 
including any credit enhancement therefor. 

 
Issuance of Additional Bonds must be in compliance with the provisions of the Bond Ordinance, 

including, among others: 
 
(a)  There shall exist, on the occasion of the issuance of such Series of Bonds, no default in the 

payment of the Principal Installments of or interest on any Bonds or Junior Lien Bonds then outstanding. 
 
(b)  Unless on the date of delivery of such Series of Bonds there shall be on deposit in each Debt 

Service Reserve Fund the amount equal to the applicable Reserve Requirement, there shall be deposited in such 
Debt Service Reserve Funds such amounts as may be necessary to make the value of the moneys and securities in 
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each Debt Service Reserve Fund equal to the applicable Reserve Requirement, unless the County shall be funding 
such reserve requirement periodically as permitted under the Bond Ordinance and there shall be no unremedied 
defaults of any Monthly Series Payments required to have been made. 

 
(c)  Except in the case of the Series 2023 Bonds, and in the case of any Additional Bonds issued for 

the purpose of refunding Bonds, or in the event no Bonds are Outstanding, the County may issue Additional Bonds 
if: 

 
(i) Net Earnings during the most recent Fiscal Year for which audited financial statements of 

the System are completed shall not be less than 120% of the maximum Annual Principal 
and Interest Requirements on all Bonds Outstanding and on such proposed Series of 
Bonds, with such calculation to be made by an Authorized Officer upon the basis of such 
audited financial statements for the Fiscal Year preceding the Fiscal Year in which the 
proposed Series of Bonds are to be issued; or 
 

(ii) for each of the three Fiscal Years following the later of the date of delivery of the 
proposed Series of Bonds, or the period (if any) for which interest is funded from the 
proceeds of such Bonds, Net Earnings, as has been forecasted by an Authorized Officer, 
taking into account such circumstances and factors as he finds appropriate including, 
without limitation, rate adjustments, or acquisitions or improvements to expand the 
System, will not be less than 120% of the maximum Annual Principal and Interest 
Requirements on all Bonds Outstanding and on such proposed Series of Bonds. 
 

(d)   In the case of Bonds issued for the purpose of refunding any Bonds (and in lieu of compliance 
with the additional bonds test described in subparagraph (c) above), (i) the Annual Principal and Interest 
Requirements of the refunding Bonds shall not exceed 120% of the Annual Principal and Interest Requirements of 
the refunded Bonds for any Fiscal Year until a time subsequent to the last maturity of Bonds not refunded and 
which remain Outstanding following the issuance of the refunding Bonds, or (ii) there shall be an overall net 
present value savings resulting from the issuance of the refunding Bonds. 

 
 
(e)   If any Series of Bonds shall contain Variable Rate Bonds: 
 

(i) the Series Ordinance shall provide for and specify a maximum interest rate on (A) such 
Additional Bonds and (B) any reimbursement obligation to a liquidity provider for such 
Additional Bonds; 

 
(ii) the liquidity provider for such Bonds shall be rated in the highest two short-term rating 

categories by any rating agency then rating any Series of Bonds; and  
 
(iii) any accelerated principal payments of any interest computed at a rate in excess of that on 

such Bonds due to the liquidity provider for such Bonds pursuant to any reimbursement 
agreement with such liquidity provider shall be subordinate to the payment of debt 
service on all Bonds; provided, however, if the tests described in subparagraphs (c) and 
(d) above are calculated (and met) assuming such accelerated principal payment and 
such excess interest amount to the liquidity provider, then such accelerated principal 
payment and excess interest amount may be on a parity with the payment of debt service 
on all Bonds.  

 
(f)  All amounts then due under a reimbursement agreement with any provider of a surety bond, line 

of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit credited to a Debt Service Reserve Fund shall have been paid. 
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Junior Lien Bonds 

 Notwithstanding that Bonds may be Outstanding, the County may, at any time, and without limitation and 
free of all conditions issue Junior Lien Bonds, in such amount as it may from time to time determine, payable from 
the revenues of the System, provided that the pledge of and lien against revenues of the System granted for the 
protection of said Junior Lien Bonds shall at all times be and remain subordinate and inferior in all respects to the 
pledges and liens made or authorized for the Bonds.  Provided, further, that the maturity of Junior Lien Bonds may 
not be accelerated and paid in full unless all Bonds shall have been paid or provision therefor has been made 
pursuant to the Bond Ordinance.  
 
 By proceedings authorizing the issuance of Junior Lien Bonds, the County may provide for the accession of 
such Junior Lien Bonds to the status of Bonds as provided in the Bond Ordinance.  See “APPENDIX D – Bond 
Ordinance and Series Ordinance” hereto. 
 
Special Facilities Bonds 

The County may enter into contracts, leases or other agreements pursuant to which it will agree to 
construct, operate and pay the costs of Special Facilities to be financed by its issuance of bonds (“Special Facilities 
Bonds”) subject to the following conditions: 

 
(a)  it shall have been determined to the satisfaction of the County that the rents, revenues or receipts 

to be derived from the Special Facilities shall be at least equal to the principal, interest and any 
reserve requirements contained in the ordinance authorizing such Special Facilities Bonds and to 
pay all operation, maintenance and other costs and expenses applicable to such Special Facilities;  

 
(b)  the revenues derived from Special Facilities need not be deposited in the Gross Revenue Fund, 

and may be pledged to secure Special Facilities Bonds, but no debt service or other cost or 
expense related to any Special Facilities may be paid from System revenues deposited in the 
Gross Revenue Fund except from surplus moneys;  

 
(c) the County Council shall have determined that the issuance of the Special Facilities Bonds and 

the application of revenues from the Special Facilities to the payment thereof shall not have a 
determinantal effect on the System or the Bondholders; and 

 
(d) the County shall timely notify the Trustee of the planned issuance of any such Special Facilities 

Bonds. 
 
Under the Bond Ordinance, the term “Special Facilities” includes all or a portion of water or sewer 

facilities (or those enterprises, if any, referred to in the Bond Ordinance) and rights to all or a portion of the use of, 
or the capacity available from, any such facilities. 

 
Lease Financing Agreements 

 The County has the right to enter into capital leases or other lease financing agreements secured by a lien 
on the property, plant and equipment comprising a part of the System; provided, however, that: (i) the aggregate 
principal amount of such obligations outstanding at any time shall not exceed 10% of the value of the property, 
plant and equipment of the System, less accumulated depreciation, as shown on the audited balance sheet of the 
County for the most recent Fiscal Year for which audited financial statements are available; and (ii) the loss of the 
property secured by the lien will not materially adversely affect the ability of the County to meet its financial 
obligations under the Bond Ordinance.

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Management’s Discussion and Analysis 

The System’s financial condition has remained strong over the last five years.  Overall, net position in the 
System has increased by approximately $43.5 million or 32.5% from Fiscal Year 2018 to Fiscal Year 2022.  The 
positive growth in financial condition has occurred despite some volatility over this time frame.  The global COVID 
pandemic has put a strain on available labor and has increased residential volume for water and sewer usage.  Also, 
changes in the GASB requirements for reporting of other post-employment benefits has had an impact on the financial 
reporting condition of every public utility system.  Population in the County has continued to increase steadily.  
According to the U.S. Census Bureau between April 1, 2010 and July 1, 2021 the County gained approximately 63,000 
people, an increase of approximately 28%.  The System’s customers have increased over the past ten years from 
approximately 11,000 to 14,050, an increase of 30%. 

Operating Income.  As indicated by the tabular information on the prior page for the five most recently 
completed Fiscal Years, the operating income of the System has increased. This is primarily due to the continuous 
increase in the System’s customer base, the County’s continued economic and population growth, and rate increases 
implemented to help offset the rate increases from the System’s water and wastewater treatment provider.   

Operating Expenses.  Total operating expenses have increased for the five most recently completed Fiscal 
Years.  This is primarily due to the growth of the System as well as rate increases from the System’s water and 
wastewater treatment provider, with a slight increase in depreciation expense as the System continues to grow.  The 
County continues efforts to improve efficiencies and closely monitors expenses. 

Total Net Position.  The System’s total Net Position has increased between approximately $7 and $11 million 
each of the last five fiscal years.  With a stable customer base, appropriate rates, conservative budgeting, and strong 
management, the System has been able to gradually increase its total Net Position and remains in a strong financial 
position.  The County plans to use ARPA funds of approximately $27 million for water and sewer infrastructure 
including $10 million towards the purchase of the Acquired System. 

By ordinance enacted October 3, 2022, the County appropriated not exceeding $7,200,000 to defease all 
outstanding water and sewer system revenue bonds of the County and not exceeding $36,350,000 to acquire the 
Acquired System. Of the amount appropriated to acquire the Acquired System, such funds comprised $26,350,000 of 
retained earnings (or fund balance) and $10,000,000 of Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds 
(“SLFRF”), received by the County as part of the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.  The acquisition of the Acquired 
System is eligible under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund; which is a criterion for eligibility within the 
Final Rule of SLFRF for water and sewer infrastructure projects.  The use of the $10,000,000 of SLFRF further ensures 
the County is able to maintain a very healthy reserve, and that the debt incurred is issued both prudently and cost-
effectively. 

The County Council has given the first two of a required three readings to enact an ordinance imposing a 
surcharge within the former service area of the Acquired System in an amount sufficient to pay debt service on the 
Series 2023 Bonds and to defray up to $10 million of capital expenditures benefiting the Acquired System following 
the acquisition thereof (the “Surcharge”). If and when imposed, the Surcharge will constitute a portion of the Gross 
Revenues of the System, but will not be separately pledged to the payment of the Series 2023 Bonds.  

The County believes that facilities and equipment of the System are reliable and will be buttressed by the 
continued strategic capital improvement plan payable by the System’s liquidity and proper rate structures.  The County 
is committed to providing reliable, quality utility services to the customers of the System. 

The County maintains formal financial policies, including cash on hand maintenance levels, preparation of 
annual financial statements and documentation of financial trends, annual capital improvement plan updates, and 
policies governing debt, management, investments, internal controls, risk management, and procurement.

Forecasted Net Earnings and Debt Service Coverage

2023 projection conforms to Fiscal Year 2023 Budget as shown in “– Budgets for Fiscal Years 2022 and 2023” 
herein.  For purposes of this forecast, Gross Revenues, Operation and Maintenance Expenses, Net Earnings and 
Annual Principal and Interest Requirements have been determined according to the provisions of the Bond 
Ordinance.  Factors relevant to the forecast are described in “APPENDIX G – Financial Feasibility Evaluation” 
hereto; such factors represent the County’s best estimates and adjustments during the projection period and such 
estimates and adjustments are subject to a variety of risks and uncertainties.  There can be no assurance that the 
forecasts or the factors relevant to the forecast will be realized or that actual results will not differ materially from 
those forecasted.  The primary drivers of the improvements in forecasted debt service coverage are related to the 
acquisition of the Acquired System, which improves Net Revenue (i) by converting wholesale revenues into retail 
revenues (though some of this will be offset by the operating costs to provide retail service) and (ii) by assessing 
customers of the Acquired System the Surcharge to recover the debt service on the Series 2023 Bonds and a portion 
of the anticipated Acquired System capital improvement costs.

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THE SYSTEM 

Generally 

  The County is a body corporate and politic of the State and as such possesses all of the general powers 
granted by the Constitution and statutes of the State including the power to own and operate utility systems.  By 
ordinance enacted by the County Council and pursuant to Section 16 of Article VII of the Constitution of the State 
of South Carolina 1895, as amended, two special referenda were held in the County on November 2, 1982, for the 
purpose of determining whether the County would be authorized and empowered to construct and thereafter operate 
a water system and to construct and thereafter operate a sewer system.  Both proposals were approved by a majority 
of the electors of the County, and the County subsequently combined its water system and its sewer system into a 
system known as the Combined Water and Sewer System of the County and is referred to as the System herein.  

Because counties in the State were not authorized to operate water and sewer utilities until the mid-1970s, 
water and sewer services in the County have historically been provided by municipalities or by privately-owned 
utility companies.  These utilities provide services to residential, commercial, and industrial customers.  The largest 
combined water and sewer utility system in the County is owned and operated by the City of Rock Hill, the most 
populous municipality within the County.  Smaller municipally-owned water and sewer systems are operated by the 
City of York, the City of Tega Cay, the Town of Clover, and the Town of Fort Mill.  Additionally, the Town of 
Sharon and the Town of Hickory Grove currently own and operate their own water systems. 

Water and Sewer Utility Enterprise 

The System is operated as an enterprise system.  Pursuant to the conditions set forth in the 1982 referendum 
authorizing the establishment of the System, no property tax funds may be used to supplement the utility system 
budget.  No funds generated through the sale of water and sewer utility services have historically been used, and the 
County has no current plans to apply surplus System funds, to supplement the County’s general budget. 

Service Area 

By adopting an ordinance and budgeting funds to provide services, the County can provide water and sewer 
services in the unincorporated area of the County, except within designated service areas held by others.  By 
ordinances enacted by the County Council, the County has defined a service area for the System that encompasses 
approximately 405 square miles that is divided into the eastern and western service areas.  Water and wastewater 
service is currently provided to slightly greater than 12% of the entire 405 square miles, or an area that encompasses 
approximately 50 square miles.  These areas generally encompass the higher density, faster growing, unincorporated 
areas of the County and are located immediately south of the North Carolina-South Carolina border on the eastern 
and western shores of Lake Wylie.  In a small portion of the service area located adjacent to its municipal boundary, 
water and sewer services are provided by the City of York under agreement with the County.  In a larger portion of 
the service area located on the west side of Lake Wylie, water and sewer services have historically been provided by 
Blue Granite Water Company, a privately-owned utility, pursuant to a franchise from the County, but such services 
are now being provided by the County following the acquisition of the Acquired System. 

The County Council expanded the service area to include additional parts of the unincorporated area of the 
County by adopting an ordinance amending the original ordinance defining the service area.  Municipalities in the 
County are prohibited from providing water and sewer services outside their corporate limits within the County’s 
service area without the consent of the County Council.  In the event a municipality annexes a portion of the 
County’s service area, the municipality would have the right to serve new customers in the annexed area, but the 
County would seek to continue providing water and sewer service to its existing customers in the annexed area.  
Involuntary annexation of unincorporated areas by a municipality is not easily accomplished under State law, and 
persons who are already receiving water and sewer services have little incentive to petition for voluntary annexation.  
In drawing the boundaries of the service area, the County Council left a buffer zone between the service area and the 
current municipal boundaries to allow for their possible future expansion by annexation. 
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The County is authorized under State law to enter into contracts with private or public utilities in 
connection with the provision of water and sewer services.  The County is also authorized to grant franchises in 
areas outside the corporate limits of municipalities. The current service area of the System and the service areas of 
other providers in the County are shown below. 

 

Emergency Connections 

With the infrastructure in place and contracting for all its potable water treatment services through the City 
of Rock Hill, the County plans to retain its distribution service connections to the City of York, to Charlotte- 
Mecklenburg Utilities and to the Town of Fort Mill for emergency purposes.  In case of an emergency, the County 
will be able to either draw water from or supply water to these adjoining utility systems. 

The Acquired System 

The Acquired System, formerly owned and operated by Blue Granite Water Company, encompasses 
approximately 20.8 square miles along the North Carolina-South Carolina border.  Blue Granite Water Company 
began as the utility provider for the subdivision of River Hills and YMCA Camp Thunderbird.  The Acquired 
System, at the time of acquisition, included the entire census designated place of Lake Wylie, and much of its 
surrounding area, and served approximately 5,400 water customers and approximately 4,800 sewer customers.  In 
small areas of the Acquired System no waterlines have been installed, therefore these residents maintain private well 
water supplies.  The Acquired System was incorporated into the System on January 18, 2023.  
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The County commissioned a financial feasibility evaluation (the “Feasibility Study”) (see “APPENDIX G 
– Financial Feasibility Evaluation” hereto) and a consulting engineers report (the “Engineer’s Report”) (see 
“APPENDIX H – Consulting Engineers Report” hereto) in connection with the acquisition of the Acquired System.  
The Feasibility Study concluded, based on the assumptions detailed therein, that the projected revenues of the 
System provide adequate funds to maintain the debt service coverage ratios required by the Bond Ordinance during 
the forecast period (Fiscal Years 2023 through 2027).  The Engineers Report concluded that, in light of the 
acquisition price of the Acquired System, the capital improvement plan for the System, and the leadership and 
expertise of the County, that the County can successfully acquire the Acquired System and incorporate the Acquired 
System into the System.  The Engineer’s Report further states that the $36,350,000 in just compensation paid for the 
Acquired System is reasonable, valid, and acceptable value and that the resulting incorporation of the Acquired 
System should substantially benefit the customers of the Acquired System and the System as a whole.  For 
additional information regarding the Acquired System and the evaluation thereof, see “APPENDIX H – Consulting 
Engineers Report” hereto.  For additional information specific to the financial considerations attendant to the 
acquisition of the Acquired System see “APPENDIX G – Financial Feasibility Evaluation” hereto.  

The Water Distribution System 

The County’s primary and only source of potable water for the eastern system is the City of Rock Hill.  
Water purchased from the City of Rock Hill is conveyed through a 30′′ waterline to the County, and the County then 
distributes the water to its wholesale and retail customers located in the Fort Mill Township through a water booster 
pump station.  The County’s primary source of potable water for the western system is the City of Rock Hill. 

The County entered a Wholesale Water Agreement with the City of Rock Hill, effective September 23, 
2013.  This agreement requires the County to purchase water exclusively from the City of Rock Hill to serve the 
County’s defined territory located in the Catawba River Basin (eastern & western) through two established points of 
connection.  The rate at which the County shall pay the City of Rock Hill shall be identical to the City of Rock Hill’s 
first tier consumption rates for residents residing within the City of Rock Hill limits as set forth in the City of Rock 
Hill’s Code of Ordinances; currently $2.30 per 1,000 gallons.  The initial term of the agreement is ten years from the 
effective date and then shall continue until such time that either party provides a 10-year advanced notice of 
termination; therefore, a minimum of 20 years from the effective date.   

Prior to 2019, the City of York purchased water from the County through a wholesale agreement to 
supplement the City of York’s aging water treatment plant.  In 2019, the City of York closed its treatment plant and 
began purchasing water directly from the City of Rock Hill through a Wholesale Water Agreement.  On December 
3, 2019, the County entered into a Water Wheeling Agreement with the City of York to deliver the water purchased 
from the City of Rock Hill to the City of York through County infrastructure.  Currently, the City of York pays the 
County a rate of $0.55 per thousand gallons of water delivered.  The initial term of the agreement will expire on 
June 30, 2025, but may be extended on an annual basis thereafter. 

Facilities 

 The County’s water system consists of storage and distribution facilities.  The storage facilities consist of 
two ground storage tanks, six elevated storage tanks, and two booster pump stations with ground storage tanks.  The 
total storage volume installed in the System consists of approximately 4.6 million gallons.  There are four tanks 
located in the County’s western service area with a total storage volume of approximately 1.5 million gallons, and 
3.1 million gallons of storage in the County’s eastern service area consisting of four tanks. 

 The water distribution system consists of approximately 240 miles of watermains ranging from 2‐inches to 
36‐inches in diameter, of which over 91% are greater than 3-inches in diameter.  In addition to the water mains 
installed, associated appurtenances (i.e., air release valves, fire hydrants, isolation valves, etc.) are installed 
throughout the water component of the System.  The selection and installation of the facilities that make up the 
water system are defined in the County’s Land Development Manual, dated February 28, 2022, and the Water and 
Sewer Specifications and Details, dated June 2021.  Summarized below is a breakdown of the watermains installed 
within the service area for the County.

The Sewer System 

Similar to the water distribution system, the County has an eastern and western sewer system.  The Steele 
Creek Regional Pump Station receives all of the wastewater in the eastern system and the Crowder’s Creek Pump 
Station and Little Allison Creek Pump Station receives all of the wastewater from the western system.  All 
wastewater is pumped through County force mains to the City of Rock Hill’s Manchester Creek Wastewater 
Treatment Plant. 

The County entered a Wholesale Sanitary Sewer Treatment Services Agreement with the City of Rock Hill, 
effective September 23, 2013.  This agreement requires the County to purchase wastewater treatment services 
exclusively from the City of Rock Hill to serve the County’s defined service territory through two established points 
of connection.  The rate at which the County shall pay the City of Rock Hill shall be identical to the City of Rock 
Hill’s first tier consumption rates for residents residing within the City of Rock Hill limits as set forth in the City of 
Rock Hill’s Code of Ordinances; currently $4.67 per 1,000 gallons.  The initial term of the agreement is ten years 
from the effective date and then shall continue until such time that either party provides a 10-year advanced notice 
of termination; therefore, a minimum of 20 years from the effective date. 

Facilities 

The County’s gravity wastewater system that collects the wastewater generated in the County’s service area 
consists of approximately 172.8 miles of gravity sewer that range in diameter from 6-inches to 42-inches.  
Approximately 153.6 miles, or 89%, of the gravity sewer system consist of 8-inch diameter pipe.  There are a total 
of 50 lift stations that are strategically located in the County’s wastewater service area, 33 in the eastern portion of 
the service area and 17 in the western portion of the service area.  Summarized below are the diameter and lengths 
of pipe installed in the County’s wastewater gravity sewer system.

Management and Personnel 

The staff of the System currently consists of 19 full-time employees: a Water & Sewer Utility Manager, an 
Operations Supervisor, a Wastewater Collection Foreman, a Wastewater Collection Foreman (F.O.G.), a Water 
Distribution Foreman, twelve Maintenance Technicians, an Office Manager, and an Administrative Assistant.  The 
Utility Manager reports to the Director of Public Works, who reports directly to the Office of County Management.  
Employees of other departments of County government may assist in performing various operational and 
administrative functions of the System. 

The County Engineering Department provides support to the Public Works Department and is responsible 
for water and sewer capital improvement projects.  The Engineering Department staff that provides support to for 
the systems includes the County Engineer, Assistant County Engineer, Utility Project Manager, and three water and 
sewer Inspectors. 

The County’s Finance Department also plays an important role in the operation of the water and sewer 
utilities.  

Billing and Collection Procedures 

The County bills its customers monthly, mailing bills on the 15th day of each month.  Bills sent are due and 
payable on the last day of each month.  If accounts are not paid by the due date, the County assesses a 1.5 percent 
per month late charge which is added to the bill.  Past due notices are mailed on the 17th day of the month.  Any 
unpaid balances greater than $10 must be received by the County by 5:00 pm on the 23rd day of the month to avoid 
disconnection.  To have service restored after disconnection for an unpaid bill, the customer must pay the full 
amount due and a $50 reconnection fee.  If the County is unable to collect the amount owed, the account is 
terminated and the security deposit is applied to the account. 

Rates and Charges 

The County’s water and sewer rates are set exclusively by County Council and the County is exempt from 
rate regulation by the South Carolina Public Service Commission and are not subject to approval by any 
governmental or regulatory body.  Water and sewer rates are calculated to produce adequate revenues to operate and 
maintain the System.  The current base charge and water volumetric rates have been in effect since January 1, 2019.  
The current sewer volumetric rates have been in effect since July 1, 2021.  Impact/capacity fees were last adjusted 
on December 18, 2006.

Water and Sewer Tap Fees

Capital Improvement Plan 

 The County’s capital improvement plan (“CIP”) for the System consists of a variety of projects that are 
anticipated to occur through Fiscal Year 2027.  The County has identified several significant projects to address in 
Fiscal Years 2023 and 2024.  The most significant of these projects are the Highway 274 Force Main Replacement 
($16.4 million) and the Steele Creek Force Main Replacement ($24.8 million).  The County’s total five-year CIP for 
Fiscal Years 2023 through 2027 is $98 million.  See Explanatory Note 9 and Exhibit 12 in “APPENDIX G – 
Financial Feasibility Evaluation” hereto.  Note that such figure does not include projects related to the Acquired 
System, which are discussed in the following section.  The County is planning to use a blend of grant and cash 
funding to finance the CIP.  
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With respect to the Acquired System and as further discussed in the Feasibility Study, the County retained 
a consulting engineer to review needed capital investment and identified $24 million of capital investment over the 
next 12 years.  The County expects to meet such costs with cash, although such expectations are subject to change.

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INVESTMENT CONSIDERATIONS 
 

The following section is intended only as a summary of certain pertinent risk factors relating to an 
investment in the Series 2023 Bonds.  This summary is not intended to be an exclusive summary of factors to be 
considered in connection with making an investment in the Series 2023 Bonds.  In order for potential investors to 
identify risk factors and make an informed investment decision, they should thoroughly review this entire Official 
Statement and the appendices hereto and confer with their own tax and financial advisors when considering a 
purchase of the Series 2023 Bonds. 
 
General 

The Series 2023 Bonds are payable from and secured by a pledge of the Net Revenues.  Future revenues 
and expenses of the System are subject to conditions which may change in the future to an extent that cannot be 
predicted or determined at this time.  No representation can be made, or assurance given, that the System will realize 
revenues in amounts sufficient to generate Net Revenues sufficient to allow the County to make payments of 
principal, interest, and premium, if any, on the Series 2023 Bonds.  Future revenues and expenses of the System are 
subject to a variety of economic and other factors and conditions, including without limitation (a) the inability of the 
County’s facilities to meet water or sewer demands on the System, (b) unforeseen decreases in demand due to the 
loss of a major customer, or downturns in local, regional, national and international economies or decreases in 
economic development at the local or state level, (c) unanticipated increases in operating or administrative expenses, 
(d) potential closure, or restrictions on the use, of the County’s facilities due to unforeseen events or occurrences, 
acts of war, terrorism, epidemic, or disease in foreign countries or in domestic locations, (e) potential work 
stoppages due to labor disputes or other causes, (f) the effects of global economic cycles, and (g) other possible 
general, national, or local political or economic conditions, including inflation, deflation, general cost increases, 
international trade embargoes, international trade deficits or imbalances, deterioration of international trade 
relations, calls for a global reserve currency as an alternative to the United States dollar, among other factors.  The 
occurrence of any one or more of the foregoing adverse events, and the other events described below, including 
events not enumerated in other sections of this Official Statement, may materially adversely affect the System’s 
results of operations, cash flow and financial condition. 
 
Climate Change 

Planning for climate change in the State and its impact on System operations is an unknown challenge.  The 
State’s climate is exceedingly variable and projections of future conditions range significantly.  While projections in 
the State indicate rising average temperatures, precipitation projections are much less clear and often contradictory.  
Other potential impacts include changes in the length, intensity, and frequency of droughts and floods.  Such 
changes may lead to lower supply and higher demand for electric power, water, and sewer services.  The financial 
impact of the climate change is not yet known and therefore its future impact on Net Revenues cannot be quantified 
reliably at this time.  

 
Pension 

As described in the notes to the audited financial statements of the County included as Appendix A hereto, 
eligible employees of the County participate in the South Carolina State Retirement System (“SCRS”) and the Police 
Officer’s Retirement System (“PORS”).  The amount of the County’s allocation of the SCRS and PORS liability, 
portions of which are allocable to System operations, may increase in amounts that may or may not be material, 
depending on a variety of actuarial factors, and which the County cannot predict with any certainty. 

 
Risk of Loss, Damage, or Destruction 

The County has covenanted in the Ordinance that it will cause the System to be continuously insured 
against physical loss or damage.  The County has further covenanted that the proceeds of such insurance shall be 
applied to repair or replace the damaged or destroyed property.  There can be no assurance that the proceeds of 
insurance or other sources of funds available to the County for purposes of replacing, repairing, rebuilding, or 
restoring all or any portion of the System facilities that may be damaged or destroyed will be sufficient for such 
replacement, repair, rebuilding, or restoration.  
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Cybersecurity 

Computer networks and data transmission and collection are vital to the efficient operations of the System.  
Despite security measures, information technology and infrastructure may be vulnerable to attacks by hackers or 
breached due to employee error, malfeasance or other disruptions.  Any such breach could compromise networks 
and the information stored there could be disrupted, accessed, publicly disclosed, lost or stolen.  Any such 
disruption, access, disclosure or other loss of information could result in disruptions in operations and the services 
provided by the County, legal claims or proceedings, liability under laws that protect the privacy of personal 
information, regulatory penalties and the services provided, and cause a loss of confidence in the commercial 
operations, which could materially adversely affect the operations of the System.  The County utilizes specialized 
third parties to maintain the servers and software of the County and to maintain the control systems for the System.  
The County maintains an insurance policy for loss stemming from cybersecurity related claims.  
 
Global Health Risk 

 The outbreak of COVID-19, a respiratory disease caused by a novel strain of coronavirus first reported in 
China, has spread to the United States and throughout the world, and is characterized as a pandemic by the World 
Health Organization.  On March 13, 2020, Governor McMaster of South Carolina declared a State-wide state of 
emergency (which expired in May 2021), and then President Donald Trump declared a nationwide emergency 
pursuant to Sec. 501(b) of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act, 42 U.S.C. 5121-
5207 resulting from the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic. 
 
 The County cannot predict whether consequences arising from the spread of COVID-19 or similar diseases 
will have a material impact on its financial condition.  Overall, the extent of the total impact of COVID-19 on the 
County’s operational and financial performance, and on Net Revenues, will depend on future developments, 
including without limitation the duration and spread of the outbreak, travel restrictions, limitations on public 
gatherings, and restrictions on operations of public and private entities nation-wide and internationally.  The County 
has resumed normal operations, and while any future impact on the County is currently unknowable, the County 
regularly reviews its options for addressing certain anticipated effects of the spread of COVID-19 that may impact 
its operations and finances.  
 
 Future outbreaks, epidemics, contagions, pandemics or events outside of the County’s control may further 
affect the System and affect the Net Revenues.  
 
Other General Factors 

The System has been, and may in the future be, affected by several other factors which could impact the 
financial condition of the System and operations of the County.  In addition to the factors discussed elsewhere 
herein, such factors include, among other things: 
 

• Effects of compliance with rapidly changing regulatory and legislative requirements relating to 
climate, environmental matters, safety and permitting; 

 
• The repeal of certain federal statutes that would have the effect of decreasing federal funding or 

changing federal tax policy, including the ability to issue tax-exempt obligations;  
 
• Effects of changes in the economy, population and demand of customers for services delivered by the 

System; and 
 
• Regulatory or legal changes affecting the County’s service area, wholesale power arrangements or 

customer base and demand (i.e. residential or commercial solar operations). 
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TAX MATTERS  

Federal Income Tax Generally 

On the date of issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds, Bond Counsel will render an opinion that, under existing 
law, assuming continuing compliance with certain covenants made by the County to satisfy pertinent requirements 
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”), and the applicable regulations promulgated 
thereunder (the “Regulations”) and the accuracy of certain representations, interest on the Series 2023 Bonds (i) is 
excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes and (ii) is not an item of tax preference for purposes of 
the alternative minimum tax imposed on individuals under the Code.  Such interest is, however, taken into account 
in determining the annual adjusted financial statement income of certain applicable corporations (as defined in 
Section 59(k) of the Code) for the purpose of determining the application of the 15-percent alternative minimum tax 
imposed on the adjusted financial statement income of such corporations for tax years beginning after December 31, 
2022.   (In general, an “applicable corporation” is a corporation whose average annual adjusted financial statement 
income (i.e., adjusted book income) exceeds $1 billion for the 3-taxable year period ending with the tax year in 
question).  See “APPENDIX C – Form of Opinion of Bond Counsel” hereto.  

The opinion of Bond Counsel is based on current statutes, regulations, judicial decisions, rulings, and other 
published guidance of the Internal Revenue Service (the “IRS”), covers certain matters not directly addressed by 
such authorities, and represents Bond Counsel’s judgment as to the proper treatment of the Series 2023 Bonds for 
federal income tax purposes.  Bond Counsel’s opinion is based upon existing law, which is subject to change.  Such 
opinion is further based on factual representations made to Bond Counsel as of the date thereof.  Bond Counsel 
assumes no duty to update or supplement its opinion to reflect any facts or circumstances that may thereafter come 
to Bond Counsel’s attention or to reflect any changes in law that may thereafter occur or become effective.  
Moreover, Bond Counsel’s opinion is not a guarantee of a particular result, and is not binding on the IRS or the 
courts; rather, such opinion represents Bond Counsel’s professional judgment based on its review of existing law, 
and in reliance on the representations and covenants that it deems relevant to such opinion. 

The opinion of Bond Counsel described above is subject to the condition that the County comply with all 
requirements of the Code and the Regulations, including, without limitation, certain limitations on the use, 
expenditure, and investment of the gross proceeds of the Series 2023 Bonds and the obligation to rebate certain 
earnings on investments of such gross proceeds to the United States Government, that must be satisfied subsequent 
to the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds in order for interest thereon to be, or to continue to be, excluded from gross 
income for federal income tax purposes.  The County has covenanted to comply with each such requirement.  
Failure to comply with certain of such requirements could cause the inclusion of interest on the Series 2023 Bonds 
in gross income for federal income tax purposes, in some cases retroactively to the date of issuance of the Series 
2023 Bonds.  The opinion of Bond Counsel delivered on the date of issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds is 
conditioned on continuing compliance by the County with such requirements, and Bond Counsel has not been 
retained to monitor compliance with the requirements subsequent to the issuance of such Series 2023 Bonds. 

Certain Collateral Federal Tax Considerations 

Prospective purchasers of the Series 2023 Bonds should be aware that ownership of tax-exempt obligations 
may result in collateral federal income tax consequences to certain taxpayers, including, without limitation, financial 
institutions, property and casualty insurance companies, life insurance companies, certain foreign corporations, 
certain S corporations, individual recipients of Social Security or Railroad Retirement benefits, and taxpayers who 
may be deemed to have incurred or continued indebtedness to purchase or carry tax-exempt obligations.  Bond 
Counsel expresses no opinion concerning such collateral income tax consequences, and prospective purchasers of 
Bonds should consult their own tax advisors as to the applicability thereof. 

The IRS has established an ongoing program to audit tax-exempt obligations to determine whether interest 
on such obligations is includable in gross income for federal income tax purposes.  Bond Counsel cannot predict 
whether the IRS will commence an audit of the Series 2023 Bonds.  Bond Counsel’s engagement with respect to the 
Series 2023 Bonds ends with the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds, and, unless separately engaged, Bond Counsel 
is not obligated to defend the County or the holders of the Series 2023 Bonds regarding the tax-exempt status of the 
Series 2023 Bonds in the event of an audit examination by the IRS.  
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Under current procedures, parties other than the County and their appointed counsel, including the holders 

of the Series 2023 Bonds, would have little, if any, right to participate in the audit examination process.  Moreover, 
because achieving judicial review in connection with an audit examination of tax-exempt bonds is difficult, 
obtaining an independent review of IRS positions with which the County legitimately disagrees, may not be 
practicable.  

 
Any action of the IRS, including but not limited to selection of the Series 2023 Bonds for audit, or the 

course or result of such audit, or an audit of bonds presenting similar tax issues may affect the market price for, or 
the marketability of, the Series 2023 Bonds, and may cause the County or the holders of the Series 2023 Bonds to 
incur significant expense, regardless of the ultimate outcome.  Under certain circumstances, the County may be 
obligated to disclose the commencement of an audit under the Disclosure Agreement (as defined in “CONTINUING 
DISCLOSURE” herein).  

 
Future Changes in Law 

From time to time, there are legislative proposals in Congress which, if enacted into law, could eliminate or 
reduce the exclusion of the interest on the Series 2023 Bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes or 
which might otherwise adversely affect the benefit or marketability of the Series 2023 Bonds.  No prediction can be 
made as to whether any such provisions will be enacted as proposed or concerning other future legislation which, if 
passed, might affect the tax treatment of interest on the Series 2023 Bonds.  

Similarly, future clarifications of the Code by the IRS and court proceedings interpreting the Code could 
likewise affect the treatment of interest on the Series 2023 Bonds, as well as the benefit or marketability of the 
Series 2023 Bonds.  Prospective purchasers of the Series 2023 Bonds should consult their own tax advisers 
regarding any pending or proposed federal tax legislation, court proceedings, and IRS actions, as to all of which 
Bond Counsel expresses no opinion. 

Original Issue Premium 
 
As shown on the inside front cover page of this Official Statement, all of the Series 2023 Bonds have been 

sold at an initial offering price which is greater than the amount payable at maturity. An amount equal to the excess 
of the purchase price of a Series 2023 Bond over its stated redemption price at maturity constitutes original issue 
premium.  

For federal income tax purposes, bond premium is amortized over the period to maturity of a Series 2023 
Bond, based on the yield to maturity of that Series 2023 Bond (or, in the case of a Series 2023 Bond callable prior to 
its stated maturity, the amortization period and yield may be required to be determined on the basis of an earlier call 
date that results in the lowest yield on that Series 2023 Bond), compounded semiannually.  No portion of that bond 
premium is deductible by the owner of a Series 2023 Bond.  For purposes of determining the owner’s gain or loss on 
the sale, redemption (including redemption at maturity) or other disposition of a Series 2023 Bond, the owner’s tax 
basis in the Series 2023 Bond is reduced by the amount of bond premium that is amortized during the period of 
ownership.  As a result, an owner may realize taxable gain for federal income tax purposes from the sale or other 
disposition of a Series 2023 Bond for an amount equal to or less than the amount paid by the owner for that Series 
2023 Bond.  A purchaser of a Series 2023 Bond in the initial public offering at the price for that Series 2023 Bond 
stated on the inside cover of this Official Statement who holds that Series 2023 Bond to maturity (or, in the case of a 
callable Series 2023 Bond, to its earlier call date that results in the lowest yield on that Series 2023 Bond) will 
realize no gain or loss upon the retirement of that Series 2023 Bond. 

 Owners of the Series 2023 Bonds should consult their own tax advisers with respect to all matters relating 
to such bond premium. 

Reporting and Withholding Requirements 

 Payments of interest on tax-exempt bonds, including the Series 2023 Bonds, are generally subject to IRS 
Form 1099-INT information reporting requirements.  
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An owner of a Series 2023 Bond may be subject to backup withholding at the applicable rate determined by 
statute with respect to interest paid on the Series 2023 Bonds if such owner, upon issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds, 
fails to provide to any person required to collect such information pursuant to Section 6049 of the Code with such 
owner’s taxpayer identification number, furnishes an incorrect taxpayer identification number, fails properly to 
report interest, dividends, or other “reportable payments” (as defined in the Code), or, under certain circumstances, 
fails to provide such persons with a certified statement, under penalty of perjury, that such owner is not subject to 
backup withholding. 

These requirements do not affect the exclusion of interest on the Series 2023 Bonds from gross income for 
federal income tax purposes. 

State Tax Exemption 

Bond Counsel is of the opinion that, under existing law, the Series 2023 Bonds and the interest thereon are 
exempt from all taxation by the State, its counties, municipalities, and school districts, except estate, transfer, and 
certain franchise taxes.  Interest paid on the Series 2023 Bonds is currently subject to the tax imposed on banks by 
Section 12-11-20 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as amended, which is enforced by the South Carolina 
Department of Revenue as a franchise tax.  

The opinion of Bond Counsel is limited to the laws of the State and federal tax laws.  No opinion is 
rendered by Bond Counsel concerning the taxation of the Series 2023 Bonds or the interest thereon under the laws of 
any other jurisdiction. 
 

LEGAL MATTERS 

Approval of Certain Proceedings 

The Series 2023 Bonds are offered when, as and if issued by the County, and accepted by the Underwriter 
subject to the delivery of an approving opinion by Pope Flynn, LLC, Columbia, South Carolina, Bond Counsel.  A 
copy of the proposed form of opinion of Bond Counsel is set forth in Appendix C hereto.  Pope Flynn, LLC is also 
acting as Disclosure Counsel to the County in connection with the issuance and sale of the Series 2023 Bonds.  
Certain legal matters will be passed on for the County by Michael K. Kendree, Esquire, County Attorney, and for 
the Underwriter by its counsel, Burr & Forman LLP, Columbia, South Carolina.  The various legal opinions to be 
delivered concurrently with the delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds express the professional judgment of the attorneys 
rendering the opinions as to the legal issues explicitly addressed therein.  By rendering a legal opinion, the opinion 
giver does not become an insurer or guarantor of that expression of professional judgment, of the transaction opined 
upon, or of the future performance of parties to the transaction.  Nor does the rendering of an opinion guarantee the 
outcome of any legal dispute that may arise out of the transaction. 

 
Litigation 

The County experiences routine litigation and claims incidental to the conduct of its affairs.  As of the date 
of issuance and delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds, counsel to the County will deliver an opinion to the effect that (a) 
there is no controversy or litigation of any nature now pending or threatened in writing, restraining or enjoining the 
issuance, sale, execution or delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds, or in any way questioning or affecting the validity of 
the Series 2023 Bonds or any proceedings of the County taken with respect to the issuance or sale thereof, or the 
pledge or application of any moneys or security provided for the payment of the Series 2023 Bonds and (b) there is 
no controversy or litigation of any nature now pending or threatened in writing against the County relating to or 
questioning or affecting the organization or existence of the County or the title to office of the officers thereof.  

 
UNITED STATES BANKRUPTCY CODE 

 The undertakings of the County should be considered with reference to Chapter 9 of the Bankruptcy Code, 11 
U.S.C. §§ 901, et seq., as amended, and other laws affecting creditors’ rights and certain public bodies generally.  
Chapter 9 permits a municipality, political subdivision, public agency, or other instrumentality of a State that is 
insolvent or unable to meet its debts as such debts mature to file a petition in the United States Bankruptcy Court for 
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the purpose of effecting a plan to adjust its debts; directs such a petitioner to file with the court a list of its creditors; 
provides that the filing of the petition under that Chapter operates as a stay of the commencement or continuation of 
any judicial or other proceeding against the petitioner; directs a petitioner to file a plan for the adjustment of its debts; 
permits the petitioner in its plan to modify the rights to payment of its creditors; and provides that the plan must be 
accepted in writing by or on behalf of creditors of each impaired class of claims holding at least two-thirds in amount 
and more than one-half in number of the creditors which have accepted or rejected the plan.  The plan may be 
confirmed notwithstanding the negative vote of one or more classes of claims if the court finds that the plan is in the 
best interest of creditors, is feasible, and is fair and equitable with respect to the dissenting classes of creditors.  A 
petitioner has the right to reinstate indebtedness under its plan according to the original maturity schedule of such 
indebtedness notwithstanding any provision in the documents under which the indebtedness arose relating to the 
insolvency or financial condition of the debtor before the confirmation of the plan, the commencement of a case under 
the Bankruptcy Code, or the appointment of or taking possession by a trustee in a case under the Bankruptcy Code or 
by a receiver or other custodian prior to the commencement of a case under the Bankruptcy Code. 
 

ENFORCEABILITY OF REMEDIES 

 The remedies available to the owners of the Series 2023 Bonds upon an event of default under the Ordinance 
are in many respects dependent upon judicial actions which are often subject to discretion and delay.  Under existing 
constitutional and statutory law and judicial decisions, including specifically Title 11 of the United States Code, the 
remedies specified by the federal bankruptcy code, the Bond Ordinance and the Series 2023 Bonds may not be readily 
available or may be limited.  The various legal opinions to be delivered concurrently with the delivery of the Series 
2023 Bonds (including Bond Counsel’s approving opinion) will be qualified, as to the enforceability of the various 
legal instruments, by limitations imposed by bankruptcy, reorganization, insolvency, or other similar laws affecting the 
rights of creditors enacted before or after such delivery. 
 

CONTINUING DISCLOSURE 

 The County has covenanted, pursuant to Section 11-1-85 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as 
amended, to file with a central repository for availability in the secondary bond market, when requested, an annual 
independent audit within 30 days of its receipt and event specific information within 30 days of an event adversely 
affecting more than 5% of Gross Revenues of the System. 
 
 Pursuant to Rule 15c2-12 adopted by the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities 
Exchange Act of 1934, as amended ( “Rule 15c2-12”), the County will undertake simultaneously with the issuance 
of the Series 2023 Bonds, pursuant to a Disclosure Dissemination Agent Agreement (the “Disclosure Agreement”), 
for the benefit of holders of the Series 2023 Bonds, to provide certain financial information and operating data 
relating to the County by not later than seven months after the end of each Fiscal Year commencing with Fiscal Year 
2023 (the “Annual Information”), and to provide notices of the occurrence of certain enumerated events.  The 
Annual Information will be filed by or on behalf of the County with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board – 
Electronic Municipal Market Access system (“EMMA”) as described in the form of Disclosure Agreement attached 
hereto as Appendix E.  Notice of certain significant events will be filed by or on behalf of the County with EMMA.  
The nature of the information to be provided in the Annual Information and the notices of certain significant events 
are set forth in “APPENDIX E – Form of Disclosure Dissemination Agent Agreement” attached hereto. 
 
 The County issued its $10,000,000 General Obligation Bond (Bethel-Lake Wylie Land Acquisition and 
Preservation Parks District Project), Series 2021 (the “Series 2021 Bond”) on November 10, 2021 and filed a notice 
of incurrence of financial obligation on January 12, 2023. While the County does not consider the amount of the 
obligation or annual debt service requirement as material components of its total liabilities or revenues, respectively, 
the notice filing for the Series 2021 Bond occurred in excess of 10 days from the closing thereof. 
 
 Except as set forth above, the County has complied with all required continuing disclosure undertakings 
under Rule 15c2-12 for the past five years. 
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FINANCIAL ADVISOR 

 Compass Municipal Advisors, LLC serves as a financial advisor (the “Financial Advisor”) to the County.  
The Financial Advisor is not obligated to undertake, and has not undertaken to make, an independent verification or 
to assume responsibility for the accuracy, completeness or fairness of the information contained in this Official 
Statement.  The Financial Advisor’s fee for services rendered with respect to the sale of the Series 2023 Bonds is 
contingent upon the issuance and delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds.  The Financial Advisor has not verified and 
does not assume any responsibility for the information, covenants, and representations contained in any of the legal 
documents with respect to the federal income tax status of the Series 2023 Bonds, or the possible impact of any 
present, pending or future actions taken by any legislative or judicial bodies or rating agencies. 

 
RATING 

 Standard & Poor’s (“Rating Agency”) has assigned a rating of “AA+” to the Series 2023 Bonds.  
 
 Such rating reflects only the views of the Rating Agency.  Any explanation of the significance of the rating 
may only be obtained from the Rating Agency.  The County furnished to the Rating Agency certain information and 
materials, some of which may not have been included herein, relating to the Series 2023 Bonds, the System, and the 
County.  
 
 Generally, rating agencies base their ratings on such information and other investigations, studies, and 
assumptions they deem appropriate.  The rating is not a recommendation to buy, sell, or hold the Series 2023 
Bonds.  There can be no assurance that the rating will continue for any period of time or that it will not be revised or 
withdrawn entirely by the Rating Agency, if in its judgment circumstances so warrant.  Any revision or withdrawal 
of the rating may have an adverse effect on the marketability and/or market price of the Series 2023 Bonds.  
 

UNDERWRITING 

 The Underwriter, J.P. Morgan Securities LLC (“JPMS”), has agreed, subject to certain conditions, to 
purchase all, but not less than all, of the Series 2023 Bonds from the County at a purchase price of $26,603,736.25, 
which is equal to the par amount of the Series 2023 Bonds plus original issue premium of $2,814,796.25 and less an 
underwriter’s discount of $101,060.00.  The public offering prices may be changed, from time to time, by JPMS.  
JPMS intends to offer the Series 2023 Bonds to the public initially at the offering prices set forth on the inside cover 
page of this Official Statement, which prices may subsequently change without requirement of prior notice.  The Series 
2023 Bonds may be offered and sold to certain dealers, dealer banks, and banks acting in the capacity of agents at 
prices lower than such public offering prices.  JPMS reserves the right to join with other dealers and underwriters in 
offering the Series 2023 Bonds to the public. 
 
 JPMS, underwriter of the Series 2023 Bonds, has entered into negotiated dealer arrangements (each a “Dealer 
Agreement”) with each of Charles Schwab & Co., Inc. (“CS&Co.”) and LPL Financial LLC (“LPL”) for the retail 
distribution of certain securities offerings at the original issue prices.  Pursuant to each Dealer Agreement, each of 
CS&Co. and LPL may purchase Series 2023 Bonds from JPMS at the original issue price less a negotiated portion of 
the selling concession applicable to any Series 2023 Bonds that such firm sells. 
 

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

 The financial statements as of and for the Fiscal Year ended June 30, 2022, included as Appendix A hereto 
relating to the System, have been audited by Elliott Davis, LLC, Columbia, South Carolina, Certified Public 
Accountants, as set forth in their report dated December 16, 2022.  The Fiscal Year 2022 Financial Statements, 
including the footnotes thereto, should be reviewed in their entirety by prospective purchasers of the Series 2023 
Bonds.  Elliott Davis, LLC, the County’s independent auditor, has not been engaged to perform, and has not 
performed, since the report date of December 16, 2022, any procedures on the Fiscal Year 2022 Financial 
Statements addressed in that report.  Elliott Davis, LLC also has not performed any procedures relating to this 
Official Statement. 
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With respect to evaluating the ability of the County to make timely payment of debt service on the Series 
2023 Bonds based on information contained in the Fiscal Year 2022 Financial Statements, no representation is 
made that such information contains all factors material to such an evaluation or that any specific information 
should be accorded any particular significance. The Fiscal Year 2022 Financial Statements represent a 
comprehensive report of the County’s finances and include funds, accounts, and revenues that are not pledged to the 
payment of debt service on the Series 2023 Bonds.  This Official Statement should be considered in its entirety and 
no one factor should be considered more or less important than any other solely by reason of its location herein.  
See “APPENDIX A – Audited Financial Statements of York County for Fiscal Year Ended June 30, 2022” attached 
hereto. 
 

CONCLUDING STATEMENT 

The execution and delivery of this Official Statement have been duly authorized by the County.  
Concurrently with the delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds, the undersigned will furnish her certificate to the effect 
that, to the best of her knowledge, this Official Statement did not as of its date, and does not as of the date of 
delivery of the Series 2023 Bonds, contain any untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact 
which should be included therein for the purposes for which this Official Statement is to be used, or which is 
necessary in order to make the statements contained therein, in light of the circumstances in which they were made, 
not misleading. 
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All the summaries of the provisions of the Act, the Series 2023 Bonds, the Ordinance and all summaries and 
references to other documents, instruments and materials not purported to be quoted in full are only brief outlines of 
certain provisions thereof and are not intended to be and do not constitute complete statements of the Act or such 
documents or provisions.  Reference is made hereby to the complete documents relating to such matters for the 
complete terms and provisions thereof and for the information contained therein.  The attached Appendices A through 
H are integral parts of this Official Statement and should be read in their entirety together with all foregoing 
statements. 
 
 Certain of the information set forth in this Official Statement and in the appendices hereto has been obtained 
from sources other than the County that are believed to be reliable but is not guaranteed as to accuracy or completeness 
by the Underwriter or the County. 
 
 The agreement between the County and holders of the Series 2023 Bonds is fully set forth in the Ordinance 
and neither any advertisement for the Series 2023 Bonds nor this Official Statement is to be construed as constituting 
an agreement with the holders of the Series 2023 Bonds.

We are pleased to submit the annual comprehensive financial report of York County, South Carolina (“County”) for the fiscal 
year ended June 30, 2022.  The County is responsible for both the accuracy of the data and the completeness and fairness of 
the presentation, including all disclosures.  To the best of our knowledge and belief, the enclosed data is accurate in all 
material respects and is reported in a manner designed to present fairly the financial position and results of operations of the 
various County funds.  All disclosures necessary to enable the reader to gain an understanding of the County’s financial 
activities are included. 

The County is required to undergo an annual single audit in conformity with the provisions of Title 2 U.S. Code of Federal 
Regulations Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards 
(“Uniform Guidance”).  Information related to this single audit, including the Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards, 
Findings and Questioned Costs, and Auditor’s Reports on the Internal Control Structure and Compliance with Applicable Laws 
and Regulations, is included in the Single Audit Section of this report. 

Accounting Principles Generally Accepted in the United States of America require that management provide a narrative 
introduction, overview, and analysis to accompany the financial statements in the form of Management’s Discussion and 
Analysis (“MD&A”).  This letter of transmittal is designed to complement the MD&A and should be read in conjunction with it.  
York County’s MD&A can be found immediately following the report of the independent auditor. 

PROFILE OF GOVERNMENT 

York County Council is composed of seven council members elected for four-year terms from single-member districts.  The 
terms are staggered to have three members and then four elected members every two years. 

The financial reporting entity includes all the funds of York County, the primary government, as well as all of its component 
units.  Component units are legally separate entities for which the primary government is financially accountable.  The County 
provides a full range of services including law enforcement, emergency services, court services, road construction and 
maintenance, solid waste collection and recycling, and planning and zoning.  The County’s enterprise funds include Solid 
Waste Disposal and Water and Sewer.  Discretely presented component units are reported in a separate column in the 
combined financial statements to emphasize that they are legally separate from the primary government and to differentiate 
their financial position, results of operations and cash flows from those of the primary government.  York County Culture and 
Heritage Commission and York County Library are reported as discretely presented component units. 

ECONOMIC CONDITION AND OUTLOOK 

The world seems particularly volatile as 2022 nears the end. Headlines on COVID have been replaced with war, political 
unrest and inflation that has seen prices rise 7.7% year-over-year (October). The local economy is mirroring national 
trends with low unemployment, 3.2% as of August, but prices spiking on nearly everything raising fears that a recession is 
looming. 

Despite worrisome headlines, there is positive news. Employment in York County reached its highest level to date with 
109,722 jobs in the county as of the first quarter, with the Transportation and Warehousing industry growing at the fastest 
rate. The vast majority of those jobs are specifically in the Warehousing industry, likely a response to pent up retail 
demand caused by pandemic era policy. Wages also show continued growth with the Real Estate, Rental and Leasing 
industry recording the highest gains. Real Estate also leads York County in terms of GDP, surpassing the Manufacturing 
industry in 2020.   
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Demand for housing remains strong with median home sale prices rising 17.6% year-over-year. However, the market is 
weakening in terms of new listings and the pace of home sales. The Federal reserve’s interest rate hike is also 
dampening the rate of price increases. The median price for a single family home in York County now stands at $385,000. 
New construction injected much needed inventory into York County’s multifamily market; however, the vacancy rate is still 
below 5% and supply constraints continue to put upward pressure on pricing.  The average effective rent in York County 
is currently $1,524 per month, the third highest in the Charlotte region behind Mecklenburg and Lancaster counties.   

York County continues to see strong demand for industrial buildings, absorbing more than 1.5M square feet in the past 
year, mainly due to demand in the aforementioned warehousing industry.  This has driven the vacancy rate down to 4.4%; 
however, 2.2M square feet of new industrial space is in the construction pipeline and poised to meet demand.  The office 
market, on the other hand, is weakening with annual net absorption coming in at (-85,202) square feet over the past 12 
months. This has pushed the vacancy rate up to 7.1%, despite challenges, York County’s vacancy rate is still well below 
the regional average of 11.1%. Office markets remain in flux as companies continue to sort out remote, flex and in-office 
work options.  Local office and industrial real estate continued to see rent increases while remaining moderately more 
affordable than the Charlotte region.   

MAJOR INITIATIVES 

The major initiatives of the County focus on growth management, quality of life, outdoor recreation, and economic 
development.  County Council continues to focus on providing quality services to the citizens of York County while 
keeping property tax rates as low as possible.  York County has one of the lowest County general operating millage rates 
in the State of South Carolina.  

York County continues to face challenges related to population and growth.  York County is focused on managing growth 
in such a way that improves the quality of life for citizens.  Therefore, York County Planning & Development Services has 
created the Recode York County initiative to review, update, and realign York County’s Zoning and Subdivision Codes to 
better reflect the current and future development context in the County.  The revised land use and development 
ordinances will be updated to implement the policies and goals of the 2035 York Forward, County’s adopted 
Comprehensive Plan, as well as associated small area plans. 

In fiscal year 2001-2002, York County developed its first formal Capital Improvement Program.  The Capital Improvement 
Program consists of anticipated major capital projects, timelines, and estimated project costs.  This program provides for 
future capital and infrastructure needs and has enhanced planning for the financial impact of meeting these needs.  In 
fiscal year 2016, the County issued $108,970,000 General Obligation debt to fund various capital projects across the 
County.  These projects were completed in fiscal year 2021.  During fiscal year 2019, County Council made a wise 
decision to transfer $39,133,000 to the newly created Debt Service Reserve Fund to pay off all the General Obligation 
debt (issued in 2016) in fiscal year 2024.  During the fiscal year 2020 budget, the County continued this plan.  In the fall of 
2020, Council passed a budget amendment to use the surplus generated in fiscal year 2020 to transfer an additional 
$8,053,000 for a total transfer of $10,800,000 to the Debt Service Reserve Fund in fiscal year 2021.  Thus, eliminating the 
County’s additional 2.0 mills levied in operations annually to pay off the debt.   

In 2021, Moody’s Investors Service rated York County’s General Obligation credit rating at ‘Aaa,’ the highest rating offered 
by the agency.  This rating was given due to the rapid growth and diversification of the county’s sizeable tax base, the 
county’s healthy resident income levels; as well as, the county’s extremely robust reserve and excellent liquidity position, 
and the county’s manageable debt burden.

In addition, the County established the York County Forever Program, to promote and protect significant natural, cultural, 
historic, and environmental resources.  To date, the County has preserved 11,174.01 acres through property acquisitions, 
donations and easements.  Completed in 2022, the Bluestone and Fishing Creek Place projects exemplify public/private 
partnerships between landowners, local government, and a non-profit.  A total of 171.4 acres of private land is now under 
conservation easements with the Nation Ford Land Trust and has been protected in perpetuity by owners Andy and Mary 
Lazenby.  Their on-going stewardship involves the restoration of a prairie ecosystem, the documentation of a newly 
discovered enslaved African cemetery, and the protection of ecologically important frontage on Fishing Creek.  Another 
5,858.09 acres have been preserved through private conservation efforts not related to the County.  To continue to 
preserve our past and protect our future, the County allocated additional funds in the fiscal year 2023 budget for the York 
County Forever Program.   
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In November 2020, the citizens of the Bethel-Lake Wylie area of York County voted to create the Bethel-Lake Wylie 
Preservation Park Special Tax District and issued a $10 million bond, in fiscal year 2022, for the purpose and function of 
providing recreation facilities and services.  

In 1997, the County set a goal to address major infrastructure needs in the state highway system.  York County actively 
participated in the passage of a state law in June 1997, which allows county governments to implement a local capital 
projects sales tax.  York County voters approved the seven year/$99 million sales tax in November 1997, becoming the 
first county in South Carolina to approve such a tax.   

York County citizens approved a seven year/$173 million renewal of this tax in a November 2003 referendum.  The State 
approved an $8 million interest free loan to enable the County to begin the construction schedule of this sales tax project.  
This loan was repaid in March 2007.  The collection period for this referendum ended in fiscal year 2012.  Total sales tax 
collections of approximately $175 million were received by the County for funding the 2003 referendum projects.   

York County citizens approved a third referendum for road projects in August 2011.  The amount projected for those 
projects was $161 million.  The amount of this referendum was lower than the 2003 referendum due to changes in sales 
tax laws.  In fiscal year 2012, Council authorized a loan from the General Fund in the amount of $8 million to be 
transferred to the “Pennies 3” fund in order to expedite the approved projects.  That loan was fully repaid in fiscal year
2015.  The County had received approximately $186 million in sales tax collections for this referendum. 

In the fall of 2017, the York County citizens approved a fourth referendum for road projects.  In fiscal year 2018, Council 
authorized a loan from the General Fund in the amount of $16 million to allow work to begin, once the referendum was 
approved, for the “Pennies 4” projects.  That loan was fully repaid in fiscal year 2019.  The County projects approximately 
$277 million in sales tax collections from this fourth referendum. 

The County water/sewer system is located in close proximity to the City of Charlotte, North Carolina, which has 
experienced rapid population growth and industrial/commercial development in recent years.  Our service area includes 
most of the higher density, faster growing unincorporated areas of the County.  The system has significantly contributed to 
our success in economic development.  The County intends to expand our water and sewer system to ensure 
infrastructure is in place for future economic development.  

In 2017, the Standard & Poor’s Rating Services (“S&P”) raised York County’s water and sewer system revenue refunding 
debt to ‘AA+’ from ‘AA.’  S&P’s outlook highlights the County having strong debt service coverage and liquidity for the 
County’s water and sewer fund. In 2021, Moody’s Investors Service maintained York County’s Water & Sewer 
Enterprise’s revenue bonds at ‘Aa2’.  Moody’s cited the system’s consistently strong debt service coverage and liquidity, 
growing customer base, low debt ratio, and satisfactory bondholder legal provisions. The higher credit ratings will assist 
the County in securing lower interest rates to finance future capital projects. 

In fiscal year 2017, the County established a reserve account fund (“Reserve Fund”) to enable the County to fund Capital 
requirements.  This fund will allow the County to accrue funds in reserve to acquire a specific capital asset identified in the 
County Capital Plan for Infrastructure & Technology.  This fund will allow the County to fund Capital Expenditures and avoid 
borrowing.  This will result in significant savings to the taxpayers of York County. 

Through the Coronavirus State & Local Fiscal Recovery Funds program, the US Treasury has provided York County with 
approximately $54 million. York County received the first tranche in the amount of approximately $27 million in Summer of 
2021. York County received the second, and final, tranche in the Summer of 2022.  This direct funding to local governments 
provides relief to “respond to” and recover from the pandemic.  York County’s intent is to invest in projects and initiatives that 
will impact and serve the entire community. 
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FINANCIAL INFORMATION 

County management is responsible for developing and maintaining an internal control structure designed to ensure that the 
assets of the County are protected from loss, theft, or misuse and to ensure that adequate accounting data is compiled to 
allow for the preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United 
States of America.  The internal control structure is designed to provide reasonable, but not absolute, assurance that these 
objectives are met.  The concept of reasonable assurance recognizes that: (1) the cost of a control should not exceed the 
benefits likely to be derived; and (2) the valuation of costs and benefits requires estimates and judgments by management. 

Budgetary Controls.  In addition to internal accounting controls, the County maintains budgetary controls.  The objective of 
these budgetary controls is to ensure compliance with legal provisions embodied in the annual appropriated budget approved 
by York County Council.  Activities of the General Fund, 2003 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, Pennies 3 Capital Projects 
Sales Tax Fund, Pennies 4 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, Reserve Fund, Debt Service Reserve Fund, Capital Projects 
Fund, Local Hospitality Tax Fund, Rural Fire Districts Fund, York County Rural Fire Fund, Solid Waste Collection Fund, 
Economic Development Operations, Emergency Telephone System Fund, Recreation Fund, Lake Wylie Recreation Fund, 
Bethel Lake Wylie Preservation Fund, Catawba Bend Preservation Fund, County Support – Cultural and Heritage 
Commission Fund, County Support – York County Library Fund, County Support – York Technical College Fund, Water and 
Sewer Fund, and Solid Waste Disposal Fund are included in the annual appropriated budget.  The level of budgetary control 
(that is, the level at which expenditures cannot legally exceed the appropriated amount) is the department level.  The County 
also maintains an encumbrance accounting system as one technique of accomplishing budgetary control.  Unencumbered 
amounts lapse at year-end. 

Long-range Planning.  In fiscal year 2010, the County Council adopted a formal fund balance policy.  The policy requires a 
fiscal year minimum ending unassigned fund balance of 25% of the future year’s expenditure budget.  County Management 
will continue to look towards the future.  In fiscal year 2019, a significant amount of fund balance was transferred into a new 
debt service reserve fund that was created to pay off the general obligation debt issued in fiscal year 2016 when possible in 
2024.  In fiscal year 2020, the County had an operating surplus that allowed it to make an additional transfer to the Debt 
Service Reserve Fund in fiscal year 2021 that allowed the County to eliminate the additional 2.0 mills in operations for early 
debt payoff.  The elimination of the 2.0 mills was earlier than the expected fiscal year 2024 goal. 

AWARDS AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

State and federal laws require the County to have an annual audit conducted by independent certified public accountants.  
The accounting firm of Elliott Davis, LLC CPA firm was selected, and their report on the financial statements is included in the 
Financial Section of this report.  Their reports related specifically to the single audit are included in the Single Audit section. 

The Government Finance Officers Association of the United States and Canada (“GFOA”) awarded a Certificate of 
Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting to York County, South Carolina, for its annual comprehensive financial 
report for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2021.  This is the forty sixth consecutive fiscal year the County has received this 
prestigious award.  In order to be awarded a Certificate of Achievement, the County must publish an easily readable and 
efficiently organized annual comprehensive financial report.  This report satisfies both accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America and applicable legal requirements.  A Certificate of Achievement is valid for a period 
of one year only.  We believe our current report continues to conform to the Certificate of Achievement program requirements 
and we are submitting it to GFOA to determine its eligibility for another certificate. 

The preparation of the annual comprehensive financial report would not have been possible without the assistance of the 
County Auditor and County Assessor; as well as, the staffs within the County Manager’s Office, Economic Development, 
Planning and Development Services, Finance and Treasurer’s Offices, and Elliott Davis, LLC CPA firm.  The hard work and 
dedication of these individuals significantly contributed to the completion of this document.  

In closing, we express our appreciation to the Chairwoman and members of York County Council for their interest in and 
support of this annual comprehensive financial report.

Opinions 
We have audited the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, 
the aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining 
fund information of York County, South Carolina (the “County), for the year ended June 30, 2022, and 
the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the County’s basic financial 
statements as listed in the table of contents. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material 
respects, the respective financial position of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, the 
aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund 
information of the County as of June 30, 2022, and the respective changes in financial position, and 
where applicable, cash flows for the year then ended in accordance with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America.  

Basis of Opinions 
We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 
of America (GAAS) and the standards applicable to the financial audits contained in Government 
Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States.

MANAGEMENT’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 

YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 2022 

Management’s discussion and analysis of York County’s (the “County”) annual financial report presents a narrative overview of the 
County’s financial performance for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, with an emphasis on the Primary Government.  This information 
should be read in conjunction with the transmittal letter, financial statements, and the accompanying notes.  This discussion and analysis 
excludes the County’s two discretely presented component units, the York County Library and the Culture and Heritage Commission 
of York County.  Please refer to separately issued financial statements for these two entities.  

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

 The County’s assets and deferred outflows of resources exceeded its liabilities and deferred inflows of resources (net position) 
at June 30, 2022 by approximately $668 million as compared to approximately $593 million at the prior fiscal year end.  
Unrestricted net position may be used to meet the County’s ongoing obligations to citizens and creditors; the County’s 
unrestricted net position at June 30, 2022 was approximately $95 million.   

 The County’s total net position this fiscal year increased approximately $75 million over the previous year, consisting of 
approximately $300 million of current year revenues exceeding expenses of approximately $225 million.  

 At June 30, 2022 the County’s governmental funds reported combined ending fund balances of approximately $437 million, 
an increase of approximately $59 million over the previous fiscal year as revenues and other financing sources of approximately 
$315 million exceeded expenditures of approximately $256 million. This was primarily due to property taxes of approximately 
$152 million and other revenues exceeding budgeted expectations, as well as significant vacancies and conservative spending 
during the fiscal year 2022.  Total fund balances include approximately $77 million for the General Fund, approximately $191 
million for the major Capital Projects Funds, approximately $57 million for the Debt Service Reserve Fund, and approximately 
$113 million for all other governmental nonmajor funds.  

 The General Fund reported an unassigned fund balance of approximately $34 million compared to last year’s unassigned 
amount of approximately $30 million. This increase was primarily due to a decrease in the nonspendable, committed, and 
assigned fund balances, partially offset by an overall decrease in total fund balance in the General Fund of approximately $11 
million and an increase in restricted fund balances.  

 During 2022, the County’s General Fund fund balance decreased by approximately $11 million.  Revenues of approximately 
$132 million were exceeded by expenditures of $111 million and transfers to the Reserve Fund of approximately $4 million 
for a future sheriff facility and other capital projects, approximately $27 million to the Capital Improvements Fund for future 
capital projects, and approximately $1 million to the Economic Development Operations Fund for continued operations.  
Expenditures were less than budgeted expectations due to the County experiencing significant employee vacancies and 
conservative spending.  Property taxes, deed stamps sold, and planning - buildings and code revenues exceeded budgeted 
expectations.    

 The County’s total capital assets were approximately $442 million at June 30, 2022, an increase from the prior year of 
approximately $16 million, as current year additions of approximately $38 million were offset by current year depreciation of 
approximately $23 million and disposals of approximately $1 million.   

 The County’s total long-term indebtedness was approximately $122 million at June 30, 2022, a decrease of approximately $3 
million from the previous year due to regularly scheduled principal payments made during the year, partially offset by the 
issuance of the Series 2021 General Obligation bonds for the Bethel Lake Wylie Land Preservation fund. 

 During fiscal year 2022, the County’s bond rating from Moody’s was unchanged at Aaa.  The rating from Standard and Poor’s 
was unchanged at AA+.  These ratings reflect the sound financial management of York County, the Council, and management. 

 Through the Coronavirus State & Local Fiscal Recovery Funds program, the US Treasury has provided York County with 
approximately $54 million to local governments for relief in “responding to” and recovering from the pandemic. York County 
received the first tranche in the amount of approximately $27 million in Summer of 2021, and received the second, and final, 
tranche in the Summer of 2022. York County has to obligate these funds by Dec. 31, 2024, and complete all projects by Dec. 
31, 2026. 

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the County’s financial statements.  The financial statements are 
comprised of three sections: 1) government-wide financial statements, 2) fund financial statements, and 3) notes to the financial 
statements.

OVERVIEW OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS (CONTINUED) 

Government-Wide Financial Statements 

Government-wide financial statements provide a broad overview of the financial position of the County and are similar to private-sector 
financial statements.  They include a Statement of Net Position and a Statement of Activities.  

The Statement of Net Position shows the County’s assets and deferred outflows of resources less its liabilities and deferred inflows of 
resources at June 30, 2022.  The difference between these assets and liabilities is reported as net position.  Changes in net position over 
time may be helpful in indicating an improving or deteriorating financial condition. 

The Statement of Activities follows the Statement of Net Position and presents information showing how the net position changed during 
the fiscal year.  The statement presents all underlying events which give rise to the change, regardless of the timing of the related cash 
flows.  

Both statements attempt to distinguish functions of the County that are principally supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues 
(governmental activities) from other functions that are intended to recover all or a significant portion of their costs through user fees and 
charges (business-type activities).   

Governmental activities reported in the statements include general government, public safety, highways, streets and sanitation, health 
and welfare, culture and recreation, and conservation, transportation and growth.  The business-type activities are water and sewer and 
solid waste disposal.   

Fund Financial Statements 

Fund financial statements are groupings of related accounts that are used to maintain control over resources that have been segregated 
for specific activities or objectives.  Like other state and local governments, the County uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate 
compliance with finance-related legal requirements.  All the funds of the County can be divided into three categories:  governmental, 
proprietary, and fiduciary funds. 

Governmental Funds – Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions as reported under the governmental 
activities column of the government-wide Statement of Net Position and Statement of Activities.  However, this set of financial 
statements focuses on events that produce near-term inflows and outflows of spendable resources, as well as on the balances of spendable 
resources available at the end of the fiscal year and is a narrower focus than the government-wide financial statements.  Such information 
may be useful in evaluating York County’s near-term financing requirements and available resources.  By comparing functions between 
the two sets of statements for governmental funds and governmental activities, readers may better understand the long-term impact of 
the government’s near-term financing decisions.  Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental fund statements of 
revenues, expenditures and changes in fund balances provide a reconciliation to facilitate this comparison between governmental funds 
and governmental activities.

Proprietary Funds – Services for which the County charges customers a fee are generally reported in proprietary funds.  Proprietary 
funds, like the government-wide statements, provide both long and short-term financial information.  These funds are similar to the 
government-wide business-type activities, but provide more detail and additional information, such as a cash flow statement. 

Fiduciary Funds – The County uses fiduciary funds to account for resources held for the benefit of parties outside the County 
government.  Although these funds are presented in the fund set of statements, they do not appear in the government-wide financial 
statements because the resources of fiduciary funds are not available to support York County’s own programs.  The County reports its 
fiduciary funds in a separate Statement of Fiduciary Net Position. 

Notes to the Financial Statements – The notes provide required disclosures and other information that are essential to a full 
understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements.  The notes present information about the 
County’s accounting policies, significant account balances and activities, material risks, obligations, commitments, contingencies, and 
subsequent events.

The County reported positive balances in all categories of net position in both governmental and business-type activities for 2022. The 
County’s total unrestricted net position was approximately $95 million as of June 30, 2022, increasing approximately $15 million from 
the prior year, due primarily to an overall increase in net position of approximately $75 million, partially offset by an increase in 
restricted net position of approximately $37 million and an increase in net investment of capital assets of $22 million.  Unrestricted net 
position represents County resources that may be used to meet the County’s ongoing obligations to citizens and creditors while restricted 
assets are resources subject to external restriction. 

A significant portion of the County’s net position (46%) reflects its investment in capital assets (e.g., land, buildings, infrastructure, and 
equipment). These assets are presented net of any outstanding debt related to the acquisition of those assets.  The County uses capital 
assets to provide services to citizens and consequently these assets are not available for future spending.  Although the investment in 
capital assets is reported net of related debt, the capital assets themselves cannot be used to liquidate that liability and other resources 
will be needed to repay any associated debt.

Governmental Activities.  The County recognized an overall increase in revenues for governmental activities of approximately $28 
million (12%) in 2022 as compared to 2021 primarily due to an increase in most all revenue categories, partially offset by a decrease in 
in investment income of approximately $3 million due to unrealized losses in investments in the current year. Sales Tax increased 
approximately $8 million primarily due to the Pennies 4 Capital Projects Sales Tax continuing to have strong collections.     

Expenses decreased approximately $10 million (5%) in 2022 compared to 2021 primarily due to a decrease in capital projects related to 
road projects across the County.  

Business-type Activities.  Charges for services (sales and service charges) remained relatively flat in 2022 compared to 2021. 

Expenses decreased approximately $4 million (13%) primarily due to the decrease in the postclosure landfill liability of approximately 
$2 million in 2022 compared to 2021.  

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF YORK COUNTY’S FUNDS 

As noted earlier, York County uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal requirements.  As 
the County completed the year, its governmental funds reported a combined fund balance of $437 million, or 15.6% above last year as 
shown in the table below (in thousands).

The General Fund fund balance decrease was primarily due to transfers of approximately $32 million to the Capital Improvements Fund 
and Reserve Fund, partially offset by revenues exceeding expenditures by approximately $22 million.  Property tax revenue and licenses, 
fines, and permits revenue were the primary reasons for the positive budget variance for revenues.  Expenditures were approximately 
$10 million under budget primarily due to vacancies across the County and conservative spending during the year. 

The 2003 Capital Projects Sales Tax, Pennies 3 Capital Projects Sales Tax, and Capital Projects Funds programs only have investment 
income for revenue while the accumulated funds are being expended.  Pennies 4 Capital Projects Sales Tax started collecting sales tax 
during fiscal year 2019 while corresponding capital expenditures are in early stages as projects continue to progress. 

The increase in the Other Nonmajor funds is primarily due to an increase in the C Funds of approximately $5 million due to ongoing 
capital projects, an increase in the Capital Improvements Fund of approximately $31 million due to transfers in for future capital projects, 
an increase in the York County Rural Fire of approximately $2 million due to strong property tax collections, an increase in the 
Bethel/Lake Wylie Preservation Fund of approximately $5 million due to the issuance of the 2021 General Obligation debt of 
approximately $10 million, partially offset by capital outlay, and an increase of approximately $1 million in County Support – York 
Technical College due to strong property tax collections.

General Fund Budgetary Highlights:  The County’s General Fund budget is the fiscal plan to provide services to the taxpayers and 
the resources required to provide those services.  

Budget columns are provided for both the original budget adopted for fiscal year 2022 as well as the final amended budget.  There was 
no difference between the original budget and the final budget.   

During fiscal year 2022, General Fund revenues of approximately $132 million were more than budgetary estimates by approximately 
$12 million due primarily to property taxes of approximately $93 million coming in more than the budgeted amount by approximately 
$5 million due to conservative budgeting, license, fines and permits of approximately $22 million coming in more than the budgeted 
amount by approximately $8 million due to an increase in businesses due to rising economy and County growth along with conservative 
budgeting, and local government funding of approximately $11 million coming in more than the budgeted amount by approximately $1 
million due to the State of South Carolina allocating more funds than originally budgeted.   

General Fund expenditures of approximately $111 million were less than budgetary estimates by approximately $10 million.  General 
Government budgetary savings consisted of positive payroll variances of approximately $2 million due to vacancies and staff changes 
and conservative spending throughout the current fiscal year.   

Public Safety budget savings were made up of approximately $1 million for salaries and benefits due to vacancies and staff changes and 
savings related primarily to conservative spending throughout the current fiscal year. 

Budget savings for Highways, Streets and Sanitation consisted of approximately $1 million for salaries and benefits due to vacancies 
and road maintenance project costs less than anticipated.  

Culture and Recreation experienced a budget overage of approximately $287 thousand primarily due to additional allocations of local 
accommodation taxes provided to the County Visitor’s Bureau that was not budgeted for in the current fiscal year. 

CAPITAL ASSET AND DEBT ADMINISTRATION 

Capital Assets. At the end of 2022, the County had approximately $442 million invested in capital assets, net of depreciation, an increase 
of approximately $16 million from the prior year end, as current year additions of approximately $38 million were partially offset by 
current year depreciation expense of approximately $23 million and disposals of approximately $1 million. The investment in capital 
assets, both purchased and donated, includes land, construction in progress, infrastructure, buildings and improvements, water and sewer 
systems, and furniture, fixtures and equipment.  Significant current year activity includes additional construction for water and sewer 
systems, infrastructure, and vehicles.

The County also has total outstanding construction commitments at June 30, 2022 of approximately $43 million.  More detailed 
information about the County’s capital assets is included in Note III. D of the Notes to the Financial Statements. 

Long-Term Debt. At June 30, 2022, the County had approximately $122 million in bonds and financing lease - notes payable 
outstanding versus approximately $125 million at June 30, 2021, or a decrease of approximately $3 million due to scheduled principal 
payments in 2022, partially offset by the issuance of the 2021 general obligation debt of approximately $10 million.  The table below 
reflects the outstanding balances (in thousands) as of June 30, 2022 and 2021.

The State limits the amount of non-referendum general obligation debt the County can issue to 8% of the assessed value of all taxable 
property with the County’s legal limits. The County’s outstanding debt limit was approximately $137 million, and the unused legal debt 
margin was approximately $97 million as of June 30, 2022.   

ECONOMIC FACTORS AND THE 2023 BUDGET

Factors considered in preparing York County’s budget for the 2023 fiscal year included: 

 Continuing to pay for capital maintenance with the use of the Reserve Fund created in the fiscal 2018 budget.

 A focus on providing the best value to County tax payers with the lowest millage possible to provide the services that 
York County citizens deserve

 Continued growth

 Appropriate staffing levels

 Significant capital projects

The factors above were considered in adopting the FY 2023 budget, which provided for appropriations of approximately $138 million 
for the General Fund. There was a transfer budgeted of approximately $3.3 million from the General Fund to the Capital Project Fund 
for a future Sheriff facility.  The Debt Service Reserve Fund was established in the FY 2019 budget to set aside funds to pay off the 
General Obligation debt issued in FY 2016 in FY 2024.  Additionally, there was a transfer budgeted of approximately $887,000 from 
the General Fund to the Economic Development Fund for the department’s operational needs.  Furthermore, the adopted budget included 
resources to meet the Council’s goals of providing a responsive and pro-active local government; providing high quality service at 
comparatively low millage/service rates; continuing to explore improvements in customer satisfaction; maintaining a strong fiscal 
position; and for providing staff with the resources needed to effectively perform their duties. 

The County continues to move forward on significant road projects.  In the first half of FY 2018, the County began the fourth Capital 
Projects Sales Tax Program.

I. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES  

A. Reporting Entity  

York County, South Carolina (the “County”) was first established in 1785.  The County is governed by a seven-
member County Council under the Council-Manager form of government.  Members are elected from single member 
districts and serve four-year staggered terms.  The County Council appoints a County Manager who serves as the 
chief administrative officer executing the policies and legislative actions of County Council; he serves at the pleasure 
of the County Council. The County provides the following services: general government; public safety; highways, 
streets and sanitation; health and welfare; culture and recreation; and, conservation, transportation and growth.   

The financial statements of the County have been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America (“GAAP”) as applied to governmental agencies.  The Governmental 
Accounting Standards Board (“GASB”) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing governmental 
accounting and financial reporting principles.  The more significant of the County’s accounting policies are 
described below. 

As required by GAAP, the financial statements present the County’s financial information with any of its component 
units.  The primary criterion for determining inclusion or exclusion of a legally separate entity (component unit) is 
financial accountability, which is presumed to exist if the County both appoints a voting majority of the entity’s 
governing body, and either 1) the County is able to impose its will on the entity or, 2) there is a potential for the 
entity to provide specific financial benefits to, or impose specific financial burdens on the County.  If either or both 
of the foregoing conditions are not met, the entity could still be considered a component unit if it is fiscally 
dependent on the County and there is a potential that the entity could either provide specific financial benefits to, or 
to impose specific financial burdens on the County. 

In order to be considered fiscally independent, an entity must have the authority to do all of the following: (a) 
determine its budget without the County having the authority to approve or modify that budget; (b) levy taxes or set 
rates or charges without approval by the County; and (c) issue bonded debt without approval by the County.  An 
entity has a financial benefit or burden relationship with the County if, for example, any one of the following 
conditions exists: (a) the County is legally entitled to or can otherwise access the entity’s resources, (b) the County is 
legally obligated or has otherwise assumed the obligation to finance the deficits or, or provide financial support to, 
the entity, or (c) the County is obligated in some manner for the debt of the entity.  Finally, an entity could be a 
component unit even if it met all the conditions described above if excluding it would cause the County’s financial 
statements to be misleading. 

Blended component units, although legally separate entities, are in substance, part of the government's operations 
and data from these units are combined with data of the primary government in the fund financial statements. The 
County does not have any blended component units.  Discretely presented component units, on the other hand, are 
reported in a separate column in the government-wide financial statements to emphasize they are legally separate 
from the County.  The County has two nonmajor discretely presented component units, York County Library and 
Culture and Heritage Commission of York County, each of which has a June 30 fiscal year end. 

York County Library: York County Library (the “Library”) provides services to the residents of the County 
utilizing several branches throughout the County.  The Library’s Board of Trustees, its governing authority, was 
created by an ordinance of the York County Council on April 16, 1979. York County Council appoints all of the 
members of the Library’s Board of Trustees.  The Library is fiscally dependent on the County because the County 
provides an annual appropriation to the Library representing the majority of the Library’s funding; approximately 
$7,736,000 was provided to the Library during the year ended June 30, 2022.  The Library is also required to submit 
its annual budget to County Council for approval. The Library is presented as a governmental fund type. The 
financial statements of the Library are available at the Library’s administrative office located at 1818 2nd Baxter 
Crossing in Fort Mill, South Carolina.

Culture and Heritage Commission of York County: Culture and Heritage Commission of York County (the 
“Commission”) operates and maintains a museum and historical sites owned by the County.  Exhibits and programs 
are provided by staff and volunteers.  The Commission’s Board of Trustees, its governing authority, was created by 
an ordinance of the York County Council on October 20, 1997.  York County Council appoints all of the members of 
the Commission’s Board of Commissioners.  The Commission is fiscally dependent on the County because the 
County provides an annual appropriation to the Commission representing the majority of the Commission’s funding; 
approximately $4,197,000 was provided to the Commission during the year ended June 30, 2022.  The Commission 
is also required to submit its annual budget to County Council for approval. The Commission is presented as a 
governmental fund type.  The financial statements of the Commission are available at the Commission’s 
administrative office located at 4621 Mount Gallant Road in Rock Hill, South Carolina. 

B. Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting, and Basis of Presentation  

The government-wide financial statements (i.e., the Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities) report 
information on all of the non-fiduciary activities of the County (the “Primary Government”).  For the most part, the 
effect of interfund activity (except for interfund services provided and used between functions) has been removed 
from these financial statements.   

Governmental activities, which normally are supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues, are reported 
separately from business-type activities, which rely, to a significant extent, on fees and charges for support. 

The Statement of Activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given function or segment is 
offset by program revenues.  Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a specific function or 
segment.  Program revenues include 1) charges to customers or applicants who purchase, use, or directly benefit 
from goods, services or privileges provided by a given function or segment and 2) grants and contributions that are 
restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular function or segment.  Taxes and other 
items not properly included among program revenues are reported instead as general revenues.  The comparison of 
direct expenses with program revenues identifies the extent to which each business segment or governmental 
function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of the County. 

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources measurement focus and the 
accrual basis of accounting, as are the proprietary and fiduciary funds financial statements.  Revenues are recorded 
when earned and expenses are recorded when a liability is incurred, regardless of the timing of related cash flows.  
Non-exchange transactions, in which the County gives or receives value without directly receiving or giving equal 
value in exchange, includes property taxes, grants and donations.  Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the 
year for which they are levied.  Grants and similar items are recognized as revenues as soon as all eligibility 
requirements imposed by the provider have been met. All assets and liabilities associated with the operation of the 
County are included on the Statement of Net Position. 

The government-wide statements are prepared using a different measurement focus from the manner in which 
governmental fund financial statements are prepared (see further detail below).  Governmental fund financial 
statements, therefore, include reconciliations with brief explanations to better identify the relationship between the 
government-wide statements and the statements for governmental funds. 

The accounts of the government are organized and operated on the basis of funds.  A fund is an independent fiscal 
and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts.  Fund accounting segregates funds according to their 
intended purpose and is used to aid management in demonstrating compliance with finance-related legal and 
contractual provisions.  The minimum number of funds is maintained consistent with legal and managerial 
requirements.

Fund financial statements report detailed information about the County.  The focus of governmental and enterprise
fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by type.  Each major fund is presented in a
separate column.  Nonmajor funds are aggregated and presented in a single column.  Fiduciary funds are reported by
fund type.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the County’s practice to use restricted
resources first, then unrestricted resources as they are needed.

Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources measurement focus and
the modified accrual basis of accounting.  Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and
available.  Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the current period or soon
enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period.  Property taxes, intergovernmental revenues, franchise
taxes, licenses, and interest associated with the current fiscal period are all considered to be measurable and
susceptible to accrual and so have been recognized as revenues of the current fiscal period.  For this purpose, the
government considers property taxes to be available if they are collected within 60 days of the end of the current
fiscal period.  Intergovernmental revenues (i.e., grants) represent reimbursable costs which have been incurred by the
County but not reimbursed by the grantor agency and are considered available if collected within 60 days.  A 60-day
availability period is also generally used for revenue recognition for all other governmental fund revenues.

Expenditures generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under accrual accounting.  However, debt service
expenditures, capital lease expenditures, as well as expenditures related to compensated absences and claims and
judgments, are recorded only when payments are due and payable.  Capital asset acquisitions are reported as capital
outlay expenditures in governmental funds.  Proceeds of long-term debt and acquisitions under capital leases are
reported as other financing sources.

Governmental Fund Types are those through which most governmental functions of the County are financed. The
County’s expendable financial resources and related assets and liabilities (except for those accounted for in the
proprietary funds and fiduciary funds) are accounted for through governmental funds.

The County reports the following major and nonmajor governmental funds and fund types:

The General Fund, a major fund, is the general operating fund of the County and accounts for all revenues and 
expenditures of the County except those required to be accounted for in other funds.  All general tax revenues 
and other receipts that (a) are not allocated by law or contractual agreement to other funds or (b) that have not 
been restricted, committed, or assigned to other funds are accounted for in the General Fund.  General operating 
expenditures and capital improvement costs that are not paid through other funds are paid from the General 
Fund. 

The 2003 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, a major fund, a capital projects fund, is used to account for and 
report the revenues generated by the collection of an additional one percent sales tax for purchases made in 
York County. This additional sales tax was approved by a County referendum in 2003.  Expenditures are 
restricted to roadwork approved in the referendum. This funding source expired in 2010.    

The Pennies 3 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, a major fund, a capital projects fund, is used to account for 
and report the revenues generated by the collection of an additional one percent sales tax for purchases made in 
York County. This additional sales tax was approved by a County referendum in 2011.  Expenditures are 
restricted to roadwork approved in the referendum.  This funding source expired in 2018.  

The Pennies 4 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, a major fund, a capital projects fund, is used to account for 
and report the revenues generated by the collection of an additional one percent sales tax for purchases made in 
York County. This additional sales tax was approved by a County referendum in 2017.  Expenditures are 
restricted to roadwork approved in the referendum.  This funding source is anticipated to expire in 2025.

The Reserve Fund, a major fund, was established to enable the County to fund Capital requirements.  The 
purpose of this fund is to fund assets that normally would be purchased with debt being issued.  This fund will 
allow the County to accrue funds in reserve to acquire specific capital assets identified in the County Capital 
Plan for Infrastructure & Technology.  

The Debt Service Reserve Fund, a major fund, was established to allow the County to accrue funds in a reserve 
for future debt requirements.  The purpose of the fund is to pay off the 2016 General Obligation Bond when 
allowable in fiscal year 2024.  

The Capital Projects Fund, a major fund, is used to account for and report financial resources from the 2016 
General Obligation bonds.  The restricted funds borrowed have been used to renovate, upgrade, and expand the 
Moss Justice Center, new Recycling Center, new Family Court Facility, renovations to the Heckle Complex, 
new Administrative Building, and other capital improvements.  

The Special Revenue Funds, nonmajor funds, are used to account for and report the proceeds of specific 
revenue sources (that are expected to continue to comprise a substantial portion of the inflows of the fund) that 
are restricted or committed to expenditures for specified purposes other than debt service or capital projects.  
Resources restricted to expenditure for purposes normally financed from the General Fund may be accounted for 
through the General Fund provided that applicable legal requirements can be appropriately satisfied; the use of 
special revenue funds is not required unless they are legally mandated.  The County has the following nonmajor 
special revenue funds:

The other Capital Projects Funds, nonmajor funds, are used to account for and report financial resources that 
are restricted, committed, or assigned for expenditures of capital outlay related to the acquisition or construction 
of major capital facilities (other than those financed by the proprietary funds).  These funds are also used to 
carry on specified ongoing major improvement projects or major equipment acquisitions usually spanning more 
than one fiscal year.  The County has the following nonmajor capital projects funds:

Proprietary Fund Types are accounted for based on the economic resources measurement focus and use of the
accrual basis of accounting.  Under this method, revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at the
time liabilities are incurred.  Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from non-operating
items.  Operating revenues and expenses generally result from providing services and producing and delivering
goods in connection with a proprietary fund’s principal ongoing operations.  The principal operating revenues of
enterprise funds are primarily charges for services and fees.  Operating expenses for enterprise funds include the
expense for providing goods and services, administrative expenses, maintenance, and depreciation of capital assets.
All revenues and expenses not meeting this definition are reported as non-operating revenues and expenses.
Proprietary funds are made up of two classes: enterprise funds and internal service funds. The County has two
enterprise funds; it does not have any internal service funds.

Enterprise Funds are used to account for operations (a) that are financed and operated in a manner similar to 
private business enterprises - where the intent of the governing body is that the costs (expenses, including 
depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered 
primarily through user charges; or (b) where the governing body has decided that periodic determination of 
revenues earned, expenses incurred, and/or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, 
management control, accountability, or other purposes.  The County has the following enterprise funds:

The Water and Sewer Fund, a major fund, is used to account for the County’s water and sewer system 
operations.   

The Solid Waste Disposal Fund, a nonmajor fund, is used to account for the County’s landfill operations. 

Fiduciary Fund Types include the Custodial Funds, which are generally used to account for assets that the 
government holds on behalf of others, including municipalities, school districts, special districts and other agencies 
that use the County as a depository of property taxes that are collected on behalf of the other governments.  The 
custodial funds are custodial in nature and do not present results of operations. 

C. Assets, Liabilities, Deferred Outflows / Inflows of Resources, and Net Position or Equity

1. Cash, Cash Equivalents and Investments

For purposes of the statement of cash flows for the Enterprise Funds, the County considers all highly liquid 
investments (including restricted assets) with original maturities of three months or less when purchased to be cash 
equivalents.  Securities with an initial maturity of more than three months (from when initially purchased) are 
considered to be investments.

The County Treasurer commingles cash and time deposits of some of the funds, but separate fund balance accounts 
are maintained for accounting purposes so that the equity of each fund is properly reflected in the overall cash.  The 
purpose of commingling funds is to obtain maximum return through the investment of funds considered temporarily 
surplus.  This practice does not apply to certain funds earmarked for specific purposes, such as the school bond 
funds.  

The County’s investment policy is designed to operate within existing statutes (which are identical for all funds and 
activities, fund types, and component units within the State of South Carolina) that authorize the County to invest in 
the following:

(a) Obligations of the United States and its agencies, the principal and interest of which is fully guaranteed by 
the United States. 

(b) Obligations issued by the Federal Financing Bank, Federal Farm Credit Bank, the Bank of Cooperatives, 
the Federal Intermediate Credit Bank, the Federal Land Banks, the Federal Home Loan Banks, the Federal 
Home Loan Mortgage Corporation, the Federal National Mortgage Association, the Government National 
Mortgage Association, the Federal Housing Administration, and the Farmers Home Administration, if, at 
the time of investment, the obligor has a long-term, unenhanced, unsecured debt rating in one of the top two 
ratings categories, without regard to a refinement or gradation of rating category by numerical modifier or 
otherwise, issued by at least two nationally recognized credit rating organizations. 

 (c) (i) General obligations of the State of South Carolina or any of its political units; or (ii) revenue obligations 
of the State of South Carolina or its political units, if at the time of investment, the obligor has a long-term, 
unenhanced, unsecured debt rating in one of the top two ratings categories, without regard to a refinement 
or gradation of rating category by numerical modifier or otherwise, issued by at least two nationally 
recognized credit rating organizations.

(g) No load open-end or closed-end management type investment companies or investment trusts registered 
under the Investment Company Act of 1940, as amended, where the investment is made by a bank or trust 
company or savings and loan association or other financial institution when acting as trustee or agent for a 
bond or other debt issue of that local government unit, political subdivision, or county treasurer if the 
particular portfolio of the investment company or investment trust in which the investment is made (i) is 
limited to obligations described in items (a), (b), (c), and (f) of this subsection, and (ii) has among its 
objectives the attempt to maintain a constant net asset value of one dollar a share and to that end, value its 
assets by the amortized cost method.  

The County’s cash investment objectives are preservation of capital, liquidity, and yield. Investments are reported at 
fair value, which is normally determined on quoted market prices.  The County currently or in the past year has 
primarily used the following investments in its operating activities: 

 South Carolina Local Government Investment Pool (“LGIP” or “Pool”) investments are invested with the 
South Carolina State Treasurer’s Office, which established the South Carolina Pool pursuant to Section 6-6-
10 of the South Carolina Code.  The Pool is an investment trust fund, in which public monies in excess of 
current needs, which are under the custody of any city treasurer or any governing body of a political 
subdivision of the State, may be deposited.  In accordance with GASB Statement No. 31 “Accounting and 
Financial Reporting for Certain Investments and for External Investment Pools”, and GASB Statement No. 
72 “Fair Value Measurement and Application”, investments are carried at fair value determined annually 
based upon (a) quoted market prices for identical or similar investments or (b) observable inputs other than

quoted market prices.  The total fair value of the Pool is apportioned to the entities with funds invested on 
an equal basis for each share owned, which are acquired at a cost of $1.00.  Funds may be deposited by 
Pool participants at any time and may be withdrawn upon 24 hours’ notice.  Financial statements for the 
Pool may be obtained by writing the Office of State Treasurer, Local Government Investment Pool, P.O. 
Box 11778, Columbia, SC 29211-1960. 

 Open-end mutual funds which are primarily invested in money market mutual funds which invest in short 
term obligations of the United States government and related agencies. 

 United States securities are generally treasury notes, treasury bonds, treasury bills, and related securities 
which are debt obligations of the U.S. government (lending money to the federal government for a specified 
period of time).  These debt obligations are backed by the “full faith and credit” of the government, and thus 
by its ability to raise tax revenues and print currency, U.S. Treasury securities are considered the safest of 
all investments. 

 Agency securities are securities that are generally backed by mortgage loans, and due to their creation from 
particular corporations that are sponsored by the U.S. government, they enjoy credit protection based on 
either an implicit or explicit guarantee from the U.S. Government. 

2. Restricted Assets 

The County established certain accounts for assets restricted for specific purposes, typically by outside parties or 
legal agreement. Certain bond indentures require the establishment of (i) maximum annual principal and interest 
payments, unless a surety bond was provided; (ii) the next succeeding principal and accrued interest payment; and 
(iii) bond or notes payable proceeds to be used for construction purposes as required in the bond or note agreement. 

3. Receivables and Payables

Transactions among funds that would be treated as revenues and expenditures or expenses if they involved 
organizations external to the County are accounted for as revenues and expenditures or expenses in the funds 
involved.  Transactions which constitute reimbursements to a fund for expenditures initially made from it which are 
properly applicable to another fund are recorded as expenditures in the reimbursing fund and as reductions of 
expenditures in the reimbursed fund.  Transactions which constitute the transfer of resources from a fund receiving 
revenues to a fund through which the revenues are to be expended are separately reported in the respective fund’s 
operating statements. Transactions between funds that are representative of lending/borrowing arrangements 
outstanding at the end of the fiscal year are referred to as either “interfund receivables/payables” (i.e., the current 
portion of interfund loans) or “advances to/from other funds” (i.e., the non-current portion of interfund loans).  All 
other outstanding balances between funds are reported as “Due to/from other funds.”  Any residual balances 
outstanding between the governmental activities and business-type activities are reported in the government-wide 
financial statements as “internal balances.” 

All customer and property tax receivables are shown net of an allowance for uncollectible amounts.  The allowance 
for customer accounts receivable is computed based upon an estimate of collections within each aging category; the 
allowance as of June 30, 2022 was approximately $640,000.  The allowance for property taxes receivable of 
approximately $767,000 at June 30, 2022 for the governmental funds is based upon historical data applied to the 
outstanding balance at the end of the fiscal year.

4. Inventories, Prepaids, and Other Assets

Inventories and Prepaid items in the governmental funds are accounted for using the purchase method (expensed 
when paid). For economic development purposes, the County occasionally builds speculative or “spec” buildings in 
order to attract companies to locate their operations in the County. The County sells these spec buildings; they are 
not used in County operations. Properties on hand as of fiscal year-end are recorded at the lower of cost or market 
and are reflected in Other Assets in the financial statements.  

5. Capital Assets

Capital assets, which include property, buildings, water and sewer systems, equipment, and infrastructure assets (e.g., 
roads, bridges, sidewalks, and similar items) are reported in the applicable governmental or business-type activities 
column in the government-wide financial statements.  Capital assets other than infrastructure are defined by the 
government as assets with an initial individual cost of more than $5,000 and an estimated useful life of two years or 
more. The County has various minimum capitalization thresholds for infrastructure assets based on the type of 
infrastructure.  Such assets are recorded at historical cost or estimated historical cost if purchased or constructed. 
The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend assets’ 
lives are not capitalized. Donated capital assets are recorded at estimated acquisition value (as estimated by the 
County) on the date donated.  Major outlays for capital assets and improvements are capitalized as projects are 
constructed. 

All reported capital assets, except land and construction in progress, are depreciated.  Depreciation is provided using 
the straight-line method over the following estimated useful lives: 

Buildings and Improvements 30 years
Infrastructure 10-30 years
Water and Sewer Systems 10-50 years
Furniture, Fixtures and Equipment 5-10 years

6. Compensated Absences

It is the County’s policy to permit employees to accumulate earned but unused personal leave benefits.  Vacation 
benefits are paid when taken up to a 45-day maximum that may be accumulated; any unused portion of vacation 
leave (45-day maximum) is payable upon termination, retirement or death. No liability is reported for unpaid 
accumulated sick leave as the County does not pay any unused sick leave upon separation of service. All vacation 
pay is accrued when incurred in the government-wide and proprietary fund financial statements. A liability is 
recorded in the governmental fund financial statements only if they have matured, for example, as a result of 
employee resignations and retirements.

7. Long-term Obligations 

In the government-wide financial statements and proprietary fund financial statements, long-term debt and other 
long-term obligations are reported as liabilities in the applicable governmental activities, business-type activities or 
proprietary fund type statement of net position. Bond premiums and discounts are deferred, if material, and 
amortized over the life of the bonds using the straight-line method, which approximates the effective interest method. 
Amortization of premiums and discounts are included in interest expense. Bonds payable are reported net of the 
applicable bond premiums or discounts.  Issuance costs, whether or not withheld from the actual debt proceeds 
received, are reported as expenses.  

In the fund financial statements, governmental fund types recognize bond premiums and discounts, as well as bond 
issuance costs, during the current period.  The face amount of issuances of long-term debt is reported as other 
financing sources.  Premiums received on debt issuances are reported as other financing sources while discounts on 
debt issuances are reported as other financing uses.  Issuance costs are reported as debt service expenditures.   

8. Deferred Outflows / Inflows of Resources 

In addition to assets, the Statement of Net Position and the Balance Sheet will sometimes report a separate section 
for deferred outflows of resources.  This separate financial statement element, deferred outflows of resources, 
represents a consumption of net position that applies to a future period(s) and so will not be recognized as an outflow 
of resources (expense/expenditure) until then.  The County currently has three types of deferred outflows of 
resources: (1) The County reports deferred refunding charges in its Statement of Net Position.  (2) The County 
reports deferred pension charges in its Statement of Net Position in connection with its participation in the South 
Carolina Retirement System and the South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System.  (3) The County reports 
deferred OPEB charges in in its Statement of Net Position in connection with the Agent Multiple-Employer Defined 
Benefit OPEB Plan.  The deferred pension and OPEB charges are either (a) recognized in the subsequent period as 
a reduction of the net pension/OPEB liability (which includes contributions made after the measurement date) or (b) 
amortized in a systematic and rational method as pension/OPEB expense in future periods in accordance with 
GAAP. 

In addition to liabilities, the Statement of Net Position and the Balance Sheet will sometimes report a separate 
section for deferred inflows of resources.  This separate financial statement element, deferred inflows of resources, 
represents an acquisition of net position that applies to a future period(s) and so will not be recognized as an inflow 
of resources (revenue) until that time.  The County currently has four types of deferred inflows of resources: (1) The 
County reports unavailable revenue for property taxes only in the governmental funds Balance Sheet; it is deferred 
and recognized as an inflow of resources (revenues) in the period the amounts become available.  (2) The County 
reports unavailable revenue for sales taxes only in the governmental funds balance sheet; it is deferred and 
recognized as an inflow of resources (sales tax revenues) in the period the amounts become available.  (3) The 
County also reports deferred pension credits in its Statement of Net Position in connection with its participation in 
the South Carolina Retirement System and South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System.  (4) The County 
reports deferred OPEB credits in its Statement of Net position in connection with the Agent Multiple-Employer 
Defined benefit OPEB plan.  The deferred pension and OPEB credits are amortized in a systematic and rational 
method and recognized as a reduction of pension expense in future periods in accordance with GAAP.   

9. Net Position and Fund Balances

a) Net investment in capital assets.  Consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation and reduced by the 
outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages, notes, or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets. 

b) Restricted net position.  Consists of net position with constraints placed on their use either by (1) external 
groups such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments; or (2) law through 
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. 

c) Unrestricted net position.  All other net position that do not meet the definition of “restricted” or “net 
investment in capital assets.” 

Governmental Fund Statements

In accordance with GAAP, the County classifies its governmental fund balances as follows: 

Nonspendable – includes amounts that inherently cannot be spent either because it is not in spendable 
form (i.e., prepaids, inventories, etc.) or because of legal or contractual requirements (i.e., principal on an 
endowment, etc.). 

Restricted – includes amounts that are constrained by specific purposes which are externally imposed by 
(a) other governments through laws and regulations, (b) grantors or contributions through agreements, (c) 
creditors through debt covenants or other contracts, or (d) imposed by law through constitutional 
provisions or enabling legislation. 

Committed – includes amounts that are constrained for specific purposes that are internally imposed by 
the government through formal action made by the County Council, which is the highest level of decision 
making authority, by the adoption of an ordinance before the end of the reporting period.  Those 
committed amounts cannot be used for any other purpose unless the government removes or changes the 
specified use by taking the same type of action it employed to previously commit those amounts.   

Assigned – includes amounts that are intended to be used for specific purposes that are neither 
considered restricted or committed and that such assignments are made before the report issuance date.  
The County Manager and Assistant County Manager/CFO/Treasurer, per the County’s financial policy, 
has the authority to assign fund balance amounts to a specific purpose.  

Unassigned – includes amounts that do not qualify to be accounted for and reported in any of the other 
fund balance categories.  This classification represents the amount of fund balance that has not been 
assigned to other funds and that has not been restricted, committed, or assigned to specific purposes 
within the General Fund.  The General Fund should be the only fund that reports a positive unassigned 
fund balance amount.   

The County generally uses restricted amounts first when both restricted and unrestricted (committed, assigned, and 
unassigned) fund balance is available to be expended unless there are legal documents, contracts, or agreements that 
prohibit doing such.  Additionally, the County generally would first use committed, then assigned, and lastly 
unassigned amounts of unrestricted fund balance when expenditures are made. 

The County Council has adopted a General Fund minimum unassigned fund balance target of 25% of the next year’s 
expenditure budget.  The unassigned fund balance in the General Fund as of June 30, 2022, is approximately 
$33,584,000 or 25% of the original expenditures budget of approximately $134,108,000 for fiscal year 2023.

10. Pensions and Other Postemployment Benefits 

In government-wide financial statements, pensions and other postemployment benefits (“OPEB”) are required to be 
recognized and disclosed using the accrual basis of accounting (see Note IV.D and Note IV.E and the required 
supplementary information immediately following the notes to the financial statements for more information), 
regardless of the amounts recognized as pension and OPEB expenditures on the modified accrual basis of 
accounting.  The County recognizes net pension and net OPEB liabilities for each plan for which it participates, 
which represents the excess of the total pension and OPEB liabilities over the fiduciary net position of the qualified 
plan, or the County’s proportionate share thereof in the case of a cost-sharing multiple-employer plan, measured as 
of the County’s fiscal year-end.  Changes in the net pension and OPEB liabilities during the period are recorded as 
pension and OPEB expenses, or as deferred outflows or inflows of resources depending on the nature of the 
change, in the period incurred.  Those changes in net pension and OPEB liabilities that are recorded as deferred 
outflows or inflows of resources that arise from changes in actuarial assumptions or other inputs and differences 
between expected or actual experience are amortized over the weighted average remaining service life of all 
participants in the respective qualified plan and recorded as a component of pension and OPEB expense beginning 
with the period in which they are incurred.  Any projected earnings on qualified pension and OPEB plan 
investments are recognized as a component of pension and OPEB expense.  Differences between projected and 
actual investment earnings are reported as deferred outflows or inflows of resources and amortized as a 
component of pension and OPEB expense on a closed basis over a five-year period beginning with the period 
in which the difference occurred. 

11. Encumbrances 

Encumbrance accounting, under which purchase orders, contracts, and other commitments for expenditures are 
recorded in order to reserve that portion of the applicable appropriation, is employed as an extension of formal 
budgetary integration.  Encumbrances outstanding at year end are reported as commitments of fund balances because 
they will be reappropriated and honored during the subsequent year.  They do not constitute expenditures or 
liabilities.   

12.  Fair Value 

The fair value measurement and disclosure framework provides for a three-tier fair value hierarchy that gives highest 
priority to quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurements) and the lowest 
priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3 measurements).  The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are described 
below: 

Level 1 –  Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical assets or 
liabilities in active markets that the County can access at the measurement date. 

Level 2 –  Inputs to the valuation methodology, other than quoted prices included in Level 1, that are 
observable for an asset or liability either directly or indirectly and include: 
 Quoted prices for similar assets and liabilities in active markets. 
 Quoted prices for identical or similar assets or liabilities in inactive markets. 
 Inputs other than quoted market prices that are observable for the asset or liability. 
 Inputs that are derived principally from or corroborated by observable market data by 

correlation or other means.

Level 3 –  Inputs to the valuation methodology that are unobservable for an asset or liability and include: 
 Fair value is often based on developed models in which there are few, if any, observable

inputs.

The asset’s or liability’s fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the lowest level of 
any input that is significant to the fair value measurement.  Valuation techniques used maximize the use of 
observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.  

The valuation methodologies described above may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of 
future net realizable values or reflective of future fair values.  The County believes that the valuation methods used 
are appropriate and consistent with GAAP.  The use of different methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair 
value of certain financial instruments could result in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date.  There 
have been no significant changes from the prior year in the methodologies used to measure fair value. 

13. Accounting Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles requires the 
County’s management to make estimates and assumptions.  These estimates and assumptions affect the reported 
amounts of assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources and disclosure of 
contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and 
expenses/expenditures during the reporting period.  Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

II. STEWARDSHIP, COMPLIANCE, AND ACCOUNTABILITY

A. Budgetary Information

Annual budgets are adopted for the General Fund and for the following funds: 2003 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund,
Pennies 3 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, Pennies 4 Capital Projects Sales Tax Fund, Reserve Fund, Debt Service
Reserve Fund, Capital Projects Fund, Local Hospitality Tax Fund, Rural Fire Districts Fund, York County Rural Fire
Fund, Solid Waste Collection Fund, Economic Development Operations, Emergency Telephone System Fund,
Recreation Fund, Lake Wylie Recreation Fund, Bethel Lake Wylie Preservation Fund, Catawba Bend Preservation
Fund, County Support – Cultural and Heritage Commission Fund, County Support – York County Library Fund,
County Support – York Technical College Fund, Water and Sewer Fund, and Solid Waste Disposal Fund.  Formal
budgetary policies are not employed for the Debt Service Fund because effective budgetary control is alternatively
achieved through General Obligation Bond indenture provisions.

The budget process begins in January each year with a comprehensive work session in which the Finance
Department and County Manager staff meet with all department heads to discuss current and future trends, needs and
goals.  Department heads submit comprehensive lists of programs, projects and initiatives to be considered. During
April, May, and June, formal budget workshops are held. The Council holds a public hearing, and a final budget
must be adopted no later than June 30.

The adopted budget specifies expenditure limits for each County department. Fund expenditures may not exceed
amounts appropriated by the County Council. Unencumbered appropriations lapse at fiscal year-end. Line item
transfers within operating departments are approved by the County Manager or Chief Financial Officer; any
additional appropriations and transfers between funds are approved by the County Council.  The legal level of
budgetary control (i.e., the level at which expenditures may not exceed appropriations) is the department.

During the year ending June 30, 2022, there were no budget amendments made to the General Fund budget.

Custodial Credit Risk for Deposits:  Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of a bank failure, 
the County’s deposits might not be recovered.  The County does not have a deposit policy for custodial credit risk 
but follows the investment policy statutes of the State of South Carolina.  As of June 30, 2022, none of the County’s 
bank balances of approximately $360,530,000 (which had a recorded value of approximately $352,375,000) were 
exposed to custodial credit risk.

Interest Rate Risk:  The County does not have a formal policy limiting investment maturities that would help 
manage its exposure to fair value losses from increasing interest rates.

Credit Risk for Investments: Credit risk for investments is the risk that an issuer or other counterparty to an 
investment will not fulfill its obligations. The County does not have an investment policy for credit risk, but follows 
the investment policy statutes of the State of South Carolina. 

Custodial Credit Risk for Investments:  Custodial credit risk for investments is the risk that, in the event of a 
counterparty failure, the government will not be able to recover the value of its investments or collateral securities 
that are in the possession of an outside party.  The County does not have an investment policy for custodial credit 
risk but follows the investment policy statutes of the State of South Carolina.

B. Property Taxes, Receivables, and Unearned / Unavailable Revenue  

The County bills and collects property taxes for itself and all other taxing entities within the County.  Property taxes 
are levied and billed in October on the assessed value of real and personal property, excluding vehicles, as of 
December 31, of the calendar year preceding the fiscal year.  The levy date for vehicles is the first day of the month 
in which the vehicle license expires and the tax is due by the end of the same month.  Taxes on all property other 
than vehicles are payable without penalty until January 15th of the following year.  Penalties are assessed on unpaid 
taxes on the following dates: 

January 15th 3% 
February 1st an additional 7% 
March 16th an additional 5% 

The County recognizes property taxes in the period for which they are levied and available for financing current 
expenditures.  Property taxes receivable represents delinquent real and personal taxes for the past ten years, less an 
allowance for amounts estimated to be uncollectible.  For the governmental funds, all net property taxes receivable at 
year-end, except those collected within 60 days, are recorded as unavailable revenue and thus not recognized as 
revenue until collected. 

The government-wide financial statements and the governmental funds defer revenue recognition in connection with 
resources that have been received, but not yet earned.  In addition, governmental funds report unavailable revenue in 
the fund financial statements in connection with receivables for revenues that are not considered to be available to 
liquidate liabilities of the current period.

Interfund balances largely result from the fact that the General Fund is the main depository account for the County, 
including the property taxes and sales tax collections, as well as receipts from grants and user charges for all 
governmental funds. The General Fund also disburses monies for these funds, which reduces interfund balances.  
Balances also result from the time lag between the dates that (1) interfund goods and services are provided or 
reimbursable expenditures occur, (2) transactions are recorded in the accounting system, and (3) payments between 
funds are made.

During the year ended June 30, 2022, the County recorded approximately $1,901,000 in water and sewer system 
infrastructure contributed by developers.  Depreciation expense of approximately $4,142,000 and $547,000 was 
charged to the Water and Sewer Fund and Solid Waste Fund, respectively. 

E. Long-term Obligations

The County issues general obligation bonds to provide funds for the acquisition and construction of major capital 
facilities for its governmental activities.  General obligation bonds are direct obligations and pledge the full faith and 
credit of the County.  The primary source of revenue for repayment of general obligation bonds is property taxes; the 
Debt Service Fund is used to service the general obligation bonds.  The County issues revenue bonds to provide 
funds for the acquisition and construction of major capital facilities for the water and sewer system.  The Combined 
Utility System Revenue Bonds are payable from revenues derived by the County from the operation of its water and 
sewer system and monies on deposit established pursuant to the bond ordinance.  The County has also entered into 
several financing leases / notes payable arrangements for equipment and vehicles.  General Fund resources and the 
Rural Fire District Special Revenue Fund resources typically are used to service these obligations.  Accrued general 
leave liabilities have been liquidated primarily by the General Fund and the enterprise funds based on their 
respective employees.

Article Eight, Section Seven of the South Carolina Constitution of 1895, as amended, provides that no county is 
allowed to incur any bonded debt that exceeds 8% of the assessed value of the property therein, unless the electors of 
the county vote via referendum to exceed that limit.  As of June 30, 2022, the County had $40,395,000 of bonded 
debt subject to the 8% limit of approximately $137,015,000 resulting in an unused legal debt margin of 
approximately $96,620,000. 

There are numerous limitations, restrictions, and covenants contained in the various revenue bond indentures and 
ordinances.  As of June 30, 2022, the County is in compliance with all significant restrictions and covenants, 
including its debt service coverage ratios for its Combined Utility System Revenue Bonds.   

Interest paid on the debt issued by the County is generally exempt from federal income tax.  The County sometimes 
temporarily reinvests the proceeds of such tax-exempt debt in higher-yielding taxable securities, especially during 
construction projects.  The federal tax code refers to this practice as arbitrage.  Excess earnings (the difference 
between the interest paid on the debt and the investment earnings received) resulting from arbitrage must be rebated 
to the federal government.  The County does not believe it has any arbitrage liability at June 30, 2022.

Landfill Closure and Postclosure Care Costs  

State and federal laws and regulations require the County to place a final cover on its landfill sites when each site 
stops accepting waste and to perform certain maintenance and monitoring functions at the sites for thirty years after 
closure.  Although closure and postclosure care costs will be paid only near or after the date that the landfills stop 
accepting waste, the County reports a portion of these closure and postclosure care costs as an operating expense in 
each period based on landfill capacity used as of each balance sheet date. 

The approximately $6,301,000 reported as an accrual for landfill closure and postclosure care at June 30, 2022 
includes the estimated remaining liability of approximately $4,180,000 for postclosure care of the previously closed 
MSW landfill cells for another 15 years, estimated postclosure care for the next 20 years of approximately $647,000 
for Unit 1, plus the estimated closure and postclosure care of approximately $1,474,000, based on the capacity used 
to date, for the estimated total of approximately $4,914,000 for Unit 2 C&D, which is active and is estimated to 
continue accepting trash until 2037, based on the following information:

IV. OTHER INFORMATION  

A. Risk Management  

The County is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and destruction of assets; errors 
and omissions and natural disasters.  For all of these risks, the County is a member of the State of South Carolina 
Insurance Reserve Fund, a public entity risk trust currently operating as a common risk management and insurance 
program for local governments.  The County pays an annual premium to the State Insurance Reserve Fund for its 
general insurance coverage.  The State Insurance Reserve Fund is self-sustaining through member premiums and 
reinsures through commercial companies for certain claims.  The state accumulates assets to cover risks that its 
members incur in their normal operations.  Specifically, the state assumes substantially all of the risk of the above. 

The County is also subject to risks of loss from providing health, life, accident, dental and other medical benefits to 
employees, retirees and their dependents.  The County enrolled substantially all of its employees in the South 
Carolina Employee Insurance Program administered by the South Carolina Public Employee Benefit Authority.  The 
County pays a portion of the premiums and collects from employees and retirees the remaining premiums which are 
remitted to the state.   

The County is partially self-insured related to risks associated with workers’ compensation.  The County has a 
$250,000 for first responders/$150,000 for all other employees per claim deductible with insurance providers paying 
claims that are in excess of this amount per claim.  The County has recorded an estimated liability of approximately 
$502,000 for incurred but unpaid claims at June 30, 2022, which is based on GASB Statement No. 10 which requires 
that a liability for claims be recorded if information prior to the issuance of the financial statements indicate that it is 
probable that a liability has been incurred at the date of the financial statements and the amount of the loss can be 
reasonably estimated.  This amount is included in Accrued Liabilities in the Statement of Net Position.  

For all of the above risk management programs, the County has not significantly reduced insurance coverage from 
the previous year and settled claims in excess of insurance coverage for the past three years were immaterial.  For 
each of the insurance programs and public entity risk pools in which they participate, the County has effectively 
transferred all risk with no liability for unfunded claims. 

B. Commitments and Contingencies 

Litigation 

In 2013, MorningStar Fellowship Church sued York County alleging a breach of contract action regarding a 
Development Agreement between MorningStar and York County for the improvement of an unfinished Tower site 
situated in the Regent Park area of Fort Mill.   As part of its counterclaims asserted, York County sought a 
declaratory judgment seeking a determination, inter alia, that MorningStar is in default of the Development 
Agreement in issue and that the Tower should be demolished.  Also, the County alleged breach of contract, nuisance, 
and accounting claims.  The case was set for trial in November, 2015.  Prior to selecting the jury, the Court granted 
in part and denied in part, York County’s Renewed Motion for Entry of Judgment.  In substantive part, the Court 
ruled in favor of York County and determined that a prior ruling to exclude damages precluded MorningStar from 
meeting all of the elements for its breach of contract action.  MorningStar appealed the Court’s Order.  The County 
cross-appealed.  The Court of Appeals affirmed the trial Court’s Order.  Morningstar thereafter filed a Petition with 
the South Carolina Supreme Court for a Writ of Certiorari, which was granted.  After both parties briefed the issues 
and subsequent to oral argument, the Supreme Court dismissed the Writ as “improvidently granted,” thereby 
affirming the Trial Court’s decision and leaving the County claim, and a significantly reduced component of 
MorningStar’s claims, before the Trial Court, but with no monetary exposure remaining to the County in this action.  
The case was removed from the active roster by the consent of the parties.  York County’s Motion to Restore the 
case to the active roster was granted.  Because the damages portion of the MorningStar’s contract claim was stricken 
from the litigation, only narrower claims remain.  As a result, the range of any potential loss to the County, at this 
juncture, is negligible, if any.

Also, Morningstar Ministries sued York County in Federal Court on November 14, 2018 and thereafter amended its 
Complaint alleging, inter alia, violations of the of the S. C. Religious Freedom Act, the Federal Religious Land Use 
and Institutionalized Persons Act, and the South Carolina and United States Constitutions.  While Damages are 
unspecified in the Complaint, there remains uncertainty in any amount which may ultimately be awarded, and 
therefore the action is being disclosed as one with potential monetary liability exposure. Since the filing, the County 
prevailed in its motions to dismiss and summary judgment resulting in the dismissal of all nine causes of action 
alleged against the County.   Morningstar Ministries appealed the case to the 4th Circuit Court of Appeals.  The 
Court upheld the District Court’s Order.  Morningstar has since sought U.S. Supreme Court review.  With the current 
posture of the appeal, there is not any range of potential loss to the County. 

In November 2022, Morningstar filed a Complaint against York County in Federal Court alleging Religious 
discrimination and conspiracy to violate Civil Rights.  York County, an employee of the County, and an individual 
Council member were named as Defendants. Morningstar has also alleged violation of the S. C. Tort Claims Act 
against the County and the County employee.  The Complaint has not been served upon the County.  While damages 
are sought, they are unspecified and not calculable, if any, at this incipient stage of the lawsuit.  

In 2021, York County initiated a declaratory judgment action arising out of an active and genuine dispute between 
the County and the Fort Mill School District 4 as to the suitability of the District’s stated intention, expressed by 
official action of its Board of Trustees, to use assessed impact fee monies collected and held by the County, on 
purposes which the County believes to be in contravention of the statutory provisions, ordinances, and 
intergovernmental agreements under which the fees have been collected. The District has stated its intention to 
utilize impact fee monies to pay principal and interest on bonded indebtedness issued by the District without the 
direction, agency, or consent of the County, despite a statutory prohibition against such use. The County seeks a 
declaration as to the meaning of the applicable statutory provisions, ordinances, and intergovernmental agreements, 
including as to the permissibility of the District’s proposed use of the impact fees on principal and interest payments 
for bonded indebtedness, that the County is authorized to hold in trust those impact fees that have been and will be 
collected in the future, for an accounting, and for the suspension of statutory deadlines implicated by the fees, until 
such time as a lawful use for those monies is identified and followed by the District, or as otherwise directed by the 
Court.   This litigation is ongoing.  As currently postured there is not any range of potential monetary loss to the 
County.  

In 2021, York County was sued by Tom Cat Too, LLC seeking to void a minor PD change to a Planned 
Development.  It is also seeking attorney’s fees and costs.  The County has answered defending its actions relative to 
the PD.  The litigation is in its initial phases.  As currently postured, there is not any range of potential monetary loss 
to the County outside of the requested reimbursement for attorney’s fees that the County contends is not authorized 
in this form of litigation.  

In 2021, York County was sued by Adams Outdoor Advertising Limited Partnership.  In this challenge to the York 
County sign ordinance, Adams has alleged five constitutional challenges against York County.  The suit is premised 
upon existing and pending Supreme Court decisions on signage.  Damages are alleged but unspecified.  The case is 
being defended by attorney Andrew Lindemann (Lindemann and Davis) through the Insurance Reserve Fund. It 
remains challenging to establish any range of potential monetary loss to the County, if any, at this juncture.

B. Commitments and Contingencies (Continued) 

Grants 

Amounts received or receivable from grant agencies are subject to audit and adjustment by grantor agencies, 
principally the federal government.  Any disallowed claims, including amounts already collected, may constitute a 
liability of the applicable funds.  The amount, if any, of expenditures which may be disallowed by the grantor cannot 
be determined at this time although the government expects such amounts, if any, to be immaterial.  Management has 
not been informed of any significant matters of noncompliance with grant provisions or planned grantor audits. 

Contracts for Water Purchases and Sewer Treatment Services 

The County has a contract for the purchase of water and sewer treatment services with a municipality located in the 
County.  The County has contracts for the sale of water and sewer services to Carolina Water Service; the County 
also has contracts for the sale of sewer services to Lancaster County Water & Sewer District. 

C. Deferred Compensation Plan 

The County offers its employees a deferred compensation plan, offered through the State of South Carolina, created 
in accordance with Internal Revenue Code Section 457.  The plan, available to all regular full-time employees, is 
optional and permits participants to defer a portion of their salaries until future years.  The deferred compensation is 
not available to the employee or his beneficiaries until termination, retirement, death, disability, or an approved 
hardship. All amounts of compensation deferred under the plan are held in trust for the contributing employee and 
are not subject to claims of the employer’s general creditors.  The plan is administered by the South Carolina State 
Treasurer’s Office.

D. Retirement Plans 

The County participates in the State of South Carolina’s retirement plans.  The South Carolina Public Employee 
Benefit Authority (“PEBA”), created July 1, 2012, is the state agency responsible for the administration and 
management of the various retirement systems and retirement programs of the state of South Carolina, including the 
State Optional Retirement Program and the S.C. Deferred Compensation Program, as well as the state’s employee 
insurance programs.  As such, PEBA is responsible for administering the South Carolina Retirement Systems’ 
(“Systems”) five defined benefit pension plans.  PEBA has an 11-member Board of Directors (“PEBA Board”), 
appointed by the Governor and General Assembly leadership, which serves as custodian, co-trustee and co-fiduciary 
of the Systems and the assets of the retirement trust funds.  The Retirement System Investment Commission 
(Commission as the governing body, RSIC as the agency), created by the General Assembly in 2005, has exclusive 
authority to invest and manage the retirement trust funds’ assets.  The Commission, an eight-member board, serves as 
co-trustee and co-fiduciary for the assets of the retirement trust funds.  By law, the State Fiscal Accountability 
Authority (“SFAA”), which consists of five elected officials, also reviews certain PEBA Board decisions regarding 
the actuary of the Systems. 

For purposes of measuring the net pension liability, deferred outflows and inflows of resources related to pensions, 
and pension expense, information about the fiduciary net position of the Systems and additions to/deductions from 
the Systems fiduciary net position have been determined on the accrual basis of accounting as they are reported by 
the Systems in accordance with GAAP.  For this purpose, revenues are recognized when earned and expenses are 
recognized when incurred.  Benefit and refund expenses are recognized when due and payable in accordance with 
the terms of the plan. Investments are reported at fair value. 

The PEBA issues an annual comprehensive financial report containing financial statements and required 
supplementary information for the System’ Pension Trust Funds.  The annual comprehensive financial report is 
publicly available through the Retirement Benefits’ link on the PEBA’s website at www.peba.sc.gov, or a copy may 
be obtained by submitting a request to PEBA, 202 Arbor Lake Drive, Columbia, SC 29223.  The PEBA is 
considered a division of the primary government of the state of South Carolina and therefore, retirement trust fund 
financial information is also included in the annual comprehensive financial report of the state. 

Plan Description 

The South Carolina Retirement System (“SCRS”), a cost–sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan, 
was established effective July 1, 1945, pursuant to the provisions of Section 9-1-20 of the South Carolina Code of 
Laws for the purpose of providing retirement and other benefits for teachers and employees of the state and its 
political subdivisions.  SCRS covers employees of state agencies, public school districts, higher education 
institutions, other participating local subdivisions of government and individuals newly elected to the South Carolina 
General Assembly at or after the 2012 general election. 

The South Carolina Police Officers Retirement System (“PORS”), a cost–sharing multiple-employer defined benefit 
pension plan, was established effective July 1, 1962, pursuant to the provisions of Section 9-11-20 of the South 
Carolina Code of Laws for the purpose of providing retirement and other benefits to police officers and firefighters.  
PORS also covers peace officers, coroners, probate judges, and magistrates. 

Plan Membership 

Membership requirements are prescribed in Title 9 of the South Carolina Code of Laws. A brief summary of the 
requirements under each system is presented below. 

 SCRS – Generally, all employees of covered employers are required to participate in and contribute to the 
system as a condition of employment. This plan covers general employees and teachers and individuals 
newly elected to the South Carolina General Assembly beginning with the November 2012 general election.  
An employee member of the system with an effective date of membership prior to July 1, 2012, is a Class 
Two member.  An employee member of the system with an effective date of membership on or after July 1, 
2012, is a Class Three member.

Plan Membership (Continued) 

 PORS – To be eligible for PORS membership, an employee must be required by the terms of his 
employment, by election or appointment, to preserve public order, protect life and property, and detect 
crimes in the state; to prevent and control property destruction by fire; be a coroner in a full-time permanent 
position; or be a peace officer employed by the Department of Corrections, the Department of Juvenile 
Justice, or the Department of Mental Health.  Probate judges and coroners may elect membership in the 
PORS.  Magistrates are required to participate in the PORS for service as a magistrate.  PORS members, 
other than magistrates and probate judges, must also earn at least $2,000 per year and devote at least 1,600 
hours per year to this work, unless exempted by statute.  An employee member of the system with an 
effective date of membership prior to July 1, 2012, is a Class Two member.  An employee member of the 
system with an effective date of membership on or after July 1, 2012, is a Class Three member. 

Plan Benefits 

Benefit terms are prescribed in Title 9 of the South Carolina Code of Laws.  PEBA does not have the authority to 
establish or amend benefit terms without a legislative change in the code of laws.  Key elements of the benefit 
calculation include the benefit multiplier, years of service, and average final compensation/current annual salary.  A 
brief summary of benefit terms for each system is presented below. 

 SCRS – A Class Two member who has separated from service with at least five or more years of earned 
service is eligible for a monthly pension at age 65 or with 28 years credited service regardless of age.  A 
member may elect early retirement with reduced pension benefits payable at age 55 with 25 years of service 
credit.  A Class Three member who has separated from service with at least eight or more years of earned 
service is eligible for a monthly pension upon satisfying the Rule of 90 requirement that the total of the 
member’s age and the member’s creditable service equals at least 90 years.  Both Class Two and Class 
Three members are eligible to receive a reduced deferred annuity at age 60 if they satisfy the five- or eight-
year earned service requirement, respectively.  An incidental death benefit is also available to beneficiaries 
of active and retired members of employers who participate in the death benefit program. 

The annual retirement allowance of eligible retirees or their surviving annuitants is increased by the lesser 
of one percent or five hundred dollars every July 1.  Only those annuitants in receipt of a benefit on July 1 
of the preceding year are eligible to receive the increase.  Members who retire under the early retirement 
provisions at age 55 with 25 years of service are not eligible for the benefit adjustment until the second July 
1 after reaching age 60 or the second July 1 after the date they would have had 28 years of service credit 
had they not retired. 

 PORS – A Class Two member who has separated from service with at least five or more years of earned 
service is eligible for a monthly pension at age 55 or with 25 years of service regardless of age.  A Class 
Three member who has separated from service with at least eight or more years of earned service is eligible 
for a monthly pension at age 55 or with 27 years of service regardless of age.  Both Class Two and Class 
Three members are eligible to receive a deferred annuity at age 55 with five or eight years of earned 
service, respectively.  An incidental death benefit is also available to beneficiaries of active and retired 
members of employers who participate in the death benefit program.  Accidental death benefits are also 
provided upon the death of an active member working for a covered employer whose death was a natural 
and proximate result of an injury incurred while in the performance of duty. 

The retirement allowance of eligible retirees or their surviving annuitants is increased by the lesser of one 
percent or five hundred dollars every July 1.  Only those annuitants in receipt of a benefit on July 1 of the 
preceding year are eligible to receive the increase.

Plan Contributions 

Actuarial valuations are performed annually by an external consulting actuary to ensure applicable contribution rates 
satisfy the funding parameters specified in Title 9 of the South Carolina Code of Laws.  Under these provisions, 
SCRS and PORS contribution requirements must be sufficient to maintain an amortization period for the financing of 
the unfunded actuarial accrued liability (“UAAL”) over a period that does not exceed the number of years scheduled 
in state statute.  Legislation in 2017 increased, but also established a ceiling for SCRS and PORS employee 
contribution rates.  Effective July 1, 2017, employee rates were increased to a capped rate of 9.00 percent for SCRS 
and 9.75 percent for PORS.  The legislation also increased employer contribution rates beginning July 1, 2017 for 
both SCRS and PORS by two percentage points and further scheduled employer contribution rates to increase by a 
minimum of one percentage point each year in accordance with state statute.  However, the General Assembly 
postponed the one percent increase in the SCRS and PORS employer contribution rates that was scheduled to go into 
effect beginning July 1, 2020.  If the scheduled contributions are not sufficient to meet the funding periods set in 
state statute, the PEBA Board shall increase the employer contribution rates as necessary to meet the funding periods 
set for the applicable year.  The maximum funding period of SCRS and PORS is scheduled to be reduced over a ten-
year schedule from 30 years beginning fiscal year 2018 to 20 years by fiscal year 2028.  

Additionally, the PEBA Board is prohibited from decreasing the SCRS and PORS contribution rates until the funded 
ratio is at least 85 percent.  If the most recent annual actuarial valuation of the Systems for funding purposes shows a 
ratio of the actuarial value of system assets to the actuarial accrued liability of the system (the funded ratio) that is 
equal to or greater than 85 percent, then the PEBA Board, effective on the following July first, may decrease the then 
current contribution rates upon making a finding that the decrease will not result in a funded ratio of less than 85 
percent.  If contribution rates are decreased pursuant to this provision, and the most recent annual actuarial valuation 
of the system shows a funded ratio of less than 85 percent, then effective on the following July first, and annually 
thereafter as necessary, the PEBA Board shall increase the then current contribution rates until a subsequent annual 
actuarial valuation of the system shows a funded ratio that is equal to or greater than 85 percent. 

As noted earlier, both employees and the County are required to contribute to the Plans at rates established and as 
amended by the PEBA.  The County’s contributions are actuarially determined but are communicated to and paid by 
the County as a percentage of the employees’ annual eligible compensation.  Required employer and employee 
contribution rates for the past three years are as follows:

In an effort to help offset a portion of the burden of the increased contribution requirement for employers, the State 
General Assembly (“State”) funded 1 percent of the SCRS and PORS contribution increases for the year ended June 
30, 2021.  The State’s budget appropriated these funds directly to the PEBA for the South Carolina Retirement 
System Trust Fund and the Police Officers Retirement System Trust Fund.  The amount of funds appropriated by the 
State (nonemployer contributing entity) for the year ended June 30, 2021 (measurement date) to the County were 
approximately $279,000 and $180,000 for the SCRS and PORS, respectively. 

The County recognized contributions (on-behalf benefits) from the State of approximately $279,000 and $180,000 
for the year ended June 30, 2022. These contributions by the State are recognized as intergovernmental revenues and 
pension expenditures in the County’s governmental fund financial statements.

Actuarial Assumptions and Methods 

Actuarial valuations of the ongoing plan involve estimates of the reported amounts and assumptions about the 
probability of occurrence of events far into the future.  Examples include assumptions about future employment, 
mortality, and future salary increases.  Amounts determined regarding the net pension liability are subject to 
continual revision as actual results are compared with past expectations and new estimates are made about the future.  
South Carolina state statute requires that an actuarial experience study be completed at least once in each five-year 
period.  An experience report on the Systems was most recently issued for the period ending June 30, 2019. 

The June 30, 2021 total pension liability (“TPL”), net pension liability (“NPL”), and sensitivity information shown 
in this report were determined by the consulting actuary, Gabriel, Roeder, Smith and Company (“GRS”), and are 
based on an actuarial valuation performed as of July 1, 2020.  The TPL was rolled-forward from the valuation date 
to the Plans' fiscal year end, June 30, 2021, using generally accepted actuarial principles.  There was no legislation 
enacted during the 2021 legislative session that had a material change in the benefit provision for any of the systems.  
In fiscal year 2021 the PEBA Board adopted updated demographic assumptions.  Also, the General Assembly 
permitted the investment return assumption at July 1, 2021 to decrease from 7.25% to 7.00%, as provided by Section 
9-16-335 in South Carolina State Code.

Long-term Expected Rate of Return 

The long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments is based upon 20-year capital market assumptions.  
The long-term expected rates of returns represent assumptions developed using an arithmetic building block 
approach primarily based on consensus expectations and market based inputs.  Expected returns are net of 
investment fees. 

The expected returns, along with the expected inflation rate, form the basis for the target asset allocation adopted at 
the beginning of the 2021 fiscal year.  The long-term expected rate of return is produced by weighting the expected 
future real rates of return by the target allocation percentage and adding expected inflation and is summarized in the 
following table.  For actuarial purposes, the 7.00 percent assumed annual investment rate of return used in the 
calculation of the TPL includes a 4.75 percent real rate of return and a 2.25 percent inflation component.

At June 30, 2022, the County reported liabilities of approximately $64,754,000 and $39,381,000 for its 
proportionate share of the NPL for the SCRS and PORS, respectively.  The NPL were measured as of June 30, 2021, 
and the TPL for the Plans used to calculate the NPL were determined based on the most recent actuarial valuation 
report of July 1, 2020 that was projected forward to the measurement date.  The County’s proportion of the NPL 
were based on a projection of the County’s long-term share of contributions to the Plans relative to the projected 
contributions of all participating South Carolina state and local governmental employers, actuarially determined.  At 
the June 30, 2021 measurement date, the County’s SCRS proportion was 0.29922 percent, which was an increase of 
0.000431 from its proportion measured as of June 30, 2020.  At the June 30, 2021 measurement date, the County’s 
PORS proportion was 1.53061 percent, which was an increase of 0.04745 from its proportion measured as of June 
30, 2020. 

For the year ended June 30, 2022, the County recognized pension expense of approximately $5,203,000 and 
$5,322,000 for the SCRS and PORS, respectively.  At June 30, 2022, the County reported deferred outflows of 
resources (deferred pension charges) and deferred inflows of resources (deferred pension credits) related to pensions 
from the following sources:

The discount rate used to measure the TPL was 7.00 percent.  The projection of cash flows used to determine the 
discount rate assumed that contributions from participating employers in the SCRS and PORS will be made based on 
the actuarially determined rates based on provisions in the South Carolina Code of Laws.  Based on those 
assumptions, each System’s fiduciary net position was projected to be available to make all projected future benefit 
payments of current plan members.  Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on pension plan investments 
was applied to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the TPL.

E. Other Postemployment Benefit Plan  

Plan Description 

The County provides certain post-employment health care benefits for eligible retired employees and their 
dependents through a defined benefit other postemployment benefits plan (the “Plan”) administered by York County.  
The County has the authority to establish and amend the benefit terms and financing requirements of the Plan.  
Participation in the Plan is optional.  In accordance with the terms of the Plan effective January 1, 2015, the County 
will contribute a defined amount of funds into the Retiree Health Reimbursement Arrangement (“RHRA”) for 
eligible employees.   

Eligibility requirements are as follows: 

 Employees hired before October 1, 2008 must meet the following eligibility criteria: (1) have at least ten 
years of continuous County service, (2) be eligible for retirement benefits under the South Carolina 
Retirement System regulations, and (3) be a County employee at the time of retirement.   

 Employees hired after October 1, 2008, but before August 31, 2011 must meet the following criteria: (1) 
have twenty-five years of creditable service with the South Carolina Retirement System, (2) have ten years 
of service as a County employee, (3) be eligible for retirement benefits under the South Carolina Retirement 
System regulations, and (4) be a County employee at the time of retirement.   

 Employees hired after August 31, 2011 are not entitled to coverage of the employer cost of medical or 
dental coverage paid by the County at the time of retirement.  Eligible retirees may continue coverage under 
the Plan, but they are required to pay both the employer and employee premiums.

Plan Benefits and Contributions 

The County’s contributions to the Plan are neither guaranteed nor mandatory.  The County has retained the right to 
unilaterally modify its payments toward retiree health care benefits at any time.  The Plan does not issue a stand-
alone financial report.

The County, joined the South Carolina Counties Other Post Employment Benefit Trust (“SCCOPEBT”), an agent 
multiple employer investment trust administered by the South Carolina Association of Counties.  A copy of the 
report may be obtained through the Controller at the South Carolina Association of Counties Office, Post Office Box 
8207, Columbia, SC 29202-8207.  Assets are held separately and may be used only for the payment of benefits to the 
members of the plan.  The aggregate actuarial cost method does not identify or separately amortize unfunded 
actuarial liabilities.  Employees are not required to contribute to this plan. During the year ended June 30, 2022, the 
County made contributions of approximately $600,000. 

Upon retirement, employees who meet retiree eligibility requirements based on County policy and elect either 
continued coverage under the State Health plan or an individual policy such as Medicare Supplement and Part D 
plan purchased through representatives of Plan Benefit Services, Inc. are eligible.  Eligible retirees are required to 
pay the full age adjusted premium for all coverage.  In order to offset the cost associated with coverage, the County 
will establish an RHRA account for each eligible retiree and make monthly contributions to the account as follows:

$350 monthly/ Retiree & Spouse - $700 monthly), and Retirees who only elect Dental (Retiree Only - $11.72 
monthly/ Retiree and Spouse - $11.72 monthly). 

The County will contribute funds to the RHRA for Pre-65 retirees for as long as the retiree or any covered dependent 
is under age of 65 and continues to be covered under the State Health plan or other eligible coverage.  The County 
will contribute funds to the RHRA for Post-65 retirees for as long as the retiree has coverage through the State 
Health Plan or Medicare Supplemental Coverage and Part D coverage purchased through representatives of Plan 
Benefit Services, Inc.  The County will make monthly contributions to the surviving spouse’s RHRA for a period of 
one year from the retiree’s date of death.  The amount contributed to the surviving spouse’s RHRA will be the same 
amount the “retiree only” class mentioned above.

Actuarial Assumptions and Method 

Actuarial valuations of the OPEB Plan involve estimates of the reported amounts and assumptions about the 
probability of occurrence of events far into the future.  Examples include assumptions about future employment, 
mortality, inflation, healthcare cost trend rates, and future salary changes.  Amounts determined regarding the net 
OPEB liability are subject to continual revision as actual results are compared with past expectations and new 
estimates are made about the future. 

Projections of benefits for financial reporting purposes are based on the substantive OPEB Plan (the plan as 
understood by the employer and its members) and include the types of benefits provided at the time of each valuation 
and the historical pattern of sharing of benefit costs between the employer and plan members to that point.  The 
actuarial methods and assumptions used include techniques that are designed to reduce the effects of short-term 
volatility in actuarial accrued liabilities and the actuarial value of assets, consistent with the long-term perspective of 
the calculations.

F. Concentrations of Credit Risk 

The Water and Sewer Fund and the Solid Waste Disposal Fund grant credit to customers in York County, South 
Carolina.  Accounts receivable are financial instruments that potentially subject the County to credit risk.  The 
County requires security deposits for all of its Water/Sewer Customers.  The County terminates services for accounts 
unpaid after 60 days for Water/Sewer Customers.  Delinquent customers of the Solid Waste Disposal Fund may have 
credit privileges revoked.

H. Tax Abatements 

The County enters into property tax abatement agreements with local businesses through the Fee in Lieu of Ad 
Valorem Tax (“FILOT”) program under the Title 12, Chapter 44 “Fee in Lieu of Tax Simplification Act” and the 
related Special Source Revenue Credit (“SSRC”) program under Title 4, Chapter 29 “Industrial Development 
Projects” of the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as amended.  Under the FILOT program, taxpayers are 
eligible to receive a reduction in property taxes, through reduced assessed values and millage rates, if they enter into 
an agreement with the County and invest at least $2.5 million in taxable property (or some other negotiated 
investment floor) in the County within a 5-year period.  The amount of the tax abatement is determined by applying 
the reduced assessment rate and millage rate to the total taxable values of the taxpayer.  Under the SSRC program, 
taxpayers are eligible to receive a reduction in property taxes, through bill credits, if the taxpayer is located in a 
Multi-County Industrial Park (“MCIP”), and infrastructure credits are granted as part of the FILOT program 
agreements.  The amount of the tax abatement is generally determined by multiplying the agreed-upon SSRC 
percentage by the FILOT.  These abatements may be granted to businesses located within or promising to relocate to 
the County. 

If the taxpayers do not meet the minimum requirements agreed to as part of the FILOT and SSRC programs, the 
County can terminate the abatement agreements and collect the total amount of ad valorem taxes that would result 
from normal operations. 

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, the County abated property taxes totaling approximately $5,844,000. 

I. Subsequent Events 

The County formally resolved its dispute with GT Real Estate Holdings and all other Tepper entities.  Under the 
settlement the County will receive approximately $21,000,000.

Ladies and Gentlemen: 
 

We have acted as bond counsel to York County, South Carolina (the “County”), in connection with the 
issuance of its $23,890,000 Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (the “Series 2023 Bonds”).  In 
such capacity, we have examined such law and certified proceedings and other documents as we have deemed 
necessary to render this opinion.   
 

The Series 2023 Bonds are issued pursuant to and in accordance with the constitution and laws of the State 
of South Carolina (the “State”), including particularly (i) Article X, Section 14(10) of the South Carolina 
Constitution 1895, as amended; (ii) Title 6, Chapter 21, Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as amended (the 
“Act”); (iii) a master bond ordinance enacted by the County Council of York County (the “County Council”) on 
November 7, 2022 (the “Bond Ordinance”); and (iv) a series ordinance enacted by the County Council on 
November 7, 2022 (the “Series Ordinance” and together with the Bond Ordinance, the “Ordinances”).  Under the 
Bond Ordinance, the City has pledged certain revenues (the “Net Revenues,” as such term is more particularly 
defined in the Bond Ordinance) for the payment of principal of and interest on the Series 2023 Bonds when due.  
Capitalized terms used and not otherwise defined herein have the meanings given to such terms in the Ordinances. 
 

Regarding questions of fact material to our opinion, we have relied upon representations of the County 
contained in the Ordinances and in the certified proceedings and other certifications of public officials and others 
furnished to us without undertaking to verify the same by independent investigation. 
 

Based on the foregoing, we are of the opinion that: 
 

1. The County is validly existing as a political subdivision of the State with power to enact the 
Ordinances, perform the agreements on its part contained therein, and issue the Series 2023 Bonds. 
 

2. The Ordinances have been duly enacted by the County Council and constitute valid and binding 
obligations of the County enforceable against the County in accordance with their terms. 
 

3. The Ordinances create a valid pledge of and lien upon the Net Revenues of the System for the 
payment of the Series 2023 Bonds, which pledge and lien is on a parity with Bonds (as such term is defined in the 
Bond Ordinance) issued heretofore or hereafter, in accordance with the terms of the Bond Ordinance.  As additional 
security for the Series 2023 Bonds, a statutory lien on the System is granted pursuant to the provisions of the Act. 
 

4. The Series 2023 Bonds have been duly authorized and executed by the County and are valid and 
binding limited obligations of the County enforceable against the County in accordance with their terms. 
 

5. Interest on the Series 2023 Bonds is excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes 
and is not an item of tax preference for purposes of the federal alternative minimum tax imposed on individuals 
under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”).   Such interest is, however, taken into account 
in determining the annual adjusted financial statement income of certain applicable corporations (as defined in 
Section 59(k) of the Code) for the purpose of determining the application of the 15-percent alternative minimum tax 
imposed on the adjusted financial statement income of such corporations for tax years beginning after December 31, 
2022.   The opinion set forth in the preceding sentence as to the exclusion of interest on the Series 2023 Bonds from 
gross income is subject to the condition that the County comply with all requirements of the Code that must be 
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satisfied subsequent to the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds in order that the interest thereon be, and continue to 
be, excluded from gross income for federal income tax purposes.   The County has covenanted to comply with all 
such requirements.  Failure to comply with certain of such requirements may cause interest on the Series 2023 
Bonds to be included in gross income for federal income tax purposes retroactively to the date of issuance of the 
Series 2023 Bonds. 
 

6. Under the laws of the State, the Series 2023 Bonds and the interest thereon are presently exempt 
from all income taxation in the State, except estate or other transfer taxes.  It should be noted, however, that Section 
12-11-20, Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as amended, imposes upon every bank engaged in business in the 
State a fee or franchise tax computed on the entire net income of such bank which includes interest paid on the 
Series 2023 Bonds. 
 

We express no opinion regarding federal, state or local tax consequences arising with respect to the Series 
2023 Bonds except as stated above. 
 
 The rights of the owners of the Series 2023 Bonds and the enforceability of the Series 2023 Bonds and the 
Ordinances are limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, moratorium, and other similar laws affecting 
creditors’ rights generally, and by equitable principles, whether considered at law or in equity.

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MASTER BOND ORDINANCE 

Enacted November 7, 2022 
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NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF YORK 
COUNTY, IN MEETING DULY ASSEMBLED, THAT: 

ARTICLE I 

FINDINGS AND DETERMINATIONS 

Section 1.01 Findings and Determinations. 

Incident to the enactment of this master bond ordinance (this "Bond Ordinance"), the 

County Council of York County (the "County Councif'), the governing body of York County, 

South Carolina (the "County"), finds that the facts set forth in this Article exist, and the statements 

herein are in all respects true and correct: 

(a) The County is a body corporate and politic of the State of South Carolina (the 

"State") and as such possesses all the general powers granted by the Constitution of the State of 

South Carolina 1895, as amended, and statutes of the State including the power to possess and 

operate utility systems. By ordinance enacted by the County Council and pursuant to Section 16 

of Article VIII of the Constitution, special elections were held in the County on November 2, 1982, 

for the purpose of determining whether the County would be authorized and empowered to 

construct and thereafter operate both a water system and a sewer system. A majority of the electors 
of the County voted in favor of the proposals (the "Referenda"). 

(b) Pursuant to the terms of the Referenda "no County taxes shall be used to support 

the system or systems" and "the sole funds so utilized shall be (a) money from Federal and State 

grants, (b) revenue earned from the operation of such [ water or sewer] system or systems, ( c) bonds 

payable out of the revenues earned from the operation of such [water or sewer] system or systems." 

(c) The water system and the sewer system were subsequently combined into a system 
known as the "Combined Water and Sewer System" of the County (the "System"). 

( d) The revenues of the System are not presently pledged or hypothecated to secure the 

payment of any revenue bonds or other debt obligations of the County; the prior obligations of the 

System were defeased and no longer legally outstanding as of [October 13, 2022]. 

( e) Upon enactment hereof, the provisions of this Bond Ordinance shall govern the 

issuance from time to time of all revenue bonds or other debt obligations secured by the revenues 
of the System.

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ARTICLE II 

DEFINITIONS, CONSTRUCTION, AND INTERPRETATIONS 

Section 2.01 Definition of Ordinance. 

This Bond Ordinance may be hereafter cited and is hereinafter sometimes referred to as the 

"Bond Ordinance"; such term shall include all ordinances supplemental to, or amendatory of, this 
Bond Ordinance. 

Section 2.02 Defined Terms. 

In this Bond Ordinance, terms defined in Article I shall have the meaning assigned therein, 

and unless a different meaning clearly appears from the context, the following terms shall have the 

following respective meanings: 

"Accounting Principles" means generally accepted accounting principles and practices 

applicable to governmental entities, including those applicable to governmentally owned and 

operated utility systems such as the System. 

"Accreted Value" means the amounts set forth in or the amounts determined in the manner 

set forth in, a Series Ordinance, authorizing the issuance of Bonds in the form of Capital 

Appreciation Bonds. 

"Annual Budget" means, for a Fiscal Year, the budget or amended budget of the County 

adopted with respect to such Fiscal Year, to include necessary appropriations for the System as 

provided in or required by provisions of this Bond Ordinance. 

"Annual Principal and Interest Requirement" means, with respect to any particular Fiscal 

Year and to a Series of Bonds Outstanding, an amount ( other than amounts paid from proceeds of 

Bonds) equal to the sum of (i) all interest payable on such Series of Bonds during such Fiscal Year, 

plus (ii) any Principal Installment of such Series of Bonds during such Fiscal Year, minus (iii) any 

Interest Payment Subsidies received by or on deposit with the County for such Series of Bonds 

during such Fiscal Year and used to pay debt service on such Series of Bonds during such Fiscal 

Year. 

For purposes of computing the Annual Principal and Interest Requirement: 

(a) With respect to Balloon Indebtedness, the amount of principal which would be 
payable in such Fiscal Year if the principal of such Balloon Indebtedness to be amortized in 

succeeding Fiscal Years were amortized from the date of incurrence of such Balloon Indebtedness 
over a period of 20 years ( or such shorter period as the County may choose) on a level debt service 

basis at an interest rate set forth in a certificate or opinion of an Independent Consultant as the 
interest rate at which the County could reasonably expect to borrow the same by issuing an 

obligation with the same term and a fixed rate of interest as assumed above (and this method of 

determining the applicable interest rate shall control in the case of existing or prospective Balloon

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Indebtedness issued as Variable Rate Bonds); provided, however, that if the date of calculation is 

within 12 months of the stated maturity of such Balloon Indebtedness, the full amount of principal 

payable at maturity shall be included in such calculation unless (1) a binding commitment to 

refinance such Balloon Indebtedness shall be in effect, in which case the amortization schedule 

established by such commitment shall apply or (2) the County has received a letter from 

Independent Consultant to the effect that such firm has evaluated the creditworthiness of the 

County and concluded that it is reasonable to assume that the County will have access to the debt 

markets at reasonable interest rates and setting forth the projected interest rate and assumed 

maximum amortization schedule for such debt, in which case the amortization schedule and 

projected interest rate established by such letter shall apply. 

(b) With respect to Variable Rate Bonds, the interest on such Series of Bonds shall be 

calculated at (1) in the case of Outstanding Variable Rate Bonds, the rate which is equal to the 

average of the actual interest rates which were in effect (weighted according to the length of the 

period during which each such interest rate was in effect) for the most recent 12-month period 

immediately preceding the date of calculation for which such information is available ( or shorter 

period if such information is not available for a 12-month period) and (2) in the case of Variable 

Rate Bonds proposed to be incurred, the rate which is equal to the average of the SIFMA Municipal 

Swap Index (or any other specified index or reference rate for such Variable Rate Bonds) for the 

most recent 12-month period immediately preceding the date of calculation (or, if the SIFMA 

Municipal Swap Index or such other index or reference rate is not available for such 12-month 

period, the Revenue Bond Index most recently published by The Bond Buyer), plus or minus any 

specified fixed spread. 

(c) The amounts available in the Debt Service Reserve Fund established for a Series 

of Bonds may be applied against the interest payable on and the Principal Installments due on 

such Series of Bonds in the last Fiscal Year that such Series of Bonds is Outstanding. 

"Accountant" means an independent firm of certified public accountants of suitable 

standing selected by the County who audit the books, records, and accounts of the County. 

"Authorized Investments" means, within the limitations set forth herein, any investments 

now or hereafter permitted under Section 6-5-10 of the South Carolina Code, or any successor or 

similar statute, and shall also include the South Carolina Pooled Investment Fund (including the 

Local Government Investment Pool) established at Sections 6-6-10 to 6-6-40 of the South Carolina 

Code or any successor or similar statute and as the same may be further limited pursuant to the 

provisions of a Series Ordinance. 

"Authorized Officer" means the Chairman, the County Manager, the County Treasurer, or 

any other official authorized by resolution or ordinance (including a Series Ordinance) of the 

County Council to act on behalf of the County under this Bond Ordinance, any one of whom may 

act individually as the Authorized Officer. 

"BAN Act" means Title 11, Chapter 17, of the South Carolina Code. 

"Balloon Indebtedness" means a Series of Bonds, 25% or more of the original principal 

of which matures during any consecutive 12-month period, if such maturing principal amount is

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not required to be amortized below such percentage by mandatory redemption or prepayment prior 

to such 12-month period. 

"Bond Anticipation Note" means any Note or other obligation issued under the BAN Act 
or the Enabling Act in anticipation of the issuance of Bonds. 

"Bond Counsef' means an attorney or firm of attorneys of nationally recognized standing 

in the field oflaw relating to municipal, state, and public agency financing, selected by the County. 

"Bondholder," "Holder," "Owner," "Registered Holder," or "Registered Owner" or any 

similar term, (i) when used in reference to a registered Bond or Bonds, means any person who 

shall be the registered owner of any Outstanding Bond, (ii) when used in reference to Bonds issued 

in bearer form, the holder of any such Bond, and (iii) when used in reference to Bonds consisting 

of contractual obligations not in the form of an instrument under Section 4.22 hereof, the party 

entitled to enforce the County' s payment obligation thereunder. 

"Bond Ordinance" means this Bond Ordinance and all ordinances supplemental to or 

amendatory thereof. 

"Bond Payment Date" means an Interest Payment Date, a Principal Payment Date, or a 

date consisting of both an Interest Payment Date and a Principal Payment Date. 

"Bonds" means any indebtedness or obligations (issued as tax-exempt or taxable 

obligations), including those entered into under the provisions oflong-term contracts payable from 

the revenues of the System entered into under Section 4.22 hereof, issued in accordance with the 

provisions of the Enabling Act, this Bond Ordinance and a Series Ordinance, excluding 

indebtedness or obligations incurred in accordance with Article VI hereof. 

"Business Day" means, except as set forth in a Series Ordinance with respect to the Series 

of Bonds issued thereunder, any day other than a Saturday, a Sunday, a day on which banking 

institutions in the State or in the State of New York are required or authorized by law (including 
executive orders) to close, or a day on which the United States federal reserve payment system is 

not operational. 

"Capital Appreciation Bonds" means Bonds that bear interest payable only at maturity or 

payable prior to maturity only on the redemption dates set forth in, and in the amounts determined 

by reference to the Accreted Value established in accordance with the provisions of the Series 

Ordinance authorizing the issuance of such Capital Appreciation Bonds. 

"Clerk" means the Clerk to County Council. 

"Code" means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the Treasury 

Regulations issued thereunder, in each case, as from time to time in force. 

"County Councif' has the meaning given such term in Section 1.0 l hereof.

"Date of Issue" means that date established in, or by the manner set forth in, any Series 

Ordinance from which interest shall accrue on the Bonds of the applicable Series. 

"Debt Service Fumf' means the fund of that name established pursuant to Section 7.04 of 

this Bond Ordinance, which fund is designed to provide for the payment of the Principal 

Installment of, premium, if any, and interest on all Bonds Outstanding and issued pursuant hereto, 

as the same respectively fall due. 

"Debt Service Fund Account" means the account of that name created in the Debt Service 

Fund and established for each respective Series of Bonds issued under the terms hereof. Within 

each Debt Service Fund Account, the Trustee may, but is not required to, further create an interest 

account, principal account, and bond redemption account with respect to each such Series of 
Bonds. 

"Debt Service Reserve Fund" means the fund, if any, so designated and established (i) to 

secure the timely payment of the Principal Installments of and interest on an applicable Series of 

Bonds Outstanding and issued pursuant to this Bond Ordinance and the applicable Series 

Ordinance, and (ii) to provide for the redemption of such Series of Bonds Outstanding prior to 

their stated maturity, as established by the provisions of Section 7.05 hereof. 

"Defeasance Obligations," unless otherwise provided in a Series Ordinance for a particular 

Series of Bonds, mean non-callable: (i) Government Obligations; (ii) evidences of ownership of a 

proportionate interest in specified Government Obligations, which Government Obligations are 

held by a bank or trust company organized and existing under the laws of the United States of 

America or any state thereof in the capacity of custodian; (iii) U.S. Treasury Securities-State and 

Local Government Series Securities; and (iv) AAA-rated general obligation bonds issued by at 

least one nationally recognized credit rating organization, of the State, its institutions, agencies, 
school districts, and political subdivisions. 

"Depository" means any bank or trust company selected by the County as a depository of 

moneys or securities held under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance and may include the 

Trustee. 

"Electronic Means" means the following communications methods: S.W.I.F.T., e-mail, 

facsimile transmission, secure electronic transmission containing applicable authorization codes, 

passwords and/or authentication keys, or another method or system specified by the Trustee as 

available for use in connection with its services hereunder. 

"Enabling Act" means (i) as to the initial Series of Bonds issued hereunder, Title 6 Chapter 

21; and (ii) as for any subsequent issuance, any of Title 6, Chapter 21; Title 6, Chapter 17; or Title 

11, Chapter 21 of the South Carolina Code, or any combination thereof, and all other statutory 

authorizations as may be available from time to time, authorizing and enabling the County to enact 
this Bond Ordinance and issue Bonds hereunder, all as may be amended from time to time. 

"Events of Default" means those events set forth in Section 13.01 of this Bond Ordinance.

"Fiscal Year" means the period of twelve calendar months, beginning on July 1 of each 
year and ending on June 30 of the following year, unless the same shall have been changed by the 
County pursuant to the authorization contained in Section 3.01 hereof. 

"Government Obligations" means: (i) direct obligations of the United States of America 
for the payment of which the full faith and credit of the United States of America are pledged; (ii) 
obligations, the payment of the principal (if any), or the interest (if any) on which is fully 
guaranteed as a full faith and credit obligation of the United States of America; and (iii) obligations 
issued by the Federal Home Loan Bank and/or the Federal National Mortgage Association as 
permitted by Section 6-5-10(a)(2) of the South Carolina Code. 

"Gross Revenue Fund" means the account or accounts established and maintained by the 
County in such fashion as to adequately reflect all of the receipts and revenues derived from the 
operation of the System, with the exception of customer deposits, and all interest and other income 
earned by the County in connection with the operation of the System, as established by the 
provisions of Section 7.02 hereof. 

"Gross Revenues" or "Gross Revenues of the System" means: 

(a) All receipts, income, and revenues derived from or paid on account of the operation 
of the System (but excluding those revenues allocable to the operation of Special Facilities to the 
extent the same have been pledged to the payment of Special Facilities Bonds) including without 
limitation all services fees, connection fees, tap fees, availability fees and impact fees; 

(b) all proceeds from the sale or other disposition of any property owned directly or 
beneficially by the County in connection with the operation of the System; 

( c) all interest and other income received directly or indirectly by the County from the 
investment of moneys or accounts relating to the System; excluding, however, investment income 
restricted to a purpose inconsistent with the payment of operating expenses or debt service, and 
specifically excluding (whether or not so restricted) interest earned on any Project Fund created 
with the proceeds of any borrowing by the County; 

(d) all other money to which the County may become entitled from any source 
whatsoever in connection with the operation of the System which may be used to pay Principal 
Installments of and interest on Bonds, Operation and Maintenance Expenses, or both; and 

( e) all Interest Payment Subsidies to the extent such monies are not otherwise used to 
pay debt service on a Series of Bonds. Any Interest Payment Subsidies received by the County and 
used to pay debt service on a Series of Bonds shall not be included in Gross Revenues. 

"Independent Consultant" means such firm or firms, professional engineers, architects, 
financial advisors, accountants, rate consultants, or other professionals who are nationally 
recognized and have a favorable reputation for consulting services for utility systems similar to 
the System. Such Independent Consultant shall not be an employee of the County and shall be 
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engaged by the County to perform the tasks set forth to be performed by such Independent 

Consultant under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance. 

"Insurance Consultant" means a person or firm who is not, and no member, director, 

officer, or employee of which is, an officer or employee of the County, which is qualified to survey 

risks and to recommend insurance coverage for public utilities and services and organizations 

engaged in such operations. The Insurance Consultant shall be selected by the County. 

"Insurer," with respect to any Series of Bonds, means an insurance company that has 

written a Municipal Bond Insurance Policy covering such Series of Bonds. 

"Interest Payment Date" means, for a particular Series of Bonds, each June I and 

December I on which interest shall be due, or such other date as may be established, or established 

in a manner otherwise delegated, in accordance with the Series Ordinance authorizing such Bonds. 

"Interest Payment Subsidies" means refundable tax credit subsidies or direct payments 

payable to the County from the federal government under any section of the Code that authorizes 

such tax credits or sums borrowed in a Series of Bonds for the purpose of paying all or a portion 

of the interest due on a Series of Bonds on specific Bond Payment Dates, as applicable. 

"Junior Lien Bonds" means any revenue bonds issued by the County or other obligations 

entered into by the County including such obligations under the provisions of long-term contracts, 

which are secured by pledges of the revenues of the System which are junior and subordinate in 

all respects to the pledges and liens made to secure Bonds, to the payment of debt service on Bonds, 

and to the payment by the County of all Operation and Maintenance Expenses. 

"Manager" means the individual, if any when appointed, who, among other duties, serves 

as the chief administrative officer of the County, or in the absence of such designation, the 

individual to whom the County Council has delegated, in writing and delivered to the Trustee, the 

responsibility of supervising and maintaining records and accounts relating to the collection and 

disbursement of the revenues derived from the operation and maintenance of the System. 

"Municipal Bond Insurance Policy" means any municipal bond insurance policy insuring 

the payment, when due, of the Principal Installments of and interest on a Series of Bonds. 

"Net Earnings" means, for the period in question, the Gross Revenues of the System, less 

Operation and Maintenance Expenses, and shall otherwise be adjusted as provided in 

subparagraphs (a) and (b) below: 

(a) Net Earnings shall include amounts transferred into the Operation and Maintenance 

Fund from the Rate Stabilization Fund. 

(b) Net Earnings shall not include: (i) amounts transferred from Rate Stabilization Fund 

into any other fund, excluding the Operation and Maintenance Fund as provided in (a) above; and 

(ii) amounts transferred into the Rate Stabilization Fund. 
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"Net Revenues" means the Gross Revenues of the System, less Operation and Maintenance 

Expenses. 

"Office of State Treasurer" means the Office of State Treasurer of the State. 

"Operation and Maintenance Expenses" means, for the period in question, all expenses 

incurred in connection with the administration and the operation of the System, including, without 

limiting the generality of the foregoing, such expenses as may be reasonably necessary to preserve 

the System in good repair and working order; principal and interest payments with respect to 

capital lease or other lease financing arrangements under Section 6.03 hereof; the fees and charges 

of the Trustee or trustee of any fund, including reasonable attorneys fees; the costs of audits 

required hereunder; the costs of computation and payment of any arbitrage rebate; and the 

premiums for all insurance and fidelity bonds required by this Bond Ordinance. Operation and 

Maintenance Expenses shall not include: 

(1) depreciation and amortization (including Bond principal) allowances; 

(2) amounts paid as interest on Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, Special Facilities Bonds, or 

Bond Anticipation Notes; 

(3) amounts expended for extraordinary repairs and capital improvements to the 

System; 

(4) amounts paid from government grants or aids-to-construction; 

(5) losses on the sale of System assets; 

( 6) unfunded net pension liabilities, other post-employment benefit liabilities or similar 

accounting determinations under Accounting Principles that do not result in any 

actual disposition of cash; or 

(7) any financing expenses, underwriting discounts, call premiums, gains or losses on 

the extinguishment of debt due to the refinancing of the same, and other related or 

incidental non-recurring expenses resulting from the issuance or refinancing of 

Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, Special Facilities Bonds, or Bond Anticipation Notes. 

"Operation and Maintenance Fund'' means the fund established by the provisions of 

Section 7.03 hereof and which is designed to provide for the payment of all Operation and 

Maintenance Expenses. 

"Outstanding," when used with reference to any Bonds, subject to Section 16.01 hereof, 

and except as may be modified for any Series of Bonds pursuant to the provisions of a Series 

Ordinance, means, as of any date, all such Bonds theretofore or then being authenticated and 

delivered except: 

(1) Bonds cancelled at or prior to such date; 
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(2) Bonds in lieu of or in substitution for which other Bonds shall have been executed 
and delivered; 

(3) Bonds deemed to have been paid as provided in Article XVI hereof; and 

( 4) for purposes of any consent or other action to be taken by the Holders of a specified 
percentage of Bonds, Bonds, as to which a Responsible Officer has actual 
knowledge, held by, or for the account of, the County, or by any person controlling, 
controlled by, or under common control with the County (unless all Bonds are so 
held). 

"Paying Agent" means the financial institution which is authorized in writing by the 

County Council to pay the Principal Installments of or interest on and redemption premium, if any, 

on any Bonds and having the duties, responsibilities and rights provided for in this Bond Ordinance 

and any Series Ordinance, and its successor or successors and any other corporation or association 

which at any time may be substituted in its place pursuant to this Bond Ordinance. Pursuant to the 

provisions of Section 15 .02 of this Bond Ordinance, the Trustee appointed for a Series of Bonds 

shall serve as Paying Agent. 

"Principal Installment" means, as of any date of calculation, (i) the aggregate principal 

amount of Outstanding Bonds due on a Bond Payment Date, reduced by the aggregate principal 

amount of such Bonds which would be retired by reason of the payment when due of, and 

application in accordance with, any mandatory sinking fund payment payable before such future 

date, plus (ii) any mandatory sinking fund payment due on such certain future date, together with 

the aggregate amount of the premiums, if any, applicable to such mandatory sinking fund 

payments, plus (iii) with respect to any Capital Appreciation Bonds required to be paid on such 

certain date, the Accreted Value as of such certain date of such Capital Appreciation Bonds; and 

in this latter respect, any reference to "principal" of Bonds in this Bond Ordinance means, with 

respect to Capital Appreciation Bonds, the Accreted Value of such Capital Appreciation Bonds as 

of the date of calculation. 

"Principal Payment Date" means, for a particular Series of Bonds, each June I on which 

a Principal Installment shall be due, or such other date or dates as may be established, or 

established in a manner otherwise delegated, in accordance with the Series Ordinance authorizing 
such Bonds. 

"Project Funtf" means any fund created by and designated as such in a Series Ordinance, 

in accordance with Section 7.09 hereof. 

"Rate Stabilization Fund'' means the fund established pursuant to Section 7.08 hereof and 

which is designed to provide for the stabilization of water rates by carrying forward surplus 
revenues. 
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"Record Date" means the 15th day of the month immediately preceding each Bond 

Payment Date ( or such other time or times as shall be prescribed by any applicable Series 
Ordinance). 

"Redemption Price" means, with respect to Bonds of any Series or a portion thereof, the 

principal amount of such Bonds or portion thereof plus the applicable premium, if any, and accrued 

interest payable upon redemption thereof in the manner contemplated in accordance with its terms, 

this Bond Ordinance, and the applicable Series Ordinance. 

"Registrar" means the Trustee or any bank, trust company, or national banking association 

which is authorized in writing by the County to maintain an accurate list of those who from time 

to time shall be the Holders of Bonds of a particular Series and to effect the transfer of such Bonds 

in accordance with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance and having the duties, responsibilities, 

and rights provided for in this Bond Ordinance and any Series Ordinance, and its successor or 

successors and any other corporation or association which at any time may be substituted in its 

place pursuant to this Bond Ordinance; however, the County Council may, pursuant to a Series 

Ordinance, authorize the County to serve as Registrar for the applicable Series of Bonds, in lieu 

of the Trustee, if any, or institutions referred to above. 

"Renewal and Replacement Fund" means the fund herein so designated and established 

to provide for the replacement of depreciated or obsolete parts of the System and for 

improvements, betterments and extensions of the System, as established by the provisions of 

Section 7 .06 hereof. 

"Reserve Requirement" means as of any date of calculation, the debt service reserve 

requirement, if any, established by a Series Ordinance authorizing a Series of Bonds. 

"Responsible Officer" means, when used with respect to the Trustee, any vice president, 

assistant vice president, senior associate, associate or other officer of the Trustee having direct 

responsibility for the administration of this Bond Ordinance. 

"Securities Depository" means The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York, or 

any other recognized securities depository selected by the County, which securities depository 

maintains a book-entry system in respect of the Bonds of any Series, and shall include any 

substitute for or successor to the securities depository initially acting as Securities Depository. 

"Securities Depository Nominee" means, as to any Securities Depository, such Securities 

Depository or the nominee of such Securities Depository in whose name there shall be registered 

on the registration books maintained by any Registrar, the Bond certificates to be delivered to and 

immobilized at such Securities Depository during the continuation with such Securities Depository 

of participation in its book-entry system. 

"Serial Bonds" means the Bonds of any Series which are stated to mature in installments 

and for which there are no mandatory sinking fund provisions. 
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"Series" means all of the Bonds authenticated and delivered on original issuance in a 

simultaneous transaction and designated as a single Series by the authorizing Series Ordinance, 

and any Bonds thereafter authenticated and delivered in lieu of or in substitution for (but not to 

refund) such Bonds as herein provided, regardless of variations in maturity, interest rate or other 

provisions. 

"Series Ordinance" means an ordinance enacted by County Council authorizing the 

issuance of a Series or multiple Series of Bonds pursuant to this Bond Ordinance in accordance 

with the terms and provisions hereof, in accordance with Article IV hereof. 

"South Carolina Code" means the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as from time to 

time amended. 

"Special Facilities" means those facilities financed with the proceeds of Special Facilities 

Bonds as described in Section 6.02 hereof. 

"Special Facilities Bonds" means those obligations issued in accordance with Section 6.02 

hereof. 

"State" means the State of South Carolina. 

"System" means the water and sewer system of the County now and in the future, including 

all property real and personal used in connection therewith, all apparatus and equipment used in 

connection therewith, and all acquisitions, replacements, enlargements, improvements, extensions, 

additions, and betterments that may be made thereto at any time hereafter; provided that during 

such time as any Special Facilities Bonds issued to finance Special Facilities are outstanding, the 

term "System" shall not include such Special Facilities. 

"Term Bonds" mean the Bonds of any Series which are stated to mature in a single year 

and which are subject to mandatory sinking fund redemption prior to the stated maturity date. 

"Trustee" means the financial institution serving as Trustee in accordance with this Bond 

Ordinance, and which shall have such other duties, privileges and functions as are set forth herein. 

Such term shall include any successor and any corporation or association resulting from or 

surviving any consolidation or merger to which it or its successors may be a party and any 

successor trustee at the time serving as successor trustee hereunder. Such term shall include any 

successor and any corporation or association resulting from or surviving any consolidation or 

merger to which it or its successors may be a party. 

"Variable Rate Bonds" mean, for any period oftime, any Bonds which during such period 

bear interest at a variable rate; provided that Bonds, the interest rate on which has been fixed for 

the remainder of the term thereof, shall no longer be Variable Rate Bonds. 

"Water Quality Authority" means the South Carolina Water Quality Revolving Fund 

Authority. 
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Section 2.03 Interpretations. 

In this Bond Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires: 

(a) Articles, Sections, and paragraphs referred to by number mean the corresponding 

Articles, Sections, and paragraphs of this Bond Ordinance. 

(b) Words of the masculine gender shall be deemed and construed to include 

correlative words of the feminine and neuter genders. Words importing the singular number shall 

include the plural number and vice versa, and words importing persons shall include firms, 

associations, partnerships (including limited partnerships), trusts, corporations, or other legal 

entities, including public bodies, as well as natural persons. 

(c) The terms "hereby," "hereof," "hereto," "herein," "hereunder," and any similar 

terms, as used in this Bond Ordinance refer to this Bond Ordinance or Sections or paragraphs of 

this Bond Ordinance and the term "hereafter" mean any date after the date of enactment of this 

Bond Ordinance. 

( d) Unless otherwise specified herein, all accounting terms used herein without 

definition shall be interpreted, all accounting determinations hereunder shall be made, and all 

financial statements required to be delivered hereunder shall be prepared, in accordance with 

Accounting Principles. In the event of changes to Accounting Principles which become effective 

after the date of enactment of this Bond Ordinance, the County may in good faith effect appropriate 

amendments to this Bond Ordinance so as to perpetuate the meaning and effect of Accounting 

Principles as in effect on the date of enactment of this Bond Ordinance. 

( e) References to the payment of principal of Bonds shall be deemed to include 

payment of principal at maturity, at redemption pursuant to optional redemption, and by mandatory 

redemption pursuant to any sinking fund payment obligations. 

(f) The Trustee and any other fiduciary shall be deemed to hold an Authorized 

Investment in which money is invested pursuant to the provisions of this Bond Ordinance, even 

though such Authorized Investment is evidenced only by a book entry or similar record of 

investment in the name of the Trustee or such other fiduciary. 

(g) Three asterisks mark the end of each Article.

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Section 3.01 

ARTICLE III 

FISCAL YEAR 

Establishment and Modification of Fiscal Year. 

The System shall be operated on a Fiscal Year basis, which shall commence on the 1st day 
of July of each year and shall end on the 30th day of June of the following year. The County may, 
by Ordinance duly enacted by the County Council, change the Fiscal Year at any time from that 
now existing to a different twelve-month period. Upon any change to the Fiscal Year, the County 
shall provide the Trustee, if any, and the Bondholders if no Trustee has been appointed, a copy of 
the Ordinance authorizing such change.

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ARTICLE IV 

THE BONDS 

Section 4.01 Authorization for Bonds in Series. 

(a) From time to time and for the purposes of: 

(1) Obtaining funds for the acquiring, purchasing, constructing, improving, 
enlarging, and repairing of the System and improvements and additions 
thereto, including the recoupment or reimbursement of funds already so 
expended; 

(2) Providing funds for the payment of any Bond Anticipation Note issued in 
order to defray the cost of expansions, additions, and improvements to the 
System and that were issued in anticipation of the issuance and sale of 
Bonds; 

(3) Refunding Bonds or other obligations issued to provide land or facilities or 
equipment which are or are to become a part of the System or which are or 
were payable in whole or in part from revenues of the System; 

(4) Providing funds for the payment of interest due on any Bonds during the 
period permitted by the Enabling Act; 

(5) Funding any Debt Service Reserve Fund or restoring the value of the cash 
and securities in any Debt Service Reserve Fund to the amount equal to its 
Reserve Requirement, and reimbursing amounts owed to any providers of a 
surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit established 
pursuant to Section 7.05(d) hereof; and 

(6) Paying the costs of issuance of Bonds, including any costs of credit 
enhancement therefor; 

but subject to the terms, limitations, and conditions herein, the County Council may authorize the 

issuance of a Series of Bonds by the enactment of a Series Ordinance, and the Bonds of any such 

Series may be issued and delivered upon compliance with the provisions of this Article. Except as 

otherwise provide herein, the Bonds of each Series shall be issued in fully registered form, without 

coupons, and may be issued in the form of book-entry bonds. The Bonds shall, in addition to the 

title "York County, South Carolina Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds" (or such other 

appropriate designation to denote the purpose of such Series of Bonds), bear a letter or number 

Series designation as may be necessary to distinguish them from the Bonds of every other Series 

and shall designate the year in which the Series is issued. Bonds of any Series may be authorized 

to be issued in the form of Serial Bonds or Term Bonds, with or without mandatory sinking fund 

payments, or Capital Appreciation Bonds, or a combination of any of them, and may bear interest 

in whatever manner and payable at whatever frequency as shall be prescribed by the applicable 

Series Ordinance. 
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(b) Each Series Ordinance shall include a determination to the effect that the issuance 
of such Series of Bonds is necessary to provide funds to be used and expended for one or more of 
the purposes enumerated in subsection (a) above. In addition, in each Series Ordinance the County 
Council shall specify and determine, and, as applicable, may delegate to an Authorized Officer or 
other person the authority to determine, the following: 

(1) The then period of usefulness of the System; 

(2) The Date of Issue of such Series of Bonds or the manner or method for 
determining the Date of Issue and the official authorized to make such 
determination; 

(3) The maximum authorized principal amount of such Series of Bonds, and 
the manner or method of determining the precise principal amount and the 
official authorized to make such determination; 

(4) The Bond Payment Dates, the Record Dates, and the date or dates of 
maturity and the amounts thereof, for the Bonds in such Series or the 
manner of determining such dates and amounts and the official authorized 
to make such determinations, and further provided that the Series Ordinance 
shall specify a date beyond which the final maturity of such Series shall not 
extend, which date shall not be longer than 45 years from the Date of Issue 
of such Series of Bonds; 

(5) The purposes for which such Series of Bonds are being issued; 

(6) The title and designation of such Series of Bonds; 

(7) The manner in which such Series of Bonds are to be sold and provisions for 
the sale thereof and, as applicable, the official authorized to cause such sale, 
or to determine the manner or method of making such determination and 
the official authorized to make such determination; 

(8) The interest rate or rates, or the manner of determining such rate or rates, of 
the Bonds of such Series, including whether and on what terms there shall 
be entered by the County an agreement for any form of interest rate swap or 
similar transaction with respect to such Series or manner or method of 
making such determination and, as applicable, the official authorized to 
make such determination; 

(9) The portion of such Series that are Serial Bonds and that are Term Bonds 
and that are Capital Appreciation Bonds, if any, including the amount and 
date of each mandatory redemption or sinking fund installment, if any, 
required by such Series Ordinance to be paid for the retirement of any such 
Bonds, or the manner or method of making such designations and 
determinations;

(10) The Redemption Price or Redemption Prices and the redemption date or 
redemption dates and other terms of redemption, if any, applicable to any 
of the Bonds of such Series for such payments, or the manner or method of 
determining such dates and prices and the official authorized to make such 
determination; 

(11) The Paying Agent and the Registrar for such Bonds and if other than the 
Trustee, the manner of determining the Paying Agent and the Registrar and 
officials authorized to make such determinations; 

(12) The form or forms of the Bonds of such Series, and the officials authorized 
to make any revisions thereto upon the advice of Bond Counsel; 

(13) The manner of numbering and lettering, and the denomination or 
denominations of the Bonds of such Series or the manner or method of 
determining such matters; 

(14) Whether the Bonds of such Series shall be issued in book-entry form 
pursuant to Section 4.20 hereof; 

(15) That the then applicable Reserve Requirement, if any, for all Series of 
Bonds Outstanding have been met; 

(16) The Reserve Requirement, if any, for the Series of Bonds authorized 
thereby, or method for determining the same and the officials authorized to 
make such determination; 

(17) The disposition or application of the proceeds of the sale of the Bonds of 
such Series and the manner of their application; 

(18) That a Debt Service Fund Account (within the Debt Service Fund) shall be 
established and a Debt Service Reserve Fund may be established for the 
Series of Bonds, and that a Project Fund be established if the proceeds of 
the Bonds of any Series are intended to be used for the expansion or 
improvement of the System, and that a capitalized interest account and/or a 
cost of issuance account be established as a standalone account or within 
any such Project Fund or applicable Debt Service Fund Account, as set forth 
in a Series Ordinance, if interest for any period is to be paid from proceeds 
of such Series of Bonds; 

(19) An estimate of the cost of the purchasing, constructing, improving, 
enlarging, or repairing of the System, or any combination thereof, to be 
funded with the proceeds of the Bonds of such Series; and 

(20) Any other provisions or funds deemed advisable by the County for the 
Bonds and any other applicable redemption requirement for the Bonds of 
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Section 4.02 

such Series and the method of satisfying the same and not in conflict with 

or in substitution for the provisions of this Bond Ordinance. 

Conditions to Issuance of Bonds of a Series. 

All Bonds shall be issued in compliance with the following provisions of this Section 4.02 

and in compliance with any further conditions set forth in any Series Ordinance with respect to 

any Bonds then Outstanding: 

(1) Bonds shall be stated to mature and/or have mandatory or sinking fund redemptions 

on such day or days in the years and amounts prescribed or determined in the 

manner approved by the Series Ordinance. 

(2) Bonds shall bear interest at the rate or rates and be payable on the occasions, 

prescribed or determined in the manner approved by the Series Ordinance. 

(3) Bonds shall be issued for a purpose or purposes set forth in Section 4.0l(a) herein. 

( 4) There shall exist, on the occasion of the issuance of the Bonds, no default in the 

payment of the Principal Installments of or interest on any Bonds or any Junior Lien 

Bonds and Special Facilities Bonds then Outstanding. 

(5) On the date of delivery of such Series of Bonds there shall be on deposit in each 

Debt Service Reserve Fund such amounts as may be necessary to make the value 

of the moneys and securities in such Debt Service Reserve Fund equal to the 

Reserve Requirement applicable to the Series of Bonds for which such Debt Service 

Reserve Fund was created, unless: 

(A) the applicable Series Ordinance and any previous Series Ordinances shall 
have provided for successive monthly payments beginning in the first 

month following the date of the issuance of the Bonds of any such Series in 

substantially equal monthly amounts (the "Monthly Series Payments") so 

that within ten years from the date of issuance of such Series of Bonds, or 

such shorter period of time as set forth in the Series Ordinance, there shall 

be in the applicable Debt Service Reserve Fund an amount equal to the 

applicable Reserve Requirement with respect to such Bonds; and 

(B) there shall be no unremedied defaults of any Monthly Series Payments 

required to have been made. 

( 6) Except in the case of the first Series of Bonds issued under this Bond Ordinance, 

and in the case of any Additional Bonds issued for the purpose of refunding Bonds, 

or in the event no Bonds are Outstanding, the County may issue Additional Bonds 

if: 

(A) Net Earnings during the most recent Fiscal Year for which audited financial 

statements of the System are completed shall not be less than 120% of the 
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maximum Annual Principal and Interest Requirements on all Bonds 

Outstanding and on such proposed Series of Bonds, with such calculation 

to be made by an Authorized Officer upon the basis of such audited financial 

statements for the Fiscal Year preceding the Fiscal Year in which the 

proposed Series of Bonds are to be issued; or 

(B) for each of the three Fiscal Years following the later of the date of delivery 

of the proposed Series of Bonds, or the period (if any) for which interest is 

funded from the proceeds of such Bonds, Net Earnings, as has been 

forecasted by an Authorized Officer, taking into account such 

circumstances and factors as he finds appropriate including, without 

limitation, rate adjustments, or acquisitions or improvements to expand the 
System, will not be less than 120% of the maximum Annual Principal and 

Interest Requirements on all Bonds Outstanding and on such proposed 

Series of Bonds. 

The Authorized Officer making the calculations described in this paragraph (6) 

may, but is not required to, rely on a report, calculation, or projection of the 

Accountants or Independent Consultants. 

Whenever this paragraph (6) requires a calculation based on the most recent Fiscal 

Year for which audited financial statements are available, the County may, in its 

discretion, provide for a special audit and based upon such special audit, in lieu of 

the audit for such Fiscal Year, provided such special audit covers twelve 

consecutive calendar months of the eighteen full consecutive calendar months 

preceding the date of issuance of the proposed Series of Bonds. 

(7) In the case of Bonds issued for the purpose of refunding any Bonds, Series of 

Bonds, or a portion of a Series of Bonds: 

(A) the Annual Principal and Interest Requirement of the refunding Bonds shall 

not exceed 120% of the Annual Principal and Interest Requirement of the 

refunded Bonds for any Fiscal Year until a time subsequent to the last 

maturity of Bonds issued prior to the issuance of such refunding Bonds 

which are not refunded and which remain Outstanding following the 

issuance of the refunding Bonds; 

(B) the additional bonds test prescribed by paragraph (6) herein shall be 

complied with; or 

(C) an overall net present value savings results from the issuance of the 
refunding Bonds. 

(8) If any Series of Bonds shall contain Variable Rate Bonds: 
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(A) The Series Ordinance shall provide for and specify a maximum interest rate 

on (i) such Bonds and (ii) any reimbursement obligation to a liquidity 
provider for such Bonds; 

(B) The liquidity provider for such Bonds shall be rated within the highest two 

short-term rating categories by any rating agency then rating any Series of 
Bonds; and 

(C) Any accelerated principal payments or any interest computed at a rate in 

excess of that on such Bonds due to the liquidity provider for such Bonds 

pursuant to any reimbursement agreement with such liquidity provider shall 

be subordinate to the payment of debt service on all Bonds; provided, 

however, if the tests referred to in Sections 4.02(6) and 4.02(7) of this Bond 

Ordinance are calculated (and met) assuming such accelerated principal 

payment and such excess interest amount to the liquidity provider, then such 

accelerated principal payment and excess interest amount may be on a parity 

with the payment of debt service on all Bonds. 

(9) All amounts then due under a reimbursement agreement with any provider of a 

surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit as contemplated under 

Section 7.05(d) hereof shall have been paid. 

(10) Any Series Ordinance authorizing a Series of Bonds may prescribe, in addition to 

the requirements set forth in Sections 4.02(6) and 4.02(7) hereof, further 

requirements that must be met for the issuance of Bonds on a parity with all Series 

of Bonds then Outstanding. 

Section 4.03 Reliance Upon Certificates. 

The County, the Trustee, and any purchaser of any Bonds shall be entitled to conclusively 

rely upon certificates or reports of the Accountants, an Authorized Officer, an Independent 

Consultant and any Insurance Consultant, made in good faith, pursuant to any provision ·of this 

Bond Ordinance. 

Section 4.04 Execution of Bonds. 

(a) Unless otherwise prescribed by any Series Ordinance, the Bonds shall be executed 

in the name of and on behalf of the County by the Chairman or in his absence the Vice Chairman, 

the corporate seal of the County shall be impressed or reproduced thereon and the same shall be 

attested by the Clerk. Such officers may employ facsimiles of their signatures and also a Series 

Ordinance may specify the manner of executing the bond by electronic signature. 

(b) In case any officer whose signature or facsimile signature shall appear on the Bonds 

shall cease to be such officer before the delivery of any Bond, such signature or such facsimile 

shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes, the same as if such officer had remained 

in office. 
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Section 4.05 Authentication. 

Only such Bonds as shall have endorsed thereon a certificate of authentication duly 

executed by the Registrar shall be entitled to any right or benefit under this Bond Ordinance. No 

Bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose unless and until such certificate of authentication 

shall have been duly executed by the Registrar, and such executed certificate of the Registrar upon 

any such Bond shall be conclusive evidence that such Bond has been authenticated and delivered 

under this Bond Ordinance. The Registrar's certificate of authentication on any Bond shall be 

deemed to have been duly executed if signed by any authorized signatory of the Registrar. 

Section 4.06 Medium of Payment. 

The Bonds shall be payable with respect to Principal Installments, interest on, and 

premium, if any, in lawful money of the United States of America, unless otherwise provided in a 

Series Ordinance. 

Section 4.07 Mutilated. Lost. Stolen or Destroyed Bonds. 

In the event any Bond is mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed, the County may execute and 

the Registrar may authenticate a new Bond of the same Series of like date, maturity and 

denomination as that mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed; provided that, in the case of any mutilated 

Bond, such mutilated Bond shall first be surrendered to the Registrar, and in the case of any lost, 

stolen or destroyed Bond, there shall be first furnished to the County and to the Registrar evidence 

of or affidavit as to such loss, theft or destruction satisfactory to the County and the Registrar 

together with indemnity satisfactory to them. In the event any such Bond shall have matured, 

instead of issuing a duplicate Bond, the County shall pay the same. The County and the Registrar 

may charge the Holder or owner of such Bond with their reasonable fees and expenses (including 

reasonable attorney's fees, costs and expenses) in connection with such actions. 

Section 4.08 Transfer and Registry: Persons Treated as Owners. 

(a) As long as any Bonds shall be Outstanding, the County shall cause books for the 

registration and for the transfer of Bonds to be kept. Such books shall be kept by the Trustee unless 

there shall have been appointed a Registrar other than the Trustee to keep the books of registration 

for any particular Series of Bonds, in which case such Registrar shall promptly notify the Trustee 

of any registration or transfer of the Bonds. The transfer of each Bond may be registered only upon 

the registration books of the County kept for that purpose by the Holder thereof in person or by 

his duly authorized attorney upon surrender thereof and an assignment with a written instrument 

of transfer satisfactory to the Registrar, duly executed by the Holder or his duly authorized 

attorney. Upon the registration or transfer of any Bond, the County shall cause to be issued, subject 

to the provisions of Section 4.11 hereof, in the name of the transferee a new Bond or Bonds of the 

same aggregate principal amount, maturity and interest rate as the surrendered Bond. 

(b) Any of the County, the Trustee, any Registrar, and any Paying Agent may deem 

and treat the person in whose name any Bond shall be registered upon the registration books of the 

County as the absolute owner of such Bond, whether such Bond shall be overdue or not, for the 

purpose of receiving payment of, or on account of, the Principal Installment of, premium (if any) 
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and interest on such Bond and for all other purposes, and all such payments so made to any such 

Holder or, upon his order, shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon 

such Bond to the extent of the sum or sums so paid; and none of the County, the Trustee, any 

Registrar, or the Paying Agent shall be affected by any notice to the contrary. 

(c) Notwithstanding anything in subsections (a) and (b) of this Section 4.08 to the 

contrary, Bonds may be issued in the form of contractual obligations which are not instruments 

and which may be transferred as provided in such contracts. 

Section 4.09 Date and Payment Provisions. 

Unless otherwise provided in any Series Ordinance with respect to Bonds issued 

thereunder, each Bond of a Series shall be authenticated on such dates as they shall, in each case, 

be delivered. Each Bond shall bear interest from the Date of Issue if no interest has yet been paid; 

otherwise from the last date to which interest has been paid and which date is on or prior to the 

date of such Bond's authentication. 

Holders of at least $1,000,000 principal amount of a Series of Bonds may, by written notice 

containing wiring instructions filed with the Trustee or Registrar, as the case may be, at least 20 

days prior to any Bond Payment Date, provide for the payment of the interest on such Bonds by 

wire transfer to an account at a bank located in the continental United States. 

Section 4.10 Transferabilitv of Bonds. 

Bonds of a Series, upon surrender thereof at the office of the Registrar for the Bonds of 

such Series with a written instrument of transfer satisfactory to the Registrar, duly executed by the 

Holder or his duly authorized attorney, may, at the option of the Holder and upon payment by such 

Holder of any charges made pursuant to Section 4.11 hereof, be exchanged for an equal aggregate 

principal amount of Bonds of such Series of like maturity and interest rate of any other authorized 

denominations. 

Section 4.11 Regulations with Respect to Exchanges and Transfer. 

In all cases in which the privilege of exchanging or transferring Bonds is exercised, the 

County shall execute and the Registrar shall authenticate and deliver Bonds in accordance with the 

provisions of this Bond Ordinance. All Bonds surrendered in any such exchanges or transfers shall 

forthwith be cancelled and destroyed and shall not be reissued, and a counterpart of the certificate 

of destruction evidencing such destruction shall be furnished by the Registrar to the County. All 

Bonds so destroyed shall thereafter no longer be considered Outstanding for any purposes of this 

Bond Ordinance. There shall be no charge to the Holder for such exchange or transfer of Bonds 

except that the Registrar may make a charge sufficient to reimburse it for any tax or other 

governmental charge required to be paid with respect to such exchange or transfer. Neither the 

County nor the Registrar, as the case may be, shall be required to register, transfer or exchange 

Bonds of a Series during the period between a Record Date and its related Bond Payment Date, or 

to register, transfer or exchange any Bonds called for redemption after the mailing of any notice 

of redemption of such Bond. 
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Section 4.12 Cancellation and Destruction of Mutilated. Paid or Surrendered Bonds. 

Upon the surrender of mutilated Bonds pursuant to Section 4.07 hereof, or Bonds paid or 

surrendered, the same shall be cancelled and destroyed and shall not be reissued, and a counterpart 

of the certificate evidencing such destruction shall be furnished by the Trustee or the Registrar, as 

the case may, be, to the County. All Bonds so destroyed shall thereafter no longer be considered 

Outstanding for any purposes of this Bond Ordinance. 

Section 4.13 Notice of Redemption. 

If any of the Bonds, or portions thereof, are called for redemption, the Registrar, at the 

written direction of an Authorized Officer, shall give written notice to the Holders of any Bonds 

to be redeemed, in the name of the County, of the redemption of such Bonds, or portions thereof. 

Notice of each redemption of Bonds is required to be mailed by the Registrar by first class mail, 

postage prepaid, at least 30 but no more than 60 days prior to the redemption date to each of the 

Bondholders to be redeemed, at the address of such owner recorded on the bond register and to be 

otherwise given in accordance with, among others, the following requirements: 

(1) notices must contain, at a minimum, whether the redemption is conditioned on any 

event, the complete official name of the Bonds, CUSIP numbers (if any), Bond 

numbers, principal amount of each Bond to be redeemed (if less than all), 

publication date, redemption date, Redemption Price, redemption agent's name and 

address with contact person and phone number, Registrar's name and address, date 

of the Bonds, interest rate, maturity date, the place or places where amounts due 

will be payable, and any other descriptive information deemed necessary by the 

Registrar; 

(2) except in the case of a Bond held by a single Holder, in which case notice need only 

be provided as stated in the first paragraph to this Section 4.13, notices must be sent 

to Bondholders of $1,000,000 or more, to the Municipal Securities Rulemaking 

Board, if necessary (via its Electronic Municipal Market Access (EMMA) system, 
or its successor, as may be amended or modified), and any Securities Depository 

(if such Bonds are registered in the name of a Securities Depository or the nominee 

of such Securities Depository) by such method or such other method as is standard 

in the industry; in addition, any Bondholder holding in excess of $1,000,000 

principal amount of Bonds may request the Registrar to send notices to any 

additional addressee specified; 

(3) a second notice to Holders of the Bonds must be mailed by the means specified 

above to any Bondholders who has not presented Bonds for redemption 60 days 

after the redemption date; 

(4) notice of redemptions effected by advance refundings must also be given in 

accordance with the above requirements at least 30 days but no more than sixty (60) 

days prior to the actual redemption date; and 
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(5) CUSIP number identification, if any, with appropriate dollar amounts for each 

CUSIP number must accompany all redemption payments and interest payments, 
whether by check or by wire transfer. 

The obligation to provide notice shall not be conditioned upon the prior payment to the 

Paying Agent of money or the delivery to the Paying Agent of Authorized Investments or 

Government Obligations sufficient to pay the Redemption Price of the Bonds to which such notice 

relates or the interest thereon to the redemption date. 

If at the time of mailing of a notice of redemption, there shal I not have been deposited with 

the Paying Agent moneys sufficient to redeem all the Bonds or portions thereof called for 

redemption, which moneys are or will be available for redemption of such Bonds, such notice is 

required to state that it is conditional on the deposit of the redemption moneys with the Paying 

Agent not later than the opening of business on the redemption date, and such notice shall be of 

no effect unless such moneys are so deposited. 

The failure of the Registrar to give notice to a Bondholder or any defect in such notice shall 

not affect the validity of the redemption of any other Bonds for which notice is properly given. 

Any Bondholder may waive notice of redemption by delivery of a written waiver to the Registrar. 

Any Series Ordinance providing for the issuance of Bonds consisting of contractual 

obligations not in the form of an instrument or not registered in the name of a Securities Depository 

or the nominee of such Securities Depository or providing for Bonds in bearer form may provide 

alternative methods for delivery of notice of redemption, and the Trustee shall be entitled to 

conclusively rely on such Series Ordinance as being consistent with the provisions of this Bond 

Ordinance. 

Provided sufficient funds for such redemption are on deposit with the Paying Agent, all 

Bonds so called for redemption shall cease to bear interest on the specified redemption date and 

shall no longer be deemed to be Outstanding hereunder. If said money shall not be so available on 

the redemption date, such Bonds or portions thereof shall continue to bear interest until paid at the 

same rate as they would have borne had they not been called for redemption. 

Section 4.14 Cancellation of Bonds Which Have Been Redeemed. 

All Bonds which have been redeemed shall be cancelled and destroyed by the Registrar 

and shall not be reissued, and a counterpart of the certificate of destruction evidencing such 

destruction shall be furnished by the Registrar to the County. All Bonds so destroyed shall 

thereafter no longer be considered Outstanding for any purposes of this Bond Ordinance. 

Section 4 .15 Restriction on Optional Redemption. 

Notwithstanding anything in this Bond Ordinance to the contrary, no optional redemption 

of Bonds may occur unless all amounts payable by the County owing under a reimbursement 
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agreement with any provider of a surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit as 

contemplated under Section 7.05(d) hereof shall have been paid in full. 

Section 4.16 Selection of Bonds to be Redeemed. 

In the event that less than all of the Bonds of any Series are to be redeemed at the option 

of the County, Bonds to be redeemed shall be in such order of maturity as selected by the County. 

In the event of redemption of less than all of the Bonds of a Series of any maturity, the Bonds or 

portions of Bonds to be redeemed, shall be selected by lot by the Trustee. The portion of any Bond 

of a denomination which is larger than the minimum denomination for the Bonds of such Series 

shall be in the principal amount of such minimum denomination or a multiple thereof, and that, in 

selecting portions of such Bonds for redemption, the Trustee shall treat each such Bond as 

representing that number of Bonds of minimum denomination which is obtained by dividing the 

principal amount of such Bond to be redeemed in part by the amount of the minimum 

denomination; provided further that, if less than all of the beneficial interests in a Bond of a single 

maturity registered in the name of a Securities Depository or a Securities Depository Nominee are 

to be redeemed, the beneficial interests to be redeemed shall be selected by lot or in such manner 

as may be directed by the Securities Depository. If there shall be drawn for redemption less than 

all of a Bond, the County shall execute and the Trustee shall authenticate and deliver, upon the 

surrender of such Bond, without charge to the owner thereof, for the unredeemed balance of the 

principal amount of the Bond so surrendered, Bonds of the same Series in any authorized 

denomination. The procedures for selection of Bonds of a Series for redemption set forth in this 

Section 4.16 are subject, however, to any alternative provisions set forth in a Series Ordinance 

applicable to such Series of Bonds. 

Section 4.17 Purchase of Bonds. 

The County may, or the Trustee for a Series of Bonds at the written direction of the County, 

shall, if and to the extent practicable, purchase Bonds at such time, in such manner and at such 

price as may be specified by the County. The Trustee may so purchase Bonds with any money 

then held by the Trustee which is available for the redemption or purchase of Bonds and in excess 

of that set aside for the payment of Bonds called for redemption; provided, that the Trustee is 

provided with an opinion of Bond Counsel to the effect that such redemption or purchase complies 

with any limitations or restrictions on such redemption or purchase contained in this Bond 

Ordinance. 

Section 4.18 Bonds Issued as Taxable Obligations. 

Notwithstanding anything in this Bond Ordinance to the contrary, the County may from 

time to time, pursuant to one or more Series Ordinances, provide for the issuance of Bonds and 

Junior Lien Bonds the interest on which may be includable in gross income of the Holders of such 

Bonds for federal income taxation purposes. 

Section 4.19 Security for Payment of Bonds: Priority of Lien. 

(a) The Bonds, together with the interest thereon, shall be payable solely from and 

secured equally and ratably by a pledge of and a lien upon the Net Revenues. Such pledge and 
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lien securing the Bonds shall at all times and in all respects be and remain superior to pledges and 
liens made and given to secure any other bonds or other obligations payable from the revenues of 
the System. The Bonds shalJ not constitute an indebtedness of the County within the meaning of 
any provision, limitation, or restriction of the Constitution or the laws of the State, other than 
those provisions authorizing indebtedness payable solely from a revenue-producing project not 
involving revenues from any tax or license, and the faith, credit, and taxing power of the County 
are expressly not pledged therefor. The County is not obligated to pay any of the Bonds or the 
interest thereon except from the Net Revenues. 

(b) To further secure the Bonds, there is hereby granted to the Holders of Bonds 
Outstanding from time to time, a statutory lien on the System until payment in full of such Bonds 
as may be Outstanding from time to time. Such lien shall extend to the entirety of the System as 
currently constituted and as expanded from time to time unless otherwise provided in the Series 
Ordinance authorizing a Series of Bonds for a specific improvement to or expansion of the System. 
The Trustee, may, either at law or in equity, by suit, action, mandamus or other proceedings, 
protect and enforce such statutory lien and may, by suit, action, mandamus or other proceedings, 
enforce and compel performance of all duties of the officials of the County, including the fixing 
of sufficient rates, the collection of Gross Revenues, the proper segregation of the Gross Revenues 
of the System and the proper application thereof. But such statutory lien shall not be construed to 
give the Trustee or any such Bondholder authority to compel the sale of the System or any part 
thereof. 

Section 4.20 Bonds in Book-Entry Form. 

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Bond Ordinance with respect to the form of 
Bonds to the contrary, a Series Ordinance may provide for the issuance of one or more Series of 
Bonds solely in fully registered form registerable to a Securities Depository, a Securities 
Depository Nominee or the beneficial owner of the Bonds. A Series Ordinance may further provide 
that such Series of Bonds shall be evidenced by one or more certificates or by a system of book 
entries in a form satisfactory to an Authorized Officer and to provide for payment, redemption, 
notices, and like provisions in a manner consistent with such system of registration. 

Section 4.21 Waiver of Certain Provisions. 

Notwithstanding anything in this Bond Ordinance to the contrary, whenever all of the debt 
issued or all of the obligations incurred by the County under a Series Ordinance are acquired by 
and are held by a single entity, that single entity, at its sole option, may waive any provision or 
requirement of this Bond Ordinance that relates separately to the governance of such Series and is 
for the protection and benefit of such single entity only and not for the protection or benefit of any 
other Holder or Holders of Bonds; provided that if such Series of Bonds is insured by an Insurer, 
then any such waiver shall require the prior written approval of such Insurer. 

Section 4.22 Bonds Not in the Form of an Instrument. 

In the event that the County issues any Series of Bonds which are contractual obligations 
not in the form of an instrument, such contract shall be authorized pursuant to the provisions of 
the Bond Ordinance and through the enactment of a Series Ordinance therefor, and the provisions 
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regarding redemption or prepayment of such Bonds, notices to Bondholders, and transfers of such 
Bonds contained herein may be altered or supplemented by the provisions of the Series Ordinance 
pursuant to which such Bonds are issued or the contract pursuant to which such obligations are 
created. 

* * * 
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Section 5.01 Rate Covenant. 

ARTICLE V 

RATES AND CHARGES 

(a) It is hereby determined that the rates for services and facilities furnished by the 
System shall, until otherwise revised pursuant to the provisions of this Bond Ordinance, be as now 
established. Said rates and charges are determined to be sufficient to meet the requirements of this 

Bond Ordinance but they shall be revised whenever necessary in order that they shall at all times 
be maintained on a basis sufficient to meet the requirements of this Bond Ordinance, and the 
County specifically covenants and agrees to maintain rates and charges for all services furnished 
by the System which shall at all times be sufficient: 

(1) to provide for the payment of the Operation and Maintenance Expenses; 

(2) to maintain the Debt Service Fund and the Debt Service Fund Accounts and 
thus provide for the punctual payment of the Principal Installments of and 
interest on the Bonds; 

(3) to maintain the Debt Service Reserve Funds in the manner prescribed herein 
and in any applicable Series Ordinance; 

(4) to pay all amounts owing under a reimbursement agreement with any 
provider of a surety bond, insurance policy, or letter of credit as 
contemplated under Section 7.05(e) hereof; 

(5) to provide for the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on all 
Junior Lien Bonds that may from time to time hereafter be outstanding; 

(6) to build and maintain the Renewal and Replacement Fund; and 

(7) to discharge all obligations imposed by the Enabling Act and by this Bond 
Ordinance and any applicable Series Ordinance. 

(b) The County covenants and agrees that it will, at all times, prescribe and maintain 
and thereafter collect rates and charges for the services and facilities furnished by the System 
which, together with other income, are reasonably expected to yield annual Net Earnings in the 
current Fiscal Year equal to at least the sum of 120% of the Annual Principal and Interest 
Requirements for all Series of Bonds Outstanding in such Fiscal Year. Promptly upon any material 

change in the circumstances which were contemplated at the time such rates and charges were 
most recently reviewed, but not less frequently than once in each Fiscal Year, shall review the 

rates and charges for its services and shall promptly revise such rates and charges as necessary to 
comply with the foregoing requirement. Prior to the beginning of each Fiscal Year, the County 

shall adopt an Annual Budget including amended rate schedules for such Fiscal Year which shall 
set forth in reasonable detail the estimated revenues and operating expenses and other expenditures 

of the System for such Fiscal Year and the amount to be deposited during such Fiscal Year in the

Renewal and Replacement Fund. The County may at any time adopt an amended Annual Budget 

for the remainder of the then current Fiscal Year. 

(c) If the County Council, in adopting the Annual Budget, determines that revenues 

may not be sufficient to meet the rate covenant established hereinabove or if the audited financial 

statements of the County indicate that the County did not satisfy such rate covenant for the prior 
year, the County shall, within 45 days, engage an Independent Consultant to prepare a report 

recommending such actions which will provide sufficient revenues in the following Fiscal Year to 

permit the County to meet the rate covenant. Copies of such report shall be made available to the 

County and the Trustee, if any, no later than sixty days after the engagement of the Independent 

Consultant. 

The County agrees that it shall use its best efforts to effect such changes recommended by 

the Independent Consultant in its report. So long as the County uses its best efforts to comply with 

such recommendations, failure to comply with the rate covenant shall not constitute an Event of 

Default under Article XIII hereof; provided however, a failure to comply with the rate covenant 

for a period of three consecutive Fiscal Years shall constitute an Event of Default.

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ARTICLE VI 

JUNIOR LIEN BONDS AND SPECIAL FACILITIES BONDS 

Section 6.01 Right to Issue Junior Lien Bonds: Accession Thereof to Status of Bonds. 

Notwithstanding that Bonds may be Outstanding, subject to compliance with the conditions 
and limitation expressly set forth herein and in any Series Ordinance, the County may at any time, 
and without further limitation and free of all conditions, issue Junior Lien Bonds for any corporate 
purpose of the County, in such amount as it may from time to time determine, payable from the 
revenues of the System, provided that the pledge of and lien upon the Net Revenues of the System 
granted for the protection of said Junior Lien Bonds, shall at all times be and remain subordinate 
and inferior in all respects to the pledge of and lien upon the Net Revenues made or authorized for 
the Bonds and to the payment of all Operation and Maintenance Expenses; and provided, further, 
that the maturity of Junior Lien Bonds may not be accelerated and paid in full unless all of the 
Bonds shall have been paid or provision therefor has been made pursuant to Article XVI hereof. 

By proceedings authorizing the issuance of Junior Lien Bonds, the County may provide for 
the accession of such Junior Lien Bonds to the status of Bonds provided all of the following 
conditions are met. Any such subsequent proceedings adopted by the County Council providing 
for such accession shall make the findings provided in the below paragraphs (I) through ( 4) and 
state whether and to what extent a Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be established as set forth in 
paragraph (5). 

(I) The Junior Lien Bonds were issued for a purpose or purposes set forth in Section 
4.0l(a) hereof. 

(2) There shall exist on the date of accession (a) no default in the payment of the 
Principal Installments of or interest on any Bonds Outstanding or any Junior Lien 
Bonds then outstanding, (b) no default in the performance of any duties required 
under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance, and ( c) no amount owed by the 
County with respect to the full funding of a Debt Service Reserve Fund, either by 
way of cash or reimbursement of any other funding mechanism, except in 
accordance with paragraph (6)(A) of Section 4.02 hereof. 

(3) There shall be deposited in the Debt Service Fund Account for such Series of 
newly-acceded Bonds the amounts which would have been required under the 
provisions of Section 8.03 hereof to be accumulated therein on the date of accession 
if said Junior Lien Bonds had originally been issued as Bonds. 

(4) On the date of accession, an earnings test prescribed by paragraph (6) of Section 
4.02 hereof shall have been met. 

(5) In the event such proceedings require a Reserve Requirement to be maintained for 
such Series of newly-acceded Bonds, then in such event, there shall be on deposit 
on the date of accession in a Debt Service Reserve Fund an amount equal to the 
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Reserve Requirement established for such Junior Lien Bonds which are being 
acceded to the status of Bonds. 

(6) The County shall obtain an opinion of Bond Counsel to the effect that: (a) this Bond 
Ordinance and the proceedings authorizing such Junior Lien Bonds have been duly 
adopted and are in full force and effect; (b) the Junior Lien Bonds have been duly 
and lawfully authorized and executed by the County and are valid and binding 
upon, and enforceable against, the County ( except to the extent that the 
enforceability thereof may be limited by the operation of bankruptcy, insolvency 
and similar laws affecting rights and remedies of creditors); and (c) with respect to 
such Junior Lien Bonds, this Bond Ordinance creates the valid pledge of, and lien 
which it purports to create on, the Net Revenues and of moneys and securities on 
deposit in any of the funds established hereunder subject to the application thereof 
to the purposes and on the conditions permitted by this Bond Ordinance. 

(7) In the event such Junior Lien Bonds were issued with variable rates, the provisions 
of paragraph (8) of Section 4.02 shall have been met. 

Section 6.02 Right to Issue Special Facilities Bonds. 

The County shall have at all times the right to enter into contracts, leases or other 

agreements pursuant to which it will agree to construct, operate and pay the costs of Special 

Facilities to be financed by its issuance of Special Facilities Bonds, subject to the following 

conditions: 

(1) it shall have been determined to the satisfaction of the County Council that the rents, 
revenues, or receipts to be derived from the Special Facilities shall be at least equal 
to the principal, interest and any reserve requirements contained in the ordinance 
authorizing such Special Facilities Bonds and to pay all operation, maintenance and 
other costs and expenses applicable to such Special Facilities; 

(2) the revenues derived from Special Facilities need not be deposited in the Gross 
Revenue Fund and may be pledged to secure Special Facilities Bonds; but no debt 
service on, or other costs or expense related to, any Special Facilities Bonds may 
be paid from System revenues deposited in the Gross Revenue Fund except 
pursuant to Section 8.08 hereof; 

(3) the County Council shall have determined that the issuance of the Special Facilities 
Bonds and the application of revenues from the Special Facilities to the payment 
thereof shall not have a detrimental effect on the System or the Bondholders; and 

(4) the County shall timely notify the Trustee of the planned issuance of any such 
Special Facilities Bonds; 

For purposes of this Section 6.02, the term "Special Facilities" shall include all or a portion of 

water and sewer facilities and rights to all or a portion of the use of, or the capacity available from, 

any such facilities. 
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Section 6.03 Lease Financing Agreements. 

The County shall have at all times the right to enter into capital leases or other lease 
financing agreements secured by a lien on the property, plant and equipment comprising a part of 
the System; provided, however, that (i) (a) such capital lease or other lease financing agreement 
shall be payable solely from amounts available for such purpose in the Operations and 
Maintenance Fund and the aggregate principal amount of all such leases or other financing 
agreements outstanding at any time shall not exceed 10% of the value of the System, less 
accumulated depreciation, as shown on the audited financial statements of the County for the most 
recent Fiscal Year for which audited financial statements are available, and (b) the loss of the 
property secured by the lien will not materially adversely affect the ability of the County to meet 
its financial obligations under this Bond Ordinance; or (ii) the capital lease or other financing 
agreement constitutes Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, or Special Facilities Bonds and is entered into 
pursuant to an in accordance with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance.

ARTICLE VII 

ESTABLISHMENT OF FUNDS 

Section 7.01 Requirement for Special Funds. 

For so long a time as any sum remains due and payable by way of Principal Installments 

or interest on Bonds, the following funds or accounts of the System shall be established and 

maintained, and deposits shall be made therein in the manner herein required. 

Section 7.02 The Gross Revenue Fund. 

(a) There shall be established and maintained a fund or account designated as the Gross 

Revenue Fund held and administered by the County. This account shall be so maintained as to 

accurately reflect: 

(1) Gross Revenues of the System; and 

(2) Net Earnings. 

(b) Except as otherwise specifically directed or permitted herein, all Gross Revenues 

of the System shall be deposited in accordance with and in the manner prescribed by Article VIII 

hereof into the Gross Revenue Fund. Money in the Gross Revenue Fund shall be withdrawn and 

made use of only in the manner and in the order of priority specified in Article VIII hereof So 

long as the County establishes, under Accounting Principles, proper records of receipts and 

disbursements from the Gross Revenue Fund, the Gross Revenue Fund may be used for the 

purposes of the Operation and Maintenance Fund and the Renewal and Replacement Fund, subject, 

in the case of the Renewal and Replacement Fund, to the prior applications of the amounts in the 

Gross Revenue Fund for the purposes set forth in Sections 7.03 and 7.04 hereof. 

Section 7.03 The Operation and Maintenance Fund. 

(a) There shall be established and maintained an Operation and Maintenance Fund held 

and administered by the County. The Operation and Maintenance Fund is intended to provide for 

the payment of the Operation and Maintenance Expenses. 

(b) Withdrawals from the Operation and Maintenance Fund shall be made by or on the 

order of the County in accordance, as nearly as may be practicable, with the Annual Budget then 

in effect. 

Section 7 .04 The Debt Service Fund. 

(a) There shall be established and maintained a Debt Service Fund held by the Trustee. 

Within the Debt Service Fund there shall be established a Debt Service Fund Account for each 

Series of Bonds Outstanding. Each Debt Service Fund Account is intended to provide for the 

ratable payment of the Principal Installments of, redemption premium, if any, and interest on the 

respective Series of Bonds as the same fall due. Payments into the Debt Service Fund shall be 
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made in the manner prescribed by this Bond Ordinance, including the applicable provisions of 

Article VIII of this Bond Ordinance, and, except as herein provided, all money in the applicable 

Debt Service Fund Accounts shall be used solely to pay the Principal Installments of, redemption 

premium, if any, and interest on the applicable Series of Bonds, and for no other purpose. Each 

Debt Service Fund Account shall bear a number or alphanumeric Series designation as may be 

necessary to distinguish each Debt Service Fund Account. Within each Debt Service Fund 

Account, the Trustee may, but is not required, to further create an interest account, principal 

account, and bond redemption account with respect to each such Series of Bonds. 

(b) The Debt Service Fund and each Debt Service Fund Account shall be kept in the 

complete custody and control of the Trustee, and withdrawals from each Debt Service Fund 

Account shall be made only by such Trustee who shall transmit to each Bondholder, at the direction 

of an Authorized Officer, shall transmit to each Bondholder, at such times as may be appropriate, 

the sums required to pay the Principal Installments of, redemption premium, if any, and interest 

on the applicable Series of Bonds. Amounts held by the Trustee due to non-presentment of Bonds 

on any redemption date must be retained by the Trustee for a period of at least one year after the 

final maturity of such Bonds. Funds retained for more than one year shall be remitted to the State 

Treasurer's Office as unclaimed property. Further, subject to the written consent of the County, 

payment on a Series of Bonds may be made without presentation and surrender of the physical 

Bond; in such event, the Trustee assumes no liability to any person and no obligation shall be 

imposed on the Trustee to seek the return of such Series of Bonds from the Holder thereof. 
Provided, however, in the event (i) a Series of Bonds is purchased by a single institution and 

thereafter held by a single Bondholder, and (ii) there is not established for such Series of Bonds a 

Reserve Requirement, the Debt Service Fund Account established for such Series of Bonds may 

be held by the Holder of that Series of Bonds, and the Holder of any such Series of Bonds must 

provide to the Trustee, as and when requested by the Trustee, a written certificate containing 

current information as to the principal Outstanding, the redemption premium, if any, and accrued 

interest on such Series of Bonds, and, if the Holder of such Series of Bonds does not provide the 

Trustee such written certificate within five Business Days of a request by the Trustee, the Trustee, 

for all purposes of this Bond Ordinance, shall conclusively assume that such Series of Bonds has 

been paid in accordance with the original tenor of such Series of Bonds. Furthermore, if a Series 

of Bonds is sold to an agency of the United States of America, including the United States 

Department of Agriculture - Rural Development, withdrawal from the applicable Debt Service 

Fund Account may be made to a custodial or checking account from which such entity may directly 

withdraw payments of Principal Installments and interest on such Series of Bonds. 

( c) Moneys in the Debt Service Fund shall be invested and reinvested by the Trustee 

at the written direction of an Authorized Officer in Authorized Investments, maturing not later 

than the date on which such money is required to pay the Principal Installments of, premium, if 

any, and interest on the next occurring maturity of the Bonds. The Trustee shall have no 

responsibility for the investment of money in the Debt Service Fund that is not held by the Trustee. 
Unless otherwise provided in a Series Ordinance, all earnings from such investments shall be 

added to and become a part of the Debt Service Fund Account in which such investments are held, 
but shall be credited against payments that would otherwise be made to such Debt Service Fund 

Account pursuant to the provisions of Section 8.03 hereof. 
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(d) There may be established in the applicable Debt Service Fund Accounts from time 

to time a capitalized interest account to provide for the payment of interest on the Bonds of a 

particular Series. Any such account shall be created by the Series Ordinance relating to the issuance 

of such Series of Bonds. Any earnings from the investment of funds in the capitalized interest 

account not required to pay interest on the Bonds of any Series during the period for which interest 

on the Bonds of such Series is capitalized shall be deposited in the Project Fund created by the 

Series Ordinance relating to such Bonds or, if such Project Fund has been terminated or no such 

fund was created, such earnings shall be retained in the appropriate Debt Service Fund Account. 

( e) All monies received by the Trustee or by the County as Interest Payment Subsidies 

shall be deposited in the Debt Service Fund Account for such Series of Bonds and used to pay debt 

service on the Series of Bonds with respect to which such Interest Payment Subsidy was received. 

(f) Within each Debt Service Fund Account, the Trustee, or as otherwise provided in 

the Series Ordinance, is authorized to create sub-accounts, as requested by the County for the 

timely payment of the principal of, interest on, and sinking fund installments due on the Bonds. 

Section 7.05 The Debt Service Reserve Funds. 

(a) Each Series Ordinance may create a Debt Service Reserve Fund for the Series of 

Bonds authorized thereby. Any such Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be for the equal and ratable 

benefit only of Bonds of that Series. Each such Debt Service Reserve Fund is intended to insure 

the timely payment of the Principal Installments of, and premium, if any, and interest on, that 

Series of Bonds, and to provide for the redemption of such Bonds prior to their stated maturities. 

Any Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be maintained in an amount equal to the Reserve 

Requirement established by the Series Ordinance for such Series of Bonds. Unless otherwise 

provided in a Series Ordinance, money in a Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be used for the 

following purposes, and for no other: 

(1) To prevent a default in the payment of the Principal Installments of or 

interest on the applicable Series of Bonds, by reason of the fact that money 

in the applicable Debt Service Fund Account is insufficient for such 

purposes; 

(2) To pay the Principal Installments of, interest on, and redemption premium, 

if any, of the applicable Series of Bonds in the event that all Outstanding 

Bonds of such Series are to be defeased or redeemed as a whole; or 

(3) To effect partial redemption of the applicable Series of Bonds; but subject 

to the restrictions of Section 4.15 hereof and provided that subsequent to 

said partial redemption, the market value of the cash and securities in such 

Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be not less than the Reserve Requirement 

therefor. 

Notwithstanding the above provisions of paragraphs (1) through (3) of this Section 7.05(a) 

and as permitted by the Code and Section 4.21 hereof, if the Debt Service Reserve Fund was 

funded with cash generated by the System, then, upon the written consent of the Holder of such 
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Series of Bonds secured by such Debt Service Reserve Fund, the monies in such Debt Service 

Reserve Fund may be returned to the County prior to the final maturity of such Series. The 

requirements for and provisions governing any Debt Service Reserve Fund in the remainder of this 

Bond Ordinance, in references to "the Debt Service Reserve Fund," "the Reserve Requirement," 

the "Debt Service Fund(s)" and "the Bonds", shall be deemed to refer to each such Debt Service 

Reserve Fund created by a Series Ordinance, if any, and in each case to the Reserve Requirement 

for the applicable Series of Bonds, and to Bonds only of that applicable Series and not to any other 

Bonds. 

(b) (i) Each Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be kept in the complete custody and 

control of the Trustee, and withdrawals from each Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be 

made only by such Trustee, who, at the direction of an Authorized Officer, shall transmit 

to each Bondholder the sums required to pay the Principal Installments of, redemption 

premium, if any, and interest on such Series of Bonds; or 

(ii) If a Series of Bonds is held by the Water Quality Authority, then the Debt 

Service Reserve Fund for such Series of Bonds may be kept in the custody and control of 

the Office of State Treasurer and invested in the South Carolina Local Government 

Investment Pool in Authorized Investments. Withdrawals therefrom shall be made only as 

directed by the Water Quality Authority at such times as may be required to pay the 

principal and interest on such Series of Bonds. Any withdrawal of the monies in a Debt 

Service Reserve Fund that exceeds the Reserve Requirement shall be transferred in 

accordance with the provisions of Section 7.05(c) hereof. 

(c) Except as provided in Section 7.05(b)(ii) of this Bond Ordinance, money in a Debt 

Service Reserve Fund shall be invested and reinvested by the Trustee at the written direction of an 

Authorized Officer in Authorized Investments. Subject to the remaining provisions of this 

paragraph ( c ), the earnings from such investments in a particular Debt Service Reserve Fund shall 

be added to and become a part of that Debt Service Reserve Fund. Except as provided in a Series 

Ordinance, if as of any date of calculation (as described in Section 8.03 hereof), the value of the 

securities and money in any Debt Service Reserve Fund shall exceed its Reserve Requirement, 

such excess shall first be fully used to raise the level of any other Debt Service Reserve Funds that 

are then underfunded to their applicable Reserve Requirements, and then any remaining excess 

shall either be used to effect partial redemption of such Series of Bonds, or shall be removed from 

such Debt Service Reserve Fund and, either (i) transferred into the applicable Debt Service Fund 

Account, as directed in writing by the Authorized Officer, or (ii) transferred to the Gross Revenue 

Fund, as permitted by the provisions of the Code. 

( d) In the event a Series Ordinance requires a Debt Service Reserve Fund to be 

established for a Series of Bonds, unless otherwise required by such Series Ordinance, the County, 

in lieu of the deposit of moneys into a Debt Service Reserve Fund, may alternatively satisfy the 

applicable Reserve Requirement by causing to be credited to such Debt Service Reserve Fund an 

irrevocable and unconditional surety bond, line of credit, letter of credit or insurance policy equal 

to the Reserve Requirement therefor. 

( e) In the event the amount on deposit in, or credited to, a Debt Service Reserve Fund, in 

addition to the amount available under a surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy, or letter of 
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credit (the "Original Funding Instrument") also includes amounts available under another surety 

bond, line of credit, insurance policy, or letter of credit (the "Additional Funding Instrument"), 

draws on the Original Funding Instrument and the Additional Funding Instrument shall be made 

on a pro rata basis to fund any insufficiency in the Debt Service Fund Account. In the event a Debt 

Service Reserve Fund is funded with both monies and a surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy 

or letter of credit, (i) any withdrawals from such Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be made first 

from such monies ( or the liquidation of investments made therewith) and second from such surety 

bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit, and (ii) cash deposits to such Debt Service 

Reserve Fund shall be used first to restore the cash balance and second to reinstate the surety bond, 

line of credit, insurance policy, or letter of credit. The surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy, 

or letter of credit shall be payable (upon the giving of notice as required thereunder) on any Bond 

Payment Date on which moneys will be required to be withdrawn from such Debt Service Reserve 

Fund and applied to the payment of the Principal Installments of or interest on the Outstanding 

Series of Bonds to which such surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit relates 

when such payments cannot be made by amounts otherwise credited to such Debt Service Reserve 

Fund. 

Section 7.06 The Renewal and Replacement Fund. 

(a) There shall be established and maintained a Renewal and Replacement Fund to be 

held and administered by the County. This fund, which shall constitute both the "Depreciation 

Fund" and the "Contingent Fund" as referred to in Title 6, Chapter 21 of the Enabling Act, shall 

be maintained in an amount to be established not less frequently than annually by the County 

Council in order to provide a reasonable reserve for depreciation of the System, for contingencies 

and improvements, and betterments and extensions of the System. 

(b) Money in this fund shall be used solely: 

(1) For the purpose ofrestoring depreciated or obsolete items of the System; 

(2) For improvements, betterments, and extensions of the System other than for 
those things which are reasonably necessary to maintain the System in good 
repair and working order; 

(3) To defray the costs of unforeseen contingencies; 

(4) To prevent defaults in Bonds and Junior Lien Bonds; and 

(5) For optional redemption of Bonds and Junior Lien Bonds. 

(C) Withdrawals from this fund shall be made by or on order of an Authorized Officer.

Section 7.07 Reserved. 

Section 7 .08 Rate Stabilization Fund. 

The County Council may establish a Rate Stabilization Fund, as needed, and, if created, 
shall hold and administer such fund under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance and State law. 

Section 7.09 Establishment of Project Funds. 

There shall be established a Project Fund with respect to each Series of Bonds issued to 
finance acquisition of, additions or improvements to, or equipment for the System in the Series 
Ordinance providing for the issuance of such Series of Bonds, the moneys in which shall be used 
to defray the costs of and to pay any costs incurred or to be incurred with respect to the project so 
financed and costs of issuance incurred in connection therewith. Any such Project Fund may be 
held by the Trustee or the County, as required by any Series Ordinance or as may be required by 
the purchaser of any Series of Bonds. The Project Fund for any Bonds issued with a draw-down 
structure may be held by the Purchaser. The County may but shall not be required to establish a 
capitalized interest account and a cost of issuance account in any Project Fund so created. On the 
occasion of the delivery of any such Series of Bonds, the proceeds therefrom shall be paid into the 
Project Fund established for such Series as set forth in the Series Ordinance authorizing their issue. 
Withdrawals from a Project Fund shall not be made except as provided in the Series Ordinance 
establishing such Project Fund. 

Section 7.10 Investments of Funds. 

Whenever, in the opinion of the County, it becomes desirable to invest money in any of the 
funds established by this Article ( other than the Debt Service Reserve Funds and the Debt Service 
Fund, and any capitalized interest account) the County for which provisions are made above), the 
County may make Authorized Investments. Earnings resulting from the investment of money in a 
particular fund shall be deposited into the Gross Revenue Fund (i) except as otherwise provided in 
Sections 7.03, 7.04, and 7.05 hereof, and (ii) unless the County Council shall have determined 
pursuant to the Annual Budget that any such earnings on amounts in the Renewal and Replacement 
Fund shall remain therein. 

Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary and as limited solely to the 
funds held or invested by the Trustee,. the Trustee shall have no obligation to enter into any 
repurchase agreement, investment agreement or any similar agreements with respect to the 
investment of any monies held under this Bond Ordinance unless (i) such agreement is in form 
and content acceptable to the Trustee in its sole discretion, (ii) any liability of the Trustee under 
such agreement is limited to loss occasioned by the negligence or willful misconduct of the 
Trustee, and (iii) the County shall pay to the Trustee an additional fee established by the Trustee 
in accordance with its customary practices. 

* * * 
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ARTICLE VIII 

DISPOSITION OF REVENUES 

Section 8.01 Deposits to Gross Revenue Fund; Dispositions Therefrom. 

The Gross Revenues of the System, excluding that money the disposition of which is 
controlled by other provisions of this Bond Ordinance, are declared to be a part of the Gross 
Revenue Fund and shall from time to time be promptly deposited in a bank or company selected 
by the County in an account which will reflect the fact that they are a part of the Gross Revenue 
Fund. If Bonds are Outstanding, the dispositions from the Gross Revenue Fund required by the 
remaining Sections of this Article shall be made on or before the last Business Day of each month 
following the delivery of the first Series of Bonds issued pursuant to this Bond Ordinance and in 
the order of priority established by the sequence of the remaining Sections of this Article. 

Section 8.02 Deposits to the Operation and Maintenance Fund. 

There shall be deposited in the Operation and Maintenance Fund, either from the Gross 
Revenue Fund or the Rate Stabilization Fund, the amounts budgeted for Operation and 
Maintenance Expenses for the ensuing month and any amounts required for an operational reserve. 
Such transfer shall be made by or on the order of the County in accordance, as nearly as may be 
practicable, with the Annual Budget then in effect. 

Section 8.03 Payments for Bonds. 

Provision shall be made for the payment of the Principal Installments of, premium, if any, 
and interest on all Bonds then Outstanding without priority of any other Bonds but ratably as to 
each Series of Bonds. To that end: 

(1) There shall be deposited into the Debt Service Fund and thereafter transferred into 
the applicable Debt Service Fund Account as directed in writing by an Authorized 
Officer (and thereafter to the applicable interest sub-account, if any) the monthly 
fraction of the aggregate amount of interest to become due on the applicable Series 
of Bonds on the next ensuing Bond Payment Date, or with respect to any Series of 
Bonds for which Bond Payment Dates occur on a monthly basis, the full amount of 
the interest to become due on such Bond Payment Date; provided, however, that if 
provision has been made for the payment of all or part of the next installment of 
interest to become due on any Bonds, including if Interest Payment Subsidies are 
on deposit, pursuant to any other provision of this Bond Ordinance, or any Series 
Ordinance, or by reason of investment earnings or otherwise, then, in such event, 
the deposits required by this paragraph may be omitted, or reduced accordingly. 

(2) There shall be deposited into the Debt Service Fund and thereafter transferred into 
the applicable Debt Service Fund Account, as directed in writing by an Authorized 
Officer (and thereafter to the applicable principal sub-account, if any), the monthly 
fraction of the Principal Installment of the applicable Series of Bonds becoming 
due and payable on the next ensuing principal maturity date (whether at stated 
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maturity or by sinking fund installments), or with respect to any Series of Bonds 
for which principal is payable on a monthly basis, the full amount of the principal 
to become due on the applicable principal maturity date, so that on each principal 
maturity date, the amount of principal to be paid shall have been accumulated and 
be on hand; provided, however, that if provision has been made for the payment of 
all or part of the next Principal Installment to become due on the applicable Series 
of Bonds, pursuant to any other provision of this Bond Ordinance, or any Series 
Ordinance, or by reason of investment earnings or otherwise, then, in such event, 
the deposits required by this paragraph may be omitted, or reduced accordingly. 

(3) If, on the occasion when the deposits required by paragraphs (1) and (2) of this 
Section, are to be made, the sum total of the deposits required thereby plus previous 
monthly deposits and the remaining deposits to be made prior to the next 
succeeding principal and interest payment dates, will be less than the sum required 
to effect the payment of the next succeeding installment of either principal or 
interest, or both on the applicable Series of Bonds, as the case may be, a sum equal 
to such deficiency shall be added to the deposits so to be made. 

Section 8.04 Deposits for the Debt Service Reserve Funds: Valuation. 

Deposits shall next be made in the amounts required by this Section 8.04 or Section 4.02(5) 
into the applicable Debt Service Reserve Funds. Except as provided in Section 7.05(b)(ii), the 
Trustee shall calculate the Value of the cash and securities in each Debt Service Reserve Fund 
forty-five days prior to each Bond Payment Date in order to determine if each Debt Service 
Reserve Fund contains the Reserve Requirement therefor, and the extent to which payments 
therefor or withdrawals must be made therefrom, and the timing thereof, pursuant to this Bond 
Ordinance and the applicable Series Ordinances. To the extent the Trustee or an Authorized 
Officer, as applicable, determines that a deficiency exists, but such deficiency is solely the result 
of accounting practices governing the valuation of securities in the Debt Service Reserve Fund, 
the Trustee or Authorized Officer, as applicable, may alternatively calculate the value of the 
securities in each Debt Service Reserve Fund as of the maturity date of such securities, so long as 
such securities mature on or prior to the Bond Payment Date. Unless a Debt Service Reserve Fund 
is being funded pursuant to paragraph (5)(a) of Section 4.02 of this Bond Ordinance or then 
contains in cash and securities ( or a surety bond, insurance policy, line of credit or letter of credit 
as herein described) an amount at least equal to its Reserve Requirement, unless otherwise 
provided in the Series Ordinance, there shall be paid into such Debt Service Reserve Fund on the 
last Business Day of each of the 24 months following a determination of a deficiency in such Debt 
Service Reserve Fund I/24th of the amount necessary to re-establish in such Debt Service Reserve 
Fund its Reserve Requirement; provided, however, nothing herein shall preclude the County from 
fully re-establishing such Reserve Requirement in a more timely fashion than as so prescribed. 
Any surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit being used to meet the Reserve 
Requirement of a Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be valued at the amount still remaining to be 
drawn thereon; and in the event that any such surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter 
of credit has been drawn upon, the amount necessary to restore the principal balance thereof shall 
be paid by the County in the same manner and on a parity with the payments described in this 
Section 8.04 or as provided in an insurance agreement or applicable Series Ordinance. 
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For purpose of this Section and Section 7.05, "Value" means, with respect to any 

investment, the value calculated as follows: 

(1) as to investments the bid and asked prices of which are published on a regular basis 

in The Wall Street Journal (or, if published therein, then in The New York Times): 

the average of the bid and asked prices for such investments so published on or 
most recently prior to such time of determination; 

(2) as to investments the bid and asked prices of which are not published on a regular 

basis in The Wall Street Journal or The New York Times: the average bid price at 

such time of determination for such investments by any two nationally recognized 

government securities dealers (selected by the Trustee in its absolute discretion) at 

the time making a market in such investments or the bid price published by a 

nationally recognized pricing service; 

(3) as to certificates of deposit and bankers acceptances: the face amount thereof, plus 

accrued interest; and 

(4) as to any investment not specified above, the value thereof established by prior 

agreement between the County and the Trustee. 

Section 8.05 Reimbursement oflnterest on Amounts Advanced by Credit Providers for the Debt 

Service Reserve Fund. 

Provision shall then be made for payment of interest and any fees or penalties on amounts 

advanced by the provider of any surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit as 

contemplated in Section 7.05(e) hereof. 

Section 8.06 Pa ments for Junior Lien Bonds. 

Provision shall then be made for the payment of any other indebtedness which is junior and 

subordinate to the Bonds in the order of priority contemplated by the proceedings authorizing their 

issuance. 

Section 8.07 Deposits for the Renewal and Replacement Fund. 

There shall be deposited into the Renewal and Replacement Fund that sum which is 1112th 

of the sum which has been currently determined by the County Council to be the budgeted 

requirement therefor for the then current Fiscal Year. 
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Section 8.08 Use of Surplus Money. 

All money remaining after making the payments required by Sections 8.01 to 8.07, shall 

be disposed of for any lawful purpose in such manner as the County Council shall from time to 
time determine. 

The County Council may determine, at any time, to deposit any percentage or any set 

amount of surplus money under this Section 8.08 into the Rate Stabilization Fund. Amounts on 

deposit in the Rate Stabilization Fund may be used to make deposits into the Operation and 

Maintenance Fund required by Section 8.02 hereof. Amounts on deposit in the Rate Stabilization 
Fund may, at the option of the County Council, be withdrawn and used for any other required 

purpose of the System, but in such event, such withdrawal, if for a purpose other than the payments 

of Operation and Maintenance Expenses, shall be excluded from Net Earnings.

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Section 9.01 

ARTICLE IX 

AGREEMENT TO FURNISH 
INFORMATION WITH RESPECT TO SYSTEM 

Keeping Records. 

The County recognizes that those who may from time to time hereafter be Bondholders 
will, throughout the life of the Bonds, require full information with respect to the System, the fiscal 
affairs of the County, and all matters incident to each. To that end the County hereby covenants 
and agrees that it will create and thereafter at all times maintain proper books of records and 
accounts, separate and distinct from all other records and accounts, in which complete and correct 
entries shall be made of all transactions relating to the System, and all revenues and receipts 
derived therefrom, directly or indirectly. Such books and records shall be kept in such fashion as 
to reveal in detail: 

(1) The number of customers who may from time to time make use of the System; 

(2) The Gross Revenues of the System and the source from whence derived; 

(3) The purpose of all expenses incurred in the operation of the System; 

(4) The Net Earnings of the System; 

(5) All expenditures made from the several funds established by this Bond Ordinance, 
and Series Ordinances authorizing the issuance of the Bonds; and 

(6) The rate schedules that may from time to time be in force. 

Section 9.02 Audit Required. 

The County further covenants and agrees that so long as any Bonds are Outstanding, it will, 
not later than the first day of the eighth month after the close of each Fiscal Year, cause to be made 
and completed by the Accountants, an audit of the records, books and accounts pertaining to the 
System, made in accordance with Accounting Principles, showing, among other things, Gross 
Revenues and Net Earnings; and that it will furnish a copy of such audit to the Trustee, if any. 
Such audit shall comment upon any violation of any provision of any ordinance authorizing the 
issuance of any Bonds or Junior Lien Bonds and any violation of any provision of this Bond 
Ordinance noted by the Accountants, and such other matters as to them seem pertinent. The cost 
of such audit shall be treated as an Operation and Maintenance Expense. Any audits made available 
to the County shall not otherwise be restricted as to their subsequent dissemination to any party. 
Any copies so furnished need not be certified. Pursuant to the Enabling Act, the County will make 
available, upon request, for inspection during regular business hours an unaudited balance sheet 
and income statement and other information required thereby within three months of the close of 
the Fiscal Year.

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ARTICLEX 

INSURANCE 

Section 10.01 Requirement oflnsurance. 

(a) The County covenants and agrees that so long as any Bonds are Outstanding: 

(1) To the extent insurance coverage is available, that it will insure and at all 
times keep the System insured against physical loss or damage with a 
responsible insurance company or companies, authorized and qualified 
under the laws of the State, to assume the risks insured against, in such 
amount as private corporations engaged in similar endeavors would 
customarily insure for; 

(2) That it will secure adequate fidelity bonds (blanket or individual) of a surety 
company doing business in the State, indemnifying the County against 
defalcation of all persons handling money derived from the System or 
signing checks on any bank accounts relating to the System, other than the 
Trustee or any Registrar; 

(3) That all premiums on all bonds or insurance policies shall be deemed an 
Operation and Maintenance Expense and paid out of Gross Revenues of the 
System; 

( 4) That all insurance policies shall be open to the inspection of any Bondholder 
(or the Trustee on behalf of any Bondholder) at any reasonable time; 

(5) That all money received by the County as a consequence of any defalcation, 
covered by any fidelity bond, shall be used to restore the fund depleted by 
the defalcation. All sums received by the County from insurance policies 
covering the System may, to the extent necessary, be applied to the repair 
and replacement of the damaged or destroyed property, but, in the event that 
such money is not used for such purposes, then the same shall be deposited 
in the Depreciation Fund or Contingent Fund; and 

(6) That it will comply with the requirements of State law regarding the 
mandatory purchase of liability insurance contained in Section 15-78-
140(6) of the South Carolina Code. 

(b) Insurance required by this Section 10.01 may be provided through the South 
Carolina Insurance Reserve Fund. The County may obtain or adopt alternative risk management 
programs which an Insurance Consultant determines to be reasonable, including, without 
limitation, self-insurance in whole or in part individually or in connection with other institutions, 
participation in programs of captive insurance companies; participation with other governmental 
entities in mutual or other cooperative insurance or other risk management programs, participation 
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in state or federal insurance programs, taking advantage of state or federal laws now or hereafter 

in existence limiting liability, or establishing or participating in other alternative risk management 

programs; all as may be approved by the Insurance Consultant as reasonable and appropriate risk 

management by the County. If the County shall be self-insured for any coverage, the County shall 

obtain a report of an Insurance Consultant stating whether the anticipated funding of any self­

insurance fund is actuarially sound, and if not, the required funding to produce such result and 
such coverage shall be reviewed by the Insurance Consultant not less frequently than annually. 

Any self-insurance program shall be subject to annual review by the Insurance Consultant who 

shall provide a written report to the County which shall include recommendations relating to such 

self-insurance program. The County shall provide to the Trustee annual certification evidencing 

compliance with the Insurance Consultant's recommendations. The Trustee has no duty or 

obligation to make any determination as to the sufficiency of the insurance required to be 
maintained hereunder. 

* * * 
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ARTICLE XI 

ADDITIONAL COVENANTS 

Section I 1.01 Additional Covenants to Secure Bonds. 

The County further covenants and agrees: 

(a) That neither the System, nor any part thereof, nor any of the revenues derived from 

the System, have been or will be hypothecated, mortgaged, otherwise pledged or encumbered, save 

and except in accordance with the provisions hereof; 

(b) That it will permit no free service to be rendered, or use to be made of the services 

and facilities of the System, and for the services and facilities of the System used by the County, 

the reasonable cost and value of such services and facilities shall be paid as such services accrue. 

The revenue so received from the County shall be deemed revenue derived from the operation of 

the System, and shall be accounted for in the same manner as other revenues of the System; 

(c) That it will permit no customer to be connected to the System, or to receive any 

service afforded by the System, unless a proper account is established and charges are levied 

against such account for services rendered, and such customer shall become obligated to pay for 

the service rendered at the appropriate rate according to the rate schedule then in force; 

(d) That so long as there are any Bonds Outstanding and unpaid, it will perform all 

duties with reference to the System required by the Constitution of the State and the South Carolina 

Code; 

( e) That it will not pledge, mortgage, or otherwise encumber the System or any portion 

thereof, or any revenues therefrom except in the manner herein authorized, and ( except as provided 

in Section 11.03 herein) it will not sell, lease or otherwise dispose of all or any portion of the 

System, necessary or useful (as determined by the Independent Consultants; provided, however, if 

the fair market value of any such portion does not exceed $200,000, such determination may be 

made by the County) in the operation of the System, until all Bonds shall be paid in full, or unless 

and until provision shall have been made for the payment of all Bonds and the interest thereon in 

full, and the County further obligates itself and covenants and agrees with the Bondholders to 

maintain in good condition and to operate said System, and to collect and charge such rates for the 

services and facilities of the System so that the income and revenues of the System will be 

sufficient at all times to meet the requirements of this Bond Ordinance. If, pursuant to this Section, 

anything belonging to the System which is not deemed by the County to be necessary or useful 

therefor shall be sold or disposed of, the proceeds of such sale or disposition shall be deposited in 

the Renewal and Replacement Fund; 

(f) That it will permit, so long as there are any Bonds Outstanding, any Bondholder to 

inspect the System and all records and accounts thereof under reasonable terms and conditions and 

after reasonable notice has been given; 
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(g) That it will not make any use, and it shall direct the Trustee and any fiduciary not 

to make any use, of the proceeds of any Series of Bonds which Bonds were intended upon the 

issuance thereof to be exempt from federal income taxation, which, if such use had been reasonably 

expected on the date of the issuance of the Bonds of such Series would have caused such Bonds 

or any other Bonds to be "arbitrage bonds" within the meaning of Section 148 of the Code and 

will observe and not violate the requirements of Section 148 of the Code; 

(h) That, as to any Series of Bonds that was intended at the time of their issuance to be 

exempt from federal income taxation, it will take all actions required of it under the Code that are 

necessary to preserve the tax-exempt status of such Series of Bonds, including without limitation, 

actions necessary to comply with all information reporting requirements and any obligation to 

rebate arbitrage earnings on the proceeds of such Bonds to the United States Government; 

(i) That it will make all payments or deposits required under Articles VII and VIII of 

this Bond Ordinance in a timely manner; and 

Section 11.02 Acquisition of Additional Svstems. 

No provision of this Bond Ordinance shall prevent the combining of the System with any 

other water or sewer systems. The County shall have the right, from time to time, to add other 

water and sewer systems, provided that it complies with the additional bonds test set forth at 

paragraph (6) of Section 4.02 of this Bond Ordinance. 

Section 11.03 Sale, Exchange, Removal or Disposal of Component of System. 

(a) The County may from time to time sell, exchange, remove or dispose of, (but not 

lease, contract, or agree for the use thereof) an entire component or a material portion of the 

facilities or related appurtenances comprising the System, if the County Council determines by 

Ordinance: 

(1) that the sale, exchange, removal or other disposition thereof would not 
materially reduce Net Earnings; or 

(2) that the sale, exchange, removal or other disposition thereof (i) would not 
materially adversely affect the ability of the County to comply with the rate 
covenant, set forth in Section 5.01 hereof, for the current and next 
succeeding Fiscal Year, and (ii) would be for a consideration of not less 
than reasonable value as may be determined in the sole discretion of the 
County Council. 

(b) In addition to the provisions of Section 1 l.03(a) hereof, if the County Council 

determines to sell, exchange, remove or dispose of an entire component comprising a part of the 

System the following conditions shall also be met: 

(1) the County shall obtain an opinion of Bond Counsel to the effect that the 
sale, exchange, removal or disposal of a component of the System from the 
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System has been effected m accordance with the terms of this Bond 
Ordinance; and 

(2) notice shall be provided by the County to any rating agency, if any, then 
rating any Series of Bonds regarding the sale, exchange, removal or disposal 
of such component from the System. 

( c) If the County sells, exchanges, removes or otherwise disposes a component of the 

System, the proceeds, if any, of such transaction may be applied, at the discretion of the County 

Council, as follows: 

(1) to the payment or satisfaction, in whole or in part, of (i) Bonds associated 
with or related to such component and (ii) any other type of indebtedness of 
the County associated with or related to such component; or 

(2) to the payment or satisfaction, in whole or in part, of the amount due under 
any type of contractual obligations of the County associated with or related 
to such component; or 

(3) to the payment of the construction or purchase of additional improvements 
or expansions to the System. 

* * * 
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ARTICLE XII 

MODIFICATION OF ORDINANCE 

Section 12.01 Modification without Bondholder Approval. 

(a) Provided always that the security of the Bonds shall not be diminished, or in any 
manner impaired, the County Council may for any one or more of the following purposes at any 
time, or from time to time, enact an Ordinance, amending or supplementing this Bond Ordinance, 
which supplemental Ordinance shall be fully effective in accordance with its terms: 

(1) to provide for the issuance of a Series of Bonds in accordance with Article 
IV of this Bond Ordinance; 

(2) to add to the covenants and agreements of the County in this Bond 
Ordinance, other covenants and agreements thereafter to be observed; 

(3) to surrender any right, power or privilege reserved to or conferred upon the 
County by this Bond Ordinance; 

(4) to cure, correct and remove any ambiguity or inconsistent prov1s1ons 
contained in this Bond Ordinance; 

(5) to implement an addition to the System pursuant to Section 11.02 hereof; 
and 

(6) for any other purpose which, in the opinion of Bond Counsel, does not 
materially affect the interests of the Bondholders. 

(b) It is further provided that such supplemental Ordinance shall not become effective 
until (i) a copy thereof, duly certified, shall have been filed in the office of the Clerk of Court for 
the County, and (ii) the County shall have received an opinion of Bond Counsel to the effect that 
such supplemental Ordinance has been lawfully enacted in accordance with the provisions hereof 
and is in full force and effect. The Trustee, if any, will promptly give notice of adoption and a copy 
of any modification made hereunder to any Insurer. 

Section 12.02 Modification with Bondholder Approval. 

The rights and duties of the County and the Bondholders and the terms and provisions of 
this Bond Ordinance may be modified or altered in any respect by an Ordinance enacted by the 
County Council with the consent of the Holders of a majority in principal amount of all Bonds of 
each Series which would be affected by such modification or alteration then Outstanding and the 
prior written consent of the Insurer, if any, of each such Series of Bonds, such consent to be 
evidenced by an instrument or instruments executed by such Holders and duly acknowledged or 
proved before a notary public or other public officer authorized to take oaths, but no such 
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modification or alteration shall, without the consent of the Holders of all Bonds affected by such 

change or modification: 

(1) extend the maturity of any payment of a Principal Installment of or interest due 
upon any Bond; 

(2) effect a reduction in the amount which the County is required to pay by way of 
principal, interest or redemption premium on any Bond; 

(3) effect a change as to the type of currency in which the County is obligated to effect 
payment of the Principal Installment, interest and redemption premium of any 

Bond; 

(4) permit the creation of a pledge of or lien upon the revenues of the System prior to 
or equal to the Bonds except as may be permitted under the provisions of this Bond 
Ordinance; 

(5) permit preference or priority of any Bonds to others; 

(6) alter or modify the provisions of Section 4.02 or of Articles V, VII, and VIII of this 
Bond Ordinance; or 

(7) reduce the percentage required for the written consent to the modification or 
alteration of the provisions of this Bond Ordinance, without the consent of the 
Holders of all Bonds affected by such change or modification. 

Section 12.03 Procedure for Procuring Bondholder Approval. 

The County and the Trustee may rely upon the registry books maintained by the Registrar 
to determine who are the Holders of the Bonds. Any and all modifications made pursuant to 
Section 12.02 shall not become effective until (i) there has been filed with the Clerk of Court for 
the County and with the Trustee, if any, a copy of such amendatory or supplemental Ordinance 

hereinabove provided for, duly certified, (ii) there has been filed with the Trustee, if any, an 
opinion of Bond Counsel stating that such amendatory or supplemental Ordinance has been duly 

and lawfully adopted by the County in accordance with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance and 
is valid and binding upon the County and (iii) proof of consent to such modification by the Holders 
( depending on the type of type of type of modification) of a majority in principal amount of the 
Bonds of each Series then Outstanding shall be filed with the Trustee, if any. In the event that any 
Series of Bonds are held under a book-entry system pursuant to Section 4.20, the approvals of 
Bondholders may be obtained in the manner provided in the agreement with the Securities 

Depository. 
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Section 12.04 Notice to Rating Agencies. 

Any rating agency rating a Series of Bonds shall be provided notice by the County and a 
copy of any amendment to this Bond Ordinance or to any Series Ordinance within 15 days of its 
execution or enactment; notice electronically filed on the Municipal Securities Rulemaking 
Board's EMMA system shall be deemed sufficient upon such filing for purposes of this Section 
12.04. 

* * * 
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Section 13.01 Events of Default. 

ARTICLE XIII 

EVENTS OF DEFAULT 

(a) Each of the following events is hereby declared to be an Event of Default: 

(1) payment of the Principal Installments of any of the Bonds shall not be made 
within 5 days of when the same shall become due and payable, either at 
maturity or by proceedings for redemption; 

(2) payment of any installment of interest on any Bonds shall not be made 
within 5 days of when the same becomes due and payable; 

(3) except as provided in Section 5.0l(c) hereof, the County shall not comply 
with the rate covenant in Section 5.0l(b) herein; 

(4) the County shall for any reason be rendered incapable of fulfilling its 
obligations hereunder; 

(5) an order or decree shall be entered with the consent or acquiescence of the 
County appointing a receiver, or receivers, of the System, or of the revenues 
thereof, or any proceedings shall be instituted with the consent or 
acquiescence of the County for the purpose of effecting a composition 
between the County and its creditors whose claims relate to the System, or 
for the purpose of adjusting claims of such creditors, pursuant to any federal 
or State statute now or hereafter enacted, or if such order or decree, having 
been entered without the consent or acquiescence of the County, shall not 
be vacated or discharged or stayed on appeal within 60 days after entry 
thereof, or if such proceeding having been instituted without the consent or 
acquiescence of the County, shall not be withdrawn or any orders entered 
shall not be vacated, discharged, or stayed on appeal within 60 days after 
the institution of such proceedings, or the entry of such orders; 

(6) the County shall fail to operate the System in an efficient and businesslike 
fashion so as to materially impair the operations of the System or shall 
default in the due and punctual performance of any other of the covenants, 
conditions, agreements or provisions contained in the Bonds or in any Series 
Ordinance or in this Bond Ordinance (except as provided in Section 5.0l(b) 
and ( c) hereof), and such default as to efficient operation or otherwise shall 
continue for 30 days after written notice, specifying such default and 
requiring the same to be remedied, shall have been given to the County by 
any Bondholder, provided that in the case of default specified in this 
paragraph ( 6), if the default be such that it cannot be corrected within the 
said 30-day period, it shall not constitute an Event of Default if corrective 
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action is instituted by the County within said 30-day period and diligently 
pursued until the default is corrected; 

(b) The occurrence of an Event of Default on the part of the County under any 

reimbursement agreement between the County and a provider of a surety bond, line of credit, 

insurance policy or letter of credit as contemplated under Section 7.05(d) hereof; and 

( c) Such other events of default as may be specified in a Series Ordinance. 

In determining whether a default in payment has occurred under paragraphs (1) or (2) of subsection 

(a) and in determining whether a payment on Bonds has been made under any other provision of 

this Bond Ordinance, no effect shall be given to payments made under a Municipal Bond Insurance 

Policy. 

(d) The foregoing provisions of paragraphs (4), (5), and (6) of the preceding subsection 

(a) are subject to the following limitations: If by reason of "force majeure" the County is unable 

in whole or in part to carry out its agreements herein contained ( other than the obligations on the 

part of the County contained in any of Section 4.02 or Articles V, VII and VIII hereof as to which 

this paragraph shall have no application), the County shall not be deemed in default during the 

continuance of such inability attributable to such force majeure. The term "force majeure" as used 

herein means, without limitation, the following: acts of God; strikes; lockouts or other industrial 

disturbances; acts of public enemies; orders of any kind of the government of the United States of 

America or of the State or any of their departments, agencies, or officials, or any civil or military 

authority; insurrections; riots; epidemics; landslides; lightning; earthquake; fire; hurricanes; 

storms; floods; washouts; droughts; arrests; restraint of government and people; civil disturbances; 

explosions; breakage or accident to machinery, tunnels or canals; partial or entire failure of 

utilities; or any other cause or event not reasonably within the control of the County Council, it 

being agreed that the settlement of strikes, lockouts and other industrial disturbances shall be 

entirely within the discretion of the Board, and the County shall not be required to make settlement 

of strikes, lockouts and other industrial disturbances by acceding to the demands of the opposing 

party or parties when such course is in the judgment of the County unfavorable to the County. 

* * * 
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ARTICLE XIV 

REMEDIES 

Section 14.01 Acceleration: Annulment of Acceleration. 

(a) Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default pursuant to Section 13.0l(a)(l) and 
(2), the Trustee shall, upon the written request of the Holders of not less than a majority in 
aggregate principal amount of Bonds Outstanding, by notice in writing to the County, declare all 
Bonds Outstanding immediately due and payable, and such Bonds shall become and be 
immediately due and payable, anything in the Bonds or in this Bond the County to the contrary 
notwithstanding. In such event, there shall be due and payable on the Bonds an amount equal to 
the total principal amount of all such Bonds, plus all interest accrued thereon and which will accrue 
thereon to the date of payment. 

(b) At any time after the principal of the Bonds shall have been so declared to be due 
and payable and before the entry of final judgment or decree in any suit, action or proceeding 
instituted on account of such default, or before the completion of the enforcement of any other 
remedy under this Bond Ordinance, the Trustee may annul such declaration and its consequences 
with respect to any Bonds not then due by their terms if: 

(1) moneys shall have been deposited in the Debt Service Fund and 
appropriately apportioned among each Debt Service Fund Account 
sufficient to pay all matured installments of interest and principal ( other 
than principal then due only because of such declaration) of all Outstanding 
Bonds; 

(2) moneys shall have been deposited with the Trustee sufficient to pay the 
charges, compensation, expenses, disbursements, advances and liabilities of 
the Trustee; 

(3) all other amounts then payable by the County hereunder shall have been 
paid or a sum sufficient to pay the same shall have been deposited with the 
Trustee; and 

(4) every Event of Default actually known to the Trustee (other than a default 
in the payment of a Principal Installment of such Bonds then due only 
because of such declaration) shall have been remedied to the satisfaction of 
the Trustee. 

No such annulment shall extend to or affect any subsequent Event of Default or impair any right 
consequent thereon. 
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Section 14.02 Additional Remedies and Enforcement of Remedies. 

(a) Upon the occurrence and continuance of any Event of Default, the Trustee shall, 

upon the written request of the Holders of not less than a majority in aggregate principal amount 
of the Bonds Outstanding, together with indemnification of the Trustee to its satisfaction therefor, 

proceed forthwith to protect and enforce its rights and the rights of the Bondholders under this 
Bond Ordinance by such suits, actions or proceedings as the Trustee, being advised by counsel, 

shall deem expedient, including but not limited to: 

(1) seeking a writ of mandamus, requiring the County to carry out its duties and 
obligations under the terms of this Bond Ordinance and under the Enabling 
Act; 

(2) suit upon all or any part of the Bonds; 

(3) civil action to require the County to account as if it were the trustee of an 
express trust for the Holders of Bonds; 

(4) civil action to enjoin any acts or things which may be unlawful or in 
violation of the rights of the Holders of the Bonds; or 

(5) enforcement of any other right of the Bondholders conferred by law or by 
this Bond Ordinance including the right to make application for the 
appointment of a receiver to administer and operate the System. 

(b) Regardless of the happening of an Event of Default, the Trustee, if requested in 

writing by the Holders of not less than a majority in aggregate principal amount of the Bonds then 
Outstanding, and upon receipt of assurances of indemnification of the Trustee, the sufficiency of 
which shall be determined in the Trustee's sole discretion, shall institute and maintain such suits 
and proceedings as it may be advised by counsel shall be necessary or expedient: 

(1) To prevent any impairment of the security under this Bond Ordinance by 
any acts which may be unlawful or in violation of this Bond Ordinance; or 

(2) To preserve or protect the interests of the Bondholders, provided that such 
request is in accordance with law and the provisions of this Bond Ordinance 
and, in the sole judgment of the Trustee, is not unduly prejudicial to the 
interests of the Ho Ide rs of Bonds not making such request. 

(C) When the Trustee incurs costs or expenses (including legal fees, costs and 
expenses) or renders services after the occurrence of an Event of Default, such costs and expenses 
and the compensation for such services are intended to constitute expenses of administration under 
any federal or state bankruptcy, insolvency, arrangement, moratorium, reorganization or other 

debtor relief law. 
Section 14.03 Application of Revenues and Other Moneys After an Event of Default. 
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(a) The County covenants that if an Event of Default shall happen and shall not have 
been remedied, the County, upon demand of the Trustee, shall pay or cause to be paid over to the 
Trustee: 

(1) Forthwith, all moneys and securities then held by the County which are 
credited to any fund under this Bond Ordinance. Any moneys and securities 
in any Project Fund created with proceeds of Bonds if construction of the 
projects to be paid for thereby has been completed or terminated but 
exclusive of any amounts remaining in such Project Fund that are in dispute 
between the County and any contractor; provided however, any monies in 
a Debt Service Fund Account or Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be applied 
only toward the applicable Series of Bonds for which such Debt Service 
Fund Account or Debt Service Reserve Fund was established; and 

(2) As promptly as practicable after receipt thereof, all Gross Revenues. 

(b) During the continuance of an Event of Default, the Trustee shall apply all moneys, 
securities, Gross Revenues, payments and receipts in its possession and the income therefrom as 
follows and in the following order: 

(1) to the payment of the reasonable and proper charges of the Trustee and its 
reasonable counsel fees and expenses; 

(2) to the payment of Operation and Maintenance Expenses; 

(3) to the payment of the interest and principal (and redemption premium, if 
any) then due on the Bonds, as follows: 

(A) unless the principal of all of the Bonds shall have become or have 
been declared due and payable, 

(i) first: to the payment of the persons entitled thereto of all 
installments of interest then due in the order of the maturity 
of such installments, and, if the amount available shall not 
be sufficient to pay in full any installment or installments 
maturing on the same date, then to the payment thereof 
ratably, according to the amounts due thereon to the persons 
entitled thereto, without any discrimination or preference; 

(ii) second: to the payment to the persons entitled thereto of the 
unpaid Principal Installments (and redemption premiums, if 
any) of any Bonds which shall have become due, whether at 
maturity or by call for redemption, in the order of their due 
dates, and if the amounts available shall not be sufficient to 
pay in full all the Bonds due on any date, then to the payment 
thereof ratably, according to the amounts of principal (plus 
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redemption premium, if any) due on such date, to the persons 

entitled thereto, without any discrimination or preference; 

(B) if the principal of all of the Bonds shall have become or have been 

declared due and payable, to the payment of the principal and 

interest then due and unpaid upon the Bonds without preference or 

priority of principal over interest or of interest over principal, or of 

any installment of interest over any other installment of interest, or 

of any Bond over any other Bond, ratably, according to the amounts 

due respectively for principal and interest, to the persons entitled 

thereto without any discrimination or preference except as to any 

differences as to the applicable rates of interest specified in the 

Bonds; 

(4) to the payment of the amounts required by Section 8.02, ratably, according 

to the amounts due thereon to the persons entitled thereto; 

(5) to the payment of the amounts required by Section 8.05, ratably, according 

to the amounts due thereon to the persons entitled thereto; 

(6) to the payment of the amounts required by Section 8.06, ratably, according 

to the amounts due thereon to the persons entitled thereto; and 

(7) to the payment of the required deposits to the Renewal and Replacement 

Fund under Section 8.07 . 

Section 14.04 Remedies Not Exclusive. 

No remedy by the terms of this Bond Ordinance conferred upon or reserved to the Trustee 

or the Bondholders is intended to be exclusive of any other remedy, but each and every such 

remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given under this Bond 

Ordinance or existing at law or in equity or by statute (including the Enabling Act) on or after the 

date hereof. 

Section 14.05 Remedies Vested in Trustee. 

All rights of action (including the right to file proof of claims) under this Bond Ordinance 

or under any of the Bonds may be enforced by the Trustee without the possession of any of the 

Bonds or the production thereof in any trial or other proceedings relating thereto. Any such suit or 

proceedings instituted by the Trustee shall be brought in its name as Trustee without the necessity 

of joining as plaintiffs or defendants any Holders of the Bonds. Subject to the provisions of Section 

14.04 hereof, any recovery of judgment shall be for the equal benefit of the Holders of the 

Outstanding Bonds. 

Section 14.06 Majori tv of Bondholders Control Proceedings. 
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If an Event of Default shall have occurred and be continuing, notwithstanding anything in 

this Bond Ordinance to the contrary, the Holders of at least a majority in aggregate principal 

amount of Bonds then Outstanding shall have the right, at any time, by an instrument in writing 

executed and delivered to the Trustee, to direct the method and place of conducting any proceeding 

to be taken in connection with the enforcement of the terms and conditions of this Bond Ordinance 

or for the appointment of a receiver or any other proceedings hereunder, provided that such 

direction is in accordance with law and the provisions of this Bond Ordinance (including indemnity 

satisfactory to the Trustee) and, in the sole judgment of the Trustee, is not unduly prejudicial to 

the interests of the Bondholders not joining in such direction and provided further that nothing in 

this Section 14.06 shall impair the right of the Trustee in its discretion to take any other action 
under this Bond Ordinance which it may deem proper and which is not inconsistent with such 

direction by Bondholders. 

Section 14.07 Individual Bondholder Action Restricted. 

(a) No Holder of any Bond shall have any right to institute any suit, action, or 

proceeding in equity or at law for the enforcement of this Bond Ordinance or for the execution of 

any trust hereunder or for any remedy under this Bond Ordinance unless: 

(1) an Event of Default has occurred: 

(A) under paragraph (1) or (2) of subsection (a) of Section 13.01 hereof; 

(B) as to which the Trustee has actual notice; and 

(C) as to which the Trustee has been notified in writing. 

(2) the Holders of at least 25% in aggregate principal amount of Bonds 
Outstanding shall have made written request to the Trustee to proceed to 
exercise the powers granted in this Bond Ordinance or to institute such 
action, suit or proceeding in its own name; and 

(3) such Bondholders shall have provided assurances of indemnification of the 
Trustee, the sufficiency of which shall be determined in the Trustee's sole 
discretion; and 

( 4) the Trustee shall have failed or refused to exercise the powers herein granted 
or to institute such action, suit or proceedings in its own name for a period 
of 60 days after receipt by it of such request and offer of indemnity. 

(b) No one or more Holders of Bonds shall have any right in any manner whatsoever 

to affect, disturb or prejudice the security of this Bond Ordinance or to enforce any right hereunder 

except in the manner herein provided and for the equal benefit of the Holders of all Bonds 

Outstanding. 
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(c) Nothing contained in this Bond Ordinance shall affect or impair, or be construed to 

affect or impair, the right of the Holder of any Bond: 

(1) to receive payment of the Principal Installments of or interest on such Bond 
on the due date thereof; or 

(2) to institute suit for the enforcement of any such payment on or after such 
due date. 

Section 14.08 Termination of Proceedings. 

In case any proceeding taken by the Trustee or any Bondholder on account of any Event of 

Default shall have been discontinued or abandoned for any reason or shall have been determined 

adversely to the Trustee or the Bondholders, the County, the Trustee and the Bondholders shall be 

restored to their former positions and rights hereunder, and all rights, remedies and powers of the 

Trustee and the Bondholders shall continue as if no such proceeding had been taken. 

Section 14.09 Waiver and Non waiver of Event of Default. 

(a) No delay or omission of the Trustee or of any Holder of the Bonds to exercise any 

right or power accruing upon any Event of Default shall impair any such right or power or shall 

be construed to be a waiver of any such Event of Default or an acquiescence therein. Every power 

and remedy given by this Article XIV to the Trustee and the Holders of the Bonds, respectively, 

may be exercised from time to time and as often as may be deemed expedient. 

(b) The Trustee may waive any Event of Default which in its opinion shall have been 

remedied before the entry of final judgment or decree in any suit, action or proceeding instituted 

by it under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance, or before the completion of the enforcement of 

any other remedy under this Bond Ordinance. 

(c) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Bond Ordinance to the contrary but 

subject to the provisions of Section 17.01 hereof, the Trustee, upon the written request of the 

Holders of at least a majority of the aggregate principal amount of Bonds then Outstanding 

(including, if more than one Series of Bonds shall at the time be Outstanding, the Holders of a 

majority in principal amount of all Bonds then Outstanding of each such Series), shall waive any 

Event of Default hereunder and its consequences; provided, however, that except under the 

circumstances set forth in subsection (b) of Section 14.01 hereof or subsection (b) of this Section 

14.09, a default in the payment of the principal of, premium, if any, or interest on, any Bond, when 

the same shall become due and payable by the terms thereof or upon call for redemption, may not 

be waived without the written consent of the Holders of all the Bonds at the time Outstanding. 

( d) In case of any waiver by the Trustee of an Event of Default hereunder, the County, 

the Trustee, each Insurer and the Bondholders shall be restored to their former positions and rights 

under this Bond Ordinance, respectively, but no such waiver shall extend to any subsequent or 

other Event of Default or impair any right consequent thereon. The Trustee shall not be responsible 
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to anyone for waiving or refraining from waiving any Event of Default in accordance with this 

Section 14.09. 

Section 14.10 Notice of Events of Default. 

(a) Within 30 days after: 

(1) the receipt of notice of an Event of Default as provided m Section 
l 4.07(a)(l )(B) or (C) hereof; or 

(2) the occurrence of an Event of Default under paragraphs (1) or (2) of Section 
13.0l(a) hereof, as to which the Trustee shall be deemed to have notice, 

the Trustee shall, unless such Event of Default shall have theretofore been cured, give written 

notice thereof by first class mail to each Insurer of any Series of Bonds then Outstanding, if any, 

and to each Bondholder, provided that, except in the case of a default in the payment of Principal 

Installments of, together with premium, if any and interest on any of the Bonds, the Trustee may 

withhold such notice if, in its sole judgment, it determines that the withholding of such notice is in 

the best interests of the Bondholders. 

(b) The Trustee shall promptly notify the County and each Insurer of any Series of 

Bonds then Outstanding of any Event of Default actually known to the Trustee. 

Section 14.11 Rights of Insurers. 

Any Series Ordinance may provide that any Insurer, insuring the applicable Series of 

Bonds, upon the occurrence of an Event of Default and with respect to all remedies provided 

herein, may prevent the acceleration of the Bonds of all Series or may prevent the annulment of 

the acceleration of the Bonds of all Series. Such Insurer may be subrogated to the rights to payment 

of the Holders of any Bonds with respect to which it pays any principal or interest on the Bonds 

owned by that Holder.

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ARTICLE XV 

TRUSTEE AND ITS FUNCTIONS; OTHER FIDUCIARIES 

Section 15.01 Appointment and Vesting of Powers in Trustee: Limitation of Rights of 
Bondholders to Appoint Trustee. 

Prior to the delivery of any Bonds pursuant to this Bond Ordinance, the County shall 

appoint the Trustee. Such appointment shall be made by means of the Series Ordinance adopted 

by the County Council in connection with the issuance of the first Series of Bonds pursuant to this 

Bond Ordinance or as otherwise permitted under the provisions of this Bond Ordinance. The 

Trustee shall be and is hereby vested with all rights and powers necessary to enable it to discharge 
its duties hereunder but the right of the Bondholders to appoint a Trustee hereunder is limited to 

the circumstances contemplated by Section 15.10 hereof. 

Section 15.02 Functions of Trustee. 

The Trustee shall have the following additional functions: 

(1) to authenticate, as applicable, the Bonds of all Series that may be issued; 

(2) to act as custodian of the Debt Service Fund and each Debt Service Fund Account 
(and any subaccounts) established thereunder; 

(3) except as otherwise provided herein, to act as custodian of the Debt Service Reserve 
Funds, if any; 

( 4) except as otherwise provided herein, to act as Paying Agent for the Bonds; 

(5) unless otherwise prescribed by any Series Ordinance, to act as Registrar for the 
Bonds, and to maintain a set of registration books therefor, which shall at all times 
accurately reflect the names and addresses of all those who may be Holders of any 
Bonds; 

(6) to make reports to the County on a monthly or such other basis as may be requested 
by the County, but not less often than semi-annually: 

(A) listing balances for any funds or accounts on hand with the Trustee; 

(B) listing investments made for any fund handled by the Trustee; 

(C) listing the market value of the Debt Service Reserve Funds; and 

(D) listing all securities, if any, pursuant to Section 15.13 hereof. 
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Section 15.03 Duty of Trustee with Respect to Deficits in Debt Service Funds. 

It shall be the further duty of the Trustee to give written notice to the County three Business 

Days prior to each Bond Payment Date, if there is any deficiency in any Debt Service Fund 

Account which would result in a need for further moneys to meet the payment of interest and/or 

principal falling due on the next ensuing Bond Payment Date, and the extent, if any, to which 

resort must be had to the applicable Debt Service Reserve Fund to meet such deficiency. 

Section 15.04 Acceptance by Trustee Required. 

Prior to the delivery of any Bonds, the Trustee appointed pursuant to Section 15.01 hereof 

shall signify its acceptance of the powers, duties and obligations conferred and imposed upon it by 

this Bond Ordinance, by executing and delivering to the County a written acceptance thereof. 

Section 15.05 No Liability as to Recitals in Bond Ordinance and Bonds. 

(a) The recitals of fact made in this Bond Ordinance, and any Series Ordinance, and in 

the Bonds shall be taken as statements of the County, and the Trustee shall not be deemed to have 

made any representation as to the correctness of the same, nor shall the Trustee be deemed to have 

made any representation whatsoever as to the validity or sufficiency of this Bond Ordinance or of 

the Bonds issued hereunder except with respect to the authentication of any Bonds, as applicable. 

Nor shall the Trustee be under any responsibility or duty with respect to the operation of the 

System, any offering document or memorandum related to the marketing or sale of Bonds, or the 

issuance of Bonds or the application of the proceeds thereof, except to the extent provided for 

herein. Nor shall the Trustee be liable in connection with the performance of its duties hereunder, 

except for its own negligence or willful misconduct. 

(b) Prior to the occurrence ofan Event of Default of which the Trustee has or is deemed 

to have notice hereunder, and after the curing of any Event of Default which may have occurred: 

(1) the Trustee shall undertake to perform such duties and only such duties as 

are specifically set forth in this Bond Ordinance or any Series Ordinance, 

as applicable, and no implied covenants or obligations shall be read into this 
Bond Ordinance or any Series Ordinance, as applicable, against the Trustee; 

and 

(2) in the absence of bad faith on its part, the Trustee may conclusively rely, as 
to the truth of the statements and the correctness of the opinions expressed 

therein, upon certificates or opinions furnished to the Trustee and 

conforming to the requirements of this Bond Ordinance or any Series 
Ordinance, as applicable. 

(c) In case an Event of Default of which the Trustee has or is deemed to have notice 

hereunder has occurred and is continuing, the Trustee shall exercise such of the rights and powers 

vested in it by this Bond Ordinance or any Series Ordinance, as applicable, and use the same degree 
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of care and skill in their exercise, as a prudent person would exercise or use in the conduct of such 
person's own affairs. 

Section 15.06 Trustee May Rely on Notices, Etc. 

The Trustee shall at all times be protected in acting upon any notice, ordinance, request, 
consent, order, certificate, statement, opinion, bond, or other paper or document believed to be 
genuine and to have been signed by the proper party or parties. 

Section 15.07 Trustee Permitted to Resign. 

The Trustee may, at any time, resign and be discharged of its duties and obligations 
hereunder by giving to the County and the Bondholders written notice of such resignation, 
specifying a date (not less than 60 days after such notice) when such resignation is intended to take 
effect. Such resignation shall take effect immediately upon but not before the appointment and 
qualification of such successor. If after 60 days no successor has been appointed, the Trustee may 
petition a court of competent jurisdiction to appoint a successor. 

Section 15 .08 Removal of Trustee. 

(a) The Trustee may be removed at any time by the Holders of not less than a majority 
in aggregate principal amount of Bonds Outstanding upon 30 days written notice to the Trustee. 

(b) Provided an Event of Default has not occurred and is not continuing, the Trustee 
may be removed at any time by the County upon thirty days written notice to the Trustee. 

(c) Any such removal shall take effect immediately (after the 30 day notice period) 
upon, but not before the appointment and qualification of such successor. 

Section 15.09 Appointment of Successor Trustee Upon Resignation or Removal of Trustee. 

(a) In case at any time the Trustee shall resign, or be removed or become incapable of 
acting, or be adjudged bankrupt or insolvent, or a receiver of its property shall be appointed, or 
any public officer shall take charge or control of its property or affairs, a successor thereto shall 
be promptly appointed by the County by Ordinance duly adopted. Such successor shall in all 
instances be a bank or a trust company, and duly chartered pursuant to the laws of the United States 
or of any state and shall have a combined capital and surplus of not less than $500,000,000. 

(b) Immediately following such appointment the County shall give written notice of 
such appointment to the Bondholders and any Registrar other than the Trustee. 

Section 15.10 When Bondholder May Seek Successor Trustee. 
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If, in a proper case, no appointment of a successor Trustee shall be promptly made pursuant 
to Section 15.09, any Bondholder, the resigning or removed Trustee may make application to any 
court of competent jurisdiction for the appointment of a successor and said court may thereupon, 
after such notice, if any, as such court may prescribe, appoint a successor. 

Section 15.11 Acceptance by Successor Trustee. 

Any successor Trustee appointed hereunder shall execute and deliver to its predecessor and 
to the County a written acceptance of such appointment, and thereupon such successor, without 
any further act, deed or conveyance, shall become fully vested with all moneys, estates, properties, 
rights, powers, duties and obligations of its predecessor hereunder with like effect as if originally 
named as such Trustee and its predecessor shall be obligated to pay over, transfer, assign and 
deliver all moneys, securities and other property held by it to its successor, and on the written 
request of the County, or the successor, shall execute, acknowledge and deliver such instruments 
of conveyance and further assurance and do such other things as may be reasonably required for 
the vesting and confirming in such successor all the right, title and interest of the predecessor in 

and to any property held by it. 

Section 15.12 Effect of Trustee Merging With Another Bank. 

Any bank or trust company into which the Trustee may be merged, or with which it may 
be consolidated, or any bank or trust company resulting from any merger or consolidation to which 
it shall be a party, or any bank or trust company to which the Trustee may sell or transfer all or 
substantially all of its corporate trust business, shall become the successor without the execution 
or filing of any paper or the performance of any further act; provided, always, that if the County 
shall be dissatisfied with the institution resulting from the merger, consolidation or other action 
spoken of above, then the County may at any time within 30 days after such action name a new 
Trustee (with the qualifications prescribed by Section 15.09 hereof) in lieu of the Trustee then 

acting. 

Section 15.13 Trustee to Secure Funds and Securities Held in Trust. 

Unless the same be secured as trust funds in the manner provided by the regulations of the 
Comptroller of the Currency as from time to time in effect, all funds or securities in the custody of 
the Trustee, in excess of the amount of such deposit insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation, shall be invested in Authorized Investments at the written direction of the County. 

Section 15.14 Disposition of Paid Bonds. 

It shall be the duty of the Trustee to cancel all Bonds which shall have been paid, whether 
upon their maturity or redemption prior to maturity; such cancellation shall be done in such fashion 
as to render such Bonds incapable of further negotiation or hypothecation. In any event it shall 
furnish appropriate certificates or documents to the County indicating the disposition of such 
Bonds. 
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Section 15.15 Appointment of Substitute Registrar. 

The County may, from time to time, appoint a Registrar or Registrars to act in the place 
and stead of the Trustee as Registrar of the Bonds of one or more Series. The County shall cause 
written notice of such appointment to be mailed to the Holders of all Bonds affected by such 
appointment 30 days prior to the effective date of such appointment. 

Section 15.16 Additional Provisions Regarding the Trustee. 

The Trustee, prior to the occurrence of an Event of Default and after the curing of all Events 
of Default which may have occurred, undertakes to perform such duties and only such duties as 
are specifically set forth in this Bond Ordinance, and no implied covenants or obligations should 
be read into this Bond Ordinance against the Trustee. 

The Trustee agrees to perform the trust functions provided herein upon and subject to the 
expressed terms and conditions of this Section. 

(a) The Trustee may execute any of the trusts or powers hereof and perform any of its 
duties by or through attorneys, agents or receivers appointed with due care. 

(b) The permissive items assigned to the Trustee as enumerated herein shall not be 
construed as a duty. 

(c) The Trustee shall not be accountable for the use or application by the County of 
any money paid over by the Trustee in accordance with the provisions of this Bond Ordinance. 

(d) Before taking any action under this Bond Ordinance relating to an Event of Default 
or in connection with its duties under this Bond Ordinance other than making payments of principal 
and interest on the Bonds as they become due or causing an acceleration of the Bonds whenever 
required by this Bond Ordinance, the Trustee may require that a satisfactory indemnity bond be 
furnished for the reimbursement of all costs and expenses to which it may be put (including legal 
fees, costs and expenses) and to protect it against all liability, including, but not limited to, any 
liability arising directly or indirectly under any federal, state or local statute, rule, law or ordinance 
related to the protection of the environment or hazardous substances and except liability which is 
adjudicated to have resulted from its own negligence or willful misconduct in connection with any 
action so taken. 

( e) The Trustee shall have no responsibility with respect to any information, statement 
or recital in any official statement, offering memorandum or any other disclosure material prepared 
or distributed with respect to the Bonds and shall have no responsibility for compliance with any 
state or federal tax or securities laws in connection with the Bonds. 

(f) None of the provisions of this Bond Ordinance shall require the Trustee to expend 
or risk its own funds or otherwise to incur any liability, financial or otherwise, in the performance 
of any of its duties hereunder, or in the exercise of any of its rights or powers if it shall have

reasonable grounds for believing that repayment of such funds cannot be assured to the Trustee's 
satisfaction. 

(g) So long as investments are made in Authorized Investments, the Trustee may 
conclusively rely upon the County's written instructions as to both the suitability and legality of 

all investments directed hereunder. To the extent invested in Authorized Investments, the Trustee 
shall have no responsibility to monitor the ratings of investments after the initial purchase of such 
investments or to confirm whether an investment continues to be an Authorized Investment and 
shall have no liability if such investment ceases to be an Authorized Investment. The Trustee may, 
but it not required to, make any and all such investments through its own investment department 
or that of its affiliates or subsidiaries, and may charge reasonable fees for such trades, including 
cash sweep accounts. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, in the absence of written 
investment instructions from the County, the Trustee shall not be responsible or liable for keeping 
moneys held by it hereunder fully invested. The Trustee shall not be liable for any losses from or 
diminution in the value of such investments executed pursuant to the written direction of the 

County. Broker confirmations of investments are not required to be issued by the Trustee for each 
month in which a monthly statement is rendered. 

(h) The Trustee shall have no duty to review or analyze any financial statements 
delivered to it hereunder (including the audit required by Section 9.02 hereof) or verify the 
accuracy thereof and shall hold such financial statements solely as a repository for the benefit of 
the Bondholders; the Trustee shall not be deemed to have notice of any information contained 
therein or Event of Default which may be disclosed therein. 

(i) The County shall pay to the Trustee reasonable compensation for all services 
performed by it hereunder and also its reasonable expenses, charges and other disbursements and 
the fees, costs, and expenses of its attorneys, agents and employees incurred in and about the 
administration and the performance of its powers and duties hereunder. If the Trustee is required 
by governmental agency or court proceeding initiated by a third party to undertake efforts beyond 
that which is set forth herein but related thereto, the Trustee shall notify the County of same in 
writing. Payment for such extraordinary fees, costs and expenses (including but not limited to 
reasonable attorney's fees, costs and expenses) shall be made promptly by the County only after 
said notice. 

G) The Trustee shall not be responsible or liable for any failure or delay in the 
performance of its obligations under this Bond Ordinance arising out of or caused, directly or 
indirectly, by circumstances beyond its reasonable control, including, without limitation: acts of 
God; earthquakes; fire; flood; hurricanes or other catastrophic storms; wars; terrorism; similar 
military disturbances; sabotage; epidemic; pandemic; riots; interruptions; loss or malfunctions of 
utilities, computer (hardware or software) or communications services; labor disputes; acts of civil 
or military authority or governmental action; it being understood that the Trustee shall use 
commercially reasonable efforts which are consistent with accepted practices in the banking 
industry to resume performance as soon as reasonably practicable under the circumstances. 

(k) Upon request from any Bondholder and absent any further direction or consent of 
the County, the Trustee may disseminate a copy of the financial statements to such requester. 
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(I) The Trustee shall have the right to accept and act upon directions or instructions 
delivered using Electronic Means; provided, however, that the County shall provide to the Trustee 
an incumbency certificate listing qualified officers with the authority to provide such directions or 
instructions ( each a "Qualified Officer") and containing specimen signatures of such Qualified 
Officers, which incumbency certificate shall be amended whenever a person is to be added or 
deleted from the listing. If the County elects to give the Trustee directions or instructions using 
Electronic Means and the Trustee in its discretion elects to act upon such directions or instructions, 
the Trustee's understanding of such directions or instructions shall be deemed controlling. The 
County understands and agrees that the Trustee cannot determine the identity of the actual sender 
of such directions or instructions and that the Trustee shall conclusively presume that directions or 
instructions that purport to have been sent by a Qualified Officer listed on the incumbency 
certificate provided to the Trustee have been sent by such Qualified Officer. The County shall be 
responsible for ensuring that only Qualified Officers transmit such directions or instructions to the 
Trustee and that all Qualified Officers treat applicable user and authorization codes, passwords 
and/or authentication keys as confidential and with extreme care. The Trustee shall not be liable 

for any losses, costs or expenses arising directly or indirectly from the Trustee's reliance upon and 
compliance with such directions or instructions notwithstanding such directions or instructions 
conflict or are inconsistent with a subsequent written direction or written instruction. The County 
agrees: (i) to assume all risks arising out of the use of Electronic Means to submit directions or 
instructions to the Trustee, including without limitation the risk of the Trustee acting on 
unauthorized directions or instructions, and the risk of interception and misuse by third parties, (ii) 
that it is fully informed of the protections and risks associated with the various methods of 
transmitting directions or instructions to the Trustee and that there may be more secure methods 
of transmitting directions or instructions, and (iii) that the security procedures (if any) to be 
followed in connection with its transmission of directions or instructions provide to it a 
commercially reasonable degree of protection in light of its particular needs and circumstances.

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Section 16.01 Defeasance Generally. 

ARTICLE XVI 

DEFEASANCE 

Subject to the provisions of any Series Ordinance, if all of the Bonds issued pursuant to 
this Bond Ordinance and any other amounts required to be paid to the Trustee and a provider of a 
surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit hereunder shall have been paid and 
discharged, then the obligations of the County under this Bond Ordinance, the pledge of Net 
Revenues made hereby, and all other rights granted hereby shall cease and determine. Subject to 

the provisions of any Series Ordinance, Bonds shall be deemed to have been paid and discharged 
within the meaning of this Article under each of the following circumstances: 

(1) The Trustee shall hold, at the stated maturities of such Bonds (or properly noticed 
redemption or prepayment dates), in trust and irrevocably appropriated thereto, 
sufficient money for the payment thereof, 

(2) If default in the payment of the Principal Installments of such Bonds or the interest 
thereon shall have occurred and thereafter tender of such payment shall have been 
made, and the Trustee shall then hold in trust and irrevocably appropriated thereto, 
sufficient money for the payment thereof to the date of the tender of such payment, 
or 

(3) If the County shall have deposited with the Trustee, or any other bank or trust 
company which would otherwise meet the chartering and capital and surplus 
requirements contained in Section 15.09(a) hereof (after properly establishing an 
escrow account therefor), in irrevocable trust money or Defeasance Obligations, 
the principal of and interest on which when due (without reinvestment thereof) will, 
as certified in a verification report provided by an independent entity providing 
such services and selected by the County, provide money which, together with the 
money, if any, deposited at the same time, shall be sufficient to pay, when due, the 
principal, interest and redemption premium, if any, due and to become due on and 
prior to the maturity, or, if the County has irrevocably elected to redeem Bonds, on 
and prior to the redemption date, of such Bonds. 

Section 16.02 Money to be Held in Trust - When Returnable to the County. 

Any money which at any time shall be deposited with the Trustee or other escrow holder 
authorized under paragraph (3) of Section 16.01 by or on behalf of the County for the purpose of 
paying and discharging any Bonds or the interest thereon, shall be and is hereby assigned, 
transferred and set over to the Trustee or such other escrow holder in trust for the applicable 

Holders of the Bonds, and such money shall be and is hereby irrevocably appropriated to the 
payment and discharge thereof. But if, through lapse of time or otherwise, the Holders of said 
Bonds shall no longer be entitled to enforce payment of their obligations, then, in such event, it 
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shall be the duty of the Trustee or such other escrow holder to forthwith return said funds to the 
County. 

Section 16.03 Deposits with Trustee Subject to Conditions of Article XVI. 

The County covenants and agrees that any money which it shall deposit with the Trustee 
shall be deemed to be deposited in accordance with, and subject to, the applicable provisions of 
this Article, and that whenever it shall have elected to redeem Bonds it will irrevocably bind and 
obligate itself to give notice of redemption thereof, and will further authorize and direct the Trustee 
to cause the publication of such notice of redemption in its name and on its behalf. 

Section 16.04 No Defeasance of Series of Bonds Paid bv Insurer. 

In the event that the Principal Installments and/or interest due on a Series of Bonds shall 
be paid by an Insurer pursuant to a Municipal Bond Insurance Policy, such Series of Bonds shall 
remain Outstanding for all purposes, not be defeased or otherwise satisfied and not be considered 
paid by the County until the Insurer has been reimbursed in full therefor in accordance with the 
terms of the Municipal Bond Insurance Policy, and the assignment and pledge of the Net Revenues 
of the System and all covenants, agreements and other obligations of the County to the registered 
Holders shall continue to exist and shall run to the benefit of the Insurer, and the Insurer shall be 
subrogated to the rights of such registered Holders.

ARTICLE XVII 

MISCELLANEOUS 

Section 17.01 Miscellaneous Rights of an Insurer. 

(a) Notwithstanding any provision of this Bond Ordinance to the contrary, each Insurer 

shall be deemed the exclusive Holder of all Bonds insured by that Insurer, for the purposes of all 

approvals, consents, waivers, institution of any action, and the direction of all remedies. No rights 

granted to an Insurer by this Bond Ordinance or any Series Ordinance shall be effective at any 

time that such Insurer is in breach of its obligations under the Municipal Bond Insurance Policy, 

has committed a default under the Municipal Bond Insurance Policy or is subject to bankruptcy or 

receivership proceedings. Additionally, this paragraph (a) shall be effective only in the event the 

Insurer's Municipal Bond Insurance Policy results in being rated at least investment grade by either 

Standard & Poor's or Moody's Investors Service, Inc. 

(b) Any provision of this Bond Ordinance expressly recognizing or granting rights in 

or to an Insurer may not be amended in any manner which affects the rights of such Insurer 

hereunder without the prior written consent of each such Insurer. 

(c) To the extent that an Insurer makes payment of the principal of or interest on any 

Bonds, it shall become the owner and Holder of such Bonds, appurtenant coupons or right to 

payment of such principal of or interest on such Bonds and shall be fully subrogated to all of the 

registered Holders' rights thereunder, including the registered Holders' rights to payment thereof. 

To evidence such subrogation (i) in the case of subrogation as to claims for past due interest, the 

Trustee shall note Insurer's rights as subrogee on the registration books of the County maintained 

by the Trustee or Registrar upon receipt of proof from the Insurer as to payment of interest thereon 

to the registered Holders of the Bonds, and (ii) in the case of subrogation as to claims for past due 

principal, the Trustee shall note the Insurer's rights as subrogee on the registration books of the 

County maintained by the Trustee or Registrar upon surrender of the Bonds by the registered 

Holders thereof to the Insurer or its agent. 

(d) In the event that the principal of and/or interest on any Bonds shall be paid by the 

Insurer pursuant to the terms of its Municipal Bond Insurance Policy, (i) such Bonds shall continue 

to be "Outstanding" under this Bond Ordinance, and (ii) the assignment and pledge of the Gross 

Revenues and all covenants, agreements and other obligations of the County to the registered 

Holders shall continue to exist, and the Insurer shall be fully subrogated to all of the rights of such 

registered Holders in accordance with the terms and conditions of subparagraph ( c) above and the 

Insurer's Municipal Bond Insurance Policy. 

( e) The terms and provisions of this Bond Ordinance or of any applicable Series 

Ordinance may not be terminated as long as there are any moneys owed to an Insurer under such 

terms and provisions of this Bond Ordinance or the applicable Series Ordinance or any agreement 

between such Insurer and the County. 
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Section 17.02 Purpose of Covenants in Bond Ordinance. 

Every covenant, undertaking and agreement made on behalf of the County, as set forth in 

this Bond Ordinance and any Series Ordinance is made, undertaken and agreed to, for the proper 

securing of the payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds. Each shall be deemed to 

partake of the obligation of the contract between the County and the Bondholders and shall be 
enforceable accordingly. In this connection, any provider of a surety bond, line of credit, insurance 

policy or letter of credit as contemplated under Section 7.05(e) hereof may enforce the terms, 

conditions and obligations under this Bond Ordinance as a third-party beneficiary hereunder. 

Nothing in this Bond Ordinance and any Series Ordinance expressed or implied is intended or shall 

be construed to confer upon, or to give to, any person or entity, other than the County, the Insurers, 

the Trustee, and the Holders of the Bonds, any right, remedy or claim under or by reason of this 

Bond Ordinance and any Series Ordinance or any covenant, condition or stipulation thereof, and 

all covenants, stipulations, promises and agreements in this Bond Ordinance contained by and on 

behalf of the County shall be for the sole and exclusive benefit of the County the Insurers, the 

Trustee, and the Holders of the Bonds. 

Section 17.03 Severabilitv. 

If any Section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Bond Ordinance shall be held invalid, 

the invalidity of such Section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining 
provisions of this Bond Ordinance. 

Section 17.04 Remedies Granted by Ordinance Not Being Available to Holders of Other Bonds. 

If it shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction that any right or remedy granted 

by the Bond Ordinance or any Series Ordinance to the Holders of any Bond is not available to the 

Holders of all other Bonds, then such rights and remedies are herewith conferred upon the Holders 

of such other Bonds. 

Section 17.05 Authorization to Sign. 

For purposes of all consents and other necessary documentation associated with the 

issuance of Bonds, the Authorized Officers and the Clerk shall be authorized to sign on behalf of 

the County. 

Section 17 .06 Repealing Clause. 

All ordinances, or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith shall be and the same are hereby 
repealed to the extent of such inconsistencies. 
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Section 17 .07 Governing Law. 

The provisions of this Bond Ordinance shall be governed by the laws of the State, without 

regard to conflict of law principles. 

Section 17.08 Date Effective. 

The provisions of this Bond Ordinance shall become effective upon third reading hereof.

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NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF 
YORK COUNTY, IN MEETING DULY ASSEMBLED, THAT: 

ARTICLE I 

FINDINGS AND DETERMINATIONS 

Section 1.01 Findings and Determinations. 

Incident to the enactment of this Series Ordinance (this "2022 Series Ordinance"), and 

the issuance of the bonds provided for herein, the County Council of York County (the "County 

Councif') , the governing body of York County, South Carolina (the "County"), finds that the 

facts set forth in this Article exist and the following statements are in all respects true and correct: 

(a) The County Council has made general provision for the issuance of water and 

sewer system revenue bonds of the County ("Bonds"), through the means of an ordinance enacted 

on November 7, 2022, entitled "A MASTER BOND ORDINANCE OF YORK COUNTY, 

SOUTH CAROLINA PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND SALE OF WATER AND 

SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS; AND OTHER MATTERS RELATING THERETO" 

(the "Bond Ordinance"). Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise defined shall have the 

meaning given to such term in the Bond Ordinance. 

(b) It is provided in and by the Bond Ordinance that, upon enactment of a "Series 

Ordinance," there may be issued one or more Series of Bonds for the purpose of, inter alia: (1) 

obtaining funds for the acquiring, purchasing, constructing, improving, enlarging, and repairing 

of the System and improvements and additions thereto, including the recoupment or 

reimbursement of funds already so expended; (2) providing funds for the payment of any Bond 

Anticipation Note issued in order to defray the cost of expansions, additions, and improvements 

to the System and that were issued in anticipation of the issuance and sale of Bonds; (3) refunding 

Bonds or other obligations issued to provide land or facilities or equipment which are or are to 

become a part of the System or which are or were payable in whole or in part from revenues of 

the System; ( 4) providing funds for the payment of interest due on any Bonds; ( 5) funding any 

Debt Service Reserve Fund or restoring the value of the cash and securities in any Debt Service 

Reserve Fund to the amount equal to its Reserve Requirement, and reimbursing amounts owed 

to any providers of a surety bond, line of credit, insurance policy or letter of credit established 

pursuant to Section 7 .04( d) of the Bond Ordinance; and (6) paying the costs of issuance of Bonds, 

including any costs of credit enhancement therefor; 

(c) On the basis of the authority provided in the Bond Ordinance, the County has 

determined to issue the Series 2022 Bonds (as defined herein) to provide funds: (i) to defray or 

reimburse the costs of acquiring pursuant to condemnation, or under threat of condemnation, that 

certain water and sewer utility system currently owned by Blue Granite Water Company and 

generally operating within the Clover, River Hills, and Lake Wylie areas of York County (the 

"Project"), and (ii) to pay certain costs and expenses relating to the issuance of the Series 2022 

Bonds. 
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(d) By reason of the foregoing, the County has determined to enact this 2022 Series 
Ordinance in accordance with the terms and provisions of the Bond Ordinance in order to issue 
Bonds for the purposes described in paragraph ( c) above. 

Section 1.02 Determinations Required by Section 4.0 l(b) of the Bond Ordinance. 

(a) The County Council hereby specifies and determines that: 

(I) the System is expected to have a period of usefulness of not less than 45 
years; 

(2) the Date of Issue of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be the date that the Series 
2022 Bonds are executed and delivered, or such other date as shall be 
determined by an Authorized Officer pursuant to Article V hereof; 

(3) the maximum aggregate authorized principal amount of the Series 2022 
Bonds is set forth at Section 4.0 I hereof, and the exact principal amount 
of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be determined by an Authorized Officer at 
the closing of the Series 2022 Bonds pursuant to Article V hereof; 

( 4) the Bond Payment Dates, the Record Dates, and the date or dates of 
maturity and amounts of maturity of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be 
determined by an Authorized Officer at the closing of such Series 2022 
Bonds pursuant to Article V hereof, provided, however, no such Series 
2022 Bond shall mature later than 45 years from the Date of Issue of the 
Series 2022 Bonds; 

(5) Series 2022 Bonds are necessary to provide funds to be used and expended 
for purposes set forth in Section 4.0l(a) of the Bond Ordinance, as such 
purposes are particularly described at Section 4.02 hereof; 

(6) the title and designation of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be as set forth at 
Section 4.01 hereof or as otherwise determined by an Authorized Officer 
pursuant to Article V hereof; 

(7) Series 2022 Bonds shall be sold in accordance with Article VIII hereof in 
the manner determined by an Authorized Officer as authorized by Article 
V hereof; 

(8) Series 2022 Bonds shall bear interest at rates as determined by an 
Authorized Officer through the sale procedures of Article VUI hereof, and 
the County will not enter into any interest rate swap or similar transaction 
with respect to the Series 2022 Bonds; 

(9) Series 2022 Bonds may be issued as either Serial Bonds or Term Bonds 
(with appropriate mandatory redemption provisions), but not Capital 
Appreciation Bonds, as determined by an Authorized Officer pursuant to 
Article V hereof; 
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(10) the Redemption Prices and dates applicable to any Series of Series 2022 
Bonds shall be as determined by an Authorized Officer at the closing of 
such Series 2022 Bonds pursuant to Article V hereof; 

(11) Regions Bank (the "Trustee") shall serve as Trustee, Paying Agent, and 
Registrar for the Series 2022 Bonds; 

(12) Series 2022 Bonds shall be in the form as provided at Section 4.09 hereof 
and Exhibit A hereof, with such revisions as may be approved by an 
Authorized Officer pursuant to Article V hereof upon the advice of Bond 
Counsel, the execution thereof being conclusive evidence of such 
approval; 

(13) the initial maturity of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be numbered R-1 and 
any other Series 2022 Bonds thereafter shall be sequentially numbered 
"R-" thereafter, and shall be issued in denominations of $1,000 or any 
integral multiple thereof in one or more Series in the denomination of the 
principal amount of such Series of Series 2022 Bonds; 

(14) Series 2022 Bonds may be issued in book-entry form, as permitted by 
Section 4.20 of the Bond Ordinance, as determined by an Authorized 
Officer at the closing of such Series 2022 Bonds pursuant to Article V 
hereof; 

(15) the County has no outstanding bonded indebtedness, therefore there is no 
Reserve Requirement; 

(16) no Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be established in connection with the 
Series 2022 Bonds; 

(17) the proceeds of Series 2022 Bonds shall be applied as set forth at Article 
VII hereof; 

(18) the 2022 Debt Service Fund Account is established pursuant to Section 
4.06 hereof and the 2022 Project Fund is established pursuant to Section 
7.02 hereof; and 

(29) the County estimates that the cost of the Project to be funded with the 
Series 2022 Bonds, exclusive of financing and related costs, will be 
$26,350,000.

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Section 2.01 Definitions. 

ARTICLE II 

DEFINITIONS AND CONSTRUCTION 

(a) Except as provided in subsection (b) below, all capitalized terms which are defined 

in Section 2.02 of the Bond Ordinance shall have the meanings given the same in this 2022 Series 

Ordinance. 

(b) As used in this 2022 Series Ordinance, unless the context shall otherwise require, the 

following terms shall have the following respective meanings: 

"2022 Debt Service Fund Account" means the account of that name established by this 2022 

Series Ordinance pursuant to Section 7.03 of the Bond Ordinance. 

"2022 Project Fund" means the fund created at Section 7 .02 hereof. 

"2022 Reserve Requirement" means $0. 

"2022 Series Ordinance" means this ordinance of the County Council. 

"Authorized Officer" has the meaning ascribed thereto in the Bond Ordinance, but for 

purposes of making the determinations provided for under Article V of this 2022 Series Ordinance, 

the Chairman, or in his absence the Vice Chairman, shall constitute the Authorized Officer. 

"Book-Entry System" means, with respect to the Series 2022 Bonds, a form or system, as 

applicable, under which (i) the ownership of beneficial interests in the Series 2022 Bonds may be 

transferred only through a book-entry, and (ii) physical Series 2022 Bonds in fully registered form 

are registered only in the name of a Securities Depository or its Securities Depository Nominee. 

The book-entry maintained by the Securities Depository is the record that identifies the owners of 

participatory interests in the Series 2022 Bonds, when subject to the Book-Entry System. 

"Governmental Unit" means a state or local governmental unit within the meaning of 

Section 141 (b) of the Code. 

"Nongovernmental Person" means any Person other than a Governmental Unit. 

"Person" means firms, associations, partnerships (including limited partnerships), trusts, 

corporations, or other legal entities, including public bodies, as well as natural persons. 

"Project" means the project defined at Section 1.0 l ( d) hereof. 

"Series 2022 Bonds" means the one or more Series of Bonds authorized and designated by 

Section 4.01 of this 2022 Series Ordinance. 
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"Taxable Bonds" has the meaning given such term in Section 10.0l(f) hereof. 

"Trustee" means Regions Bank, its successors and assigns. 

Section 2.02 Authority for this 2022 Series Ordinance. 

This 2022 Series Ordinance is enacted pursuant to the provisions of the Bond Ordinance.

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ARTICLE IV 

AUTHORIZATION AND TERMS OF THE SERIES 2022 BONDS 

Section 4.01 Principal Amount: Designation of Series 2022 Bonds. 

(a) Pursuant to the provisions of the Bond Ordinance, the Series 2022 Bonds of the 
County entitled to the benefits, protection, and security of the provisions of the Bond Ordinance 
are hereby authorized in the aggregate principal amount of not exceeding $26,950,000; such Series 
of Bonds so authorized shall be designated as the "York County, South Carolina Water and Sewer 
System Revenue Bonds, Series 2022," and shall bear a numeric or alphanumeric Series designation 
as may be necessary to distinguish them from the Bonds of every other Series, and shall designate 
the year in which the Series is issued. The Series 2022 Bonds may be sold as a single Series or 
from time to time as multiple Series bearing any such designation as appropriate. References herein 
to the Series 2022 Bonds shall include all Series of Bonds authorized by this 2022 Series 
Ordinance. As authorized by Section 10.0l(g) hereof, any Series of the Series 2022 Bonds may be 
issued as Taxable Bonds and in such event it shall bear an appropriate designation so as to 
distinguish its tax status. 

(b) Should the Series 2022 Bond not be issued in calendar year 2022, the designation 
for the Series 2022 Bond and all other references to "2022" recited herein shall be changed to 
appropriately reflect the year of such actual issuance. References herein to the Series 2022 Bond 
shall include all Series of Bonds authorized hereby. 

Section 4.02 Purposes of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

The Series 2022 Bonds are authorized for the principal purposes of: 

(1) defraying or reimbursing the cost of the Project; and 

(2) paying costs of issuance of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

Section 4.03 Date of Issue; Interest Rates: Maturity; Redemption. 

(a) The Date of Issue of each Series of Series 2022 Bonds shall be the date of delivery 
thereof, subject to an alternate designation by the Authorized Officer pursuant to Article V hereof. 
Series 2022 Bonds shall mature on such dates and in such principal amounts, and shall bear interest 
at such rates, as may be determined by an Authorized Officer pursuant to Article V hereof, 
provided that the final maturity of any Series of Series 2022 Bonds shall not extend beyond June 
1, 2052. Series 2022 Bonds shall mature as Serial Bonds or Term Bonds, with such mandatory 
sinking fund installments as are set forth in a schedule approved by the Authorized Officer prior 
to or simultaneously with the issuance of such Series 2022 Bonds. 

(b) Interest on any Series of Series 2022 Bonds shall be payable on such Bond Payment 
Dates as are determined by the Authorized Officer pursuant to Article V hereof. Such interest shall 
be calculated on the basis of a 360-day year consisting of twelve 30-day months. Consistent with 
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the terms of the Bond Ordinance, the Record Dates for the payment of interest on Series 2022 

Bonds shall be the 15th day of the month prior to each Bond Payment Date. 

( c) Series 2022 Bonds may be subject to redemption prior to maturity, upon such terms 

and conditions, and at such Redemption Prices, as may be established by an Authorized Officer 

pursuant to Article V hereof, prior to or simultaneously with the issuance of the applicable Series 

of Series 2022 Bonds. 

Section 4.04 Authentication; Payment of Series 2022 Bonds. 

(a) The Series 2022 Bonds shall be authenticated by the Registrar on or before such 

date as it shall, in each case, be delivered. Each of the Series 2022 Bonds shall bear interest from 

its respective Date of Issue if no interest has yet been paid; otherwise from the last date to which 

interest has been paid and which date is on or prior to the date of authentication of such Series 

2022 Bonds. 

(b) The interest on the Series 2022 Bonds shall be paid by check or draft mailed from 

the office of the Trustee to the person in whose name each of the Series 2022 Bonds is registered 

at the close of business on the Record Date; provided, however, that any Holder of such Series 

2022 Bonds in the aggregate principal amount of $1,000,000 or more may request (in writing, 

delivered to the paying agent at least 20 days prior to the applicable Bond Payment Date) that 

interest payments be made by wire transfer to such Holder at an account maintained by a financial 

institution located in the continental United States specified in such request. 

( c) Presentment of the Series 2022 Bonds for payment shall not be required, except for 

the final payment of the principal and interest thereon or upon such other condition or indicia of 

satisfaction as may be mutually agreed-upon by the County and the Holder of such Series 2022 

Bonds, notice of which shall be provided to the Trustee in advance of such final payment. 

Section 4.05 Denomination of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

(a) Series 2022 Bonds shall be issued in denominations of $1,000 or any multiple 

thereof. Each Series 2022 Bond shall be numbered by the Trustee in such a fashion as to reflect 

the fact that it is one of the Series 2022 Bonds, and to identify the owner thereof on the books kept 

by the Registrar. The initial maturity of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be numbered R-1 , and 
thereafter sequentially "R-" numbered for identification. 

(b) As necessary for the marketability and sale of the Series 2022 Bonds, the 

Authorized Officer may determine to authorize any Serial Bonds to be issued with split serial 
maturities. 

Section 4.06 Establishment of 2022 Debt Service Fund. 

In accordance with Section 7.03 of the Bond Ordinance, the Trustee is hereby directed to 

establish the 2022 Debt Service Fund Account under the Debt Service Fund on the Date of Issue 

of the Series 2022 Bonds for the benefit of the Holders of the Series 2022 Bonds. In the event that 
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more than one Series of Bonds is issued pursuant to the terms of this 2022 Series Ordinance, a 
Debt Service Fund Account (and any applicable subaccounts permitted under the Bond Ordinance) 
shall be established for each such Series. 

Section 4.07 No Debt Service Reserve Fund. 

No Debt Service Reserve Fund shall be established in connection with the Series 2022 
Bonds. 

Section 4.08 Appointment of Trustee. Paying Agent and Registrar. 

Regions Bank is hereby appointed as Trustee, Paying Agent, and Registrar under the Bond 
Ordinance and this 2022 Series Ordinance. The Trustee shall signify its acceptance of the duties 
of Trustee, Paying Agent and Registrar upon delivery of the Series 2022 Bonds. The County shall 
pay to the Trustee from time to time reasonable compensation based on the then-standard fee 
schedule of such parties for all services rendered under the Bond Ordinance and this 2022 Series 
Ordinance, and also all reasonable expenses, charges, counsel fees, and other disbursements, 
including those of its attorneys, agents, and employees, incurred in and about the performance of 
their powers and duties under the Bond Ordinance and this 2022 Series Ordinance. 

The Series 2022 Bonds shall be presented for registration of transfers and exchanges, and 
notices and demands to or upon the Trustee and the County in respect of the Series 2022 Bonds 
shall be served, at the corporate trust office of the Trustee. 

The Trustee (or any affiliate thereof which holds the funds and accounts hereunder as 
depository on behalf of the Trustee) shall be a member of the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation (the "FDIC') and shall remain such a member throughout the period during which it 
shall act as Trustee, Paying Agent, and Registrar. The Trustee, in its capacity as Trustee, Paying 
Agent, and Registrar, shall accept its appointment by a written instrument embodying its 
agreement to remain, or maintain an affiliate that serves as depository that is, a member of the 
FDIC. Unless the same be secured as trust funds in the manner provided by the applicable 
regulations of the Comptroller of the Currency of the United States of America, and unless 
otherwise provided for in the Bond Ordinance and in this 2022 Series Ordinance, all moneys in 
the custody of the Trustee ( or such affiliate thereof) in excess of the amount of such deposit insured 
by the FDIC shall be secured in Authorized Investments at the written direction of the Authorized 
Officer that are at least equal to the sum on deposit and not insured by the FDIC. 

Section 4.09 Form of Series 2022 Bonds. 

Series 2022 Bonds, together with the certificate of authentication, certificate of assignment 
and/or statement of insurance, if any, are to be in substantially the form attached hereto as 
Exhibit A with such necessary and appropriate variations, omissions and insertions as permitted 
or required upon advice of Bond Counsel and as determined by an Authorized Officer, or as 
otherwise authorized by the Bond Ordinance or this 2022 Series Ordinance. The execution of the 
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Series 2022 Bonds shall constitute conclusive evidence of the approval of any changes to the form 

of any Series 2022 Bond. 

Section 4.10 Book-Entry System. 

Pursuant to Section 4.20 of the Bond Ordinance, any Series of Series 2022 Bonds may be 

held under a Book-Entry System of a securities depository as determined pursuant to Article V 

hereof. 

(a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, so long as the Series 2022 Bonds 

are being held under a Book-Entry System of a Securities Depository, transfers of beneficial 

ownership of the Series 2022 Bonds will be effected pursuant to rules and procedures established 

by such Securities Depository. If held under a Book-Entry System, the initial securities depository 

for the Series 2022 Bonds will be DTC. DTC and Cede & Co., and any-successor securities 

depositories and successor securities depository nominees, are hereinafter referred to as the 

"Securities Depository" and "Securities Depository Nominees" respectively. 

(b) As long as a Book-Entry System is in effect for the Series 2022 Bonds, the 

Securities Depository Nominee will be recognized as the Holder of the Series 2022 Bonds for the 

purposes of: (i) paying the Principal Installments, interest, and Redemption Price, if any, on such 

Series 2022 Bonds, (ii) selecting the portions of such Series 2022 Bonds to be redeemed, if Series 

2022 Bonds are to be redeemed in part, (iii) giving any notice permitted or required to be given to 

Bondholders under this 2022 Series Ordinance, (iv) registering the transfer of Series 2022 Bonds, 

and (v) requesting any consent or other action to be taken by the Holders of such Series 2022 

Bonds, and for all other purposes whatsoever, and the County shall not be affected by any notice 

to the contrary. 

(c) The County shall not have any responsibility or obligation to any participant, any 

beneficial owner or any other person claiming a beneficial ownership in any Series 2022 Bonds 

which are registered to a Securities Depository Nominee under or through the Securities 

Depository with respect to any action taken by the Securities Depository as Holder of such Series 
2022 Bonds. 

( d) The Paying Agent shall pay all Principal Installments, interest and redemption 

price, if any, on Series 2022 Bonds issued under a Book-Entry System, only to the Securities 

Depository or the Securities Depository Nominee, as the case may be, for such Series 2022 Bonds, 

and all such payments shall be valid and effectual to fully satisfy and discharge the obligations 

with respect to the Principal Installments of, interest on, and redemption price, if any, of such 

Series 2022 Bonds. 
( e) In the event that the County determines that it is in the best interest of the County 

to discontinue the Book-Entry System of transfer for the Series 2022 Bonds, or that the interests 

of the beneficial owners of the Series 2022 Bonds may be adversely affected if the Book-Entry 

System is continued, then the County shall notify the Securities Depository of such determination. 

In such event, the Registrar shall authenticate, register, and deliver physical certificates for the 

Series 2022 Bonds in exchange for the Series 2022 Bonds registered in the name of the Securities 

Depository Nominee. 
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(f) In the event that the Securities Depository for the Series 2022 Bonds discontinues 
providing its services, the County shall either engage the services of another Securities Depository 
or arrange with a Registrar for the delivery of physical certificates in the manner described in 
subsection ( e) above. 

(g) In connection with any notice or other communication to be provided to the Holders 
of Series 2022 Bonds by the County or by the Registrar with respect to any consent or other action 
to be taken by the Holders of Series 2022 Bonds, the County or the Registrar, as the case may be, 
shall establish a record date for such consent or other action and give the Securities Depository 
Nominee notice of such record date not less than 15 days in advance of such record date to the 
extent possible. 

(h) At the closing of any Series 2022 Bonds and the delivery of the same to the 
purchaser thereof through the facilities of OTC, the Registrar may maintain custody of Bond 
certificates on behalf ofDTC in accordance with DTC' s "FAST" closing procedures.

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ARTICLE V 

CERTAIN DELEGATIONS AND AUTHORIZATIONS 

Section 5.01 Certain Delegations. 

The County Council hereby expressly delegates to the Authorized Officer the authority, 

with respect to the Series 2022 Bonds, to determine, in connection with any Series of Series 2022 

Bonds issued hereunder: 

(1) whether to issue the Series 2022 Bonds as a single Series or from time to time in 

several Series; 

(2) the manner of sale of such Series 2022 Bonds in accordance with Article VIII hereof; 

(3) whether to create and distribute preliminary and final Official Statements in 

connection with the issuance of such Series 2022 Bonds; 

(4) the award, or selection of underwriter, of such Series 2022 Bonds in accordance with 

Article VIII hereof; 

(5) the final form of such Series 2022 Bonds, whether to modify the Series designation 

in accordance with Section 4.01 hereof, and the exact principal amount of any Series 

of such Series 2022 Bonds, provided that the aggregate principal amount of such 

Series of Bonds shall not to exceed $26,950,000; 

(6) whether and the extent to which such Series of Series 2022 Bonds shall be issued as 

Term Bonds or Serial Bonds; 

(7) the Date of Issue, Bond Payment Dates, rate or rates of interest obtained using the 

sale procedures of Article VIII hereof, provided that no coupon rate of interest shall 

exceed 6%, the maturity schedule, and the final maturity of each Series of Series 2022 

Bonds, provided, however, that no Series 2022 Bonds shall mature later than June 1, 

2052; 

(8) whether any Series of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be subject to optional or mandatory 

redemption prior to maturity, and if so, the redemption provisions and Redemption 

Prices applicable thereto; 

(9) whether such Series 2022 Bonds shall be issued in book-entry form and held under 

a Book-Entry System as permitted by Section 4.20 of the Bond Ordinance and as 

further described in Section 4.10 hereof; 

(10) whether to use bond insurance, and if so, to make appropriate arrangements therefor; 
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(11) whether one or more Series of the Series 2022 Bonds will be designated as "qualified 
tax-exempt obligations" pursuant to the Code; 

(12) whether such Series 2022 Bonds (or any Series thereof) shall be issued as a Taxable 
Bond; and 

(13) such other matters regarding the Series 2022 Bonds as are necessary or appropriate 
to effect the issuance and sale thereof.

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Section 6.01 

ARTICLE VI 

EXECUTION; NO RECOURSE 

Execution of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

The Series 2022 Bonds shall be executed and attested by the Chairman and the Clerk, 

respectively, in accordance with the applicable provisions of the Bond Ordinance; however, in the 

absence of the Chairman or the Clerk for any reason, an Authorized Officer shall be authorized to 

either execute the Series 2022 Bonds or attest to the execution of the Series 2022 Bonds on behalf 

of the absent party; however, in no event shall the same Authorized Officer be permitted to both 

execute and attest to the Series 2022 Bonds. If acting on behalf of an absent person, such 

Authorized Officer shall be authorized to execute, sign, certify or attest any documentation 

otherwise required of the Chairman or Clerk respecting the issuance and delivery of the Series 

2022 Bonds. 

Facsimiles or electronic signatures by the Chairman, the Vice Chairman. the Clerk, or any 

Authorized Officer are expressly authorized and permitted with respect to the Series 2022 Bonds 

and all closing documents and certificates associated therewith. 

Section 6.02 No Recourse on the Series 2022 Bonds. 

All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements and obligations of the County contained 

in the Bond Ordinance or in this 2022 Series Ordinance shall be deemed to be the covenants, 

stipulation, promises, agreements and obligations of the County and not those of any officer or 

employee of the County in his or her individual capacity, and no recourse shall be had for the 

payment of the principal or Redemption Price of or interest on the Series 2022 Bonds or for any 

claim based thereon or on the Bond Ordinance or on this 2022 Series Ordinance, either jointly or 

severally, against any officer or employee of the County or any person executing the Series 2022 

Bonds.

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Section 7.01 

ARTICLE VII 

APPLICATION OF BOND PROCEEDS 

Use and Disposition of Bond Proceeds. 

Upon the delivery of any Series 2022 Bonds and receipt of the proceeds thereof, net of 

underwriter's discount or premium, such funds shall be disbursed as follows: 

(1) if an Authorized Officer determines to issue the Series 2022 Note to defray the costs 

of the Project, the amount necessary to pay the outstanding principal amount of and 

interest accrued on the Series 2022 Note as of the date of maturity or the date of 

redemption prior to maturity as determined in accordance with the terms thereof; 

and 

(2) the remaining net proceeds, including any premium and sums to be used to pay 

costs of issuance of the Series 2022 Bonds, as shall be deemed necessary by the 

Authorized Officer, shall be deposited in the 2022 Project Fund and used to defray 

the costs of the Project and the costs of issuance of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

' Section 7.02 Establishment of2022 Pro ject Fund: Excess Funds. 

There is hereby established, in accordance with Sections 7 .09 of the Bond Ordinance, the 

"2022 Project Fund," and the Authorized Officer is authorized to create a "2022 Costs oflssuance 

Account" therein. There shall be paid into the 2022 Project Fund the sums prescribed by paragraph 

(2) of Section 7.01 hereof. The 2022 Project Fund shall be held and controlled by the County 

pursuant to the terms of the Bond Ordinance and this 2022 Series Ordinance, unless otherwise 

determined by the Authorized Officer at the closing of the Series 2022 Bonds. Moneys held in the 

2022 Project Fund shall be invested and reinvested at the written direction of the Authorized 

Officer in Authorized Investments. If there are any funds remaining in the 2022 Project Fund upon 

completion of the Project, such funds shall be transferred to the 2022 Debt Service Fund Account 

and used to pay principal of and interest on the Series 2022 Bonds as the same come due.

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Section 8.01 Sale of Bonds. 

ARTICLE VIII 

SALE OF BONDS 

The Series 2022 Bonds shall be sold to J.P. Morgan Securities LLC (J.P. Morgan Securities 
LLC, or any successor or additional underwriter selected by an Authorized Officer, the 
"Underwriter") pursuant to the terms of a bond purchase agreement for resale in the public capital 
markets. The execution of the bond purchase agreement by an Authorized Officer shall constitute 
conclusive evidence of his or her approval thereof. The County Council hereby authorizes an 
Authorized Officer to prepare, or cause to be prepared, a preliminary official statement and 
authorize the distribution of the preliminary official statement by the Underwriter. The County 
Council authorizes an Authorized Officer to designate the preliminary official statement as "final" 
for purposes of Rule l 5c2-12 and an Authorized Officer is further authorized to see to the 
completion of the final form of the official statement upon the sale of such Series 2022 Bonds so 
that it may be provided to the Underwriter. The execution and delivery of the final official 
statement by an Authorized Officer shall constitute conclusive evidence of the County's approval 
thereof. An Authorized Officer is authorized to perform all actions necessary to comply with Rule 
l 5c2-12 and any other applicable securities laws.

ARTICLE IX 

SERIES 2022 NOTES 

Authority to Issue Series 2022 Note. 

(a) If the Authorized Officer should determine that issuance of the Series 2022 Note, 
in one or more series, pursuant to the BAN Act would be in the best interest of the County, upon 
the advice of the Financial Advisor, the Authorized Officer is hereby directed and authorized to 
effect the issuance of a Series 2022 Note pursuant to the BAN Act. If a Series 2022 Note is issued 
and if, upon the maturity thereof the Authorized Officer should determine that renewal or 
refunding of any Series 2022 Note would be in the best interest of the County, the Authorized 
Officer is directed and authorized to continue the renewal or refunding of the Series 2022 Note 
until the Authorized Officer determines to issue Series 2022 Bonds on the basis as aforesaid, and 
such Series 2022 Bonds are issued. The aggregate stated principal amount of all Series 2022 Notes 
outstanding from time to time shall not exceed $26,950,000. 

(b) The proceeds of any Series 2022 Note issued hereunder shall be applied for the 
purpose for which proceeds of the Series 2022 Bonds may be applied pursuant to Section 7.01 
hereof, to provide for the renewal or refunding of any Series 2022 Note, or to provide for the costs 
of issuance thereof, or any combination thereof. 

Section 9.02 Details of Series 2022 Note. 

Subject to changes in terms required for any particular issue of Series 2022 Notes, a Series 
2022 Note and additional series thereof, if any, shall be subject to the following particulars: 

(a) Series 2022 Notes shall be dated and bear interest either from the original date of 
deliver thereof or in such manner as shall be determined by the Authorized Officer; shall be 
payable upon the stated maturity thereof at the interest rate or rates determined by the Authorized 
Officer determined in the manner prescribed by Sections 9.02(c) or 9.02(d) below on the basis 
determined by an Authorized Officer; and shall mature on such date, not to exceed one year from 
the date of delivery thereof. Series 2022 Notes may be issued as draw-down obligations, in which 
event interest shall accrue and be payable thereon based on the dates of and principal amounts 
advanced. 

(b) Series 2022 Notes shall be numbered from R-1 upwards for each issue and shall be 
in the denomination of $1,000 or any integral multiple thereof requested by the purchaser thereof 
or as may be specified by the Authorized Officer. The Authorized Officer shall determine the 
paying agent and registrar for any Series 2022 Note, if any, prior to the sale thereof. Series 2022 
Notes shall be payable, both as to principal and interest, in legal tender upon maturity. 

(c) Series 2022 Notes shall bear such rate or rates of interest as shall at the sale of 
Series 2022 Note referred to in Section 9.02(d) hereof be determined by the Authorized Officer to 
be in the best interest of the County; provided, however, that: 

( 1) the interest rate named shall be expressed as 1/ 1000 of one percent; 
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(2) all other restrictions as may be imposed by the Authorized Officer prior to 
the sale of the Series 2022 Note that are deemed to be in the best interest of 
the County shall apply; and 

(3) no rate of interest shall exceed 5% per annum. 

(d) In the discretion of the Authorized Officer, Series 2022 Notes may be sold through 
a Competitive Direct Placement through the use of the procedures substantially as set forth at 
Section 8.02(a) hereof, or through a Negotiated Direct Placement through the use of the procedures 
substantially as set forth at Section 8.03(a) hereof. 

(e) Series 2022 Notes shall be sold as tax-exempt obligations pursuant to the Code, 
subject to the tax covenants set forth at Section 10.01 hereof, unless the Authorized Officer 
determines, upon the advice of Bond Counsel, to issue such Series 2022 Note as a taxable obligation. 
The Authorized Officer may further designate any Series 2022 Note as a "qualified tax-exempt 
obligation" pursuant to the Code. 

(f) Series 2022 Notes shall be issued in fully registered form, in substantially the form 
attached hereto as Exhibit B, provided, however, that such form may be substantially revised upon 
advice of Bond Counsel to achieve the objectives of the County as determined by the Authorized 
Officer, including any modification to accommodate a draw-down structure. Each series of the 
Series 2022 Notes shall state on their face that they are issued in anticipation of the issuance of the 
Series 2022 Bonds and are payable, both as to principal and interest, from the proceeds thereof. 

(g) In the event any Series 2022 Note is mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed, the County 
may execute a new Series 2022 Note of like date and denomination as that mutilated, lost, stolen 
or destroyed; provided that, in the case of any mutilated Series 2022 Note, such mutilated Series 
2022 Note shall first be surrendered to the County or to its designated agent, and in the case of any 
lost, stolen or destroyed Series 2022 Note, there shall be first furnished to the County or its agent 
evidence of such loss, theft or destruction satisfactory to the County or its agent, together with 
indemnity satisfactory to it; provided that, in the case of a holder which is a bank or insurance 
company, the agreement of such bank or insurance company to indemnify shall be sufficient. In 
the event any such Series 2022 Note shall have matured, instead of issuing a duplicate Series 2022 
Note, the County may pay the same without surrender thereof. The County or its agent may charge 
the holder of such Series 2022 Note with its reasonable fees and expenses in this connection. 

(h) Any Series 2022 Note issued in fully registered form shall be transferable only upon 
the books of registry of the County, which shall be kept for that purpose at the office of the registrar 
(the "Note Registrar"), by the registered owner thereof or by his attorney, duly authorized in 
writing, upon surrender thereof, together with a written instrument of transfer satisfactory to the 
Note Registrar, duly executed by the registered owner or his duly authorized attorney. Upon the 
transfer of any Series 2022 Note, the Note Registrar shall issue, subject to the provisions of 
Paragraph (i) below, in the name of the transferee, a new Series 2022 Note or Series 2022 Note of 
the same aggregate principal amount as the unpaid principal amount of the surrendered Series 2022 
Note or Series 2022 Note. Any holder of a Series 2022 Note in fully registered form requesting 
any transfer shall pay any tax or other governmental charge required to be paid with respect thereto. 
As to any Series 2022 Note in fully registered form, the person in whose name the same shall be 
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registered shall be deemed and regarded as the absolute owner thereof for all purposes, and 
payment of or on account of the principal and interest of any Series 2022 Note in fully-registered 
form shall be made only to or upon the order of the registered holder thereof, or his duly authorized 
attorney, and the County, the Note Registrar shall not be affected by any notice to the contrary, 
but such registration may be changed as herein provided. All such payments shall be valid and 
effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon such Series 2022 Note to the extent of the sum 
or sums so paid. 

(i) Any Series 2022 Note issued in fully registered form, upon surrender thereof at the 
office of the Note Registrar, with a written instrument of transfer satisfactory to the Note Registrar, 
duly executed by the holder of the Series 2022 Note or his duly authorized attorney, may, at the 
option of the holder of the Series 2022 Note, and upon payment by such holder of any charges 
which the County or the Note Registrar may make as provided in Paragraph (i) below, be 
exchanged for a principal amount of Series 2022 Note in fully registered form of any other 
authorized denomination equal to the unpaid principal amount of surrendered Series 2022 Note. 

G) In all cases in which the privilege of exchanging or transferring Series 2022 Note 
in fully registered form is exercised, the County shall execute and deliver Series 2022 Note in 

accordance with the provisions hereof. All Series 2022 Note in fully registered form surrendered 
in any such exchanges or transfers shall forthwith be cancelled by the County. There shall be no 
charge to the holder of such Series 2022 Note for such exchange or transfer of Series 2022 Note 
in fully registered form except that the County and Note Registrar may make a charge sufficient 
to reimburse it for any tax or other governmental charge required to be paid with respect to such 
exchange or transfer. 

(k) The Authorized Officer, in his discretion and on advice received, shall determine 
whether the Series 2022 Note shall be subject to redemption prior to maturity at the option of the 
County, including applicable redemption dates and prices. In the event that the County shall elect 
to redeem Series 2022 Note, it shall give notice to the Note Registrar and paying agent, if any, of 

such optional redemption. Such notice shall specify the date fixed for redemption. 

Section 9.03 Security for Series 2022 Note. 

The County hereby obligates itself to issue the Series 2022 Bonds in an amount and in time 
sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on the Series 2022 Note. For the payment of the Series 
2022 Note, there are hereby pledged the proceeds derived from the sale of the Series 2022 Bonds 
issued pursuant to this 2022 Series Ordinance or if such Series 2022 Bonds are not issued prior to 
the maturity of any Series 2022 Note, from the sale, issuance and delivery of renewal or refunding 
Series 2022 Note. The proceeds of such Series 2022 Bonds, when received by the County, shall 
be applied first to the payment of principal of and interest on the Series 2022 Note. The County 
shall either issue such Series 2022 Bonds and apply the proceeds to the redemption of the Series 
2022 Note or shall provide funds therefor from other sources, including the issuance ofrenewal or 

refunding Series 2022 Note.

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ARTICLEX 

TAX AND DISCLOSURE COVENANTS 

Section 10.01 Tax Covenants. 

(a) General Tax Covenant. The County will comply with all requirements of the Code 

in order to preserve the tax-exempt status of the Series 2022 Bonds, including without limitation, 

(i) the requirement to file Form 8038-G, Information Return for Tax-Exempt Government 

Obligations, with the Internal Revenue Service, and (ii) the requirement to rebate certain arbitrage 

earnings to the United States Government pursuant to Section 148(±) of the Code. In this 

connection, the County covenants to execute any and all agreements or other documentation as it 

may be advised by Bond Counsel will enable it to comply with this Section 10.01, including its 

certification on reasonable grounds that the Series 2022 Bonds are not "arbitrage bonds" within 

the meaning of Section 148 of the Code. 

(b) Tax Representations. The County hereby represents and covenants that it will not 

take any action which will, or fail to take any action which failure will, cause interest on the Series 

2022 Bonds to become includable in the gross income of the Holders thereof for federal income 

tax purposes pursuant to the provisions of the Code and the United States Treasury Regulations 

(the "Regulations"). Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the County represents and 

covenants that: 

(i) All property fmanced or refinanced with the proceeds of the Series 2022 

Bonds will be owned by the County or another political subdivision of the State so long as 

the Series 2022 Bonds are Outstanding in accordance with the rules governing the 

ownership of property for federal income tax purposes. 

(ii) The County shall not use, and will not permit any party to use, the proceeds 

of the Series 2022 Bonds, or any bonds refunded thereby, in any manner that would result 

in (i) 10% or more of such proceeds being considered as having been used directly or 

indirectly in any trade or business carried on by any Nongovernmental Person, (ii) 5% or 

more of such proceeds being considered as having been used directly or indirectly in any 

trade or business of any Nongovernmental Person that is either "unrelated" or 

"disproportionate" to the governmental use of the financed facility by the County or by any 

other Governmental Unit (as the terms "unrelated" and "disproportionate" are defined for 

purposes of Section 14l(b)(3) of the Code) or (iii) 5% or more of such proceeds being 

considered as having been used directly or indirectly to make or finance loans to any 

Nongovernmental Person. 

(iii) The County is not a party to, and will not enter into or permit any other party 

to enter into, any contract with any person involving the management of any facility 

financed or refinanced with the proceeds of the Series 2022 Bonds or by notes paid by the 

Series 2022 Bonds that does not conform to the guidelines set forth in Revenue Procedure 

2017-13, or a successor revenue procedure, Code provision or Regulations. 
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(iv) The County will not sell, or permit any other party to sell, any property 
financed or refinanced with the Series 2022 Bonds to any person unless it obtains an 
opinion of nationally recognized bond counsel that such sale will not affect the tax-exempt 
status of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

(v) The Series 2022 Bonds will not be "federally guaranteed" within the 
meaning of Section l49(b) of the Code. The County shall not enter into, or permit any other 
party to enter into, any leases or sales or service contract with any federal government 
agency with respect to any facility financed or refinanced with the proceeds of the Series 
2022 Bonds and will not enter into any such leases or contracts unless it obtains the opinion 
of nationally recognized bond counsel that such action will not affect the tax-exempt status 
of the Series 2022 Bonds. 

(c) Arbitrage Bonds, Rebate. The County covenants that no use of the proceeds of the 
sale of the Series 2022 Bonds shall be made which, if such use had been reasonably expected on 
the date of issue of such Series 2022 Bonds would have caused the Series 2022 Bonds to be 
"arbitrage bonds" as defined in the Code, and to that end the County shall: 

(i) comply with the applicable regulations of the Treasury Department 
previously promulgated under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as 
amended, and any regulations promulgated under the Code, so long as the Series 2022 
Bonds are Outstanding; 

(ii) establish such funds, make such calculations and pay such amounts, in the 
manner and at the times required in order to comply with the requirements of the Code and 
Regulations relating to required rebate of certain amounts to the United States Government; 

(iii) make such reports of such information at the time and places required by 
the Code and Regulations; and 

(iv) take such other action as may be required to assure that the tax-exempt 
status of the Series 2022 Bonds will not be impaired. 

(d) Tax Certificate. An Authorized Officer is hereby authorized and directed to 
execute, at or prior to delivery of any Series of Bonds, a certificate or certificates specifying actions 
taken or to be taken by the County, and the reasonable expectations of such officials, with respect 
to such Series of Bonds, the proceeds thereof, or the County. 

( e) Bank Qualified. A Series of Series 2022 Bonds may be designated by an Authorized 
Officer pursuant to Article V hereof as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" in accordance with 
Section 265(b)(3)(B) of the Code. 

(t) Reimbursement Declaration. [Reserved.] 

(g) Taxable Bonds. Prior to the issuance of a Series of Series 2022 Bonds, an 
Authorized Officer may, pursuant to Article V hereof, in consultation with Bond Counsel, 
designate such Series of Bonds as taxable under the Code. The election to issue a Series of Taxable 
Bonds shall be clearly indicated by including the phrase "Taxable Series," or words to that effect,

in the series designation of such Taxable Bonds. The above provisions of this Section 10.01 shall 

not be applicable to any Series of Taxable Bonds. 

(h) The Trustee shall have no responsibility to monitor the County's compliance with 

the covenants set forth in this Section 10. 01. 

Section 10.02 Disclosure Covenants. 

(a) The County hereby covenants and agrees that it will comply with and carry out all 

of the provisions of any continuing disclosure certificate or agreement, executed by an Authorized 

Officer and dated the date of delivery of the Series 2022 Bonds, which will meet the requirements, 

as applicable, of Section 11-1-85 of the South Carolina Code, which may require, among other 

things, that the County file with a central repository when requested: 

(1) a copy of its annual independent audit within 30 days of its receipt and acceptance, 

and 

(2) event-specific information, within 30 days of an event adversely affecting more 

than five percent of its revenues or five percent of its tax base. 

The only remedy for failure by the County to comply with the covenants in this Section 10.02 shall 

be an action for specific performance of this covenant. The County specifically reserves the right 

to amend this covenant to reflect any change in Section 11-1-85 of the South Carolina Code, 

without the consent of any Bondholder. 

(b) The County hereby covenants and agrees that it will comply with and carry out all 

of the provisions of any continuing disclosure certificate, executed by an Authorized Officer and 

dated the date of delivery of the Series 2022 Bonds, which will meet the requirements, as 

applicable, of Rule l 5c2-12 (the "Continuing Disclosure Undertaking") . Notwithstanding any 

other provision of this 2022 Series Ordinance, failure of the County to comply with the Continuing 

Disclosure Undertaking shall not be considered an event of default hereunder; however, any 

Bondholder may take such actions as may be necessary and appropriate, including seeking 

mandamus or specific performance by court order, to cause the County to comply with its 

obligations under this Section. The execution of the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking shall 

constitute conclusive evidence of the approval by the person executing the same of any and all 

modifications and amendments thereto. Additionally, an Authorized Officer is authorized to 

contract with a dissemination agent for certain dissemination services associated with the 

execution and delivery of the Continuing Disclosure Undertaking. 

(c) In the event any Series 2022 Bonds are not sold as securities, but rather sold to a 

Direct Placement Purchaser as a commercial loan, no Continuing Disclosure Undertaking shall be 

required as to such Series 2022 Bonds, but the County may covenant to provide information to the 

Direct Placement Purchaser, as may be mutually agreed upon by and between the Authorized 

Officer and the Direct Placement Purchaser thereof. 
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the covenants set forth in this Section 10.02.

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( d) The Trustee shall have no responsibility to monitor the County's compliance with

ARTICLE XI 

MISCELLANEOUS 

If any one or more of the covenants or agreements provided in this 2022 Series Ordinance 

on the part of the County or any fiduciary to be performed should be contrary to law, then such 

covenant or covenants or agreement or agreements shall be deemed severable from the remaining 

covenants and agreements, and shall in no way affect the validity of the other provisions of this 

2022 Series Ordinance. 

Section 11.02 Further Action. 

The County Council authorizes the Authorized Officers to execute and sign all other 

documents, certificates, and agreements necessary or convenient to effect the purchase and sale of 

the Series 2022 Bonds. 

Section 11.03 Professional Services. 

The County Council hereby authorizes, approves, or ratifies, as applicable, the engagement 

of Compass Municipal Advisors, LLC to act as Financial Advisor (the "Financial Advisor") and 

Pope Flynn, LLC to act as Bond Counsel and Disclosure Counsel (if applicable) in connection 

with the issuance of the Series 2022 Bonds and authorizes ( or ratifies, as applicable) an Authorized 

Officer to engage the services of such other professionals and institutions of a type and in a manner 

customary in connection with the issuance of municipal bonds, including, but not limited to, 

contractual arrangements with other professionals, rating agencies, verification agents, financial 

and trust institutions, printers and the suppliers of other goods and services in connection with the 

sale, execution and delivery of the Series 2022 Bonds, as is necessary and desirable. 

Section 11.04 Table of Contents and Section Headings Not Controlling. 

The Table of Contents and the headings of the several articles and sections of this 2022 

Series Ordinance have been prepared for convenience of reference only and shall not control, affect 

the meaning of, or be taken as an interpretation of any provision of this 2022 Series Ordinance. 

Section l 1.05 2022 Series Ordinance to Constitute Contract. 

In consideration of the purchase and acceptance of Series 2022 Bonds by those who shall 

purchase and hold the same from time to time, the provisions of this 2022 Series Ordinance shall 

be deemed to be and shall constitute a contract between the County and the Holder from time to 

time of the Series 2022 Bonds, and such provisions are covenants and agreements with such Holder 

which the County hereby determines to be necessary and desirable for the security and payment 

thereof. The pledge hereof and the provisions, covenants and agreements herein set forth to be 

performed on behalf of the County shall be for the benefit, protection, and security of the Holder 

of the Series 2022 Bonds. 
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Section 11.06 Series 2022 Bonds Issued as Multiple Series. 

In the event Series 2022 Bonds are sold in more than one Series, separate funds and accounts 

shall be created and maintained for each Series of Series 2022 Bonds and appropriate numeric or 

alphanumeric designations shall be established so as to appropriately account for the funds 

established pursuant to Article VII hereof, as contemplated by Article VII of the Bond Ordinance. 

Notwithstanding anything in the 2022 Series Ordinance to the contrary, in the event that Series 2022 

Bonds are sold in more than one Series, all references in this 2022 Series Ordinance to Series 2022 

Bonds shall, as the context may require, be read as referring to the applicable Series of Series 2022 

Bonds.

This Disclosure Dissemination Agent Agreement (the “Disclosure Agreement”), dated February 14, 2023, 
is executed and delivered by York County, South Carolina (the “County” or “Issuer”) and Digital Assurance 
Certification, L.L.C., as exclusive Disclosure Dissemination Agent (the “Disclosure Dissemination Agent” or 
“DAC”) for the benefit of the Holders (hereinafter defined) of the Bonds (hereinafter defined) and in order to assist 
the County in processing certain continuing disclosure with respect to the Bonds in accordance with Rule 15c2-12 of 
the United States Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as the same may 
be amended from time to time (the “Rule”). 

The services provided under this Disclosure Agreement solely relate to the execution of instructions 
received from the County through use of the DAC system and do not constitute “advice” within the meaning of the 
Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act (the “Act”).  DAC will not provide any advice or 
recommendation to the County or anyone on the County’s behalf regarding the “issuance of municipal securities” or 
any “municipal financial product” as defined in the Act and nothing in this Disclosure Agreement shall be 
interpreted to the contrary.

Promptly upon receipt of an electronic 
copy of the Annual Report and the Certification, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall provide an Annual 
Report to the MSRB not later than seven months after the end of each fiscal year of the County, commencing with 
the fiscal year ending June 30, 2023.  Such date and each anniversary thereof is the Annual Filing Date.  The Annual 
Report may be submitted as a single document or as separate documents comprising a package, and may 
cross-reference other information as provided in Section 3 of this Disclosure Agreement. 

(b) If on the fifteenth (15th) day prior to the Annual Filing Date, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent 
has not received a copy of the Annual Report and Certification, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall contact 
the Disclosure Representative by telephone and in writing (which may be by e-mail) to remind the County of its 
undertaking to provide the Annual Report pursuant to Section 2(a).  Upon such reminder, the Disclosure 
Representative shall either (i) provide the Disclosure Dissemination Agent with an electronic copy of the Annual 
Report and the Certification no later than two (2) business days prior to the Annual Filing Date, or (ii) instruct the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent in writing that the County will not be able to file the Annual Report within the time 
required under this Disclosure Agreement, state the date by which the Annual Report for such year will be provided 
and instruct the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to immediately send a Failure to File Event notice to the MSRB in 
substantially the form attached as Exhibit B, which may be accompanied by a cover sheet completed by the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent in the form set forth in Exhibit C-1. 

(c) If the Disclosure Dissemination Agent has not received an Annual Report and Certification by 
10:00 a.m. Eastern time on the Annual Filing Date (or, if such Annual Filing Date falls on a Saturday, Sunday or 
holiday, then the first business day thereafter) for the Annual Report, a Failure to File Event shall have occurred and 
the County irrevocably directs the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to immediately send a Failure to File Event 
notice to the MSRB in substantially the form attached as Exhibit B without reference to the anticipated filing date 
for the Annual Report, which may be accompanied by a cover sheet completed by the Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent in the form set forth in Exhibit C-1. 

(d) If Audited Financial Statements of the County are prepared but not available prior to the Annual 
Filing Date, the County shall, when the Audited Financial Statements are available, provide at such time an 
electronic copy to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent, accompanied by a Certification, for filing with the MSRB. 

(e) The Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall: 

(i) verify the filing specifications of the MSRB each year prior to the Annual Filing Date; 

(ii) upon receipt, promptly file each Annual Report received under Sections 2(a) and 2(b) 
hereof with the MSRB; 

(iii) upon receipt, promptly file each Audited Financial Statement received under Section 2(d) 
hereof with the MSRB; 

(iv) upon receipt, promptly file the text of each Notice Event received under Sections 4(a) and 
4(b)(ii) hereof with the MSRB, identifying the Notice Event as instructed by the County 
pursuant to Section 4(a) or 4(b)(ii) hereof (being any of the categories set forth below) 
when filing pursuant to Section 4(c) of this Disclosure Agreement: 

1. “Principal and interest payment delinquencies;” 
2. “Non-Payment related defaults, if material;” 
3. “Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties;” 
4. “Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties;” 
5. “Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform;” 
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6. “Adverse tax opinions, IRS notices or events affecting the tax status of the 
security;” 

7. “Modifications to rights of securities holders, if material;” 
8. “Bond calls, if material;” 
9. “Defeasances;” 
10. “Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the securities, if 

material;” 
11. “Rating changes;”  
12. “Tender offers;” 
13. “Bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership or similar event of the obligated person;” 
14. “Merger, consolidation, or acquisition of the obligated person, if material;” 
15. “Appointment of a successor or additional trustee, or the change of name of a 

trustee, if material;” 
16. “Incurrence of a financial obligation of the obligated person, if material, or 

agreement to covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights, or other 
similar terms of a financial obligation of the obligated person, any of which 
affect security holders, if material;” and 

17. “Default, event of acceleration, termination event, modification of terms, or 
other similar events under the terms of a financial obligation of the obligated 
person, any of which reflect financial difficulties.” 

(v) upon receipt (or irrevocable direction pursuant to Section 2(c) of this Disclosure 
Agreement, as applicable), promptly file a completed copy of Exhibit B to this Disclosure 
Agreement with the MSRB, identifying the filing as “Failure to provide annual financial 
information as required” when filing pursuant to Section 2(b)(ii) or Section 2(c) of this 
Disclosure Agreement; 

(vi) upon receipt, promptly file the text of each Voluntary Event Disclosure received under 
Section 7(a) hereof with the MSRB, identifying the Voluntary Event Disclosure as 
instructed by the County pursuant to Section 7(a) (being any of the categories set forth 
below) when filing pursuant to Section 7(a) of this Disclosure Agreement: 

1. “amendment to continuing disclosure undertaking;” 
2. “change in obligated person;” 
3. “notice to investors pursuant to bond documents;” 
4. “certain communications from the Internal Revenue Service;”  
5. “secondary market purchases;” 
6. “bid for auction rate or other securities;” 
7. “capital or other financing plan;” 
8. “litigation/enforcement action;” 
9. “change of tender agent, remarketing agent, or other on-going party;” and 
10. “other event-based disclosures;” 

(vii) upon receipt, promptly file the text of each Voluntary Financial Disclosure received 
under Section 7(b) hereof with the MSRB, identifying the Voluntary Financial Disclosure 
as instructed by the County pursuant to Section 7(b) (being any of the categories set forth 
below) when filing pursuant to Section 7(b) of this Disclosure Agreement: 

1. “quarterly/monthly financial information;” 
2. “timing of annual disclosure;” 
3. “change in fiscal year/timing of annual disclosure;” 
4. “change in accounting standard;” 
5. “interim/additional financial information/operating data;” 
6. “budget;” 
7. “investment/debt/financial policy;” 
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8. “information provided to rating agency, credit/liquidity provider or other third 
party;” 

9. “consultant reports;” and 
10. “other financial/operating data.” 

 
(viii) provide the County evidence of the filings of each of the above when made, which shall 

be by means of the DAC system, for so long as DAC is the Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent under this Disclosure Agreement. 

(f) The County may adjust the Annual Filing Date upon change of its fiscal year by providing written 
notice of such change and the new Annual Filing Date to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent, Trustee (if any) and 
the MSRB, provided that the period between the existing Annual Filing Date and new Annual Filing Date shall not 
exceed one year. 

(g) Any Information received by the Disclosure Dissemination Agent before 10:00 a.m. Eastern time 
on any business day that it is required to file with the MSRB pursuant to the terms of this Disclosure Agreement and 
that is accompanied by a Certification and all other information required by the terms of this Disclosure Agreement 
will be filed by the Disclosure Dissemination Agent with the MSRB no later than 11:59 p.m. Eastern time on the 
same business day; provided, however, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall have no liability for any delay in 
filing with the MSRB if such delay is caused by a Force Majeure Event provided that the Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent uses reasonable efforts to make any such filing as soon as possible. 

SECTION 3. Content of Annual Reports.  

Each Annual Report shall contain Annual Financial Information with respect to the County, including the 
information provided in the Official Statement as follows:  

(a) The financial statements of the County for the preceding fiscal year prepared in accordance with 
generally accepted accounting principles as promulgated to apply to governmental entities from time to time by the 
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (or if not in conformity, to be accompanied by a qualitative discussion 
of the differences in the accounting principles and the impact of the change in the accounting principles on the 
presentation of the financial information).  If the County’s audited financial statements are not available by the time 
the Annual Report is required to be filed pursuant to Section 2(a), the Annual Report shall contain unaudited 
financial statements in a format similar to the financial statements contained in the final Official Statement, and the 
audited financial statements shall be filed in the same manner as the Annual Report when they become available.  

 
(b) Financial and operating data for the fiscal year then ended, to the extent such information is not 

included in the County’s audited financial statements filed pursuant to subparagraph (a) above, of the general type 
included in the tables set forth under the following headings in the Official Statement in such format as the Issuer 
deems appropriate: 

 
(i) FINANCIAL FACTORS – Summary of Revenues and Expenses 
(ii) FINANCIAL FACTORS – Outstanding Bonds and Other Obligations of the System 
(iii) FINANCIAL FACTORS – Debt Service Requirements 
(iv) FINANCIAL FACTORS – Historical Coverage 
(v) THE SYSTEM – The Water Distribution System – Customers and Usage 
(vi) THE SYSTEM – The Sewer System – Customers and Usage 
(vii) THE SYSTEM – Rates and Charges 
 

Any or all of the items listed above may be included by specific reference from other documents, including 
official statements of debt issues with respect to which the County is an “obligated person” (as defined by the Rule), 
which have been previously filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission or available on the MSRB Internet 
Website.  If the document incorporated by reference is a final official statement, it must be available from the 
MSRB.  The County will clearly identify each such document so incorporated by reference. 
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If the Annual Financial Information contains modified operating data or financial information different 
from the Annual Financial Information agreed to in this Agreement related to the Bonds, the County is required to 
explain, in narrative form, the reasons for the modification and the impact of the change in the type of operating data 
or financial information being provided. 

SECTION 4. Reporting of Notice Events. 

 (a) The occurrence of any of the following events with respect to the Bonds constitutes a Notice 
Event: 
 

1. Principal and interest payment delinquencies; 

2. Non-payment related defaults, if material; 

3. Unscheduled draws on debt service reserves reflecting financial difficulties; 

4. Unscheduled draws on credit enhancements reflecting financial difficulties; 

5. Substitution of credit or liquidity providers, or their failure to perform; 

6. Adverse tax opinions, the issuance by the Internal Revenue Service of proposed or final 
determinations of taxability, Notices of Proposed Issue (IRS Form 5701-TEB) or other 
material notices or determinations with respect to the tax status of the Bonds, or other 
material events affecting the tax status of the Bonds; 

7. Modifications to rights of Bond holders, if material; 

8. Bond calls, if material, and tender offers; 

9. Defeasances; 

10. Release, substitution, or sale of property securing repayment of the Bonds, if material; 

11. Rating changes; 

12. Bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership or similar event of the Obligated Person; 

Note to subsection (a)(12) of this Section 4:  For the purposes of the event described in 
subsection (a)(12) of this Section 4, the event is considered to occur when any of the 
following occur: the appointment of a receiver, fiscal agent or similar officer for an 
Obligated Person in a proceeding under the U.S. Bankruptcy Code or in any other 
proceeding under state or federal law in which a court or governmental authority has 
assumed jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the Obligated 
Person, or if such jurisdiction has been assumed by leaving the existing governing body 
and officials or officers in possession but subject to the supervision and orders of a court 
or governmental authority, or the entry of an order confirming a plan of reorganization, 
arrangement or liquidation by a court or governmental authority having supervision or 
jurisdiction over substantially all of the assets or business of the Obligated Person. 

13. The consummation of a merger, consolidation, or acquisition involving an Obligated 
Person or the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of the Obligated Person, other 
than in the ordinary course of business, the entry into a definitive agreement to undertake 
such an action or the termination of a definitive agreement relating to any such actions, 
other than pursuant to its terms, if material;

14. Appointment of a successor or additional trustee or the change of name of a trustee, if 
material; 

15. Incurrence of a financial obligation of an Obligated Person, if material, or agreement to 
covenants, events of default, remedies, priority rights, or other similar terms of a financial 
obligation of an Obligated Person, any of which affect security holders, if material; and 

16. Default, event of acceleration, termination event, modification of terms, or other similar 
events under the terms of a financial obligation of an Obligated Person, any of which 
reflect financial difficulties. 

The County shall, in a timely manner not later than nine (9) business days after its occurrence, notify the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent in writing of the occurrence of a Notice Event.  Such notice shall instruct the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent to report the occurrence pursuant to subsection (c) and shall be accompanied by a 
Certification.  Such notice or Certification shall identify the Notice Event that has occurred (which shall be any of 
the categories set forth in Section 2(e)(iv) of this Disclosure Agreement), include the text of the disclosure that the 
County desires to make, contain the written authorization of the County for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to 
disseminate such information, and identify the date the County desires for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to 
disseminate the information (provided that such date is not later than the tenth business day after the occurrence of 
the Notice Event). 

 (b) The Disclosure Dissemination Agent is under no obligation to notify the County or the Disclosure 
Representative of an event that may constitute a Notice Event.  In the event the Disclosure Dissemination Agent so 
notifies the Disclosure Representative, the Disclosure Representative will within two business days of receipt of 
such notice (but in any event not later than the tenth business day after the occurrence of the Notice Event, if the 
County determines that a Notice Event has occurred), instruct the Disclosure Dissemination Agent that either (i) a 
Notice Event has not occurred and no filing is to be made or (ii) a Notice Event has occurred and the Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent is to report the occurrence pursuant to subsection (c) of this Section 4, together with a 
Certification.  Such Certification shall identify the Notice Event that has occurred (which shall be any of the 
categories set forth in Section 2(e)(iv) of this Disclosure Agreement), include the text of the disclosure that the 
County desires to make, contain the written authorization of the County for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to 
disseminate such information, and identify the date the County desires for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to 
disseminate the information (provided that such date is not later than the tenth business day after the occurrence of 
the Notice Event). 

(c) If the Disclosure Dissemination Agent has been instructed by the County as prescribed in 
subsection (a) or (b)(ii) of this Section 4 to report the occurrence of a Notice Event, the Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent shall promptly file a notice of such occurrence with MSRB in accordance with Section 2 (e)(iv) hereof.  This 
notice may be filed with a cover sheet completed by the Disclosure Dissemination Agent in the form set forth in 
Exhibit C-1. 

 SECTION 5. CUSIP Numbers.  The County will provide the Disclosure Dissemination Agent with the 
CUSIP numbers for (i) new bonds at such time as they are issued or become subject to the Rule and (ii) any Bonds 
to which new CUSIP numbers are assigned in substitution for the CUSIP numbers previously assigned to such 
Bonds. 
 

SECTION 6. Additional Disclosure Obligations.  The County acknowledges and understands that other 
state and federal laws, including but not limited to the Securities Act of 1933 and Rule 10b-5 promulgated under the 
Securities Exchange Act of 1934, may apply to the County, and that the duties and responsibilities of the Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent under this Disclosure Agreement do not extend to providing legal advice regarding such laws.  
The County acknowledges and understands that the duties of the Disclosure Dissemination Agent relate exclusively 
to execution of the mechanical tasks of disseminating information as described in this Disclosure Agreement. 
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SECTION 7. Voluntary Filing. 

(a) The County may instruct the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to file a Voluntary Event Disclosure 
with the MSRB from time to time pursuant to a Certification of the Disclosure Representative.  Such Certification 
shall identify the Voluntary Event Disclosure (which shall be any of the categories set forth in Section 2(e)(vi) of 
this Disclosure Agreement), include the text of the disclosure that the County desires to make, contain the written 
authorization of the County for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to disseminate such information, and identify 
the date the County desires for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to disseminate the information.  If the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent has been instructed by the County as prescribed in this Section 7(a) to file a 
Voluntary Event Disclosure, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall promptly file such Voluntary Event 
Disclosure with the MSRB in accordance with Section 2(e)(vi) hereof.  This notice may be filed with a cover sheet 
completed by the Disclosure Dissemination Agent in the form set forth in Exhibit C-2. 

(b) The County may instruct the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to file a Voluntary Financial 
Disclosure with the MSRB from time to time pursuant to a Certification of the Disclosure Representative.  Such 
Certification shall identify the Voluntary Financial Disclosure (which shall be any of the categories set forth in 
Section 2(e)(vii) of this Disclosure Agreement), include the text of the disclosure that the County desires to make, 
contain the written authorization of the County for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to disseminate such 
information, and identify the date the County desires for the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to disseminate the 
information.  If the Disclosure Dissemination Agent has been instructed by the County as prescribed in this Section 
7(b) hereof to file a Voluntary Financial Disclosure, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall promptly file such 
Voluntary Financial Disclosure with the MSRB in accordance with Section 2(e)(vii) hereof.  This notice may be 
filed with a cover sheet completed by the Disclosure Dissemination Agent in the form set forth in Exhibit C-3. 

(c) The parties hereto acknowledge that the County is not obligated pursuant to the terms of this 
Disclosure Agreement to file any Voluntary Event Disclosure pursuant to Section 7(a) hereof or any Voluntary 
Financial Disclosure pursuant to Section 7(b) hereof.   

(d) Nothing in this Disclosure Agreement shall be deemed to prevent the County from disseminating 
any other information through the Disclosure Dissemination Agent using the means of dissemination set forth in this 
Disclosure Agreement or including any other information in any Annual Report, Audited Financial Statements, 
Notice Event notice, Failure to File Event notice, Voluntary Event Disclosure or Voluntary Financial Disclosure, in 
addition to that required by this Disclosure Agreement.  If the County chooses to include any information in any 
Annual Report, Audited Financial Statements, Notice Event notice, Failure to File Event notice, Voluntary Event 
Disclosure or Voluntary Financial Disclosure in addition to that which is specifically required by this Disclosure 
Agreement, the County shall have no obligation under this Disclosure Agreement to update such information or 
include it in any future Annual Report, Audited Financial Statements, Notice Event notice, Failure to File Event 
notice, Voluntary Event Disclosure or Voluntary Financial Disclosure. 

SECTION 8. Termination of Reporting Obligation.  The obligations of the County and the Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent under this Disclosure Agreement shall terminate with respect to  the Bonds upon the legal 
defeasance, prior redemption or payment in full of all of the Bonds, when the County is no longer an obligated 
person with respect to the Bonds, or upon delivery by the Disclosure Representative to the Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent of an opinion of counsel expert in federal securities laws to the effect that continuing disclosure is no longer 
required.    

SECTION 9. Disclosure Dissemination Agent.  The County has appointed Digital Assurance 
Certification, L.L.C. as exclusive Disclosure Dissemination Agent under this Disclosure Agreement.  The County 
may, upon thirty days written notice to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent and the Trustee, replace or appoint a 
successor Disclosure Dissemination Agent.  Upon termination of DAC’s services as Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent, whether by notice of the County or DAC, the County agrees to appoint a successor Disclosure Dissemination 
Agent or, alternately, agrees to assume all responsibilities of Disclosure Dissemination Agent under this Disclosure 
Agreement for the benefit of the Holders of the Bonds.  Notwithstanding any replacement or appointment of a 
successor, the County shall remain liable to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent until payment in full for any and all 
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sums owed and payable to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent.  The Disclosure Dissemination Agent may resign at 
any time by providing thirty days’ prior written notice to the County.   

SECTION 10. Remedies in Event of Default.  In the event of a failure of the County or the Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent to comply with any provision of this Disclosure Agreement, the Holders’ rights to enforce the 
provisions of this Disclosure Agreement shall be limited solely to a right, by action in mandamus or for specific 
performance, to compel performance of the parties' obligation under this Disclosure Agreement.  Any failure by a 
party to perform in accordance with this Disclosure Agreement shall not constitute a default on the Bonds or under 
any other document relating to the Bonds, and all rights and remedies shall be limited to those expressly stated 
herein. 

SECTION 11. Duties, Immunities and Liabilities of Disclosure Dissemination Agent. 

(a) The Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall have only such duties as are specifically set forth in this 
Disclosure Agreement.  The Disclosure Dissemination Agent’s obligation to deliver the information at the times and 
with the contents described herein shall be limited to the extent the County has provided such information to the 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent as required by this Disclosure Agreement.  The Disclosure Dissemination Agent 
shall have no duty with respect to the content of any disclosures or notice made pursuant to the terms hereof.  The 
Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall have no duty or obligation to review or verify any Information or any other 
information, disclosures or notices provided to it by the County and shall not be deemed to be acting in any fiduciary 
capacity for the County, the Holders of the Bonds or any other party.  The Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall 
have no responsibility for the County’s failure to report to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent a Notice Event or a 
duty to determine the materiality thereof.  The Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall have no duty to determine, or 
liability for failing to determine, whether the County has complied with this Disclosure Agreement.  The Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent may conclusively rely upon Certifications of the County at all times. 

 The obligations of the County under this Section shall survive resignation or removal of the Disclosure 
Dissemination Agent and defeasance, redemption or payment of the Bonds. 

(b) The Disclosure Dissemination Agent may, from time to time, consult with legal counsel (either in-
house or external) of its own choosing in the event of any disagreement or controversy, or question or doubt as to 
the construction of any of the provisions hereof or its respective duties hereunder, and shall not incur any liability 
and shall be fully protected in acting in good faith upon the advice of such legal counsel.  The reasonable fees and 
expenses of such counsel shall be payable by the County. 

(c) All documents, reports, notices, statements, information and other materials provided to the 
MSRB under this Agreement shall be provided in an electronic format and accompanied by identifying information 
as prescribed by the MSRB.  

SECTION 12. Amendment; Waiver.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this Disclosure 
Agreement, the County and the Disclosure Dissemination Agent may amend this Disclosure Agreement and any 
provision of this Disclosure Agreement may be waived, if such amendment or waiver is supported by an opinion of 
counsel expert in federal securities laws acceptable to both the County and the Disclosure Dissemination Agent to 
the effect that such amendment or waiver does not materially impair the interests of Holders of the Bonds and would 
not, in and of itself, cause the undertakings herein to violate the Rule if such amendment or waiver had been 
effective on the date hereof but taking into account any subsequent change in or official interpretation of the Rule; 
provided neither the County nor the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall be obligated to agree to any amendment 
modifying their respective duties or obligations without their consent thereto. 

Notwithstanding the preceding paragraph, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent shall have the right to adopt 
amendments to this Disclosure Agreement necessary to comply with modifications to and interpretations of the 
provisions of the Rule as announced by the Securities and Exchange Commission from time to time by giving not 
less than 20 days written notice of the intent to do so together with a copy of the proposed amendment to the 
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County.  No such amendment shall become effective if the County shall, within 10 days following the giving of such 
notice, send a notice to the Disclosure Dissemination Agent in writing that it objects to such amendment. 

SECTION 13. Beneficiaries.  This Disclosure Agreement shall inure solely to the benefit of the County, 
the Trustee of the Bonds, the Disclosure Dissemination Agent, the underwriter, and the Holders from time to time of 
the Bonds, and shall create no rights in any other person or entity. 

SECTION 14. Governing Law.  This Disclosure Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State 
of South Carolina (other than with respect to conflicts of laws). 

SECTION 15. Counterparts.  This Disclosure Agreement may be executed in several counterparts, each 
of which shall be an original and all of which shall constitute but one and the same instrument. 

The Disclosure Dissemination Agent and the County have caused this Disclosure Agreement to be 
executed, on the date first written above, by their respective officers duly authorized.

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DESCRIPTION OF BOOK-ENTRY-ONLY SYSTEM 
 

DTC, the world’s largest securities depository, is a limited-purpose trust company organized under the New 
York Banking Law, a “banking organization” within the meaning of the New York Banking Law, a member of the 
Federal Reserve System, a “clearing corporation” within the meaning of the New York Uniform Commercial Code 
and a “clearing agency” registered pursuant to the provisions of Section 17A of the Securities Exchange Act of 
1934.  DTC holds and provides asset servicing for over 3.5 million issues of U.S. and non-U.S. equity issues, 
corporate and municipal debt issues, and money market instruments (from over 100 countries) that DTC’s 
participants (“Direct Participants”) deposit with DTC.  DTC also facilitates the post-trade settlement among Direct 
Participants of sales and other securities transactions in deposited securities through electronic computerized book-
entry transfers and pledges between Direct Participants’ accounts.  This eliminates the need for physical movement 
of securities certificates.  Direct Participants include both U.S. and non-U.S. securities brokers and dealers, banks, 
trust companies, clearing corporations and certain other organizations.  DTC is a wholly-owned subsidiary of The 
Depository Trust & Clearing Corporation (“DTCC”).  DTCC is the holding company for DTC, National Securities 
Clearing Corporation and Fixed Income Clearing Corporation, all of which are registered clearing agencies.  DTCC 
is owned by the users of its regulated subsidiaries.  Access to the DTC system is also available to others such as both 
U.S. and non-U.S. securities brokers and dealers, banks, trust companies and clearing corporations that clear through 
or maintain a custodial relationship with a Direct Participant, either directly or indirectly (“Indirect Participants”).  
DTC has a Standard & Poor’s rating of AA+.  The DTC Rules applicable to its Participants are on file with the 
Securities and Exchange Commission.  More information about DTC can be found at www.dtcc.com and 
www.dtc.org. 
 

Purchases of Series 2023 Bonds under the DTC system must be made by or through Direct Participants, 
which will receive a credit for the Series 2023 Bonds on DTC’s records.  The ownership interest of each actual 
purchaser of each Series 2023 Bond (“Beneficial Owner”) is in turn to be recorded on the Direct and Indirect 
Participants’ records.  Beneficial Owners will not receive written confirmation from DTC of their purchase.  
Beneficial Owners are, however, expected to receive written confirmations providing details of the transaction, as 
well as periodic statements of their holdings, from the Direct or Indirect Participant through which the Beneficial 
Owner entered into the transaction.  Transfers of ownership interests in the Series 2023 Bonds are to be 
accomplished by entries made on the books of Direct and Indirect Participants acting on behalf of Beneficial 
Owners.  Beneficial Owners will not receive certificates representing their ownership interests in Series 2023 Bonds, 
except in the event that use of the book-entry system for the Series 2023 Bonds is discontinued. 
 

To facilitate subsequent transfers, all Series 2023 Bonds deposited by Direct Participants with DTC are 
registered in the name of DTC’s partnership nominee, Cede & Co. or such other name as may be requested by an 
authorized representative of DTC.  The deposit of Series 2023 Bonds with DTC and their registration in the name of 
Cede & Co. or such other DTC nominee do not effect any change in beneficial ownership.  DTC has no knowledge 
of the actual Beneficial Owners of the Series 2023 Bonds; DTC’s records reflect only the identity of the Direct 
Participants to whose accounts such Series 2023 Bonds are credited, which may or may not be the Beneficial 
Owners.  The Direct and Indirect Participants will remain responsible for keeping account of their holdings on 
behalf of their customers. 
 

Conveyance of notices and other communications by DTC to Direct Participants, by Direct Participants to 
Indirect Participants, and by Direct Participants and Indirect Participants to Beneficial Owners will be governed by 
arrangements among them, subject to any statutory or regulatory requirements as may be in effect from time to time.  
Beneficial Owners of Series 2023 Bonds may wish to take certain steps to augment transmission to them of notices 
of significant events with respect to the Series 2023 Bonds, such as redemptions, tenders, defaults, and proposed 
amendments to the security documents.  For example, Beneficial Owners of Series 2023 Bonds may wish to 
ascertain that the nominee holding the Series 2023 Bonds for their benefit has agreed to obtain and transmit notices 
to Beneficial Owners, in the alternative, Beneficial Owners may wish to provide their names and addresses to the 
registrar and request that copies of the notices be provided directly to them. 
 

Redemption notices shall be sent to DTC.  If less than all of the Series 2023 Bonds of a maturity are being 
redeemed, DTC’s practice is to determine by lot the amount of the interest of each Direct Participant in such 
maturity to be redeemed. 
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Neither DTC nor Cede & Co. (nor any other DTC nominee) will consent or vote with respect to the Series 
2023 Bonds unless authorized by a Direct Participant in accordance with DTC’s Procedures.  Under its usual 
procedures, DTC mails an Omnibus Proxy to the County as soon as possible after the record date.  The Omnibus 
Proxy assigns Cede & Co.’s consenting or voting rights to those Direct Participants to whose accounts the Series 
2023 Bonds are credited on the record date (identified in a listing attached to the Omnibus Proxy). 
 

Principal and interest payments on the Series 2023 Bonds will be made to Cede & Co., or such other 
nominee as may be requested by an authorized representative of DTC.  DTC’s practice is to credit Direct 
Participants’ accounts upon DTC’s receipt of funds and corresponding detail information from the County or the 
Trustee on each payable date in accordance with their respective holdings shown on DTC’s records.  Payments by 
Participants to Beneficial Owners will be governed by standing instructions and customary practices, as is the case 
with securities held for the accounts of customers in bearer form or registered in “street name,” and will be the 
responsibility of such Participant and not of DTC nor its nominee, the Trustee or the County, subject to any statutory 
or regulatory requirements as may be in effect from time to time.  Payment of principal and interest to Cede & Co. 
(or such other nominee as may be requested by an authorized representative of DTC) is the responsibility of the 
County and the Trustee, disbursement of such payments to Direct Participants will be the responsibility of DTC, and 
disbursement of such payments to the Beneficial Owners will be the responsibility of Direct and Indirect 
Participants. 
 

DTC may discontinue providing its services as securities depository with respect to the Series 2023 Bonds 
at any time by giving reasonable notice to the County and the Trustee.

WATER AND WASTEWATER SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2023 
 
We have evaluated the accompanying Forecast Statement of Revenues, Expenses, Debt Service, and Debt 
Service Coverage (the “Forecast Statement”) for the York County (“County”) water and sewer utility 
system (“System”) for the current fiscal year ending June 30, 2023 and four subsequent fiscal years ending 
June 30, 2024 through June 30, 2027 (collectively, the “Forecast Period”) with respect to the proposed 
Water and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (“Series 2023 Bonds”). Our evaluation was 
conducted in accordance with guidelines for the water and wastewater industry and included such 
procedures as we considered necessary to evaluate the assumptions of the County. 

The purpose of the Series 2023 Bonds is to provide funding for the condemnation and acquisition of the 
Clover / Lake Wylie / River Hills System (“BG System”) from the Blue Granite Water Company 
(“BGWC”). In evaluating the financial feasibility of the System and associated bond issuance, our most 
significant assumptions include: 

 
 The County’s purchase price of the BG System, related BG System capital improvements, and 

assumed takeover date of the BG System; 

 Projected operating costs for the System to meet demand for existing and new customers 
acquired through the BG System acquisition during the Forecast Period;  

 Projected growth in customers and demand for the System, and the resulting impact on forecast 
revenues during the Forecast Period; and 

 Projected water and wastewater rate adjustments during the Forecast Period. 

 
The accompanying Forecast Statement, presented on a cash basis, evaluates the expected financial 
performance of the System during the Forecast Period and is consistent with the specific requirements of 
the coverage tests identified in the County’s Master Bond Ordinance which was enacted on November 7, 
2022 (the “Bond Ordinance”). The Forecast Statement, together with the Summary of Significant Forecast 
Assumptions, which is included as an integral part of the forecast, constitutes the “Feasibility Evaluation” 
for the Series 2023 Bonds. 

In our opinion, the accompanying Forecast Statement is presented in conformity with industry guidelines 
for presentation of a forecast, and the underlying assumptions provide a reasonable basis for the County’s 
forecast. Based upon the assumptions in our report and the projected debt service schedule for the Series 
2023 Bonds (as provided by the County’s financial advisor), the projected revenues provide adequate funds 
to maintain the debt service coverage ratios required by the Bond Ordinance during the Forecast Period. 
However, there will be differences between the forecast and actual results because events and circumstances 
frequently do not occur as expected, and those differences may be material. We have no responsibility to 
update this report for events and circumstances occurring after the date of this report. This report may be 
utilized as support for the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds and may be included as an appendix to the 
offering documents related to the Series 2023 Bonds.

monthly rates and charges in addition to revenues from the following sources: miscellaneous 
charges/adjustments and various charges to BGWC (capital recovery charges and franchise fees). 
Refer to Explanatory Notes 5 and 7 for more information. 

(2) The County collects impact fees from developers and customers who connect to the County’s water 
and sewer infrastructure. Per the Bond Ordinance, impact fee revenues are included as Gross 
Revenues and available for the purpose of calculating debt service coverage. 

(3) The County purchases wholesale water and sewer treatment services from the City of Rock Hill.

Description
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Notes to the Forecast Statement: 
 

(1) Sales and Service Charges and Fees include revenues from retail and wholesale water and sewer 
monthly rates and charges in addition to revenues from the following sources: miscellaneous 
charges/adjustments and various charges to BGWC (capital recovery charges and franchise fees). 
Note that the wholesale charges to BGWC will discontinue in FY 2023 but will be replaced by 
County retail monthly rates and charges to the customers acquired through the acquisition of the 
BG System. Rates and charges are increasing over the Forecast Period due to projected rate 
adjustments in each year from FY 2024 through FY 2027. Growth in the number of customer 
accounts and billable consumption is also included in the projection of revenues. Refer to 
Explanatory Notes 4, 5, and 7 for more information. 

(2) The County developed a surcharge to recover the principal and interest costs of the Series 2023 
Bonds, which will be used to reimburse the County for the acquisition of the BG System and a 
portion of the projected capital expenditures. This surcharge will be billed to the customers of the 
BG System. Refer to Explanatory Note 5 for more information. 

(3) The County collects impact fees from developers and customers who connect to the County’s water 
and sewer infrastructure.

1. Basis of Presentation 

 
Raftelis Financial Consultants, Inc. (“Raftelis”) has been engaged by York County, South Carolina 
(“County”) to evaluate the financial feasibility of financing the acquisition of the Clover / Lake Wylie / 
River Hills System (“BG System”) from the Blue Granite Water Company (“BGWC”). The opinion letter 
to the County is based upon the Forecast Statement of Revenues, Expenses, Debt Service, and Debt Service 
Coverage (the “Forecast Statement”) and this Summary of Significant Forecast Assumptions (taken 
together, the “Feasibility Evaluation”) which presents, to the best of Raftelis’ knowledge and belief based 
upon available information provided by the County, the expected revenue, expenses, debt service, and debt 
service coverage for the County’s water and sewer system, including the BG System (the “System”) during 
the Forecast Period (as defined below). 
 
All schedules in the Feasibility Evaluation have been presented in accordance with the County’s annual 
accounting cycle, based upon its fiscal year beginning July 1 and ending June 30 (“Fiscal Year” or “FY”). 
Accordingly, the forecast reflects the County’s judgement as of January 18, 2023, the date of this forecast, 
on the expected conditions and the County’s expected course of action during each of the five fiscal years 
ending June 30, 2023 through June 30, 2027 (the “Forecast Period”). 
 
The Feasibility Evaluation has been included as a part of the Official Statement for the Water and Sewer 
System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (“Series 2023 Bonds”), which is the first series of bonds to be issued 
under the Bond Ordinance which was enacted November 7, 2022 (the “Bond Ordinance”). This Feasibility 
Evaluation focuses on evaluating the impact of the Series 2023 Bonds, the proceeds of which will be used 
to finance the acquisition of the BG System from BGWC and to make upgrades to the BG System. 
Additionally, the County intends to use $10 million of its available monies from the American Recovery 
Plan Act toward the acquisition of the BG System. The forecast assumes that the County will assume 
operation, including all revenues and expenses, of the BG System on February 1, 2023. 
 
The Feasibility Evaluation is based upon cost, operating, demographic and other relevant information 
provided by the County and the debt service schedules provided to the County by its financial advisor, 
Compass Municipal Advisors, LLC (the “Financial Advisor”). Unless otherwise noted, the Feasibility 
Evaluation is presented in conformity with the methodology for calculating debt service coverage for the 
Series 2023 Bonds as set forth in the Bond Ordinance. Capitalized terms used herein and not otherwise 
defined shall have the meanings ascribed to such terms in the Bond Ordinance.  
 
The Bond Ordinance outlines several requirements for rates and charges in Section 5.01 - Rate Covenant 
(the “Rate Covenant”), which are as follows:  
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  (a) It is hereby determined that the rates for services and facilities furnished 
by the System shall, until otherwise revised pursuant to the provisions of this Bond 
Ordinance, be as now established. Said rates and charges are determined to be sufficient 
to meet the requirements of this Bond Ordinance but they shall be revised whenever 
necessary in order that they shall at all times be maintained on a basis sufficient to meet 
the requirements of this Bond Ordinance, and the County specifically covenants and agrees 
to maintain rates and charges for all services furnished by the System which shall at all 
times be sufficient:  
 

(1)  to provide for the payment of the Operation and Maintenance Expenses;  
 
(2)  to maintain the Debt Service Fund and the Debt Service Fund Accounts 

and thus provide for the punctual payment of the Principal Installments of and interest on 
the Bonds; 

 
(3)  to maintain the Debt Service Reserve Funds in the manner prescribed 

herein and in any applicable Series Ordinance;  
 
(4)  to pay all amounts owing under a reimbursement agreement with any 

provider of a surety bond, insurance policy, or letter of credit as contemplated under 
Section 7.05(e) hereof;  

 
(5)  to provide for the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on all 

Junior Lien Bonds that may from time to time hereafter be outstanding;  
 
(6)  to build and maintain the Renewal and Replacement Fund; and  
 
(7)  to discharge all obligations imposed by the Enabling Act and by this Bond 

Ordinance and any applicable Series Ordinance. 
 

(b) The County covenants and agrees that it will, at all times, prescribe and 
maintain and thereafter collect rates and charges for the services and facilities furnished by 
the System which, together with other income, are reasonably expected to yield annual 
Net Earnings in the current Fiscal Year equal to at least the sum of 120% of the Annual 
Principal and Interest Requirements for all Series of Bonds Outstanding in such Fiscal 
Year. Promptly upon any material change in the circumstances which were contemplated 
at the time such rates and charges were most recently reviewed, but not less frequently 
than once in each Fiscal Year, shall review the rates and charges for its services and shall 
promptly revise such rates and charges as necessary to comply with the foregoing 
requirement. Prior to the beginning of each Fiscal Year, the County shall adopt an Annual 
Budget including amended rate schedules for such Fiscal Year which shall set forth in 
reasonable detail the estimated revenues and operating expenses and other expenditures 
of the System for such Fiscal Year and the amount to be deposited during such Fiscal Year 
in the Renewal and Replacement Fund. The County may at any time adopt an amended 
Annual Budget for the remainder of the then current Fiscal Year.  
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(c) If the County Council, in adopting the Annual Budget, determines that revenues 

may not be sufficient to meet the rate covenant established hereinabove or if the audited 
financial statements of the County indicate that the County did not satisfy such rate 
covenant for the prior year, the County shall, within 45 days, engage an Independent 
Consultant to prepare a report recommending such actions which will provide sufficient 
revenues in the following Fiscal Year to permit the County to meet the rate covenant. 
Copies of such report shall be made available to the County and the Trustee, if any, no 
later than sixty days after the engagement of the Independent Consultant. 

 
In the Forecast Statement, the forecasts of revenues and expenses are prepared on a cash basis consistent 
with the County’s budgeting process for the System and are adjusted to meet the specific requirements of 
the coverage tests identified in the Bond Ordinance. Compliance with Section (b) of the Rate Covenant is 
demonstrated on the Forecast Schedule under the heading Debt Service Coverage. Since the ratio 
calculated using the Net Earnings Available for Debt Service, which is calculated to be consistent with Net 
Earnings as defined in the Bond Ordinance, is significantly greater than 120% in each year of the forecast, 
the requirements in Section 5.01(b) are met for the Forecast Period.  
 
The assumptions disclosed herein are those that the County believes are significant to the forecast. There 
will be differences between forecasted and actual results because events and circumstances frequently do 
not occur as expected, and those differences may be material. 
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2. Background and Scope of Operations           
 

York County is located in the northern portion of South Carolina with a land area of nearly 700 square 
miles. The County provides various services to residents in York County, including judicial, public safety 
(sheriff, prison, fire, etc.), transportation (public works and road maintenance), social services (veterans 
affairs, 911 emergency, etc.), environmental and housing (water and sewer, solid waste, etc.), and others. 
The County is governed by a seven-member County Council, whose members are elected from various 
districts to serve staggered, four-year terms. The County has adopted the Council-Manager form of 
government under South Carolina law. 
 
Historically, the System has provided water and sewer service to customers throughout the County that are 
not served by other local providers (i.e. City of Rock Hill, City of Fort Mill, City of York, and BGWC). 
Prior to the BGWC acquisition, the County served approximately 14,800 residential, commercial, and 
industrial customers. The County purchases treated water on a contractual wholesale basis from the City 
of Rock Hill. Water is distributed through the County’s water distribution network to retail and wholesale 
water customers throughout the System. The County also is provided wholesale wastewater treatment 
services by the City of Rock Hill. Wastewater is collected from County customers and delivered to Rock 
Hill for treatment through the County’s network of wastewater collection and conveyance infrastructure.  
 
The County is acquiring the BG System from BGWC for a purchase price of $36.35 million. The assumed 
date of transfer for the feasibility analysis is February 1, 2023. BGWC was historically a wholesale water 
and sewer customer of the County. Prior to the acquisition, BGWC served roughly 5,400 water and 4,800 
sewer customers in the BG System. Water is purchased on a wholesale basis primarily from the County 
and delivered to BG System customers. Note that this potable water is originally purchased by the County 
from Rock Hill. In addition to purchases from York County, the BG System also relies on an 
interconnection with Charlotte Water to meet peak demands. Likewise, wastewater is collected from BG 
System customers and delivered to the County System where it is ultimately delivered to Rock Hill for 
treatment. The impacts to water and sewer revenues and expenses when the systems consolidate are 
discussed in more detail in the following sections. 
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3. Regulations 
 
The County’s water and sewer operations are regulated by the United States Environmental Protection 
Agency and the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (“DHEC”). The 
County is governed by several state and federal laws, including but not limited to the Clean Water Act of 
1977, the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, and the Toxic Substances Control Act and 
amendments thereto. The projects identified in the capital improvement plan (see Explanatory Note 9) 
have been designed by the County to be in compliance with all appropriate regulations and to address the 
requirements of the County’s service area. Even though federal and state environmental legislation and 
regulations are constantly evolving, management does not anticipate regulatory changes that will require 
additional capital costs to maintain operating permits during the Forecast Period. 
 
The County is currently in compliance with all applicable federal and state environmental regulatory 
programs, and necessary measures, including periodic and routine operational and management 
adjustments, are being taken to ensure that the state’s DHEC standards are met in the future. Management 
has indicated that the County is proactive in addressing regulatory issues. 
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4. Demand for Services 
 
The County currently provides retail water service to roughly 14,800 customers and retail sewer services to 
roughly 13,900 customers. The County has experienced significant growth over the last decade; the number 
of accounts served by the County has increased by roughly 4.4% and 4.6% each year for water and sewer, 
respectively, since 2011. Over the last three years, however, growth has slowed to the 2-3% range. For the 
purposes of this forecast, a 2% increase per year is assumed for growth in customer accounts for both water 
and sewer. 
 
There are roughly 5,400 water customers and 4,800 sewer customers in the BG System. Over the last three 
years, the number of water and sewer accounts has grown by approximately 360 accounts, which represents 
an increase of 3.5% per year for water and 3.9% per year for sewer. Similar to the existing County system, 
a conservative 2% increase per year is assumed for growth in customer accounts for both water and sewer. 
 
Throughout the water industry, there is a trend of declining per capita consumption as customers install 
high-efficiency appliances and low-flow water fixtures, while adopting more efficient water use behaviors. 
This trend has been realized in the County such that water and sewer volumes per account has experienced 
a decline of approximately 1.0% annually over the past 10 years. The decline in per capita usage is mostly 
obscured by the growth in customer accounts. Due to the expectation of continued modest growth in 
customer accounts, water and sewer sales volumes are projected to grow at 1% per year for the County 
System and the BG System. Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2 present the projected customer accounts and sales 
volumes for the Forecast Period. Note that the County System and BG System are presented on a combined 
basis.

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5. Rates and Charges 
 
Appropriate fees and charges must be established to ensure that the System can operate on a self-sustaining 
basis. The County Council, which has independent rate-making authority, has historically supported the 
staff’s requests for rate increases needed to support annual operations and capital investment of the System. 
As such, water and sewer rates have been projected to meet System revenue requirements through the 
Forecast Period using projected annual increases.  
 
Water Rates and Charges 
Water rates consist of two components: a monthly base charge and a volumetric rate based on the 
customer’s monthly water usage, assessed per 1,000 gallons (“Kgal”). The base charges increase based on 
a customer’s meter size, while the volumetric rates are assessed using separate uniform rates for residential, 
commercial, and wholesale customers. Customers that utilize irrigation systems are assessed the same 
volumetric rates per Kgal depending on customer class. While no increase was initiated in FY23, the 
Forecast assumes annual across-the-board rate increases of 4% per year in water rates will be needed to 
support the projected revenue requirement. Exhibit 4 presents the current and projected water rates for 
FY22 and the Forecast Period.

Sewer Rates and Charges 
Similar to the water rate structure, sewer rates consist of two components: a monthly base charge and a 
volumetric rate based on the customer’s monthly water usage, assessed per Kgal. The base charges increase 
based on a customer’s meter size, while the volumetric rate is assessed using separate uniform rates for 
residential, commercial, and wholesale customers. Sewer is billed based on 100% of water usage per each 
customer’s monthly meter reading.  While no increase was initiated in FY23, the Forecast assumes annual 
across-the-board rate increases of 4% per year in sewer rates will be needed to support the projected revenue 
requirement. Exhibit 5 presents the current and projected sewer rates for FY22 and the Forecast Period.

BG System Rates and Charges 
BGWC currently bills customers in the BG System for water and sewer services. The water rates have two 
components: a base charge that increases based on meter size and a uniform volumetric charge that does 
not vary by customer class. Sewer rates are billed to customers on a per Single Family Equivalent (SFE) 
basis. The number of SFE’s for each customer are determined by using the DHEC Guidelines for Unit

In order to equitably recover the cost of acquiring and capitalizing the BG System, the County developed 
a surcharge that has been set to recover the principal and interest cost associated with the Series 2023 
Bonds, the proceeds of which are being used to acquire and make improvements to the BG System, as well 
as a portion of $10 million of improvements to the BG system over the first five years following acquisition. 
The County intends to assess the surcharge monthly to all customers in the BG System service area until 
the Series 2023 bonds are retired. The surcharge will be assessed on a per account basis, meaning that each 
customer account will pay the same amount regardless of customer class, meter size, or monthly usage. 
The initial surcharges are anticipated to total approximately $45 for customers with water and sewer 
accounts, and will be set following the pricing of the Series 2023 Bonds. It is important to note that, given 
the efficiencies provided by the County, most BG System customers will see bill decreases under the County 
rates even when considering the proposed surcharge. An illustration of the impact to an average customer 
(using 4.5 Kgal of water each month) is shown in Exhibit 7.

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6. Monthly Bill Comparison 
 
The County’s current user rates became effective July 1, 2021. As mentioned previously, the Feasibility 
Evaluation assumes that additional rate adjustments will be required during the remaining four years of 
the Forecast Period. To ensure that revenue requirements are met, the County has forecasted rate increases 
each year FY 2024 through FY 2027, after which point, it is anticipated that rates will be adjusted as 
necessary to meet revenue requirements.  
 
The County also considers the objective to maintain rates that are reasonably affordable and provide a 
competitive cost environment relative to other utilities. Exhibit 8 shows a comparison of combined water 
and sewer bills with other nearby and comparable water and sewer providers. For communities with 
distinct rates for “inside” and “outside" city customers, bills for each customer type are presented. The 
County serves a mixture of urban and rural customers and including “inside” and “outside” city customers 
provides a better frame of reference. As shown, the water and sewer bill for a residential customer in the 
County (using the average residential consumption of 4.5 Kgal per month) is $71.57 per month. The bill 
comparison also includes the proposed bill for a County customer in the BG System service area.

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7. Revenues 
 
Exhibit 9 shows the projection of operating and non-operating revenues during the Forecast Period. 
Operating revenues are comprised of revenues from user charges and revenues from miscellaneous fees. 
User charge revenue consists of revenues primarily from monthly base charges and volumetric rates for 
retail and wholesale customers, as explained in Explanatory Note 5. Base charge and volumetric rate 
revenues are derived by applying the rates in Exhibit 4 and Exhibit 5 to the number of customers and 
billable flow presented in Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2. Other operating revenue includes charges related to tap 
fees, meter set fees, impact fees, and other miscellaneous charges. In FY 2022, the County’s fixed charges 
accounted for about 14% of its operating revenue, while its volumetric charges accounted for 72% of its 
operating revenue. The proportion of fixed to variable revenue recovery is projected to remain constant 
over the Forecast Period.  
 
As shown in Exhibit 9, there is an increase in user charge revenues projected in FY 2023 and FY 2024 as 
the BG System customers are added to the System. The user charge revenues for these customers is 
projected in the same manner as the County’s existing System customers. In addition to the user charge 
revenues, the revenues from the BG System surcharge, as explained in Explanatory Note 5, are shown 
separately from the other user charges. It is also important to note that wholesale sales to BGWC will no 
longer exist as the BG System customers become retail County customers. The corresponding reduction in 
wholesale revenues is shown in Exhibit 9. 
 
Non-operating revenue consist of interest income and gains/losses on the sale of assets. Interest income is 
projected to slightly decrease in FY 2023, increase in FY 2024, and remain largely flat thereafter. This is 
driven by decreases in the County’s fund balance offset by expected increases in short-term interest rates. 
Due to the unpredictable nature of gains/losses on the sale of assets, none are projected through the 
Forecast Period.

Description
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8. Operating Expenses 
 
Operating expenses represent normal recurring expenses incurred during the County’s annual accounting 
cycle based upon its Fiscal Year ending June 30. Operating expenses for Fiscal Year 2022 are based on 
audited actual expenses. Operating expenses in future years are projected based on the FY 2022 actual 
expenses and escalated by various inflation factors based on the category of expenses.  
 
The County’s most significant operating expense is the cost of purchased wholesale water and sewer 
treatment from the City of Rock Hill. Wholesale purchase costs are forecasted by projecting estimated 
purchase volumes, based on historical purchases adjusted for increases in sales volumes, and applying 
forecasted wholesale purchase rates. York County staff provided the wholesale rates for FY 2023. The 
forecast assumes that wholesale rate increases from the City of Rock Hill will be 5% each year beginning 
in FY 2024. With consideration of increased purchase volumes based on customer growth, purchased water 
and sewer costs are projected to grow at a blended 6% per year over the Forecast Period. The County’s 
other major categories of expenses are also assumed to escalate due to inflationary pressures over the 
Forecast Period. Given recent increases seen in the Consumer Price Index and Producer Price Index, 
inflationary impacts significantly above historical norms are projected for FY 2023 and then gradually 
returning to more normalized levels incrementally over the forecast period. The assumed escalation factors 
by category are shown in Exhibit 10.

The County expects to incur additional operating expenses to operate and maintain the BG System. Based 
on discussion with staff, the County expects the cost to serve BG System customers will be similar to the 
cost of serving the current customer base. Thus, additional operating costs were forecasted by determining 
the current operating cost per customer of the County system and assuming the same cost per customer for  
the BG System. This analysis excluded the cost of purchased wholesale water/sewer, which is already 
accounted-for in the purchases from the City of Rock Hill. However, the BG System maintains an 
emergency connection with Charlotte Water, which also provides water to the BG System during peak 
demand periods. Additional costs related to the peak demand purchases from Charlotte Water were 
considered in the forecast. These additional operating costs are reflected partially in FY 2023, due to the 
assumed date of acquisition (January 1, 2023), and fully in FY 2024. Thereafter, operating costs grow at 
roughly 5% per year, as shown in Exhibit 11. 
 
Operating expenses are consistent with the definition of Operation and Maintenance Expenses as provided 
in the Bond Ordinance, and are a material component of Net Earnings, which is also defined by the Bond 
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Ordinance. As such, the following expenses are excluded from the calculation of Operation and 
Maintenance Expenses in accordance with Section 2.02 of the Bond Ordinance:  
 

(1) depreciation and amortization (including Bond principal) allowances; 
 

(2) amounts paid as interest on Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, Special Facilities Bonds, 
or Bond Anticipation Notes; 
 

(3) amounts expended for extraordinary repairs and capital improvements to the 
System; 
 

(4) amounts paid from government grants or aids-to-construction; 
 

(5) losses on the sale of System assets;  
 

(6) unfunded net pension liabilities, other post-employment benefit liabilities or 
similar accounting determinations under Accounting Principles that do not result 
in any actual disposition of cash; or 
 

(7) any financing expenses, underwriting discounts, call premiums, gains or losses on 
the extinguishment of debt due to the refinancing of the same, and other related 
or incidental non-recurring expenses resulting from the issuance or refinancing of 
Bonds, Junior Lien Bonds, Special Facilities Bonds, or Bond Anticipation Notes.

Description
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9. Capital Improvement Plan 
 
The Capital Improvement Plan (“CIP”) for the County consists of a variety of projects that are anticipated 
to occur over the Forecast Period. The County has identified several significant projects to address in FY 
2023 and FY 2024. The most significant of these projects are the Highway 274 Force Main Replacement 
($16.4 million) and the Steele Creek Force Main Replacement ($24.8 million). The County’s total five-year 
CIP for FY 2023 – FY 2027 is $97.9 million, as shown in Exhibit 12. Note that Exhibit 12 does not include 
projects from the BG System, which are discussed in the following section. Historically, the County has 
not spent the full amount budgeted in the CIP. To recognize the difference in budget and actual capital 
spending, a reduction of 25% is applied to the CIP to reflect anticipated levels of capital spending over the 
Forecast Period. 
 
The County is planning to use a blend of grant and cash funding to finance the capital projects. The County 
is planning to use grant funding for the following projects: North Regent Park Relief Sewer, the Highway 
274 Force Main Replacement, the Crowder’s Creek Pump Station Replacement, and the Tizrah Tank / 
161 Booster Pump Station Upgrade. The County intends to use cash, both available cash from current 
revenues and reserves, to fund the remaining capital projects. A summary of the funding sources is also 
shown in Exhibit 12.

Upon acquiring the BG System, the County will be responsible for addressing needed capital investment 
and system upgrades. Based on preliminary engineering estimates, the County estimates that nearly $24 
million will be needed to repair, improve, and upgrade the BG System assets. County staff has indicated 
that the timing of the capital spend associated with the BG System is unknown. As such, Raftelis has

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10. Financing Plan 
 
The Financial Advisor has provided information regarding the terms and structure of the Series 2023 
Bonds, which are the only bonds anticipated to be issued over the Forecast Period. This financing plan 
has been designed to accomplish the following objectives: 
 

 Provide funds as needed and in the most cost-effective manner; 
 Meet with credit criteria established by rating agencies; and 
 Lessen the impact on rates.

The projected unrestricted reserve fund balance for the Forecast Period is shown in Exhibit 16. The initial 
beginning balance in FY 2023 is based on actual cash balances reported in the County’s FY 2022 Annual 
Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR). The exhibit shows the estimated beginning and ending fund 
balance for each year of the Forecast Period, as well as the estimated days of cash on hand relative to the 
County’s operating expenses. Days cash on hand represents the funds available to cover operating costs in 
the unlikely event that the County is unable to collect revenue for any reason. As shown, the County 
maintains nearly 500 days of operating costs in each year and achieves almost 600 days by the end of the 
Forecast Period.

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12. Additional Bonds Test 

Since the Series 2023 Bonds represent the first Series of Bonds issued under the Bond Ordinance, the 
County is not required to meet the additional bonds test as described in Section 4.02 (the “Additional Bonds 
Test”). Going forward, the County may only issue additional bonds if the following requirement is met as 
determined by the results of the most recent year for which audited financial statements are available, 
reproduced from Section 4.02(6) of the Bond Ordinance:  
 

Except in the case of the first Series of Bonds issued under this Bond Ordinance, and in 
the case of any Additional Bonds issued for the purpose of refunding Bonds, or in the event 
no Bonds are Outstanding, the County may issue Additional Bonds if:  

 
(A) Net Earnings during the most recent Fiscal Year for which audited financial 

statements of the System are completed shall not be less than 120% of the 
maximum Annual Principal and Interest Requirements on all Bonds Outstanding 
and on such proposed Series of Bonds, with such calculation to be made by an 
Authorized Officer upon the basis of such audited financial statements for the 
Fiscal Year preceding the Fiscal Year in which the proposed Series of Bonds are 
to be issued; or 
 

(B) for each of the three Fiscal Years following the later of the date of delivery of the 
proposed Series of Bonds, or the period (if any) for which interest is funded from 
the proceeds of such Bonds, Net Earnings, as has been forecasted by an 
Authorized Officer, taking into account such circumstances and factors as he finds 
appropriate including, without limitation, rate adjustments, or acquisitions or 
improvements to expand the System, will not be less than 120% of the maximum 
Annual Principal and Interest Requirements on all Bonds Outstanding and on 
such proposed Series of Bonds. 

 
The Authorized Officer making the calculations described in this paragraph (6) may, but 
is not required to, rely on a report, calculation, or projection of the Accountants or 
Independent Consultants. 
 
Whenever this paragraph (6) requires a calculation based on the most recent Fiscal Year 
for which audited financial statements are available, the County may, in its discretion, 
provide for a special audit and based upon such special audit, in lieu of the audit for such 
Fiscal Year, provided such special audit covers twelve consecutive calendar months of the 
eighteen full consecutive calendar months preceding the date of issuance of the proposed 
Series of Bonds. 
 

Although exempt from meeting the requirements set forth in the Bond Ordinance, Exhibit 17 shows that 
the County’s audited revenues and expenses from FY 2022 are sufficient to meet the requirements of the 
Additional Bonds Test as stated in the Bond Ordinance. Both revenue and expenses presented are 
consistent with the revenues and expenses as defined in Section 2.02 of the Bond Ordinance. As shown 
below, Net Revenues are greater than 120% of the maximum Annual Principal and Interest Requirements 
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on all Bonds Outstanding, including the proposed Series 2023 Bonds. Therefore, the County meets the 
requirement of this test.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

ES-1 Purpose and Scope 

The purpose of this report is to provide documentation, inspect and review Blue Granite Water 

Company’s (“Blue Granite”) Lake Wylie/River Hills water and wastewater system (collectively, the “Blue 

Granite System”), its integration into York County, South Carolina’s (the “County”) water and 

wastewater system (the “County’s System” and together with the Blue Granite System, the “Systems), 

the capital improvement plans (“CIPs”) for both the Blue Granite System and County System, and to 

forecast the County’s prospective financial operating results and cash flows after the acquisition.  This 

report is being issued for the purpose of assisting County in the issuance of its not exceeding 

$27,000,000 Water and Sewer Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (“Series 2023 Bonds”).  This report has been 

developed based on discussions with County’s leadership and personnel that are responsible for 

planning, operating, maintaining, and upgrading the County’s System, and review of system planning, 

and financial documents and models provided by the County, as well as the physical inspection of the 

Systems.     

This report summarizes the review of the Systems, including physical condition, regulatory compliance, 

and the County’s capital and financial plans.  A limited financial evaluation was additionally performed, 

utilizing the appraisal and purchase price for the Blue Granite System.  The financial evaluation involves 

the County’s Fiscal Year ("FY”) 2023 operating budget data and forecasts of capital expenditures through 

FY 2027.   

ES-2 The County 

The County is in the northern piedmont region of South Carolina and is comprised of approximately 681 

square miles.  In 2020, the County had an estimated population of 282,090.  Of the 46 counties in South 

Carolina, York County is the third fastest growing county in the state, and currently ranks seventh in 

estimated population and 19th in land area.  With a 71.4% increase in population from 2000 to 2020, the 

County currently comprises approximately 5.51% of the total population of South Carolina.  Based on 

the 2020 Census data, in national terms, York County ranks in the top 2% of fastest growing counties in 

the United States coming in at number 69 out of 3,222 counties.  

The County System is overseen by the County’s Engineering and Public Works Departments.  The 

primary role of the Engineering Department is to provide planning, design, and construction 

management of the County's capital improvement projects, which includes long range planning for the 

County System.  This also includes the review and oversite of developer plans that will connect to the 

County System.  The Public Works Department oversees the field, maintenance, and operations of the 

water and wastewater systems in defined service areas in the eastern and western portions of the 

County.  In addition, this department includes meter reading and testing to ensure that the facilities 

meet state and federal regulatory requirements.  
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ES-3 The York County System – Water and Wastewater 

The County System serves slightly over 14,000 metered customers, which includes irrigation, potable 

water, and wastewater service within a service area that encompasses approximately 405 square miles. 

The service areas are divided into the east and west service areas.  County water and wastewater 

service is currently provided to slightly greater than 12% of the County or an area that encompasses 

approximately 50 square miles within the service area.   

Potable water supply and wastewater treatment is provided by the City of Rock Hill through a separate 

wholesale agreement for each service.  The County provides wholesale water and wastewater service to 

the Blue Granite’s Lake Wylie/River Hills community and distributes water to the City of York from the 

City of Rock Hill through a Wheeling Agreement.  The County’s Annual Comprehensive Financial Report 

(ACFR) indicated that the County provided retail and wholesale water and wastewater service to: 

• Potable water, which includes irrigation:  14,060 connections

• Wastewater:  13,384 connections

ES-3.1 Water System 

The County purchases potable water that is produced at the City of Rock Hill’s (the “City”) water filter 

plant (the “WFP”) on Cherry Road.  The WFP has a permitted capacity of 32 million gallons per day 

(“mgd”) on a maximum daily demand (“MDD”) basis and a peak hourly demand (“PHD”) of 48 mgd.  The 

City’s WFP filters and treats surface waters that are drawn from Lake Wylie, which is located on the 

Catawba River and within the CatawbaWateree River sub-basin.  The lake has been classified as good to 

fair in previous water quality assessment reports.  To maintain raw water quality, the City has 

established and maintains a 200-foot-wide buffer around the raw water intake structure.  Protection of 

the buffer area is enforced by the South Carolina Wildlife Commission.  

The finished water leaving the City’s WFP meets the state and federal drinking water standards.  In 

addition, with the recent concern regarding per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (“PFAS”), the City tested 

the source waters (Lake Wylie and the Catawba River).  The results of these tests indicated that 

extremely low levels of PFAS were present in the raw water, well below the United States Environmental 

Protection Agency (the “USEPA”) action level of 70 parts per trillion (“ppt”). 

The Wholesale Water Agreement between the City and County provides for the delivery of treated 

water to the County at two points of connection.  The County is responsible for facilities after the meter 

and the City is responsible for the meter and facilities installed prior to the meter.   

For the FY 2022 that ended June 30, 2022, the County was billed for approximately 2,486 million gallons 

(“MG”), which equated to approximately 6.81 mgd of potable water on an annual average daily demand 

(“AADD”) basis.  Of this total approximately 1,492 MG was delivered to the County’s retail customers 

and 994 MG was delivered through the wholesale agreements that the County has in place.  Over the 
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last 10-years, the annual volume of potable water purchased from the City has increased from 1,434 MG 

(FY 2013) to 2,486 MG (FY 2022), which represents an annual increase of 7.34% during this period.   

During this same period (FY 2013 through FY 2022), the annual water usage from the retail customers 

ranged from 927 MG to 1,492 MG, which represented an average increase in retail potable water usage 

of approximately 6.1%.  The largest increase in water usage was FY 2022 when the retail potable water 

usage increased by 17.94%.  The average usage for a retail account has averaged 246.9 gpd/account for 

the past 10-years and ranged from a low of 229.0 gpd/account (FY 2015) to a high of 290.8 gpd/account 

(FY2022).  Despite the national downward trend in water usage, the FY 2022 ACFR data reflects an 

upward trend in this service area.  One possible reason for this is that customers which have irrigation 

meters are assessed the same volumetric rates per 1,000 gallons (“Kgal”) depending on customer class 

and there is no incentive to conserve potable water use.   

Wholesale customers usage has outpaced the retail usage during this this same 10-year period, and has 

ranged from 503 MG to 994 MGD, and has averaged an annual increase of approximately 9.76% 

annually for this 10-year period.  The largest increase in water usage from the previous year occurred in 

FY 2021, when the water usage for the wholesale customers increased by 46%.   

The County’s water system consists of storage and distribution facilities.  The storage facilities consist of 

two ground storage tanks and six elevated storage tanks and two booster pump stations.  The total 

storage volume installed in the County’s system consists of approximately 4.606 MG.  There are four 

tanks located in the County’s western service area with a total storage volume of approximately 1.506 

MG, and 3.1 MG of storage in the County’s eastern service area consisting of four tanks.   

The water distribution system consists of approximately 240 miles of watermains ranging from 2-inch to 

36-inches in diameter.  Over 91% of the installed watermains are greater than 3-inches in diameter.  In

addition to the watermains installed, associated appurtenances (i.e., air release valves, fire hydrants,

fittings, isolation valves, etc.) are installed in the system.  The selection and installation of the facilities

that make up the water system are defined in the County’s Land Development Manual, dated February

28, 2022, and the Water and Sewer Specifications and Details, dated June 2021.  The average age of the

water system is 24-years old.  Recent inspections of the facilities that make up the water component of

the County System indicated that it was in good condition.

ES-3.2 Wastewater System 

Wastewater service is provided through a collection system owned by the County with treatment being 

provided by the City’s Manchester Creek Wastewater Treatment Facility (the “WWTF”).  For FY 2022 

that ended June 30, 2022, the County pumped a total of 1,549 MG wastewater to the City’s WWTF for 

treatment.  Like the County’s water demands, the volume of wastewater pumped to the City’s WWTF 

for treatment has varied annually and has averaged approximately 6.66% annually over the past 10-

years. 
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After analyzing the data by the County in the FY 2022 ACFR for volume of wastewater generated per 

retail account, the wastewater flows from the County’s retail accounts have exhibited an upward trend, 

ranging from a low of 181.1 gpd/account in FY 2015 to 240.2 gpd/account in FY 2022.  The value of 

240.2 gpd/account is 14.38% higher than the next highest value.  The consistent increase in flows from 

retail accounts may be attributed to infiltration/inflow (I/I) into the collection system, but at this time is 

unknown.  The average during this 10-year period was 198.8 gpd/account.   

The County’s gravity wastewater system that collects the wastewater generated in the County’s service 

area consists of approximately 172.8 miles of gravity sewer that range in diameter from 6-inches to 42-

inches in diameter.  The gravity system includes 153.6 miles, or 89% that is 8-inch diameter pipe.   

The wastewater that is generated within the County’s service area and collected via the gravity 

wastewater collection system flows to a series of pump stations that pump the wastewater through 

approximately 71.4 miles of wastewater forcemains to deliver the wastewater to the County’s 

wastewater system for treatment at the City’s WWTF.  These forcemains range in diameter from 1.5-

inches to 42 inches in diameter, and 60.2 miles or 84.3% of the forcemains installed are 4-inches in 

diameter or greater.   

There are a total of 50 pump stations that are strategically located in the County’s wastewater service 

area, 33 in the eastern portion of the service area and 17 in the western portion of the service area.  

Most of the wastewater collection system assets were constructed by developers and subsequently 

taken over by the County.  Several pump stations use a common force main that discharges to gravity 

lines and flows to the City’s WWTF.  All the pump stations installed within the County’s wastewater 

service areas are submersible type facilities that consist of either two or four pumps, installed 

depending upon the flows that discharge to the individual pump stations.  The pump stations range in 

capacity from less than 50 gallons per minute (“gpm”) to 4,000 gpm.   

Overall, the County’s wastewater system is in good condition.  A report prepared by Wooten entitled 

Western Sewer Pumping Station Capacity Evaluation, February 2021, reported that the County’s 

wastewater system operates normally during normal flow patterns and average daily flow conditions.  

There were areas where the system was limited, and the County has addressed these in their on-going 

CIP.   

ES-4 The Blue Granite System – Water and Wastewater 

The Blue Granite System is in the Northern Piedmont of South Carolina along the South Carolina and 

North Carolina border.  The service area encompasses approximately 20.8 square miles.  This service 

area stretches from US Highway 557 to the state line and from Lake West to Bethel School Road and 

Riddle Mill Road.  Currently, the Lake Wylie/River Hills water and wastewater service area system is 

approximately 69% percent built out. 
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ES-4.1 Water System 

The Blue Granite System obtains all its water supply from York County and Charlotte Water.  There are 

five master meters in use to provide the potable water to the customers of the system.  Two meters are 

owned by the County and three by Charlotte Water.   

Information from the Hartman report for the Calendar years 2017 through 2019 indicated that the new 

meter installation, excluding meter replacements, have ranged from 198 to 289 new connections.  The 

average new connections for this period were approximately 245 per year.  Most of these new 

connections were residential connections or 94%, with the remaining 6% being commercial connections.  

The total number of meters installed as of December 31, 2021, was 4,923 meters installed in the Blue 

Granite System service area. 

For the past 10-years the volume of water that Blue Granite purchased from both the County and 

Charlotte Water ranged from an annual volume of 244.5 MG in 2013 to 620.1 MG in 2019.  The 

breakdown of water from both sources have ranged from 63.5% (2019) to 100% (prior to 2019) from the 

County and 0% (prior to 2019) to 36.5% (2019) from Charlotte Water.  For the past 2-years the volume 

of water from Charlotte Water has decreased to approximately 20% of the total volume of water 

purchased.  Since 2012, the total annual volume of water purchased by Blue Granite has increased 

9.08% on an annual basis.  Based on the water loss information provided by Blue Granite, water losses 

have ranged from a low of 2.64% to a high of 17.16% on an annual basis and have averaged 11.35% for 

the past 10-years.   

Blue Granite’s water system delivers water to one pressure zone and consists of transmission and 

distribution pipelines, and an elevated storage tank.  The Blue Granite existing finished water facilities 

include:  

• Approximately 81.3 miles of transmission and distribution mains ranging in diameter from 2- to 

16-inches that consists of asbestos cement (“AC”) and polyvinylchloride pipe.   

• One welded steel elevated storage tank with a volume of 200,000 gallons. 

• In addition to the above assets, the water system consists of isolation valves and approximately 

450 fire hydrants installed throughout the Blue Granite water service area. 

The age of the water facilities installed range from a 1-year to over 50-years old.  The oldest portions of 

the water components of the Blue Granite System are in the River Hills neighborhood.   

ES-4.2 Wastewater System 

The Blue Granite System pumps all the wastewater generated in the service area to the County, which in 

turns pumps the wastewater through their system to the City for treatment at their WWTF.  The Blue 

Granite System wastewater system assets include gravity sewers, pump stations, force mains, a flow 

equalization basin, and an odor control station.  As of December 31, 2021, there were a total of 4,800 
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wastewater customers within the Blue Granite System service area.  Of the 4,800 wastewater customers 

95.9% are residential customers.   

The wastewater gravity collection system installed within the Blue Granite System service area consists 

primarily of vitrified clay pipe, most of which are installed in the River Hills portion of the service area.  

The gravity sewer system consists of 61.1-miles of pipe that range in diameter from 4-inches to 18-

inches.  In addition to the gravity sewers there are over 1,700 manholes installed as part of the gravity 

sewer system. 

Pump stations are installed at strategic locations throughout the wastewater service area that pump the 

wastewater to strategic locations in the gravity collection system, other pump stations or manifold with 

other wastewater force mains to deliver the raw wastewater to the points of connections for delivery to 

the County’s wastewater system.  There are a total of 71 wastewater pump stations installed within the 

Blue Granite System service area.  These pump stations range from small systems pumping wastewater 

from a small number of homes to larger regional pump stations pumping wastewater collected from 

neighborhoods to the County’s system for ultimate treatment by the City.  There are a total of 27 pump 

stations located in the old River Hills development and the remaining 44 pump stations located in the 

Lake Wylie area.  The wastewater from these pump stations is then pumped through a forcemain 

system that consists of 24.4-miles of pipe that range in diameter from 2 to 12-inches.   

Like the water system, the age of the Blue Granite System wastewater facilities ranges from less than a 

year old to over 50-years old.  Based on inspections performed by Hartman and AEC the condition of the 

wastewater system was determined to be in below average condition.   

ES-5 Acquisition of the Blue Granite System 

The County has developed a comprehensive long-term planning program for the Systems, which 

includes the completion of facility plans and preliminary designs of the improvements required for most 

of the major utility system facilities.  As part of the annual budget process, the upcoming FY capital 

project requirements are reviewed and refined as necessary to reflect the updated cost estimates or 

other information related to the projects.  Project cost estimates included in the CIP and financial plan 

are based on preliminary engineering reports, feasibility studies, and recent bids and trends.   

The County has developed a procedure for prioritizing capital projects to determine the order and 

timing of the projects.  These include, but are not limited to safety and public health, protection of the 

environment, permit and regulatory compliance, preventive maintenance, completion of on-going 

projects, and system expansion.  The individual projects are ranked and are used as guidelines for CIP 

planning.  A project considered in a low priority class may be upgraded to a higher level in the CIP due to 

any number of factors.  For example, if an area is close to reaching and/or surpassing capacity of its 

facilities, the expansion of the system in that area rises in priority.  System expansion projects can entail 

projects which affect permit and regulatory compliance, protection of the environment, or safety and 

public health.  Using these guidelines, combined with analysis of funding and other resource constraints, 
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the County develops a CIP that addresses regulatory requirements, risk, and service needs of its 

customers. 

York County and Blue Granite jointly retained Hartman Consultants LLC to provide an opinion of value of 

the Blue Granite System.  Hartman used three approaches to value the Blue Granite System, which 

included Replacement cost new less depreciation, income approach, and a comparable sales approach.  

Based on the valuation performed by Hartman, the three approaches to value provided the following 

results summarized in Table ES-1.

Based on the evaluation performed it was Hartman recommended that a Fair Market Value of 

$31,000,000 be assigned to the Blue Granite System. 

Blue Granite claimed to be entitled to additional compensation based on deferred balances, or 

“regulatory assets” recorded on the Blue Granite’s balance sheet estimated at approximately 

$5,350,000 (the “Regulatory Assets”).  The Regulatory Assets represent costs actually incurred and/or 

revenue it is entitled to receive for services previously rendered and are properly recorded on the Blue 

Granite’s balance sheet, consistent with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (“GAAP”), ASC 980.  

The County and Stantec believe these costs to be valid and acceptable.  

Therefore, it is reasonable that the value of the Blue Granite System is $36,350,000, representing the 

combined sum of the appraised valuation and the value of the Regulatory Assets. . Accordingly, on 

December 29, 2022,the County tendered the sum of $36,350,000 into the South Carolina Court of Common 

Pleas for the 16th Judicial Circuit in connection with its condemnation action to acquire the Blue Granite 

System.  

Additionally, the Stantec, the County staff and other consultants have identified certain required capital 

improvements to the Blue Granite System, some of which were incorporated into the Hartman 

appraisal.  These projects can be thought of as large capital projects to annual R&R type projects.  It 

should be noted that although they have not prioritized into the County’s CIP, nor have the capital 

expenditures associated with the work to implement them have been adjusted to reflect current trends 

in the marketplace.  For the purposes of the planning of these projects, approximately $2 million 

annually has been earmarked to fund these projects over the next 12-years based on the estimated 

costs developed by American Engineering Consultants, Inc. (“AEC”) in March 2022 including: 
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• A new 1.0 MG elevated finished water storage tank to serve the eastern portion of the Lake 

Wylie/River Hills service area. 

• Construction of a 12-inch diameter watermain along SR 49. 

• New 0.5 MG elevated west finished water storage tank to improve pressures in the western 

portion of the Lake Wylie service area. 

• Parallel Forcemain from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to the Crowders Creek Pump Station. 

• Lift station upgrade projects. 

• Replacement of asbestos cement (“AC”) pipe. 

• Other miscellaneous projects, such as electrical system upgrades at the pump stations and 

gravity wastewater collection main rehabilitation. 

All these projects will improve the extend the service life of the facilities, improve the level of service 

and operational reliability, and overall water and wastewater systems capacities.  The County’s CIP 

should be updated accordingly to incorporate these projects and plan for their implementation.     

ES-6 Financial Performance 

Raftelis Financial Consultants, LLC (“Raftelis”) was engaged by the County to evaluate the financial 

feasibility of financing or reimbursing the County’s costs associated with the condemnation of the Blue 

Granite System from Blue Granite through issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds to fund the condemnation.  

The feasibility evaluation focused on evaluating the impact of the 2023 Bonds, the proceeds of which 

will be used to reimburse  the acquisition of the Blue Granite System from Blue Granite.  The forecast 

assumes that the County will assume operation, including all revenues and expenses, of the Blue Granite 

System on January 1, 2023. 

Based on the Raftelis report, the County can viably fund the acquisition of the Blue Granite System with 

the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds under the provisions of the County’s Master Bond Ordinance 

dated November 7, 2022 (the “Bond Ordinance”) and the County’s projected revenues and expenses are 

sufficient to meet the requirements of the Additional Bonds Test as stated in the Bond Ordnance. 

ES-7 Conclusions 

Based on Stantec’s review of the Systems, the acquisition price of the Blue Granite System, the CIP for 

the Systems and the leadership and expertise of the County, Stantec believes that the County can and 

should acquire the Blue Granite System, and the Blue Granite System will be, from an engineering 

standpoint, viably incorporated into the County System – a result that will substantially benefit the Lake 

Wylie/River Hills community as well as the rest of the County System.

1.0 INTRODUCTION  

1.1 PURPOSE AND SCOPE 

The purpose of this report is to provide documentation, to memorialize the inspections and review the 

Blue Granite Water Company’s (“Blue Granite”) Lake Wylie/River Hills water and wastewater system ( 

the “Blue Granite System”) in York County, its integration into York County, South Carolina (the 

“County”) water and wastewater system (the “County System” and together with the Blue Granite 

System, the “Systems”), the capital improvement plans (“CIPs”) for the Systems, and to forecast the 

County’s prospective financial operating results and cash flows after the acquisition.  This report is being 

issued for the purpose of assisting the County in the issuance of its approximately $25,320,000 Water 

and Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2023 (the “Series 2023 Bonds”), anticipated to be issued on 

February 14, 2023.  This report has been developed based on discussions with County’s leadership and 

personnel that are responsible for planning, operating, maintaining, and upgrading the County System, 

and review of system planning, and financial documents and models provided by the County, as well as 

the physical inspection of the Systems.     

This report contains Stantec Consulting Services Inc.’s (“Stantec”) review of the Systems, including 

physical condition, regulatory compliance, and the County’s capital and financial plans.  The financial 

evaluation prepared by Raftelis was performed utilizing the appraisal and purchase price for the Blue 

Granite System along with the documentation provided by American Engineering Consultants, Inc. 

(“AEC”).  The financial evaluation involves the County’s Fiscal Year ("FY”) 2023 operating budget data 

and forecasts of capital expenditures through FY 2027.   

1.2 SERIES 2023 BONDS 

The Series 2023 are being issued to finance: 

• Reimburse the County for the costs of condemning the Blue Granite System. 

• Pay costs of issuance associated with the Series 2023 Bonds.  

1.3 STANTEC’S QUALIFICATIONS AND OTHER CONSULTANTS

2.0 THE COUNTY 

2.1 YORK COUNTY 

The County is in the northern piedmont region of South Carolina is comprised of approximately 681 

square miles.  In 2020, the County had an estimated population of 282,090.  Of the 46 counties in South 

Carolina, York County was the third fastest growing county in the state, and currently ranks seventh in 

estimated population and 19th in land area.  With a 71.4% increase in population from 2000 to 2020, the 

County currently comprises approximately 5.51% of the total population of South Carolina.  The 

population at the beginning of each of the preceding five decades are provided in Table 2-1.  Based on 

the 2020 Census data, in national terms, the County ranks in the top 2% of fastest growing counties in 

the nation coming in at number 69 out of 3,222 counties.

The City of York is the county seat of the County and has a land area of approximately 6.5 square miles 

and, according to the 2020 census, a population of 7,736.  The City of Rock Hill, South Carolina (the 

“City”) the largest municipality in the County, has a population, according to the 2020 census of 

approximately 117,375.  The County is considered part of the Charlotte-Concord-Gastonia Metropolitan 

Statistical Area (“MSA”).  It is the largest metropolitan area in the Carolinas, and the fourth largest in the 

southeastern United States.   The MSA is one of the fastest growing metropolitan areas in the United 

States and consists of Anson, Cabarrus, Gaston, Iredell, Lincoln, Mecklenburg, Rowan and Union 

counties in North Carolina and Chester, and Lancaster and York Counties in South Carolina.  The County 

is the third fastest growing population in the MSA, following Cabarrus and Lancaster counties.  The 2020 

Census data noted the population of the MSA was 2,595,027, a 73.1% increase of the residents since 

2000 (1,499,293).   

The County is bordered on the north by Mecklenburg County, North Carolina, the county seat of which is 

the City of Charlotte, the largest City in both North and South Carolina.  The County is bordered on the 

east by Lancaster County, to the west by Cherokee County and to the south by Chester County.  A dam 

constructed near the City on the Catawba River, which flows from north to south through the County, 

forms a large impoundment called Lake Wylie that crosses the border between North and South 
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Carolina.  The County is served by Interstate 85, which extends from Montgomery, Alabama to 

Richmond, Virginia, and Interstate 77, which extends from Columbia, South Carolina to Cleveland, Ohio.  

These interstate highways provide the County with access to downtown Charlotte, North Carolina, 

which is less than a 30-minute drive from most sections of the County. 

Industrial and manufacturing plants are the major source of employment for the residents of the 

County.  Since 2010, the County has a broad base of diversified commercial, industrial, and 

manufacturing employers within the County.  These major employers include corporate headquarters, 

financial service firms, healthcare institutions, major manufacturers and distribution companies.  This 

diversity of industry sectors provides a stable foundation for consistent economic growth, and the ten 

largest employers in the County are provided in Table 2-2.  Presented in Table 2-3 provides the same 

information for the major non-manufacturing employers in the County, which are primarily 

governmental and educational employers.

2.2 COUNTY GOVERNMENT 

The County operates under the Council-Manager form of government in accordance with Title 4, 

Chapter 9, Articles 1 and 9 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, as amended, enacted as part of 

the “Home Rule Act”.  The County is divided into seven single member districts from which members of 

the York County Council (the “County Council”) are elected to staggered 4-year terms.  The County 

Council serves as the governing body of the County and enacts laws by ordinance and takes other formal 

action by ordinance or resolution, as appropriate.  The County Council employs a County Manager who 
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acts as the administrative head of the County government and is responsible for the administration of all 

departments, including engineering.   

David Hudspeth is the County Manager and has served in this position since 2020.  David has 36 years of 

public administration experience, with 24 of those years in management.  Prior to his appointment as 

County Manager David also served as Town Manager of Fort Mill, South Carolina, for over 15 years.  

Additionally, he has held management roles in Bamberg County, South Carolina; City of Mullins, South 

Caroling; as well as a variety of positions during his 11 years with the City of Rock Hill, South Carolina.  

David holds a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science from Winthrop University and an Associate of Arts in 

Civil Engineering Technology from York Technical College.  David has received professional and 

specialized training from the Institute of Government for County Officials from the Strom Thurmond 

Institute of Government and Public affairs at Clemson University; and, the South Carolina Budget and 

Control Board Executive Institute in Columbia, South Carolina. 

Lisa Hagood, P.E. has over 35-years of engineering was appointed the County Engineer in October 2014.  

Lisa is a Professional Engineer that is licensed in South Carolina and North Carolina.  Prior to being 

appointed the County Engineer, Lisa was the City Engineer for the City of Mount Holly, North Carolina 

and the Land Development Manager for the City of Charlotte, North Carolina.  In addition, Lisa has 

worked in the private engineering consulting field as the managing engineer and department manager.  

Her role within the County is to plan and manage the facility, transportation and water and wastewater 

capital improvement projects, and provide long-range infrastructure planning for future facility and 

water/wastewater projects.  Lisa has a Bachelor of Science Degree in Civil Engineering from the 

University of South Carolina. 

Ron Pompey, P.E., has served as the Assistant County Engineer since February 2015.  Ron is a licensed 

Professional Engineer in South Carolina and has over 24-years of engineering experience.  In his role as 

the Assistant County Engineer, Ron assists Lisa with the planning and program management of the 

facility, water, and wastewater projects being constructed in the County.  Prior to his role as the 

Assistant County Engineer, Ron worked in private consulting and for the North Carolina Department of 

Transportation.  Ron has a Bachelor of Science Degree in Civil Engineering from North Carolina 

Agricultural and Technical State University. 

Eric Rekitt is the Public Works Director for York County and has held this position since January 2015.  

Eric has over 20-years of experience, including solid waste management, transportation, and utilities.  

The Public Works Department is comprised of eight divisions that fall under the direction of the Public 

Works Director.  One of these divisions provides water and wastewater service to defined service areas 

in eastern and western York County, which includes meter reading, operation, and maintenance of the 

facilities in compliance with state and regulatory agencies, as well as regular testing to ensure that all 

drinking water standards are met.  Eric has a Bachelor of Science Degree in Environmental Science from 

the Edinboro University of Pennsylvania. 

Barry McKinnon, P.E., has over 25 years of public engineering experience.  He is currently the County’s 

Utility Program Manager for York County.  He has held this position since September of 2017.  Prior to 

being appointed the Utilities Program Manager, Barry was the Utilities Director for the City of 
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Mooresville, North Carolina for over six years.  Before working in Mooresville, he was employed by 

Lincoln County North Carolina and served in numerous roles such as Subdivision Administrator, Flood 

Plain Manager, Utility Engineer, and Interim Public Works Director.  In his current role as the Utility 

Program Manager, Barry and his inspection staff are involved with capital planning, management, and 

expansion of the County’s water and wastewater systems.  Barry earned a Bachelor of Science Degree 

from the University of Alabama in Civil Engineering and is currently a licensed professional engineer in 

South Carolina and North Carolina. 
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3.0 THE COUNTY SYSTEM 

3.1 INTRODUCTION 

The County’s water and wastewater service area encompasses approximately 405 square miles that is 

divided into the east and west Service Areas.  Water and wastewater service is currently provided to 

slightly greater than 12% of the entire 405 square miles, or an area that encompasses approximately 50 

square miles.   

Potable water supply and wastewater treatment is provided by the City through two separate wholesale 

agreements for these services.  The County currently has five wholesale customers, of which the largest 

two are Blue Granite (for the Blue Granite System) and the City of York.  The service to the City of York is 

through a Wheeling Agreement.  Similarly, the County has two wholesale wastewater accounts, of which 

the largest with Blue Granite (for the Blue Granite System).  The County’s water and wastewater service 

areas, as well as utility service areas for the other systems that are in the immediate region and are 

depicted in Figure 3-1.  The Fiscal Year FY 2022 Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR) prepared 

by the County indicated that the utility provided service to: 

• Potable water (retail and wholesale):  14,060 connections  

• Wastewater (retail and wholesale):  13,384 connections  

For the past decade, the annual increase in new water accounts have ranged from -2.70% (FY 2022) to 

10.37% (FY 2013) and experienced an annual average 3.00% increase during the past decade .  However, 

over the past 3-years (FY 2020 – FY 2022) the increase in new water accounts has decreased slightly and 

exhibited a negative trend.  The new wastewater accounts followed a similar trend with an annual 

increase in new accounts ranging from -2.87% (FY 2022) to 10.47% (FY 2013) and averaging 3.17% new 

accounts annually over the past 10-years.  Like the water system, the wastewater system has 

experienced a negative trend in new accounts for wastewater services.  During the last 3-years the 

wastewater accounts decreased by 2.77%.  Summarized in Table 3-1 are the number of accounts for the 

County’s water and wastewater systems, beginning in FY 2013 and ending in FY 2022.  

3.2 WATER AND WASTEWATER SYSTEMS 

The water component of the County System consists primarily of water storage, and transmission and 

distribution of potable water.  In an analogous manner, the County only collects and transports the 

wastewater that is generated within their service area.  All treatment (water and wastewater) is 

provided by the City.  The County System, the source and treatment of potable water and the treatment 

of the wastewater generated within the County’s service area is described in the following subsections.

3.2.1 Water System 

The County purchases all its potable water from the City under the aforementioned wholesale water 

agreement.  The City owns and operates a water filter plant (the “WFP”) that is located on Cherry Road.  

The City’s WFP filters and treats most of the drinking water customers receive from the County’s eastern 

and western distribution systems.  Currently, the City’s WFP has a permitted capacity of 32 million 

gallons per day (“mgd”) on a maximum daily demand basis and a peak hourly demand of 48 mgd.   

This source of raw water is located on the Catawba River and located within the Catawba  River basin 

originates in North Carolina and bisects the north central portion of South Carolina.  The basin parallels 

the course of the Catawba-Wateree River to confluence with the Congaree River.  The City’s WFP filters 

and treats surface water that is drawn from Lake Wylie.  Historically, Lake Wylie has been classified as 

good to fair in previous water quality assessment reports.  To maintain raw water quality, the City has 

established and maintains a 200-foot-wide buffer around the raw water intake structure.  Protection of 

the buffer area is enforced by the South Carolina Wildlife Commission.  

Raw water is pumped from the Lake Wylie and Catawba River intake structures to the City’s WFP where 

a residual amount of chlorine is added to the raw water to begin the disinfection process and deter 

organic growth within the raw water piping system from the intakes to the WFP.  At the City’s WFP, the 

following treatment processes are employed: 
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• Adsorption:  Powdered activated carbon (“PAC”) is added to absorb the natural organic matter

to control taste and odor in the finished water.

• Pre-rapid mixing and flocculation:  After the PAC, the water is rapidly mixed with polyaluminum

chloride, a coagulant that helps the impurities form larger particles or floc.  In addition,

additional chlorine is added to continue the disinfection process.  After rapid mixing, the

pretreated water flows into flocculation basins to further condition the raw water for treatment.

• Sedimentation:  From the flocculation basins the conditioned water flows into sedimentation

basins, where the floc particles are allowed to settle.  The solids are then removed from the

sedimentation basins and further treated and disposed of.

• Filtration:  the clear liquid from the sedimentation basins flows to the filters that consist of

anthracite and sand.  The water flows through the media to remove any remaining microscopic

particles and microorganisms.

• Post-rapid mixing:  The water from the filters is disinfected to protect against bacteria.  In

addition, lime is added for pH adjustment, phosphate is added for corrosion control, and

fluoride is added to support dental health.

• Clearwells:  After treatment, the water travels through a series of three clearwells allowing the

water to have contact time with the disinfectant before leaving the WFP.  A residual amount of

disinfection is maintained in the finished water to deter bacteria regrowth when the water

enters the distribution system.

The finished water leaving the City’s WFP meets the state and federal drinking water standards.  In 

addition, with the recent concern regarding per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (“PFAS”) the City tested 

the source waters (Lake Wylie and the Catawba River).  The results of these tests indicated that 

extremely low levels of PFAS were present in the raw water, well below the United States Environmental 

Protection Agency (the “USEPA”) action level of 70 parts per trillion. 

The Wholesale Water Agreement between the City and County provides for the delivery of treated 

water to the County at three points of connection.  The County is responsible for facilities after the 

meter and the City is responsible for the meter and facilities installed prior to the meter.  The three 

points of connection are: 

• Eastern System Point of Connection on Mount Gallant Road:  Approximately 0.23-miles west of

the Mount Gallant Road, Aragon Beach Road, and West Oak Road intersection.

• Western System Point of Connection on India Hook Road:  Near the India Hook Road and Elks

Part Road intersection.

• Western System Point of Connection on Highway 161:  Near the intersection of Highway 161

and Highway 274 in the Newport area.

The distribution system that conveys the treated water to County’s customers’ homes and businesses is 

also operated in accordance with state and federal regulations.  The County is required to obtain 
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samples from the distribution system on a regular basis and test the water for contaminants, which are 

reported to the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (the “SCDHEC”).  The 

County and SCDHEC monitor the contaminate levels to assure that the drinking water you receive meets 

current standards and is safe for consumption.  Each year the USEPA and SCDHEC requires that the 

County produces a consumer confidence report (“CCR”), also known as water quality reports or drinking 

water quality reports.  These CCRs provide the County’s customers with valuable information about the 

quality of the drinking water delivered.  A review of the historical CCRs indicated that the water 

delivered to the County’s customers’ have met or were below the minimum contaminant limit 

concentrations listed in the state and federal regulations for drinking water quality. 

For the FY 2022 that ended June 30, 2022, the County was billed for approximately 2,486 million gallons 

(“MG”), which equated to approximately 6.81 mgd of potable water on an annual average daily demand 

(“AADD”) basis.  Of this total approximately 1,492 MG was delivered to the County’s retail customers 

and 994 MG was delivered through the wholesale agreements that the County has in place.  

Summarized in Table 3-2 is the annual volume of water in MG purchased from the City for the past 10-

years (FY 2013 through FY 2022).

Based on the last 10-years of data, the annual volume of potable water purchased from the City within 

the County’s water service areas has increased from 1,434 MG to 2,486 MG, or an annual increase of 

7.38% during the past decade..    
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During this same period (FY 2013 through FY 2022), the annual water usage from the retail customers 

ranged from 927 MG to 1,492 MG, which represented an average increase in retail potable water usage 

of approximately 6.1%.  The largest increase in water usage was FY 2022 when the retail potable water 

usage increased by 17.94%.  Wholesale customers usage has outpaced the retail usage during this this 

same 10-year period, and has ranged from 503 MG to 994 MGD, and has averaged an annual increase of 

approximately 9.76% for this 10-year period.  The largest increase in water usage from the previous year 

occurred in FY 2021, when the water usage for the wholesale customers increased by 46%.   

From a use per retail water account perspective Table 3-3 presents the usage in gallons per day per 

account.  The average usage for a retail account has averaged 248.9 gpd/account for the past 10-years 

and ranged from a low of 229.0 gpd/account (FY 2015) to a high of 290.8 gpd/account (FY2022).  The 

nationwide trend in water use has exhibited at downward trend due of water saving appliances, 

conservation, and other waterwise devices.  Despite this, the data provided in the FY 2022 ACFR reflects 

a significant upward trend in water usage within the their water service area.  One possible reason for 

this is that customers which have irrigation meters are assessed the same volumetric rates per 1,000 

gallons (“Kgal”) depending on customer class and there is no incentive to conserve potable water use.

Water loss control includes utility efforts to manage leakage to economically low levels and reducing 

metering and billing errors such that reliable measures of customer consumption are attained, and 

sufficient revenue is garnered by the water utility.  Losses in water utility operations occur in two 

distinctly different manners – apparent and real.

• Apparent losses due to meter inaccuracies, billing system data errors and unauthorized 

consumption, which cost utilities revenue and distort data on customer consumption patterns.   

• Real losses are water that escapes the water distribution system, including leakage and storage 

overflows.   

The County continually monitors the water purchased and sold to determine water losses within their 

System.  No other measures, such as system models, inline detection, or micro monitoring are used by 

the County to determine water loss.   The water loss within the County’s water system based on water 

purchased versus sold for the past 10-years have ranged from negligible to 8.85%.    

The County’s water system consists of storage and distribution facilities.  The storage facilities consist of 

two ground storage tanks and six elevated storage tanks and two booster pump stations with ground 

storage tanks.  The total storage volume installed in the County’s system consists of approximately 4.606 

MG.  There are four tanks located in the County’s western service area with a total storage volume of 

approximately 1.506 MG, and 3.1 MG of storage in the County’s eastern service area consisting of four 

tanks.  The type of storage tanks, location and volume are summarized in Table 3-4.

The water distribution system consists of approximately 240 miles of watermains ranging from 2-inch to 

36-inches in diameter, of which over 91% are greater than 3-inches in diameter.  In addition to the 

watermains installed, associated appurtenances (i.e., air release valves, fire hydrants, isolation valves, 

etc.) are installed throughout the water component of the System.  The selection and installation of the 

facilities that make up the water system are defined in the County’s Land Development Manual, dated 

February 28, 2022, and the Water and Sewer Specifications and Details, dated June 2021.  Summarized 

in Table 3-5 is a breakdown of the watermains installed within the service area for the County.

The average age of the water system is 24-years old.  Recent inspections of the facilities that make up 

the County’s water system indicated that it was in good condition.   

3.2.2 Wastewater System 

The County’s wastewater system serves approximately 13,937 customer accounts, including bulk 

wastewater service to Blue Granite for their Blue Granite System.  Wastewater service is provided 

through a collection system owned by the County with treatment provided by the City’s Manchester 

Creek Wastewater Treatment Facility (the “WWTF”).  The points of connection for delivering the 

wastewater generated within the County to the City’s system pursuant to the Agreement are as follows: 

• Eastern System Point of Connection:  City’s WWTF. 

• Western System Point of Connection:  Dutchman Creek outfall (near the confluence of the 

Dutchman Creek and the Catawba River). 
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The wastewater that is generated within the County’s wastewater service area first flows to a 

conventional gravity collection system that collects and discharges the wastewater to a series of pump 

stations that are installed throughout the County’s service area.  These pump stations then pump the 

wastewater to strategic locations in the wastewater gravity collection system, other pump stations or 

manifold with other wastewater force mains to deliver the raw wastewater to the points of connection 

for delivery through the County’s system to the City’s WWTF for treatment.  In addition to the gravity 

collection system, force mains, and pump stations, the wastewater system consists of manholes, 

isolation valves, and other necessary appurtenances that are designated in the County’s Land 

Development Manual and the Water and Sewer Specifications and Details.   

For the FY 2022 that ended June 30, 2022, the County pumped a total of 1,549 MG wastewater to the 

City’s WWTF for treatment.  Summarized in Table 3-6 is the volume of wastewater generated within the 

County’s wastewater service areas for the past 10-years (FY 2012 through FY 2022).  Like the County’s 

water demands, the volume of wastewater pumped to the City’s WWTF for treatment has varied 

annually and has averaged approximately 6.66% annually over the past 10-years.

Based on the data provided by the County the volume of wastewater generated per retail account was 

determined, which is presented in Table 3-7.  Like the water system, the wastewater flows from the 

County’s retail accounts have exhibited an upward trend and have ranged from a low of 181.1 

gpd/account in FY 2015 to 240.2 gpd/account in FY 2022.  The value of 240.2 gpd/account is 14.38% 

higher than the next highest value.  The consistent increase in flows from retail accounts may be 
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attributed to infiltration/inflow (I/I) into the collection system, but at this time is unknown.  The average 

volume of wastewater generated per retail account during this 10-year period was 198.8 gpd/account.

The wastewater system that conveys the wastewater generated from the County’s customers’ homes 

and businesses is also designed, operated, and maintained in accordance with local, state, and federal 

regulations.  The County has adopted and administers the industrial wastewater pretreatment and fats, 

oils, and grease (“FOG”) rules, regulations, and ordinances identical to the Pretreatment Regulations 

enacted by the City.  Additionally, the County developed a public education program to inform its 

customers of the FOG regulations. 

The County’s gravity wastewater system that collects the wastewater generated in the County’s service 

area consists of approximately 172.8 miles of gravity sewer that range in diameter from 6-inches to 42-

inches.  The gravity sewer system consists of 153.6 miles or 89% that is 8-inch diameter pipe.  

Summarized in Table 3-8 are the diameter and lengths of pipe installed in the County’s wastewater 

gravity sewer system.

To determine the impact of  I/I on the wastewater system, the United States Environmental Protection 

Agency’s (USEPA’s) Project Certification Standards consider infiltration excessive if the average dry 

weather flow is more than 120 gallons per capita per day (“gpcd”).  However, dry weather flows were 

not available from the County.  Therefore, an accepted industry standards criterion of gallons per day 

per inch of diameter per mile of installed pipe (“gpd/idm”) was used.  This criterion suggests that I/I rate 

for whole collections systems (including service connections) that are lower than 1,500 gpd/idm are not 

usually excessive.   

Based on the piping installed as part of the gravity wastewater collection system within both the 

County’s and Blue Granite’s Systems has resulted in values that considered the I/I in the wastewater 

components of the system to be excessive.  Since 2017, the idm values have ranged from 1,559 gpd/idm 

to 1,905 gpd/idm and has averaged 1,774 gpd/idm during this period.  Virtually every wastewater 

system has some I/I.  Historically, small amounts of I/I are expected and tolerated.  It is suggested that 

the County institute an I/I reduction program to minimize the I/I into the System, thereby minimizing 

the impacts associated with I/I such as sanitary sewer overflows (“SSOs”), costs associated with 

transporting and treating these extraneous flows. 

The wastewater collected via the gravity wastewater collection system flows to a series of pump 

stations that pump the wastewater through approximately 71.4 miles of wastewater forcemains to 
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deliver the wastewater to the County’s wastewater system for treatment at the City’s WWTF.  These 

forcemains range in diameter from 1.5-inches to 42 inches, and 60.2 miles or 84.3% of the forcemains 

installed are 4-inches in diameter or greater.  Summarized in Table 3-9 are the diameters and lengths of 

forcemains installed in the County’s wastewater service area.

There are a total of 50 pump stations that are strategically located in the County’s wastewater service 

area, 33 in the Eastern portion of the service area and 17 in the Western portion of the service area.  

Most of the System was constructed by developers and subsequently acquired or taken over by the 

County.  Several pump stations use a common forcemain that discharges to gravity and flows to the City 

of Rock Hill’s Manchester Creek WWTF.  In the Western area there are eight pump stations (Bethelfields, 

Hands Mill, Windswept Cove #1 and #2, Mariners Bluff, Mariners Watch Cove, Palm Tree Cove #1 and 

#2) that discharge into a common force main along with Crowders Creek that discharge through the 

common 16-inch forcemain into gravity sewer, which then flows to the Little Allison Creek Pump Station. 

In the eastern portion of the service area, all flow from the eastern sewer systems flows into the Steele 

Creek Regional Pump Station.  From this station a forcemain runs to the south for just over 5-miles, most 

of it down US Highway 21, and under the Catawba River to the City’s WWTF.  The flow into the Steele 

Creek Regional Pump Station is supplied by the New Heritage forcemain, which comes in from the 
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eastern portion of this area.  The Steel Creek gravity main, which drains the northern portion of the 

Eastern service area from the South Carolina and North Carolina state line, and from the west by the 

Jackson Branch gravity sewer.  There is also a small forcemain that feeds from the south from the 

Kingsley Development in the City of Fort Mill. 

Unfortunately, the County does not have a comprehensive asset management program in place to 

document equipment life, criticality and design criteria.  Based on the limited information provided by 

the County, all the pump stations installed within the County’s wastewater service areas are reported to 

be submersible type facilities that consist of either two or three pumps installed depending upon the 

flows that discharge to the individual pump stations.  From the available data provided by the County 

the pump stations range in capacity from less than 50 gallons per minute (“gpm”) to 4,000 gpm.    

Overall, the County’s wastewater system is in good condition.  A report prepared by Wooten, entitled 

Western Sewer Pumping Station Capacity Evaluation, February 2021, shows that, overall, the 

wastewater component of the County’s System operates normally during normal flow patterns, and all 

pump stations are sized to handle average daily flow conditions.  The report further indicates adequate 

capacity in the wastewater system.  However, in its current state the entire western sewer system does 

not have available capacity to add a considerable number of sewer customers or manage significant 

rainfall events.  Some of the recommendations that were documented in the Wooten report to improve 

capacity and resiliency issues include:   

• Upgrade the 12-inch Highway 274 forcemain and Crowder’s Regional Creek Pump Station.  This 

work is currently underway by the County. 

• Upgrade the supervisory control and data acquisition (“SCADA”) system to provide run time 

data that is accurate to date and time of day to show which combinations of pumps are 

operating. 

• Install meters at strategic pump stations and require all new pump stations to include meters 

that can communicate with the existing SCADA system to monitor wastewater flows in critical 

pump stations. 

• Since velocities in the Little Allison Creek forcemain are approaching 5-feet per second (“fps”) 

and additional flows have been approved in the system that will impact the Little Allison Creek 

forcemain, the County has started the planning process to upgrade the Little Allison Creek force 

main. 

• The County has also started the planning process for upgrades to the Palm Tree Cove #2 force 

main, since the additional wastewater flows from the proposed Lakeside Glen Pump Station are 

likely to exceed acceptable velocities in that force main. 

3.3 YORK COUNTY WHOLESALE UTILITY AGREEMENTS 

On September 23, 2013, the County and the City of Rock Hill entered into separate agreements to 

provide wholesale potable water and wastewater conveyance and treatment services, respectively.  The 
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water services agreement is termed “Wholesale Water Agreement” (the “Water Agreement”) and the 

wastewater services Agreement is termed “Sanitary Sewer Treatment Services Agreement” (the 

“Wastewater Agreement”) and together with the Water Agreement, these are termed the “Agreement”.  

The Agreements, requires 10-years advance written notice that either party desires to terminate either 

of the Agreements.  As a result, the earliest that either of the Agreements can be terminated is 

September 23, 2033.  Additionally, the Agreements contain cross-termination provisions wherein if one 

of the Agreements is terminated, the other Agreement will effectively be terminated on the same date.     
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4.0 BLUE GRANITE SYSTEM 

4.1 INTRODUCTION 

The Blue Granite System is in the Northern Piedmont of South Carolina along the South Carolina and 

North Carolina border.  The utility service area encompasses approximately 20.8 square miles.  This 

service area stretches from US Highway 557 to the state line and from Lake West to Bethel School Road 

and Riddle Mill Road.  The Blue Granite System began as the utility provider for the subdivision of River 

Hills and YMCA Camp Thunderbird.  It has now expanded to include the entire census designated place 

of Lake Wylie, and much of its surrounding area.  In small areas of the Blue Granite System no waterlines 

have been installed, therefore these residents maintain private well water supplies. 

Blue Granite (f/k/a Utilities, Inc., then Carolina Water Services (“CWS”)) purchased the bankrupt utility 

from the developer of River Hills in the early 1990’s.  In 1992, the County and CWS entered a franchise 

to provide additional water supply (treatment and transmission) through their wholesale water 

agreements with the City of Rock Hill and the City of Charlotte.  The 1992 wholesale water supply 

agreement with the City of Charlotte has been terminated and replaced with a wholesale water supply 

agreement executed in 2018.  In 1996, CWS and the County entered into an agreement to provide 

wastewater transmission and treatment through the County’s then existing agreement with the City of 

Rock Hill.  To assist with the central utility needs of the County’s residents in the CWS service area, the 

County offered to purchase the necessary water treatment capacity at a sufficient pressure to keep the 

River Hills elevated storage tank filled.  In addition, the old treatment facility was converted to a surge 

tank and CWS installed the necessary pump station modifications and forcemains to interconnect with 

the County’s piping network to divert flows to the County’s Crowders Creek Regional pump station.  

In February 2020, both the County and Corix, as the parent company of Blue Granite, developed a 

phased program with the help of Hartman that included the following: 

• Phase I:  Value consulting to develop a preliminary range of costs for the water (water storage, 

transmission, distribution and miscellaneous appurtenances) and wastewater (collection and 

force mains, pump stations, surge tank and miscellaneous appurtenances) facilities (installed 

within the Blue Granite service area. 

• Phases II and III:  Appraisal and above ground facilities inspection of the Blue Granite System.  

No field testing was provided by Hartman. 

The Blue Granite System facilities that are installed in the Lake Wylie/River Hills service area were 

constructed over the years as development progressed in the region, with some facilities over 50-years 

old.  In addition, renewals, and replacements (“R&R”) for certain facilities have occurred, as needed.   

Most of the Blue Granite service area is residential, consisting of single-family housing, with limited 

commercial acreage.  Based on historical growth within the service area, it is expected that single family 

will continue to account for most of the new growth during the planning horizon, with associated 
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commercial developments.  Currently, the service area for the Blue Granite System is approximately 

69% percent built out. 

4.2 WATER AND WASTEWATER SYSTEMS 

The Blue Granite System is like the County System – no treatment is provided.  The water system 

consists primarily of water storage, and transmission and distribution of potable water.  Potable water is 

provided by the City (refer to subsection 3.2 for a description of the treatment provided) and/or 

Charlotte Water.  Similarly, only collection and pumping of the wastewater that is generated within their 

service area is provided.  The Blue Granite System pumps the wastewater produced within its service 

area to the County’s Crowder’s Creek Regional pump station, which pumps the wastewater to the City 

for treatment at the WWTF.  The County’s water and wastewater systems, the source of potable water 

and the treatment of the wastewater generated is described in Section 3 of this report. 

4.2.1 Water System 

The Blue Granite System obtains all its water supply from York County and Charlotte Water.  There are 

five master meters in use to provide the potable water to the customers of the system.  Two meters are 

owned by the County and three by Charlotte Water.   

Information from the Hartman report for the Calendar years 2017 through 2019 indicated that the new 

meter installation, excluding meter replacements, have ranged from 198 to 289 new connections.  The 

average new connections for this period were approximately 245 per year.  Most of these new 

connections were residential connections or 94%, with the remaining 6% being commercial connections. 

The total number of meters installed as of December 31, 2021, was 4,923 meters, which are 

summarized in Table 4-1.  Of the total number of installed meters in the system, approximately 91.5% 

are 1-inch and smaller in size. 

The potable water for the Lake Wylie/River Hills service area comes from wholesale supplies of the 

County and Charlotte Water.  The wholesale water supplied from Charlotte Water resumed in 2019 with 

the execution of the new wholesale water supply agreement.   

For the past 10-years the volume of water that Blue Granite purchased from both the County and 

Charlotte Water ranged from an annual volume of 244.5 MG in 2013 to 620.1 MG in 2019.  The 

breakdown of water from both sources have ranged from 63.5% (2019) to 100% (prior to 2019) from the 

County and 0% (prior to 2019) to 36.5% (2019) from Charlotte Water.  For the past 2-years the volume 

of water from Charlotte Water has decreased to approximately 20% of the total volume of water 

purchased.  Since 2012, the total annual volume of water purchased by Blue Granite has increased 

9.08% on an annual basis.  Summarized in Table 4-2 are the annual volume and AADD of purchased 

water from the County and Charlotte Water since 2012.

The American Water Works Association (“AWWA”) recommends 10% as a benchmark for unaccounted-

for water loss, and any value above the benchmark value should be addressed.  Based on the water loss 

information provided in Table 4-3, water losses have ranged from a low of 2.64% to a high of 17.16% on 

an annual average basis.  As noted, the water loss data presented in Table 4-3 highly fluctuates from 

year to year and for the past 10-years the water losses in the Blue Granite System service area have 

averaged 11.35%.  The water loss for the past 12-month period is 15.12%, higher than the previous 

reporting period.  Discussions with the Blue Granite staff anticipates that current practices and future 

capital improvement projects that are planned will help to reduce the percentage of water loss in their 

system.  Although, it is recommended after takeover of the Blue Granite System for the County to 

perform a water audit to gain a comprehensive view of the entire water system.  

Blue Granite’s water system delivers water to one pressure zone and consists of transmission and 

distribution pipelines, and an elevated storage tank.  The Blue Granite existing finished water facilities 

include:  

• Approximately 81.3 miles of transmission and distribution mains ranging in diameter from 2- to 

16-inches.  Of the installed pipe in the system, 70,584-feet (13.4-miles) of the watermains are 

asbestos cement (“AC”) pipe.  The AC pipe in the system represents approximately 16.07% of 
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the installed watermain.  The remaining pipe consists primarily of polyvinylchloride pipe.  The 

watermains installed within the Lake Wylie/River Hills water service area are summarized in 

Table 4-4. 

Regarding the AC pipe, the Chrysotile Institute estimates AC pipe lifespan at 70 years, but actual 

service life depends largely on pipe condition and working environment.  The AEC report 

recommended replacing two sections of AC pipe (refer to Section 5) at part of the capital 

program.  These two sections of AC pipe were deemed critical to maintain the level of service 

required for the Blue Granite System.   

In addition to the replacement of the two sections of AC pipe, it is recommended that as this 

pipe reaches its useful life the County perform an AC pipe condition assessment and develop a 

strategic replacement plan for the remaining AC pipe, particularly in the areas of watermain 

breaks.  For example, based on information provided by Blue Granite, of the 16 watermain 

breaks that occurred within their system for the past 4-years (2018 – 2021), nine were 

associated with AC pipe, which is considered some of the oldest watermain installed in the Blue 

Granite System. 

• One welded steel elevated storage tank with a volume of 200,000 gallons. 

• In addition to the above assets, the water system consists of isolation valves and approximately 

450 fire hydrants installed throughout the Blue Granite water service area.

The age of the water facilities installed range from a 1-year to over 50-years old.  The oldest portions of 

the water components of the Blue Granite System are in the River Hills neighborhood.  The average 
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useful service life of waterlines is typically considered to be between 50 and 100-years.  However, it is 

important to note that average useful service life is an average metric.  As waterlines approach and 

exceed the average useful service life, they can be expected to increasingly fail.  Each watermain will 

have a different service life depending on many factors including initial construction quality, surrounding 

soils, operating pressure, external loadings, and other things.   

4.2.2 Wastewater System 

The Blue Granite System pumps all the wastewater generated in the service area to the County, which in 

turns pumps the wastewater through their system to the City for treatment at their WWTF.  The Blue 

Granite System wastewater system assets include gravity sewers, pump stations, force mains, a flow 

equalization basin, and an odor control station.  As of December 31, 2021, there were a total of 4,800 

wastewater customers within the Blue Granite System service area.  Of the 4,800 wastewater customers 

95.9% are residential customers.   

The wastewater gravity collection system installed within the Blue Granite System service area consists 

primarily of vitrified clay pipe, most of which are installed in the River Hills portion of the service area.  

The gravity sewer system consists of 61.1-miles of pipe that range in diameter from 4-inches to 18-

inches.  Of the gravity sewer installed approximately 95.68% of the pipe installed as part of the gravity 

sewer system is 8-inches in diameter in size.  Summarized on Table 4-5 is the breakdown sizes of pipe 

installed in the Lake Wylie/River Hills wastewater service area.  In addition to the gravity sewers there 

are over 1,700 manholes installed as part of the gravity sewer system.

For the period between 2018 through 2021 there were a total of seven SSOs from Blue Granite’s 

wastewater collection system.  The largest spill was reported to be 3,000 gallons in September 2018.  

The sewer spills were located throughout the Blue Granite System and do not appear to be 

concentrated in any portion of the wastewater collection system.  No regulatory penalties and/or 

Consent Decrees were imposed on Blue Granite.  However, SSO’s are one indicator of I/I, and as 
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recommended in Section 4 of this Report it was suggested that the County institute an I/I reduction 

program to minimize the overall influent and impacts from I/I into the System 

The gravity wastewater collection systems collect the wastewater generated in the Blue Granite System 

wastewater service area to a series of pump stations that are installed at strategic locations throughout 

the wastewater service area.  These pump stations pump the wastewater to strategic locations in the 

gravity collection system, other pump stations or manifold with other wastewater force mains to deliver 

the raw wastewater to the points of connections for delivery to the County’s wastewater system.  There 

are a total of 71 wastewater pump stations installed within the Blue Granite System service area.  These 

pump stations range from small systems pumping wastewater from a small number of homes to larger 

regional pump stations pumping wastewater collected from neighborhoods to the County’s system for 

ultimate treatment by the City.  There are a total of 27 pump stations located in the old River Hills 

development and the remaining 44 pump stations located in the Lake Wylie area.  The types of pump 

stations installed within the Blue Granite System service area include: 

• Can-type wetwell/drywell package pump stations. 

• Conventional wetwell/drywell pump stations. 

• Package type centrifugal pump stations. 

• Flooded suction centrifugal pump stations. 

• Conventional wetwell/drywell pump stations. 

• Submersible pump stations. 

The wastewater from these pump stations is then pumped through a forcemain system that consists of 

24.4-miles of pipe that range in diameter from 2 to 12-inches.  Summarized in Table 4-6 are the 

forcemains installed in the Lake Wylie/River Hills wastewater service area

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Like the water system, the age of the Blue Granite System wastewater facilities ranges from less than a 

year old to over 50-years old.  Based on inspections performed by Hartman and AEC the condition of the 

wastewater system was determined to be in below average condition.  Some of the concerns that were 

noted in these two inspection reports included: 

• Most of the gravity sewer system is vitrified clay pipe “VCP”, which inherently is associated with 

I/I.  No closed-circuit television (“CCTV”) inspection of the Blue Granite System gravity 

wastewater system was performed.   

• Approximately 36% of the wastewater pump stations have met or exceeded their useful life; 

however, all were functional when the inspections were conducted by AEC, County and Stantec 

staff.  While the useful life criterion does provide a high-level screening of the overall condition 

of the pump stations, a more objective evaluation and categorization can be provided by 

assessing each pump station’s likelihood and consequence of failure.  Each of the lift stations 

was assigned a probability of failure factor based on how likely the pump station and its 

components will fail.  Each pump station was assigned a consequence of failure rating based on 

the severity of any financial, environmental, and social consequences caused by its failure.  

Based on the criticality analysis performed by AEC the following was concluded: 

− 12% of pump stations have a criticality score of “20”, which indicated a high criticality.  

These stations are reaching the end of their useful service life and need renewal. 

− 20% of pump stations have a criticality score of “25”, indicates a very high criticality.  

Failure of these stations should be expected, and they pose an operational risk until 

they are renewed. 

Overall, the concerns with the individual pump stations ranged from age and maintenance, 

capacity, installation and/or location, operability and regulatory impacts associated with failure 

of the individual pump stations. 

• Estimated wastewater flows from the individual pump station basins, and an estimate of the 

demand at each pump station/basin was performed.  Per the evaluation, it appears that the 

existing 12” diameter force main that serves the wastewater system is undersized for the 

current demands. 

4.3 BLUE GRANITE FRANCHISE AND WHOLESALE UTILITY 

AGREEMENTS 

Blue Granite had two agreements for water and wastewater service to the Blue Granite System service 

area.  One agreement is a Franchise Agreement with the County, and the second agreement is a 

Wholesale Water Agreement with the City of Charlotte through Charlotte Water.   

• Franchise Agreement:  This agreement was signed on January 28, 1992, for the operation of 

water and wastewater systems in the defined service area for a period of 25-years.  In 1996, 

CWS and the County entered into an agreement to provide the treatment and disposal of the 
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wastewater generated within the Blue Granite System service area through the County’s then 

existing Agreement with the City.   

Beginning in 1996, the Agreements provided Blue Granite with the rights to provide Lake 

Wylie/River Hills water and wastewater service within the defined service area (generally Lake 

Wylie/River Hills).  On February 5, 2018, Blue Granite and the County signed an extension of the 

original Franchise Agreement for an additional 25-years.     

• Wholesale Water Agreement:  On May 16, 2019, Blue Granite signed a Wholesale Water Supply 

Agreement with the City of Charlotte acting through Charlotte Water to provide up to 2.0 mgd 

of finished water.  This Agreement has been approved by the SCPSC.  The term of this 

Agreement is 14-years and upon consent of both parties this Agreement is renewable for one 

10-year period.  The Agreement states that: 

− Blue Granite will pay the rate set forth in the current City Commercial Rates and Fee 

structure, which currently includes a monthly Availability Fee, a Commercial Water 

Usage Charge, and a monthly Water Fixed Fee Charge. 

− To ensure proper water quality this Agreement requires Blue Granite to purchase a 

minimum of 60,000 gallons for a maximum 2-day period and a minimum of 1.0 mgd per 

billing cycle. 

− Blue Granite to design, permit and construct the 16-inch interconnect, with the 

Charlotte Water system and donate all facilities, inclusive of the 8-inch diameter meter, 

a reduced pressure backflow preventor and pressure sustaining valve to the City. 

− Obtain an easement in the name of City of Charlotte for any assets sitting outside the 

road rights-of-way (“ROW”) of South Carolina State Road (“SR”) 49. 

− If Blue Granite fails to pay the amount of the charges for water delivered, the City will 

have the right to cease delivery of water at any time pursuant to the City’s current 

delinquent water bill turn off process.  

− Provisions during times of drought as declared by the Catawba-Wateree Drought 

Management Advisory Group provisions (i.e., bans on water sprinkling, hydrant flushing, 

and/or similar uses) to impose on the customers of the Blue Granite system. 
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5.0 THE PROJECT 

5.1 INTRODUCTION 

The primary project associated is the acquisition of the Blue Granite System located in York County, 

South Carolina.  This coincides with the County’s comprehensive long-term planning program for the 

water and wastewater systems, which includes the completion of facility plans and preliminary designs 

of the improvements required for most of the major utility system facilities.  On December 29, 2022, the 

County initiated condemnation proceedings to acquire the Blue Granite System. 

As part of the annual budget process, the upcoming FY capital project requirements are reviewed and 

refined as necessary to reflect the updated cost estimates or other information related to the projects.  

Project cost estimates included in the CIP and financial plan are based on preliminary engineering 

reports, feasibility studies, and recent bids and trends.  These cost estimates represent Class 5 and Class 

4 estimates as defined by the Advancement of Cost Engineering International.   

In addition to budgeting funds, the County has developed a procedure for prioritizing capital projects in 

their CIP to determine the order and timing of the projects to maintain the integrity of the County 

System.  These include, but are not limited to safety and public health, protection of the environment, 

permit and regulatory compliance, preventive maintenance, completion of on-going projects, and 

system expansion.  The individual projects are ranked and are used as guidelines for CIP planning.  A 

project considered in a low priority class may be upgraded to a higher level in the CIP due to any number 

of factors.  For example, if an area is close to reaching and/or surpassing capacity of its facilities, the 

expansion of the system in that area rises in priority.  System expansion projects can entail projects 

which affect permit and regulatory compliance, protection of the environment, or safety and public 

health.  Using these guidelines, combined with analysis of funding and other resource constraints, the 

County develops a CIP that addresses regulatory requirements, risk, and service needs of its customers. 

There are also a number of projects that are required to be implemented as part of the Blue Granite 

System condemnation.  These projects are not included in the County’s CIP and include the following: 

• New 1.0 MG elevated finished water storage tank to serve the eastern portion of the Blue 

Granite System service area. 

• Construction of a 12-inch diameter watermain along SR 49. 

• New 0.5 MG elevated west finished water storage tank to improve pressures in the western 

portion of the Lake Wylie service area. 

• Parallel Forcemain from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to the Crowders Creek Pump Station. 

The above listed projects further described below that were developed using these guidelines will be 

funded through the County’s utilities enterprise fund.  The County retains the responsibility for ensuring 

the appropriate planning for the future growth, level of service and criticality associated with their 
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System continues as these projects are executed, modified, and planned in, and beyond the current CIP 

period.   

5.1.1 Condemnation of the Blue Granite Lake Wylie/River Hills Systems 

The County and Blue Granite jointly retained Hartman Consultants LLC to provide an opinion of value of 

the Blue Granite System.  Hartman used three approaches to value the Blue Granite System.  These 

valuation approaches included: 

• Replacement cost new less depreciation approach.  This approach is commonly used in the 

determination of estimated value in utilities and is an accepted method in determining value of 

utilities in litigation cases.  The primary reason for this is that utilities are comprised of complex 

pumping and piping networks which all have various service lives and different years of 

installation.  This method assumes that the replacement of the facilities that would be available 

with their improved efficiencies and more effective cost utilizing the commercially available 

materials, equipment, and so forth, complete as one single project, and obtaining the economy 

of scale thereof.  There are three components to the overall depreciation taken in this approach, 

which include: 

− The physical depreciation of the asset. 

− The functional obsolescence of the existing asset and deducted from the replacement 

cost new less the physical depreciation. 

− The external obsolescence (i.e., the impact of regulations, customer acceptance, 

historical rates, charge regulation, market conditions, etc.). 

• Income approach.  This approach values a utility based on the present value of the available 

cash flows anticipated to be generated in the future.  The theory behind this approach is based 

upon the concept of converting the anticipated financial benefits of ownership in the future to 

an estimate of present value in today’s environment.  Direct capitalization uses the most current 

full year of income less applicable expenses for the year to determine the next income to be 

used and divides the net income by the appropriate capitalization rate. 

• Comparable sales approach.  This approach to utility valuation assumed that knowledgeable 

buyers and sellers of water and wastewater utilities know the market.  The purpose of this 

approach is to examine the history of the water and wastewater utility acquisition and to 

analyze the conditions under which the systems were acquired to arrive at an implied purchase 

price for the system.  This approach has many variables to the value such as growth, remaining 

service life, facilities, regulatory compliance, future capital needs, etc. 

Based on the valuation performed by Hartman, the three approaches to value provided the following 

results summarized in Table 5-1, which ranged from $29,200,000 to $31,900,000.  Based on the 

evaluation performed it was Hartman recommended that a Fair Market Value of $31,000,000 be 

assigned to the Blue Granite System.  The Hartman report is provided in Appendix A.

Blue Granite claims that it is entitled to compensation for deferred balances, (the “Regulatory Assets”) 

recorded on the Blue Granite’s balance sheet.  The Regulatory Assets represent costs actually incurred 

and/or revenue it is entitled to receive for services previously rendered and are properly recorded on 

the Blue Granite’s balance sheet, consistent with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (“GAAP”), 

ASC 980.   

The SCPSC has authorized Blue Granite to collect additional revenue from customers over time to 

compensate it for these assets.  Absent the taking of the Company’s property by the County, the 

Regulatory Assets would be amortized and included in Blue Granite’s revenue requirement (i.e., 

recovered from Blue Granite’s customers through water and wastewater rates).  If the water and 

wastewater systems are taken by condemnation, Blue Granite has no means of collecting payment for 

these assets.  To affect the transfer of the water and wastewater systems to the County in an 

uncontested condemnation proceeding, the County is required to compensate Blue Granite for the 

Regulatory Assets.  This is because:  

• The Regulatory Assets are properly recorded consistent with GAAP and constitute property of 

Blue Granite’s water and wastewater systems. 

• Blue Granite is entitled to full compensation for these assets consistent with, and as required by, 

South Carolina law in a condemnation proceeding.  Accordingly, the transfer agreement 

between the parties includes Regulatory Assets based on the anticipated transfer date.  

Blue Granite is also entitled to compensation for the capital invested by or contributed to Blue Granite 

after April 30, 2021.  The County and Blue Granite have agreed that the compensation for Blue Granite’s 

regulatory assets and for capital invested by or contributed to Blue Granite after April 30, 2021, in the 

amount of $5,350,000, provided the Blue Granite System turnover date is on or before January 31, 2023.  

Based on experience, Stantec believes the value of these Regulatory Assets to be reasonable, valid and 

acceptable. 

5.1.2 Projects Associated With the Condemnation of the Blue Granite System 

As noted above there are a number of projects that will be funded through the Enterprise funds.  These 

projects can be thought of as large capital projects to annual R&R type projects.  These projects are 

identified herein.  The costs noted for each of these projects were developed by AEC in March 2022 and 

totaled nearly $24,000,000.  For the purposes of the planning of these projects, approximately $2 
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million annually has been earmarked to fund these projects over the next 12-years.  Annually, the 

County will work with internal staff to prioritize, update budgets, and allocate funds for these projects.   

5.1.2.1 New 1.0 MG Elevated Storage Tank 

This project is focused on improving the water system reliability, operations performance, 

system pressure and water quality delivered to the County's water customers.  This project 

would demolish the existing tank 200,000-gallon storage tank and replace with a 1.0 MG tank 

that is located on the Montgomery Road site that is part of this transaction.  In addition, 

approximately 200 linear feet of 10-inch diameter water main will be installed to tie into the 

proposed 12-inch diameter watermain on Montgomery Road.   

The style of construction could be determined based upon life cycle costs; however, a leg or 

composite would work well.  To maintain system operation the project will be constructed 

during the period of low demand so as not to affect customer water supply.  Once the new 1.0 

MG storage tank is complete and tie-ins completed and tested, the existing 200,000-gallon 

storage tank will be decommissioned and demolished.   

Blue Granite currently has an engineering firm under contract to plan, permit, design and 

oversee the construction of the new 1.0 MG ground storage tank, although no work on this 

project has proceeded, other than the development of a site topography and conceptual site 

plan.   

The style of construction could be determined based upon life cycle costs; however, a leg or 

composite would work well.  To maintain system operation the project will be constructed 

during the period of low demand so as not to affect customer water supply.  Once the new 1.0 

MG storage tank is complete and tie-ins completed and tested, the existing 200,000-gallon 

storage tank will be decommissioned and demolished as part of this project.  The probable 

opinion of capital cost for the new 1.0 MG elevated storage tank noted in the AEC report is 

$3,244,005.   

5.1.2.2 Construction of a New 12-inch Diameter Watermain Along SR 49 

This project is focused on improving the water system level of service, operations performance, 

reliability, and system pressure within the immediate service area.  This project would connect 

missing sections of waterline along SR 49 between Plantation Square and Lake Wylie Woods.  

Lakepoint Ridge and Caliber Collision has constructed a portion of this line as part of these two 

developments in anticipation of that project, which may be used depending on existing utility 

conflicts in the ROW.  The watermain consists of two projects totaling approximately 8,100 LF of 

12-inch diameter watermain.  Blue Granite has estimated that this project would increase peak 

flow capacity by over 50% in this area. 
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Like the new 1.0 MG elevated storage tank, Blue Granite has an engineering firm under contract 

to plan, permit, design and oversee this project.  This planning, permitting and design of the 

eastern portion of the watermain project, which is approximately 60% complete.    

The probable opinion of capital cost for the new 12-inch diameter watermain along SR 49 noted 

in the AEC report is $662,858. 

5.1.2.3 New 0.5 MG Elevated Northwest Region Water Storage Tank 

This project will improve the level of service and is focused improving operational performance 

and reliability, system pressure and water quality within in of the water system in the 

northwestern portion of the water service area.  This project includes construction of a new 0.5 

MG tank in the Northwest region of the water components of the Blue Granite System along SR 

274 near the Mill Creek Falls subdivision.  The new tank will provide water for the west portion 

of the system.  In addition to the benefits noted above, this new tank will also provide additional 

fire protection storage and a smaller pressure range in system operation.  The new tank will 

provide water for the west portion of the Blue Granite System. 

A flow control valve is recommended on the County side of the connection to close it based 

upon tank level.  The Charlotte Water connection would fill the existing tank, until the new 1.0 

MG elevated storage tank is completed and on-line and the York County connection would fill 

the western elevated storage tank.  The probable opinion of capital cost for developed by AEC 

for the new 1.0 MG elevated storage tank is $1,969,364.   

5.1.2.4 Parallel Forcemain from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to the Crowders Creek Pump Station 

A high-level capacity analysis was conducted based on demand data provided by Blue Granite, 

which divided the wastewater system into pump station basins and estimated the flows at each 

pump station/basin.  Per the evaluation, it appears that the existing 12-inch diameter forcemain 

from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to the Crowder’s Creek pump station is significantly undersized for 

current demands.  The estimated peak flow velocity in the force main is estimated to be 10 fps, 

well above recommended industry standards.  A parallel forcemain will improve critical 

operations life expectancy of the existing forcemain, operational performance of the overall 

wastewater transmission system, and system resiliency. 

This project will install a parallel 12-inch diameter force main and should be routed along the 

existing force main from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to Crowder’s Creek Pump Station.  The total 

length of the proposed 12-inch force main is approximately 17,000 linear feet.  The 

recommendation of a 12-inch diameter pipe will provide additional capacity for additional 

future demand in the region. 

The probable opinion of capital cost as developed by AEC for the installation of a parallel 16-inch 

diameter forcemain from Hamilton’s Ferry Road to Crowder’s Creek pump station is estimated 

to be $5,100,000.   
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5.1.2.5 Water and Wastewater Systems R&R 

In addition to the capital projects listed above, the County funds projects that are assigned for 

R&R type projects to fund projects such as the replacement of equipment and facilities that 

have reached their useful life, emergency repairs, replace AC pipe, inspect, and repair sewer 

mains to minimize extraneous flows into the system, among other things.   

Some of the R&R projects that must be considered include: 

• Pipe replacement:  As noted in the AEC report 16% of the watermain installed in the 

Blue Granite System service area is AC pipe, a majority of which is in the River Hills 

development.  Two areas should be prioritized for replacement for prioritization based 

on the large number of customers that each of these waterlines serve, the difficulty in 

repairing these lines while maintaining system pressure, and their potential threat to 

the integrity of the overall water components of the Blue Granite System.  These are 

located on Hamilton’s Ferry Road and Honeysuckle Woods and consist of 10,000-linear 

feet and 5,000-linear feet of 12-inch diameter AC pipe, respectively.  The reported costs 

developed by AEC were estimated to be approximately $2,000,000 to replace the AC 

pipe along Hamilton Ferry Road, and $1,000,000 to replace the Honeysuckle Woods AC 

pipe. 

• Pipeline rehabilitation:  Much of the gravity sewer in the River Hills development 

consists of VCP.  Depending upon the age and condition of the pipe, it may be a source 

of extraneous flows into the collection system.  It is recommended that up to 5% of the 

pipe be inspected annually and repaired (i.e., lined, point source, replaced, etc.).  

However, no costs are programmed at this time. 

• Pump station upgrades:  The AEC report identified that 36% of the wastewater pump 

stations have met their useful life or 32% of the pump stations are either in need of 

renewal or pose an operational risk, until they are renewed.  Although all the pump 

stations were functional when the inspections were conducted, these pump stations 

should be prioritized for replacement using the R&R funds.  The AEC Report suggested 

that all lift stations with a criticality score of 15 (moderate criticality) to 25 (very high 

criticality) be upgraded or replaced entirely.  The estimated cost developed by AEC for 

this work was approximately $13,003,000.  

• Electrical system upgrades:  A full assessment of the Class 1, Division 1 compliance of 

the wastewater component of the Blue Granite System was not performed, but it is 

recommended that this be done.  Based on the field observations performed by AEC, it 

should be noted that, per field observations, a number of the pump stations within the 

Blue Granite System service area contain electrical equipment that is in hazardous 

locations.  Per the National Electrical Code (“NEC”), a hazardous location consists of an 

area where there is the potential for a fire or explosion due to electrical equipment that 

is in operation which might react with flammable or ignitable gasses, liquids, or vapors.  

When electrical equipment is located within a Class 1, Division 1 area per the NEC, it 
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must be an “explosion proof” design.  Alternately, the equipment that is located within 

a Class 1, Division 1 area can be relocated outside of the hazardous area to bring it into 

compliance.  Since most of the control equipment installed at these pump stations are 

not the County standard equipment, the panels that are of concern will either be 

upgraded to NEC standards, relocated or replaced. 

All these projects are critical and essential to extend the service life of the Blue Granite System, improve 

the level of service and operational reliability, and overall capabilities of the Blue Granite System.  As of 

result, the County’s CIP would be updated accordingly to incorporate and fund these projects,  and plan 

for their implementation. 
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6.0 FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE 

6.1 FINANCIAL PLANNING AND MANAGEMENT 

Raftelis was engaged by the County to evaluate the financial feasibility of financing the County’s 

condemnation of the Blue Granite System and reimbursing such condemnation with the issuance of the 

Series 2023 Bonds.  The Blue Granite System facilities were previously described in detail in Section 4 of 

this Report.  The Feasibility Evaluation focused on evaluating the impact of the Series 2023 Bonds, the 

proceeds of which will be used to finance the acquisition of the Blue Granite System from Blue Granite.  

The forecast assumes that the County will assume operation, including all revenues and expenses, of the 

Blue Granite System on January 1, 2023. 

6.2 RATES AND CHARGES 

Water and wastewater utilities, no matter the size, face numerous challenges while providing safe, high-

quality service to customers.  One challenge is setting rates and user fees while providing a great value 

for customers.  The utility must also ensure that it operates in a financially responsible manner.  That 

ensures both the effective and efficient operation of the system while providing a continuation of the 

quality level of services that the County’s customers deserve and expect. 

Financial responsibility includes proper rate setting that is evaluated based on revenue sufficiency.  

Revenue sufficiency must be established to ensure long-term sustainability for a utility.  It is important 

to note that sustainability is based on being good stewards of all resources: environmental, personnel, 

and financial.  The County Council has historically supported the utility’s requests for rate increases 

needed to support annual operations and capital investment of the System.  As such, the County’s water 

and sewer rates have been projected by Raftelis to meet System revenue requirements through the 

Forecast Period using projected annual increases.  

6.2.1 Existing York County’s Rates and Charges 

The County’s water and wastewater rates consist of two components: a monthly base charge and a 

volumetric rate based on the customer’s monthly water usage, assessed per Kgal, and are described 

below:    

• Base charges increase based on meter size. 

• Volumetric rates are assessed using separate uniform rates for residential, commercial, and 

wholesale customers.  For accounts that have irrigation meters thy are assessed the same 

volumetric rates per Kgal depending on customer class.   Wastewater is billed based on 100% of 

water usage per each customer’s monthly meter reading.  
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6.2.2 Existing Blue Granite’s Rates and Charges 

Blue Granite currently bills customers in the Blue Granite System service area.  Like the County System 

the water rates have two components.  However, while the base charge increases based on meter size, 

the uniform volumetric charge that does not vary by customer class.  With regards to wastewater rates 

Sewer rates are billed to customers on a per a SFE basis that are determined by using the SCDHEC 

Guidelines for Unit Contributory Loadings for Domestic Wastewater Treatment Facilities.  

6.3 FORECAST PROJECTIONS 

The Feasibility Evaluation assumed an annual across-the-board rate increases of 2% annually through 

FY2027 in the County’s water and wastewater rates will be needed to support the projected revenue 

requirement.  In addition to the County rate increases, for water and wastewater customer growth 

within:  

• The County’s service area was forecasted to increase at a rate of 2% annually in customer 

accounts. 

• The Blue Granite System service area, a customer growth rate of 1% annually was assumed. 

With regards to water usage and wastewater flows, the national trend has been downward, although 

the data for the last 10-years for the County does not correspond to this and has tended to remain 

stable or slightly increase.  Due to the expectation of continued modest growth in customer accounts, 

annual water and wastewater sales volumes are projected to increase at 1% per year for the County 

System and 0.5% per year for the Blue Granite System. 

To recover the cost of condemning and capitalizing the Blue Granite System, the County will need to 

develop a surcharge that has to recover the costs (principal and interest) associated with the acquisition 

and a portion of future capital investments associated with the Blue Granite System.  This assessment 

will be a monthly surcharge billed to all customers in the Blue Granite System service area until the 

Series 2023 bonds are retired.  A surcharge will be assessed on a per account basis, regardless of 

customer class, meter size, or monthly usage.   

A rate comparison was performed by Raftelis, and Figure 6-1 shows a comparison of combined water 

and wastewater bills with other nearby and comparable utilities for a residential customer with a 3/4” 

meter and uses 4,500 gallons of water per month.  These bills range from $52.83 (City of Columbia) to 

$175.58 (City of Fort Mill – Outside City limits).  As shown, the water and wastewater bills for a 

residential customer in the County using an average monthly consumption of 4,500 gallons is $71.57.  

For a Blue Granite System customer that uses the same amount, their monthly water and sewer bill 

would be $126.57.   

It is important to note that, given the efficiencies provided by the County, most Blue Granite System 

customers will see bill decreases under the County rates even when considering the proposed 
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surcharge.  For example, a customer that uses 4,500 gallons each month, that customer would see a 

decrease of approximately 7.9% or $10.00.

6.4 FORECAST PERFORMANCE 

The Feasibility Evaluation prepared by Raftelis report was conducted in accordance with guidelines for 

the water and wastewater industry and included such procedures as we considered necessary to 

evaluate the assumptions of the County. 
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7.0 CONCLUSIONS 

Stantec has performed a complete review of the County’s organization and management, and capital 

improvements and financial planning process and programs.  Discussions with staff and managers, as 

well as a review of existing studies and reports, and an inspection of the facilities that make up the 

Systems were used to conduct this review. 

Based on the studies and investigations, as summarized in this report, the documentation provided by 

the Hartman, AEC and Raftelis, and considerations and assumptions set forth herein, Stantec offers the 

following: 

• The County’s management has the qualifications and experience commensurate with its 

responsibilities and demonstrated commitment to County’s Vision and Mission.  The County and 

its leadership have demonstrated thorough historical financial planning and system 

performance, a commitment to conforming to established financial policies, as well as 

effectiveness in balancing rate increases with the financial requirements of the County System 

(including debt service requirements). 

• The County maintains a CIP that includes the highest priority projects for the County System as 

required to provide cost effective, high quality and reliable utility services; as well as to protect 

the public health and keep the system in a state of good repair.   

• To Stantec’s knowledge, the Blue Granite System follows all federal and state regulatory 

requirements relating to the provisions of water and wastewater services, and there are no 

other outstanding orders requiring corrective actions issued by any regulatory agency relating to 

any component of the currently owned water and wastewater system, aside from what is 

included in this report. 

• Based on the above-ground inspections of the Blue Granite System, and discussions with Blue 

Granite’s staff, the existing facilities are in fair to good condition.  The conditions to facilities 

that are in comparable condition to facilities of similar age.  The capital projects identified 

herein, and R&R projects provide the necessary modifications and upgrades to improve 

operations and accommodate planned growth with the service areas for the County System.   

• There are a number of critical projects that are associated with  the condemnation of the Blue 

Granite System that are necessary to meet the current regulatory requirements and to provide 

adequate and reliable service to the customers of the combined water and wastewater service 

area.  These projects are associated with the Blue Granite System projects were identified in the 

March 2022 by AEC to cost of nearly $24 million.  In addition, the costs associated with these 

projects were not updated to reflect current economic trends in the industry.  As noted in the 

Raftelis report, these projects have not been prioritized and they will be funded through a 

variety of grants and cash at a rate of $2 million per year for 12-years. 
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• By assuming the operation of the Blue Granite System, the County understands the capital 

needs for such system and has processes in place to update their CIP to fund such required 

capital needs – including those critical items that require immediate attention.    

• $36,350,000, which is the  final price to condemn the Blue Granite System, is reasonable, valid 

and acceptable value for the Blue Granite System. 

• The County’s financial planning practices are in accordance with guidelines for the water and 

wastewater industry and included such procedures as considered necessary to evaluate the 

assumptions made by their financial consultants.   

• The principal assumptions used in the Feasibility Evaluation prepared by Raftelis are reasonable 

given recent experience and past economic conditions.  However, variations in actual and 

inflationary or interest rates may cause subsequent adjustments to future financial plans.  

Projected operating results are consistent with the County’s established financial policies and 

debt service requirements and will provide the funding necessary to implement the CIP as 

currently envisioned.  Specifically, the projected System rates and fees, with projected future 

indexing will provide revenue enough to: 

− Meet currently projected costs for operation, maintenance, and routine replacement of 

the water and wastewater system facilities. 

− Meet the existing debt service obligations and the projected requirements for the Series 

2023 Bonds. 

− Provide enough revenue to pay the costs of the County’s CIP and the condemnation of 

the Blue Granite System through the end of the Forecast Period using system rates and 

fees, utility system (water and wastewater) capacity fees and other capital-related 

funding sources. 

− Provide revenue to support a minimum investment of $2 million annually to over the 

next 12-years to incorporate the projects identified by AEC that are necessary provide 

an adequate level of service and improve operations of the overall system. 

The report has been prepared on behalf of the County, to be included and incorporated in the Official 

Statements’ relating to the issuance of the Series 2023 Bonds.  The conclusions, observations, and 

recommendations contained herein constitute only the opinions of Stantec.  The various background 

documents, statements, and other information supplied by the County, Blue Granite, AEC, Hartman and 

Raftelis have been relied upon as being accurate in the performance of these analyses.  However, no 

assurances are given, nor warranties implied by Stantec to the accuracy of such information.

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1.5 EFFECTIVE DATE OF REPORT 

The effective date of this Report is April 30, 2021.

The water and wastewater mains and systems are a special purpose property permitted as a 
public water and wastewater systems as investor-owned. The system is provided the rights 
thereof by the State of South Carolina and by contract, assemblage, and other means.

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2.1 GENERAL 

SECTION2 
PROPERTY DESCRIPTION AND 

INSPECTION RESULTS 

The Blue Granite Lake Wylie Water System is shown on Figure 1. Figure 2 presents the 
Wastewater System. 

Utilities, Inc., now Blue Granite, purchased the bankrupt utility from the developer of River 
Hills. After a few rate increases necessitated by improvements to the systems, the residents 
requested that the County consider purchasing River Hills Water and Wastewater. I participated 
in a preliminary value review in the 1995-98 time period. At that time, the system had both 
water supply and wastewater treatment facilities. The parties could not agree to a purchase price 
at the time, and the County utility system was in its formative years. There have been 
discussions and reports on this system for approximately twenty-five (25) years. More recently, 
in 2016 - 2017, Hartman Consultants (HC) assisted the County in considering either an 
acquisition of the system or an extension of the revised Franchise. 

Twenty-five (25) years ago, York County (County) and Carolina Water Services (CWS) entered 
into a franchise agreement relating to the River Hills area of the County. CW S had an SCPSC 
service area yet needed additional water supply (treatment and transmission) and had an old 
sewage treatment plant discharging into Lake Wylie, causing localized lake water quality 
degradation. CWS needed to either decommission the sewage treatment plant or build a new 
facility with advanced secondary treatment (reuse quality water) with a complete reuse system. 
CWS decided to decommission the old sewage treatment plant. 

The County did not have major retail water and wastewater systems twenty-five years ago yet 
had a relationship with the City of Rock Hill and CMUD that had both regional wastewater and 
water facilities. 

In order to solve the central utility needs of the County residents, the County offered to purchase 
the necessary water treatment capacity and to build the necessary water transmission system to 
the point of interconnection with CWS at sufficient pressure to keep the CWS-River Hills 
elevated storage tank filled. Later, the County converted a wastewater pumping station at the old 
CWS-River Hills sewage treatment plant (STP) to divert flows away from (STP) into a force 
main that led to a repumping station system to convey the River Hills sewage to a regional 
transmission system ultimately discharging into Rock Hills regional wastewater facilities. Due 
to the fact that the River Hills sewage has a very long residence time in the system, it became 
septic and smelly. The County built an odor control facility to partially alleviate that problem. 

CWS negotiated a "Favored Nations" clause to the franchise agreement concerning CWS future 
wholesale costs applied by the County. This means that CWS pays the lowest wholesale rates 
that the County has and enjoys the best wholesale terms and conditions the County has offered to 
anyone else. 
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In essence, the twenty-five (25) year old and expired franchise agreement (which can be 
extended in 5-year future periods by CWS) benefits CWS and the River Hills customers at a cost 
to the County and the other County customers. 

The County was not fully recovering its costs to serve CWS River Hills. So, after twenty-five 
years (25) of discounted service by the County, the County had the opportunity in the franchise 
renewal negotiations with CWS to more adequately recover its cost in the next twenty-five year 
term of the franchise. 

The County staff proposed franchise agreement has the following additional cost recovery 
components for CWS-River Hills to pay: 

1) Capital Recovery Costs for the County-owned water system within the CWS franchise 
area; and 

2) A monthly payment of Capital Recovery costs for the County-owned wastewater system 
within the CWS franchise area; and 

3) Transfer the operational costs of the odor control facilities and the CWS owned elevated 
storage tank as well as transmission system operational costs to CWS; and 

4) The CWS payment of the County-owned Crowders Creek CWS area regional repumping 
station operational, maintenance, renewal and replacement County animal budget costs as 
"trued-up" by actual expenditures of the County; and 

5) A 2% of gross revenues franchise fee to be paid annually by CWS. 

In addition, the staff proposed a franchise agreement specifies how a future acquisition of the 
CWS owned utility property in the River Hills franchise area would be accomplished when and 
if desired by the County. 

At the term of the staff proposed franchise agreement, CWS will have operated the River Hills 
utility system under a franchise for fifty (50) years, and the River Hills utility property would be 
approaching some seventy (70) years old more or less for specific assets. The systems will be 
substantially depreciated. The CWS franchise area has had and is expected to continue to have 
significant future growth. In the future, CWS is expected to be a smaller percentage of the 
central service water, and wastewater customers in the unincorporated areas of York County, and 
acquisition may be facilitated. 

On February 3, 2020, both the County and Corix (parent company of Blue Granite) hired HC to 
provide a phased program: 
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Phase 1 - Value Consulting - This report provided an anticipated range of value that 
was completed 4/17/2020 resulting in indicators for the three (3) approaches to value as 
follows: 

Cost - $32,800,000 
Income • $31,460,000 
Market - $25,300,000 to $27,500,000 

Thereafter, both parties considered the Phase 1 report. 

On October 19, 2020, both parties authorized both Phase 2 and 3 to obtain an appraisal report. 
That authorization has resulted in this report. The inspection of the systems was conducted from 
11/15 - 11/18/2020. Thereafter discussions were held concerning field testing. As of 3/1/2021, 
the field testing activities were not to be performed at this time. 

On March 15, 2021, a significant amount of additional information was provided by Blue 
Granite. Since that time and through May, the information requested was provided. 

This report provides the appraisal of the systems given the work performed for Tasks 1, 2, and 3. 

2.2 DESCRIPTION OF FACILITIES 

Facilities Summary and Average Age 

The facilities were constructed over the past fifty-plus (50+) years. Some date to that time, and 
newer facilities have been constructed with development over the years. Also, renewals and 
replacements have occurred over time. Finally, major maintenance has been performed as 
needed in the system extending the effective age were accomplished. Independent verification 
and/or inspection has not been performed for this appraisal report. 

Facilities TV underground inspections were not performed.

The River Hills system obtains 100% of its supply from wholesale providers. Historically, there 
was a small 1 ½" master meter with the County, which is not currently in use. The Master 
Meters in use are:

3.1 GENERAL 

SECTION 3 
CONSIDERATION OF THE THREE 

APPROACHES TO VALUE 

The three (3) approaches to value found in the Uniform Standards for Professional Appraisal 

Practice (USP AP) for consideration by an appraiser for the subject property valuation are the: 

(a) Cost Approach - as used in utilities is the Replacement Cost New Less 
Depreciation (RCNLD); 

(b) Income Approach - either a direct capitalization or a discounted cash flow 

analysis and in this case, due to future uncertainties of an older system that 

speculation would be required to ascertain, direct capitalization is used; 

( c) Comparable Sales - of like form and function property as transacted in the 

marketplace within the last seven (7) years (utilities) freely and without 

compulsion. An emphasis on the past three (3) years was used herein (2018, 

2019, 2020, 2021). 

The following sections discuss these three (3) approaches to value. 

3.2 COST APPROACH 

Replacement cost new less depreciation (RCNLD) is a cost approach method selected for this 

Report that is commonly utilized in the determination of estimated value in utilities and has been 

an accepted method in litigation cases involving the acquisition of utilities throughout the United 

States. The primary reason for this is the fact that most utilities are comprised of complex 

pumping and piping networks which all have various services lives and different years of 

installation. In order to address these technically complex facilities, the RCNLD method has 

been developed. 

There is a difference between the reproduction cost and the replacement cost of utility assets. 

The reproduction cost is a duplication of exactly the same facilities. In contrast, the replacement 

cost is the provision of facilities that would be available today with their improved efficiencies 

and more effective cost utilizing the commercially available materials, equipment, etc., complete 

as one single project and obtaining the economy of scale thereof. The replacement cost method 

assumes that the most economical sequence of construction is utilized. This means that the cost 

of restoration, impacts of conflicts, etc., are not included. In addition, only one (1) start-up and 

shut down cost is included. Similarly, any premiums or overtime costs, or special procurement

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mobilization/demobilization costs are not included other than for the single large economic 
construction project. The replacement cost approach excludes excess capital, which an investor 
would normally not pay for in the existing facilities. Rather, the approach is based upon the 
theory of substitution and the prevailing market concept that no investor would pay more than 
the cost to replace the same system with the same characteristics in the most efficient manner. 

There are three (3) components to the overall depreciation taken in this approach. The first 
component of depreciation, and the first to be applied, is the physical depreciation of the asset. 
The second level is the functional obsolescence of the existing asset and is deducted from the 
replacement cost new less physical depreciation. The functional obsolescence is associated with 
the facilities themselves and is inherent to the system itself being derived from construction, 
configuration, operations, management, and administration. The final component in the method 
is for external obsolescence. External obsolescence accrues from all factors impacting the 
System. The impact of regulation, customer acceptance, historical rate, and charge regulation or 
lack thereof, the ability to generate excess revenues sufficient to support the physical asset value, 
market conditions development conditions, and many other factors external to the system itself. 

The RCNLD analysis is based upon the following assumptions: 

I. All utility physical assets are designed, permitted, and constructed in one continuous 
effort. 

2. The construction activities are assumed to follow the same historical sequence as those 
followed in the service area. For example, water mains, gravity collection mains, force 
mains, and manholes were assumed to be constructed before or simultaneously with the 
roads and driveways. 

3. The engagement of general contractors, acting for the utility and under its supervision, 
utilizing current construction practices and procedures to replace the property in such a 
manner so as to achieve all efficiencies that these procedures and practices would allow. 

4. The replacement unit prices from recent sources are adjusted based on the appropriate 
index. 

5. The replacement unit prices include the costs of all labor, material, and equipment 
directly related to specific items. 

6. The replacement cost includes the cost associated with overhead and engineering fees 
incurred throughout the course of the project. These costs are presented as a percentage 
of the total construction costs of the replaced facilities and depreciated in the replacement 
cost analysis.

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7. The replacement cost includes mobilization/demobilization, contract documents, and 
contractor risk and profit. These costs are presented as a percentage of the total 
construction costs of the replaced facilities and depreciated in the replacement cost 
analysis. 

3.2.1 Depreciation Analysis 

Depreciation is defined basically as the loss of value or worth of a property from all causes, 
including those resulting from physical deterioration, functional obsolescence, and economic 
obsolescence. These causes and their effects are unique to each utility. 

3 .2.2 Cost Determination 

The use of construction costs in the determination of the estimated cost-new valuation is of 
primary significance. These construction costs are obtained from several sources. 

3.2.3 Indirect Cost Components and Percentages 

The cost approach includes the costs associated with overhead incurred throughout the course of 
construction. These costs are presented as a percentage of the total construction costs of the 
replaced facilities. Engineering and other costs are depreciated, as they are associated with the 
assets in the replacement cost analysis. 

3.3 INCOME APPROACH 

The income approach values a utility based on the present value of the available cash flows 
anticipated to be generated in the future. The theory behind this particular approach is based 
upon the concept of converting the anticipated financial benefits of ownership in the future to an 
estimate of the present value in today's environment. Depending upon the circumstances 
surrounding each acquisition, the income stream may be based on the net operating revenues 
derived from existing and future growth as well as the value of capital contributions received 
from new system growth in the future. This discounted cash flow option of the income approach 
was not used due to the context of the work, the system's unknown latent defects and age, and 
the speculative nature of predicting future income, future operating expenses and the timing of 
future capital need and how they will be financed over the next 30-year period. 

Direct capitalization uses the most current full year of income less applicable expenses for the 
year to determine the next income to be used and divides the net income by the appropriate 
capitalization rate. The result is the implied value using the method. This method is the income 
approach adopted for this work.

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3.4 COMPARABLE SALES APPROACH (MARKET) 

The comparable sales approach to utility valuation assumes that knowledgeable buyers and 

sellers of water and wastewater utilities generally know the ''Market" for such utility systems. 

The purpose of this market approach is to examine the history--of water and wastewater utility 

acquisitions and to analyze the conditions under which the systems were acquired in an effort to 

arrive at an implied purchase price for the subject system. This approach is used yet has many 

variables to the value such as growth, remaining service life, regulatory compliance, future 

capital need, etc .. 

The comparable sales approach has the inherent difficulty of finding sales relatively similar to 

the subject (Blue Granite). For several reasons, the approach does not determine the value by 

itself, yet is illustrative of the potential value.

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SECTION 4 
REPLACEMENT COST LESS DEPRECIATION 

(COST APPROACH) . 

4.1 GENERAL 

The replacement cost new less depreciation analysis is used for this report. The facilities were 
presented earlier. The average age was provided for the facilities from Blue Granite and was 
accepted and used in this preliminary report. The Average Service Lives used was presented on 
Table 2-9. 

For the purpose of this report, the cost approach provides the maximum and best use as well as 
the full and fair amounts for a project constructed at one time over an estimated three (3) year 
period with the full economy-of-scale derived and full overheads applied. 

Each of the facilities components have estimates applied. The subtotal is somewhat reflective of 
the raw construction cost. The 18% overheads are shown on Table 4-1.

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4.2 WATER SYSTEM 

The water system was described in Section 2. Table 4-2 presents the Water System Replacement 
Cost Less P-hysical (only-) Depreciation (RCNLD) with a result oL$.l3,404,000. Table 4-3_ 
considers the other applicable RCNLD factors with a result of $14,116,000 rounded to the water 
RCNLD of $14,100,000. 

4.3 WASTEWATER SYSTEM AND SCADA 

I have allotted the overall SCADA system to the wastewater system even though a smaller 
portion of the system is used for the water system. Similar to 4.02 above, Tables 4-4A, B and C 
presents the Wastewater System Replacement Cost Less Physical Depreciation. The result of 
these analyses was $20,951,000, as shown on Table 4-4C. 

Table 4-5 considers the other applicable RCNLD factors with a result of $17,200,000.

Nonetheless, for the purpose of this report, the cost review provides the maximum and best use 
as well as the full and fair amounts for a project constructed at one time over an estimated three 
(3) year period with the full economy-of-scale derived and full overheads applied. 

Each of the facilities components have estimates applied. The subtotal is somewhat reflective of 
the raw construction cost. The 18% overheads are shown on Table 13. 

The water system cost review is shown on Table 14. The total replacement cost new (RCN) is 
$22,981,000. The physical depreciation is $8,437,000. The replacement cost new less physical 
depreciation (RCNLPD) is $14,544,000. The preliminary estimate of the water system 
replacement cost new less depreciation is presented on Table 15. The preliminary estimate was 
found to be $14,900,000.

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5.1 GENERAL

INCOME APPROACH 

In some states (such as Virginia), the income approach can not be used for fair market value. In 
other States, the income approach is given lesser weight in value determinations due to the 
assumptions required and the speculative nature of the technique. Finally, a few states (such as 
California) have permitted the technique and have found it demonstrative of value. 

A regulated utility has rates set, in part, by the original cost. There are several court rulings that 
basically say that the original cost is not fair market value. 

Again, a regulated utility has: 

(1) debt financed assets 
(2) equity investment financed assets 
(3) contributions in aid of construction (CIAC) assets, and 
(4) other means financed assets. 

The CIAC assets are owned by the utility. Such assets must be valued in a fair market valuation 
even though the utility does not have a basis amount for them. Several court rulings from 
General Waterworks through Marlboro Meadows and others have re-affirmed the above over the 
past 50-years. The operations, maintenance, rate paid renewals, and replacements are recovered 
in rates. 

Therefore, there is an argument that the full level of rate relief does not occur for an investor­
owned utility (IOU) that is regulated (SCPSC). 

The opposing argument has three (3) major factors : 

1) An IOU is given accelerated depreciation with the relatively short useful lives permitted 
by the SCPSC (regulator); 

2) An IOU receives the return of and return on its investments as compared to a 
governmentally own that does not receive a return on its investments and may understate 
the depreciation (return of) expense since it is a non-cash expense; and 

3) The comparison of rates for the same level, type, and extent of service. 

Therefore, utility appraisers use the level of revenue derived from the customers and the owner's 
cost or expenses for serving the customers to arrive at net available revenue for capitalization.

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5.2 METHOD USED 

The method used is the direct capitalization approach. This approach takes the most recent and 
representative year net available revenue for capitalization and divides that amount by the 
capitalization factor. 

Due to the fact that 2020 is a COVID-19 year and not expected to be representative for the 
future, I have used the 2019 results. 

5.3 NET INCOME ANALYSIS 

For this work, the latest Blue Granite Rate increase for 2019 is included, yet the results for 2020 
and the proforma for 2021 have not been reflected. This rate increase is considered the recent 
and approved CWIP. 

The 2019 Income and Expense Statement is shown on Table 5-1. 

The gross revenue was $8,474,909 in 2019. I recognize the revenue levels have increased for 
2020 and partial year of 2021, and expenses varied from 2019 levels. Nonetheless, operations 
were impacted in a variety of ways that are not expected to re-occur to these levels in the future. 

The applicable expenses adjust taxes, principal and interest payments, and other non-recurring 
Corix oriented overheads were removed. The applicable expenses were $5,164,258. The 
available net revenue for capitalization then becomes $3,310,657 from operating costs without 
renewals and replacements, capital from rates, and the currently ongoing CIP reflected in the 
rates. 

The Blue Granite supplemental rate information can be found in Appendix D.

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5.4 CAPITALIZATION FACTOR 

Many times, an income model may not be representative of fair value for a long duration due to 
the numerous assumptions required. By using the direct capitalization method, current known 
amounts can be incorporated, reducing the forecasted amount variances. 

For industry-wide purposes, I will present the capitalization factor.

In South Carolina Public Service Commission Docket 2019-290-WS, Mr. Dylan D'Ascendis 
testified to a Blue Granite debt at 49% and equity at 51 %. In 2019 for the 2018/2019 period, he 
found the combined debt cost@ 5.58%. Likewise, prior to rate adjustment, the equity cost up to 
8.19%. 

~ The WACC then becomes 6.91 % in South Carolina. 

~ In a 2021 Corix COVID-19 proceeding, Corix testified to a W ACC of 5.58%. 

~ The direct capitalization factor is calculated by the W ACC ( discount rate) less the rate of growth. 

The growth over the past 24 months appears to be from 8,670 to 9,000 connections or 330 
connections in 2 years, resulting in a 1.83% growth rate. Many of the connections were multi­
family, commercial, or other multi-unit projects. 

The 6.91 % less 1.83% equals 5.08% as a capitalization rate. 

Taking the two results 6.28% and 5.08% and equally weighting the same results in 5.68% 

For the purposes of the report, the capitalization rate used is 5.68% 

5.5 ADJUSTMENTS TO THE COMPANY EXPENSES 

The renewal and replacement costs and the capital from rates for the $30,000,000 asset over 30 
years is $1,000,000 per year. 

The CWIP incorporated into the rates ($6,382,792@ 3.5% for 20 years) generates an adjustment 
amounting to $502,343/year. 

Therefore, the $3,310,651 is then adjusted by $1,502,343 resulting in $1,808,308 or $1,810,000 
rounded for direct capitalization.

COMPARABLE SALES APPROACH 

6.1 MARKET REVIEW 

The purchase and sales of utility companies have been quite active nationally. A public utility is 
a special purpose property and is a monopoly. There is no outside competition for the owner. 
The substitution for the competition is regulation (financial & customer service). Each utility as 
a special purpose property is unique and developed for a specific customer base under specific 
circumstances. 

Historically, the utility systems do not lose value and have authorized rates of return, which are 
positive. In other words, they do not lose money due to the rate of relief based upon the cost of 
service. Only government-owned utilities may be run in such a fashion as to require transfers on 
subsidies from the general fund, although that circumstance is a local decision of the governing 
board. 

In other words, typically, water and wastewater utilities are creditworthy (usually with an "A" 
rating or higher) and sound investments that appreciate. 

The system may have deferred renewals, replacements and maintenance due to rate regulations. 
Such deferrals can be made in utilities for one or two decades. Thereafter greater investments in 
the following periods due to the relatively long average service lives (ASL) of the assets are 
necessary. The greater needed investments will require a rate increase. 

Wastewater issues include potential overflows, future regulatory compliance, and inflow and 
infiltration problems, to name a few. Historically, prior to Blue Granite's ownership renewals 
and replacements had been lacking over the years, though more recently, the Company has made 
improvements or has CWIP. 

Due to the above, market comparisons are difficult to apply to a specific system. 

The purpose of the market approach is to examine the market factors and conditions as well as 
the water and wastewater utility acquisitions and analyze the conditions under which the systems 
were acquired in an effort to arrive at an implied purchase price for the utility. The selected 
transactions of utility systems are compared using the quantitative values of customers. 

There are many factors involved in the agreement of an acquisition price for a utility system. 
These factors create both similarities and differences between the transactions resulting in the 
formation of a well-mixed market of utility sales. The following is a discussion of several 
important factors that impact the acquisition price of the water and wastewater utilities. These 
factors cannot be fully evaluated for all systems considered. Each system is specific to the area 
served and the specific configuration of each system. 
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Water and wastewater utilities vary considerably in their sizes, capacities, physical condition 
(which is sometimes an indicator of age or level of maintenance provided), as well as the number 
and types of customers. All of the above are components that form the utility's assets to be 
transferred. It is common that knowledgeable buyers of utility systems look closely into these 
components prior to agreeing upon a purchase price. The following areas regarding system 
assets are often considered in an evaluation: 

a. Type of service provided 

b. Extent and physical characteristics of the systems and the aggregate effective 
age of the system. 

c. Actual customers connected to the utility systems and their characteristics 
(size). 

d. Date of sale. 

e. Location of the system and growth opportunities. 

f. Condition of facilities in operation. 

The extent and/or magnitude of litigation and the risk of loss associated with fines or ordered 
corrective actions affect system pricing. 

The exclusivity of the service territories can be a major factor influencing an acquisition and the 
pricing of a utility. A utility is granted either franchise rights or territorial certificates that 
protect its service territories and make the utility a sole provider of water and wastewater 
services within such territories. 

The majority of the water and wastewater utility transactions occur through negotiations between 
interested buyers and motivated sellers. However, ownership of a utility system by a 
governmental entity can occur through a condemnation process. The context of the transaction is 
an important consideration. 

It is important to consider the variance to the "industry standard" terms and conditions of the 
purchase and sale agreement. If special terms would create value, then adjustments are made. 
The context of this matter is an acquisition under the threat of condemnation. 

The overall market for water and wastewater utility sales includes a variety of circumstances and 
transactions. In order to reduce some of the inherent variability in utility transfers, it is helpful to 
establish a common indicator of value. In estimating the value of a system utilizing the 
comparable sales approach, one of the most widely used common indicators of value is the cost 
per customer metric. 

Significant variability is typically observed at lower numbers of customers. Some small systems 
are abandoned, and conversely, some small systems are more valuable than the customer base 
due to other factors. As the number of combined customers increases, the variability tends to 
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decrease. Typically, larger systems are viable operations and are not abandoned. Likewise, if 
the system serves a large area, then other factors such as the integration benefits resulting from 
economies of scale are not as significant as the utility's large customer base. 

Additionally, larger utility systems tend to have similar staffing and levels of service 
requirements, normally provide reliable service, and are not typically reliant on temporary or 
package plant facilities for treatment. Management and operations staff are usually employees of 
the utility and are not part-time contract operators. The owners and purchasers are typically 
knowledgeable regarding the systems and can afford expert utility advisors to assist in the 
transaction due to the magnitude of funds involved. 

As indicate earlier, there are several factors that must be considered in the selection and 
evaluation of the comparable set of system transactions. 

Though we have records for over 1,500 utility transactions, many are not applicable, too old, 
were compelled as condemnations, or for other reasons. 

6.2 COST ESCALATION INDEX USED 

The record sales and associated information are used to determine a metric of the sales price per 
combined connection to the utility. One water and one wastewater equal two connections though 
both may serve only one house. 

Since water and wastewater utility systems are economically and physically driven by 
construction cost, I have historically used and will use here the Engineering News Record 
Construct Cost Index to inflate metric sales values. 

Table 6-1 presents the escalation index used for the sales as well as the unit construction costs. 
Note, the index has increased some 4.3% since last year as of 5/31/2021 , less than half a year. It 
is possible that the index will eclipse the 2004 annual increase of 6.29% and even the 1982 
annual increase of 8.20%, or the greatest increase in some 40 years.

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The four (4) negative adjustments reflected in Table 6-3 attempt to reconcile the subject system 
to the average of the sales selected closes to the connection count of the Lake Wylie Blue 
Granite System. The total negative adjustment amounts to $3,632,000. The rationale is that ten 
(10) of the twenty-five (25) systems had either water treatment plant, wastewater treatment plant, 
or both facilities. Some of these facilities were maintained and improved for future use. Other 
treatment facilities were retired. The non-treatment systems had capacity service agreements 
similar to the subject system. While there was variability, an overall comparison reflected a 
generalized 4% reduction for non-plant systems. Comparing the subject system, 8% of R&R 
versus the other systems created a 3% negative adjustment. Condition is an opinion of the 
appraiser. While the apparent condition of the facilities outside of River Hills development is at 
least a composite average condition, and there have been renewals, and replacements within the 
River Hills development and a completely new lift station replacement of a lift station on the golf 
course and certain safety improvements, the remainder of the River Hills infrastructure is in from 
poor to average condition or less than the average of the systems considered. Finally, again in 
the River Hills development, much of the piping materials are substandard (from the bankrupt 
developer), and a blended negative adjustment is made for that situation.

Finally, I weighted the income approach slightly less than the market approach, yet almost equal. 

The resulting analysis, coupled with my experience and training, and work on this project, 
created the basis for my opinion. That opinion of the Fair Market Value is:

Dear Senator Climer: 
 

As you are aware, York County has acquired certain assets of Blue Granite Water Company (“Blue 
Granite”) in the County. The acquired system, formerly owned and operated by Blue Granite Water Company, 
encompasses approximately 20.8 square miles along the North Carolina-South Carolina border.  Blue Granite 
Water Company began as the utility provider for the subdivision of River Hills and YMCA Camp Thunderbird.  
The acquired system consists of approximately 81 miles of transmission lines, and one 200,000 gallon elevated 
storage tank, but does not include any treatment facilities. The acquired system, at the time of acquisition, 
included the entire census designated place of Lake Wylie, and much of its surrounding area, and served 
approximately 5,400 water customers and approximately 4,800 sewer customers.   

The County paid $36,350,000 in just compensation for the Acquired System pursuant to a court order 
jointly proposed by the County and Blue Granite. The County is financing $26,350,000 through a water and 
sewer revenue bond issue and $10,000,000 through certain federal recovery funds. However, the acquisition price 
for this important public heath project does not address the substantial costs the County will incur in the near 
future to integrate the former Blue Granite system into its water and sewer system. The County engaged a 
consulting engineer to help assess the cost of bringing the former Blue Granite system up to County standards 
and expectations, and the resulting study identified an estimated $27 million of investment over the coming 
decade. This is in addition to the $98 million in capital expenditures for the County water and sewer system that 
have already been identified as part of the County’s five-year capital improvement plan.  

The $27 million in costs directly related to the system acquired from Blue Granite include: 

• $ 13.0 million for pump stations upgrades 
• $ 5.2 million for water towers and other storage 
• $ 0.7 million for 12 inch water mains construction along SR 49 
• $ 5.1 million for 17,000 LF of 12 inch parallel sewer force mains 
• $ 3.0 million for Asbestos Cement (AC) Pipe replacement along Hamilton Ferry Rd (10,000 LF) 

& Honeysuckle Woods (5,000 LF) 

A separate consulting engineer also delivered a report in connection with the acquisition of the acquired 
system and concluded that, in light of the acquisition price of the acquired system, the capital improvement plan 
for the system, and the leadership and expertise of the County, that the County can successfully acquire the 
acquired system and incorporate the acquired system into the System and that the resulting incorporation of the 
acquired system should substantially benefit the customers of the acquired system and the System as a whole.   

Request 
 
 Providing safe and secure water to its citizens is a core function of government and the County has sought 
to act in its citizens best interests by acquiring the former Blue Granite system to ensure a high quality of service 
is provided, and at a reasonable cost. While the County has determined that it is capable of providing such service 
at a lower cost the Blue Granite, it is still facing nearly $125 million in capital costs related to the system, of 
which $27 million relates directly to the acquire system. Each dollar that can be appropriated to meet these capital 
needs will reduce the direct cost of the project to the ratepayers as well as any associated interest cost on debt for 
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the project.  
 
 The County respectfully requests the financial support in the amount of $27,000,000 to support the 
County’s efforts in this project.

Any available funding for 
this major water system infrastructure project would be greatly appreciated. We will be glad to provide more in-
depth information upon your request.

Legislative Briefing—Dolly Cooper Park Lighting Project 

May, 2023 
+++++++++++++++++++++++++++++++ 

Anderson County requests funding to assist with installation of athletic field and 
security lighting at Dolly Cooper Park.  Located on the Saluda River in the 
Powdersville community, the parks amenities include a baseball/softball field, 
football field, disc golf, walking paths, and two river access points.  A community 
playstructure is under development, and the county recently completed installation 
of an event-sized picnic shelter. 
 
The lighting request described herein emanates from input provided by park users 
during public meetings. Currently, there is no lighting system of any kind installed 
at Dolly Cooper Park.  Public-access athletic fields for youth are few in number in 
this area, and the area’s growing population of school-aged children require existing 
fields to accommodate games during non-daylight hours. Furthermore, irregular 
working hours for many adults require many of them to seek exercise opportunities 
during and after dusk, making the presence of security lighting a highly desired 
feature at Dolly Cooper Park. 
 
Dolly Cooper Park provides the only nearby publicly accessible fields and recreation 
amenities for tens of thousands of state residents living in Anderson, Greenville, 
and Pickens counties, many of whom are impoverished children or working adults.  
According to the 2020 Decennial Census, the Powdersville Census Designated Place 
(CDP) has a population of 10,025 and accounts for 5% of the Anderson County’s 
population. It should be noted that the population from which Dolly Cooper Park 
draws its users is much larger than that. A radius report shows the population 
within a three-mile radius of Dolly Cooper to be in excess of 20,000 and the 
population within a five-mile radius approaches 60,000. 
 
This park serves an area whose resident population exhibits child poverty 
indicators and merits access to equitable recreational opportunities. Within the 
Powdersville CDP, 25.8% of all children under 18 years of age live in poverty, and 
52.8% of all children under 5 years of age live in poverty.  In addition, the park and 
its programs serve residents of two Greenville County census block groups that 
exhibit very pronounced percentages of persons designated as having low-to-
moderate incomes as determined by the US Department of Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD): 
 
• Greenville County Census Tract 36.01, BG 4: 1,700 persons; 81.8% LMI 
• Greenville County Census Tract 36.02, BG 2: 1,745 persons; 74.8% LMI 
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If awarded, the requested funds will be used towards the installation of field 
lighting at the facility’s two athletic fields, with the balance of funds remaining to 
be used for targeted security lighting installation at Dolly Cooper Park. If the 
request is fully funded, Anderson County is prepared upon award to proceed with 
finalizing bidding specifications and issuing a bid package for the work.  The county 
estimates a project period of between six to nine months, to include design, bidding, 
and installation (please note: this timeframe is susceptible to supply-related 
impacts beyond the county’s control).  
 
Anderson County has invested more than $800,000 in local, non-state-sourced 
funding towards development projects at Dolly Cooper Park over the past three 
years. We hope that these investments, along with the local expenditures we make 
annually to provide ongoing maintenance and upkeep, demonstrate our local 
commitment to this valued facility.

Following is a description of how the state funds would be utilized. Please let us know if anything further is 
needed. 
 
 
Dorchester Paws is a 501c3 organization which has been serving the Dorchester County community faithfully for 
50 years. Dorchester Paws is the only animal shelter in Dorchester county and is the organization which holds 
the county contract for receiving and housing the stray and unwanted animals for Dorchester County.  Dorchester 
Paws takes in every lost and abandoned cat or dog, roughly 4,000 animals per year, gives them vet care, shelter, 
food and water and finds them homes. In those 50 years, we have made due with a shelter that is not suitable for 
long-term housing, is quickly deteriorating and sits in a flood zone that often requires evacuation in the midst of 
storms. The conditions of our current shelter are not ideal for animals and staff as we frequently have standing 
water and poor ventilation. With the help of our community, county and state we will be able to build a shelter that 
will allow the staff of Dorchester Paws to continue to provide humane care to the pets of Dorchester County.  
 
In December of 2021, with funding from private and public donors, Dorchester Paws purchased land out of the 
flood zone where the new shelter will be built. We estimate the cost of this new building to be approximately $10 
million. This new shelter will properly accommodate the animals of the quickly growing community of Dorchester 
County. It will provide humane kennel sizes and will have proper quarantine areas to slow the spread of disease. 
New and improved medical facilities that will not only accommodate the animals within our care, but give the 
community the ability to seek low cost options for their pets. A safe and secure building for the animals also 
allows education opportunities for the community so that we may continue our mission of championing 
responsible pet ownership and provide support and services to our community. We are a shelter that strives to 
keep pets with their families by offering support to the person behind the pet. A new facility will give Dorchester 
Paws the ability to expand our programs that not only help pets, but help people as well. We have the support of 
our local county government and have initiated a capital campaign which has been supported by the community. 
 
Dorchester Paws is a compassionate endeavor but also a strategic one that will have a lasting positive impact on 
our community.  By providing the requested $750,000 in state funding, you will be contributing to the well-being of 
the people who live in our county, countless animals, promoting responsible pet ownership and empowering our 
community to become a leader in animal welfare.

Town of Lexington Conference Center Project Summary 

 
 
1.The activity, function or project for which earmark is intended. 
 
The Town of Lexington has entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with the owners of a large 
lake front property in Lexington County to develop a conference center as part of a mixed-use 
development on Lake Murray. The conference center is planned to contain between 25,000 SF and 50,000 
SF of meeting and exhibition space. It is anticipated that in addition to the lake front conference center, 
the project will include two hotels, restaurants, residential condominiums and villas, single family 
residences, a marina, and certain other related and supporting amenities. It is anticipated that the overall 
development will generate at least $300 Million in private investments. Any money provided for this 
project by the state will be used exclusively to support the Town of Lexington’s commitment to develop a 
conference center and supporting infrastructure (roads, water, wastewater) required for the project.  
 
2.Public purpose served by the project. 
 
A public purpose is defined as “a purpose which serves or is intended to serve the interests of the public 
or a section of the public”. It has long been held by public bodies that convention centers and conference 
centers clearly meet both the definition and intent of a “public purpose”. In this particular case, the Town 
of Lexington will be providing a scenic, state of the art venue for groups and organizations to conduct 
educational, informational, and training meetings. 
 
3.Project budget. 
 
While the final budget for the Town of Lexington’s portion of this project has not yet been finalized, it is 
anticipated to be well in excess of the $30 Million in total state funds that are being requested.  
 
4.Demonstrated community support and need. 
 
This project has widespread support throughout Lexington County. In addition to the Town of Lexington, 
this project is supported by Lexington County, Capital City/Lake Murray Country Regional Tourism 
Board, as well as the Lexington Chamber of Commerce. 
 
5.Details of any state funds previously appropriated to the same entity for same or similar purpose. 
 
This project received $1 Million in state funds from the 2021-22 state budget. 
 
This project received $5 Million in state funds from the 2022-23 state budget.

The railroad has had a tremendous impact on the development of our nation as 

well as on all our lives. The railroad is also an important part of Aiken’s history. In 

the early 1800’s, the longest railroad in the world ran from Charleston to 

Hamburg, the present site of North Augusta. Railroad engineers laid out the town 

of Aiken named for the railroad president at the time. Many visitors and future 

residents of Aiken came by rail and sometimes in their own private railroad cars. 

This history is displayed in the depot and in the restored railroad cars. 

The depot adds to the quality of life of Aiken citizens by providing opportunities 

for education, recreation, and volunteering and by adding to the local economy. 

The depot receives over 14,000 visitors per year.

#1 The activity, function, or project for which earmark is intended 
 
The earmark appropriates funds to the WeGOJA Foundation. The WeGOJA Foundation (formerly the 
South Carolina African American Heritage Foundation) works to document and promote African 
American heritage sites in South Carolina. Supporting state historical markers, listings on the National 
Register of Historic Places, teacher’s guides, and the Green Book of South Carolina, WeGOJA 
collaborates with civic, government, and business leaders to preserve historical places. 
 
The funds will be used to study the creation of a Rosenwald School State Park System. The funds will be 
used to coordinate with community and civic groups throughout the state to assess the condition of 
Rosenwald Schools and determine which schools would be appropriate for this network of parks. The 
study will be performed in concert with the SC Department of Parks, Recreation, and Tourism (SCPRT) to 
ensure that properties selected for the study meet SCPRT operating needs and value thresholds.  
 
#2 Public purpose served by the project 
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Rosenwald Schools are a threatened resource in South Carolina. Only 42 of the original 498 are left 
standing, and those that are left are in need of protection. Protecting these schools and their stories is 
of vital significance to the story of African American life in the Jim Crow era. Preserving historic buildings 
and making them available to the public to tell the stories of our history has intrinsic public value. 
 
The establishment of a new network of parks will also improve the quality of the air we breathe, provide 
vegetative buffers to development, produce habitat for wildlife, and provide a place for children and 
families to connect with nature and recreate outdoors. The parks will also improve public health by 
providing more locations for South Carolina residents to engage in physical activity. 
 
#3 Project budget 
 
The total budget for the program is $300,000. WeGOJA will use the funds to conduct the study 
described above, as recommended by SCPRT. The funds will support bringing study results to SCPRT to 
plan for how a statewide parks network of Rosenwald Schools can be put in place by SCPRT, working 
with WeGOJA

Conservation Voters of South Carolina would like to express its strong support for the $300,000 in the 
FY2024 State Budget for the WeGOJA Foundation to complete a feasibility study of a Rosenwald School 
State Park Network.  
 
Rosenwald Schools were among the most influential forces for Southern African Americans in the first 
half of the 20th century, with over 5,000 schools built for students across the Southeast through grants 
funded by Julius Rosenwald, president of Sears, Roebuck, and Company. The schools provided 
education, improved social mobility, and vastly increased college attendance for rural African 
Americans, setting the stage, in part, for the civil rights movement. 
 
Nearly 500 Rosenwald schools were built in South Carolina in the early 1900s (1917-1932), but due to 
development, sprawl, and neglect, less than 40 remain standing in various states of repair. Without 
action, those that remain could soon fall victim to the same issues. Protecting these schools and the land 
they occupy broadens the impact of conservation efforts by protecting cultural and historical landmarks 
that have been overlooked and under-invested in by traditional land protection efforts.  
 
All land tells a story, and the story of Rosenwald Schools deserves to be told and protected. A Rosenwald 
School State Park Network would preserve these important cultural landmarks while providing public 
parks for rural communities and furthering the bold goal of doubling the amount of protected land in 
South Carolina.

I am writing today on behalf of the WeGOJA Foundation and the proposed study of a state Rosenwald Protection 
Network. These schools are a treasured resource which are in dire need of protection, restoration, and interpretation. 
While once there were nearly 500 of these schools in South Carolina, only 42 remain. This study is an invaluable step 
toward the goal of preserving and protecting Rosenwald Schools that remain in South Carolina today.  
 
The Lincolnville Preservation & Historical Society Inc. aims to grasp and preserve the legacy of Black men and 
women who, during the era of reconstruction, brought and owned land so that Black families could be free to pursue 
and secure the blessings and rights of freedom for themselves and their posterity. This year, The Town of Lincolnville 
is celebrating the 100th Anniversary of the Lincolnville Rosenwald School. In 1923, Lincolnville Rosenwald School 
was built to provide an education for Black children, who were being denied an opportunity to learn to read and write 
according to Jim Crow Laws of South Carolina.  With a few dedicated teachers, in spite of filthy, used books and 
lower pay, produced global, national, regional and local leaders in every field – scientists, physicians, attorneys, 
engineers, academic scholars, politicians, artists, veterans, etc.  Not only will the protection of the Lincolnville 
Rosenwald School preserve this landmark’s stories, we believe our school is an anchor for further historic preservation 
in the Town of Lincolnville.  

The Lincolnville Rosenwald School is just one of dozens of schools across the state that would benefit from a state-
wide protection network. This study has the potential to help raise awareness and protect these schools for future 
generations. 

Founded in 1867, the Town of Lincolnville is endowed with several historical structures, including two sacred 
churches built in the 1800’s as well as two historical cemeteries established during the Reconstruction Era.  The 
Charleston-Hamburg Railway was the longest track of rails in the world when it was completed. This historical 
railway ran straight through Pump Pond, which would be renamed Lincolnville 34 years in the future.  On October 3, 
1832, these rail tracks carried the first steam engine locomotive as well as the first passenger train in America.  Today, 
the history of the pre-civil war, innovative railway system can be heard thundering through Lincolnville four times 
daily 191 years later.

As a non-traditional service provider, the Barbara Stone Foundation provides for, 
improves, and strengthens the Greenville community, through our work with 
individuals with disabilities, without relying on ongoing state, federal, 
government, or agency funding (such as from 
DDSN).  
 
By decreasing dependence on this type of support, we free up resources for other 
larger scale organizations working with individuals who may be unable to live 
independently, who require higher levels of day to day care, or simply don’t fit 
with traditional employment services (like Vocational Rehab). Additionally, 
unrestricted funding allows us to provide high quality, individualized and creative 
solutions to issues facing the disability community without being limited by the 
restrictions that often come with working as an agency funded organization - 
another barrier to opportunities and services for people with disabilities - 
specifically but not limited to the areas of accessibility, employment, health care 
and transportation.  
 
According to the 2019 census, individuals with disabilities make-up 13% of 
Greenville County’s population, 23.2% of those 67,000 people are reported to be 
living in poverty, and only 38% of people with disabilities, ages 18-34 are 
employed, as compared to 76% of people without a disability. These numbers 
continue to grow and the needs of the disability community continue to evolve.  
 
In 1968, the late Barbara Stone, a true visionary in the Greenville community 
established many of the disability services we have here today.

The requested earmark would support the general operations of Florence Crittenton 
Programs of South Carolina’s (FCP) Residential Program. Our Residential Program has a 125 
year history of providing services to address the unique health needs of pregnant and parenting 
teens and to support their journey toward becoming self-sufficient parents. We are open 365 days 
a year, providing 24-hour trauma-informed support and supervision for pregnant and parenting 
teens between the ages of 10-21, and their infants up to 2 years of age. Our Residential Program 
starts by meeting their basic need for safe and secure housing.  In our congregate-care home, 
they are provided a bed, linens, and toiletries, as well as three meals and snacks daily. We 
maintain a well-stocked inventory of clothing, hygiene products, baby furniture, and other 
essentials for young mothers and infants.  

With their immediate needs met, we are able to engage them in case management, 
educational services, health services, career readiness support, social and emotional well-being 
activities, and parenting education. Our social workers conduct assessments to determine the 
needs and strengths of each resident to develop an Individual Care Plan. The care plan identifies 
each resident’s goals, how the resident and staff will work together to achieve goals, and 
identifies referrals for additional services.  
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An on-site nurse oversees their primary and prenatal care, coordinates infant checkups 
and immunizations, and administers prescriptions. Residents meet with the nurse for individual 
and group education related to pregnancy, childbirth, parenting, and personal growth. We 
currently use the Nurturing Parent Program for Infants, Toddlers, and Preschoolers, and will 
soon be adding Parents as Teachers, both evidence-based curricula designed to prevent child 
abuse and neglect 

Residents who have not completed high school are enrolled in school or a GED program 
and have the option of attending classes in person or utilizing our on-site classroom and 
technology for virtual learning. This allows them to continue their education uninterrupted by the 
crisis of teenage pregnancy. College and other postsecondary education are also promoted and 
explored. 

Each resident develops a career readiness plan, and participates in workforce 
development education, including creating a resume and cover letter, finding and keeping jobs, 
and accepting responsibilities and criticism. We help them find jobs and assist them in executing 
a transportation plan to get to and from work safely. We also assist in securing childcare 
vouchers and affordable child care prior to starting employment.   

We offer life skills training in the areas of maintaining healthy relationships, improving 
work and study habits, planning and goal-setting, using community resources, managing daily 
living activities, budgeting and paying bills, enhancing computer literacy, and establishing 
permanent connections to caring adults. We provide many structured activities so that residents 
have a space to learn and grow.   

Through these interventions, each young mother gains the skills and resources needed for 
a healthy pregnancy, delivery, and start to life.  We have a proven track record of successfully 
preparing pregnant and parenting youth for a life of independence. Last year, 90% of our youth 
made educational improvements, 100% improved employment readiness skills, and 96% 
improved parenting skills. 

 
The FY23-24 budget included $500,000 in funding for Florence Crittenton to provide residential 
care and support services for pregnant and parenting youth and their infants.  

 
Safe, Stable, and Appropriate Shelter 

● FCP will screen all referrals for eligibility, need for, and willingness/ability to 
participate in program services. A pre-admission interview will obtain the youth’s 
educational status, medical concerns, and reason for referral; and screen for 
preliminary eligibility for the program, including: 1) Pregnancy or Parenting 
Status: must be able to provide proof of pregnancy or have physical custody of a 
child under the age of 1;  2) Age: must be between the ages of 10-20, infant must 
be under two years of age; 3) Gender: only female youth (infants of any gender); 
and 4) not in the custody of the SC Departments of Social Services or Juvenile 
Justice. 
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● In the event FCP cannot appropriately serve a prospective resident, we will work 
with partner agencies to connect the youth to appropriate services. 

● FCP will provide each young woman her own room equipped with a twin bed, 
dresser, night table, and closet, as well as a new crib for her infant. 

● FCP will provide for all basic needs of the young woman and her infant, including 
three meals and three snacks per day; linens, towels, baby bathtubs, and personal 
hygiene equipment/care products for themselves and their infants; and diapers, 
baby formula and food, baby clothing, and other infant essentials. 

● FCP will maintain adequate staffing 24 hours a day, 365 days a year to oversee 
the safety and security of all residents in its care. 

 
Support Services and Referrals 

● The FCP Nurse will conduct a medical assessment, provide health and pregnancy 
education, and coordinate all medical (including prenatal, postpartum, and 
pediatric), dental, and vision appointments and prescriptions. 

● An FCP case manager will meet with residents a minimum of once per week to 
develop and work towards 1) physical, emotional, and mental health goals, 2) 
peer, family, and authority figure relationships, 3) education and employment 
goals, 4) independent living skills, 5) parenting skills and 6) stable housing or 
family reunification. 

● FCP will provide computers, internet access, and tutoring to help residents pursue 
their education. 

● FCP will offer workforce development assistance, including helping youth obtain 
their birth certificate, Social Security and identification cards; completing job 
searches; preparing for interviews; and securing child care.  

● FCP will offer age-appropriate educational programming to develop independent 
living skills . 

● FCP will provide transportation to/from medical appointments, school, work, 
childcare, and educational or social activities. 

● For young women not receiving residential services, Florence Crittenton will 
provide information and referrals to assist with their needs.

Rep. Hyde, 

SJWD Water District owns and operates a conventional water treatment plant that was originally 
constructed in 1923, which SCDHEC records indicate is one of the oldest functioning plants in South Carolina.  
This facility is reaching its end of life, and SJWD intends to phase out its use over the next 5 to 10 years. 
Additionally, the District also owns and operates a newer membrane filtration water treatment which was 
constructed in 2012.  

SJWD’s service area is growing rapidly. In fact, current population projections predict that over the 
next 20 years, most of the growth in Spartanburg County will occur within SJWD’s service area. As such, 
reliable, affordable water service is vital for continued growth and reliance on the 100-year-old water treatment 
plant is not prudent. Consequently, SJWD plans to replace the conventional treatment plant capacity with more 
reliable membrane filtration capacity.  The estimated cost for this project is $45 million.  

SJWD’s Capital Improvement Plan (CIP), which is approved annually by our Board of 
Commissioners, details the cost of each capital project for the next 20 years. This plan is used to structure a 
financial plan that provides adequate funding of projects while also stabilizing rates.  The District has planned 
for and included the $45 million capacity replacement project in our capital plan for several years; however, 
the unplanned $18 million expenditure of the Lyman Lake Spillway replacement, due to damages which 
occurred because of historic flooding in February 2020, pushed the capacity replacement project out further 
than needed to meet growing water demands. 

A contribution of $7 million from the state would allow the District to proceed with this important 
capital improvement project more closely to the original schedule by helping offset the unplanned $18 million 
expense.  Additionally, because membrane filtration is capable of meeting more stringent treatment regulations 
reliably this project helps better position SJWD to meet increasingly more stringent EPA regulations.

Rep. Hyde, 

SJWD Water District owns and operates a conventional water treatment plant that was originally 
constructed in 1923, which SCDHEC records indicate is one of the oldest functioning plants in South Carolina.  
This facility is reaching its end of life, and SJWD intends to phase out its use over the next 5 to 10 years. 
Additionally, the District also owns and operates a newer membrane filtration water treatment which was 
constructed in 2012.  

SJWD’s service area is growing rapidly. In fact, current population projections predict that over the 
next 20 years, most of the growth in Spartanburg County will occur within SJWD’s service area. As such, 
reliable, affordable water service is vital for continued growth and reliance on the 100-year-old water treatment 
plant is not prudent. Consequently, SJWD plans to replace the conventional treatment plant capacity with more 
reliable membrane filtration capacity.  The estimated cost for this project is $45 million.  

SJWD’s Capital Improvement Plan (CIP), which is approved annually by our Board of 
Commissioners, details the cost of each capital project for the next 20 years. This plan is used to structure a 
financial plan that provides adequate funding of projects while also stabilizing rates.  The District has planned 
for and included the $45 million capacity replacement project in our capital plan for several years; however, 
the unplanned $18 million expenditure of the Lyman Lake Spillway replacement, due to damages which 
occurred because of historic flooding in February 2020, pushed the capacity replacement project out further 
than needed to meet growing water demands. 

A contribution of $7 million from the state would allow the District to proceed with this important 
capital improvement project more closely to the original schedule by helping offset the unplanned $18 million 
expense.  Additionally, because membrane filtration is capable of meeting more stringent treatment regulations 
reliably this project helps better position SJWD to meet increasingly more stringent EPA regulations.

1. The activity, function, or project for which earmark is intended. 
 
Young Men United (YMU) is an evidence-informed initiative designed to create barrier-free pathways for 
young Black men to reach their academic and career goals by bringing wrap around supports to college 
capable high school students starting in the tenth or eleventh grade. YMU will guide participants through 
high school graduation, into and through their chosen post-secondary pathway, and support their 
transition from their post-secondary pathway to the workforce. YMU pairs rising high school juniors and 
seniors with professional mentors, places the students in eight-week summer internships, skills building 
courses, family financial support to ensure their educational journey is not interrupted, civic engagement, 
and job placement assistance. 
 
The initiative will offer new partnerships with our four Historically Black Colleges and Universities and 
other institutions of higher learning in the Midlands. The goal of the program is to increase post-secondary 
education attainment with retention and improvement in workforce development.  
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YMU is modeled after the MKE Fellows Initiative in Milwaukee, which began as a college enrollment and 
internship program but has grown to a continuum of services to advance young men. The initiative has an 
85% college graduation rate compared to the national average of 18% for Black males. 
 
In early 2023, we held a launch event at Eau Claire High School. The event was well attended with full 
press coverage from local TV stations and print media.

2. Public purpose served by the project. 
 
The program has the long-term goal of increasing postsecondary education attainment for male students 
of color, strengthening our workforce and increasing and retaining the number of employees with 
certifications and/or degrees for our growing region and state. Improving educational attainment leads 
to better jobs with advanced skill levels, higher levels of family stability and eventually to opportunities 
for wealth creation. The program also focuses on housing stability because it is a large factor in student 
success. 
 
In the initial phase of the program launched in Spring 2023, 75 students will be supported in the first full 
year of the program with expansion to an additional high school, Columbia High School. Once established, 
200 students will be supported yearly.

Young Men United strives to promote equality in educational achievement, income, and wealth between 
white and Black families in South Carolina. Our dedicated efforts are focused on addressing the existing 
gaps in financial stability between these communities. There are persistent disparities in financial security 
for white and Black families. According to the 2019 Survey of Consumer Finances, the average wealth of 
white families is eight times higher than Black families. Other disparities include homeownership rates, 
participation in retirement plans, and day-to-day financial security. For example, the average emergency 
savings rate for a white family is $5,000 compared to $2,000 for Black families. These disparities span

generations and income level. According to the Brookings Institute, for Black families living in poverty, 
multigenerational gaps in income and wealth rates are almost double their white counterparts (2021).  
 
Education is a contributing factor for earning potential, and lifetime earning potential is impacted by 
obtaining a college degree (Brookings Institute). People with bachelor’s degrees typically make $68,000 
annually (2018 wages), which is 70% higher on average than those without a college degree. Lifetime 
earning potential also showed significant differences.  
 
Beyond earning potential, the need for a college degree continues to rise. According to the South Carolina 
Education Oversight Committee, 60% of jobs in the state require a postsecondary degree or certification. 
Jobs in STEM are growing at twice the rate of other fields and often require advanced training or degrees. 
Despite the increased need for post-secondary education, many SC students are not graduating from high 
school prepared to succeed. In 2019, only 25% of SC high school graduates met college readiness 
benchmarks in science and only 33% met college ready benchmarks in reading.  
 
Furthermore, while our students struggle to be ready for college, even fewer are enrolling. Enrollment of 
South Carolina students in college has declined over the past ten years. Black males represent the greatest 
decline. According to the SC Commission on Higher Education, Black male enrollment decreased 2.3% 
from 2010 to 2019.  
 
When students do enroll in college, barriers prevent them from completing their degrees. Students of 
color have additional barriers to college completion due to financial hardship. In South Carolina, only 16% 
of Black men have a bachelor’s degree compared to 33% of white males (2020 American Community 
Survey). The low rates of college graduation among Black men leads to lower earning potential, leaving 
economic mobility and wealth generation out of reach for many.  
 

5. Details of any state funds appropriated to the same entity for the same or similar purpose. 
 
The United Way received $350,000 from the SC Department of Education in FY22-23 to pilot the Young 
Men United program. Funds from the FY23-24 state budget will be leveraged with private sector support 
to execute the first full year of the program.

The Sumter Police Department’s Digital Forensics Unit employs two (2) sworn law 
enforcement officers, and one (1) civilian employee trained and certified in the 
retrieval and parceling of digital data. The unit provides digital forensic investigative 
assistance to all area law enforcement agencies.  While the department, fortunately, 
has been able to utilize some resources from general funding, fiscal constraints have 
made it difficult to fund the construction of a dedicated annexed structure to house 
the department’s digital forensics technology operation.   
 
21st century crime continues to involve cellular and other digital technologies at 
alarming rates. Multiple device data extraction has become the norm for successful 
investigative resolution of these cases.

Today, many seniors experience much higher rates of loneliness and social isolation than their cohort has in decades 

past. Referred to as the ‘loneliness epidemic’ by the U.S. Surgeon General, the health impact of social disconnectedness 

ranges from cognitive decline and increased depression rates to decreased mobility and a higher mortality risk from 

chronic diseases, all of which has a significant impact on our healthcare system, workforce, and economy. Research 

published in the Journal of Health and Social Behavior shows that benefits gained by reducing social isolation are 

comparable to the health benefits gained by quitting smoking. 

 

Studies show that social connections for the aging population mainly occur at community centers, uniquely positioning 

the Y to address these concerns. Expected positive outcomes include improved mental and physical health, greater 

engagement in relationships, work and community, and a strengthened sense of belonging. Because health equity is 

foundational to all of our work at the Y, this community health center will address the needs of our community’s senior 

population by providing a more effective, accessible physical and social environment that in-turn provides a valuable 

service.

Darkness to Light is a 501c3 that is committed to empowering adults to prevent child sexual abuse. In the 
U.S., one in ten children will experience sexual abuse before their 18th birthday. Child sexual abuse is 
found everywhere—in our churches, sporting teams, summer camps, schools, and even in our very own 
homes. A staggering 91% of child sexual abuse is perpetrated by someone known by the child or child’s 
family member.  
 
In addition, the cost to society is high. Untreated trauma from child sexual abuse correlates directly to 
physical and mental complications throughout life. Child sexual abuse is considered by experts to be one 
of the most distressing experiences of the Adverse Childhood Experiences and is a proven root cause of 
countless societal issues including substance abuse, psychiatric disorders, and is linked to serious 
medical conditions such as diabetes, cancer, heart problems.  
 
As part of our effort to combat this public health crisis, we have recently developed and launched our New 
Stewards of Children training. Stewards of Children® is a trauma and evidence informed training that 
teaches adults to prevent, recognize, and react responsibly to child sexual abuse. Through the lived 
experience of survivors and testimony of experts, Stewards of Children® teaches adults practical actions 
they can take to reduce instances of child sexual abuse in their organizations, families, and communities. 
This training has been the pillar of our work since our inception, but this latest version includes an 
improved visual experience; more diverse, contemporary survivor voices; emerging learning trends and 
best practices in learning theory and design; and more flexibility and audience specificities.  
 
We are requesting that $250,000 be given to our organization to help cover a loan we took out to create 
this latest iteration of the training which went to production costs, staff salaries, and paying both experts 
and survivors to share their lived experience with our organization. A full budget is attached for your 
review.  
 
Darkness to Light has been working diligently to reduce overhead and many grantors have stepped up to 
assist us.  The organization is on the path to financial stabilization such that Stewards of Children will 
continue to be available.

The Town is eager to clean up the longstanding non-point source 
stormwater run-off contamination that exists throughout the 6.8 square miles tidally 
influenced James Island Creek watershed. The proposed project will provide public sewer 
service to approximately 208 existing residential homes located within three old residential 
subdivisions currently served by on-site septic systems that have remained in service for 
approximately fifty years. These areas border the tidal marshes of the James Island Creek that 
separates the northern and southern portions of James Island. These three subdivisions are 
extensively documented sources of the fecal bacteria indicator Enterococci found within the 
James Island Creek. The proposed project will enhance the quality of life and health of all 
residents and visitors to enjoy one of the most scenic and well-preserved tidal estuaries within 
the Greater Charleston area. 
 
James Island Town Council has allotted $1,854,630 of its American Rescue Plan dollars to use 
as a match for this vital, $7.3 million sewer expansion project. While this is a significant 
contribution, there are more funds needed. Our communities are extremely hopeful the Rural 
Infrastructure Authority will grant the JIPSD their request so this important endeavor can come 
to fruition.

Kershaw County Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse, aka: ALPHA Behavioral Health 
Center (ALPHA) is requesting $1.5 million dollars in funding for the construction of a new 
substance use facility in Chesterfield County. This request is considered a critical high priority 
need based upon the upsurge in referrals to ALPHA for substance use disorder treatment and the 
lack of capacity to provide immediate services. ALPHA's current building does not have the 
space to increase staff capacity to meet the critical mass needs of citizens overdosing and battling 
addiction. ALPHA is using the two storage closets in the current building as offices for staf. 
Recently, the left side of our building was quarantined due to black mold infestation fora second 
time resulting from the damage the "Great Flood" in 2018 caused to the building. ALPHA is 
having to rent additional office space to conduct group counseling sessions that are two miles 
from our primary location. This is a major barrier to the citizens trying to access services when 
they need to see their primary therapist at the main location and then access their group 
counseling at another location. 

As you know, ALPHA strategically purchased two acres of land for a new facility that is located 
in the same industrial complex as the Department of Social Services, Department of Mental 
Health, and Care South Carolinas (FQHC). This will help reduce the transportation barriers for 
citizens utilizing the multiple agencies. This funding request matched with ALPHA's curent set 
aside funding for the project will allow construction to begin immediately.
