 WHEREAS, there presently exists a vacancy in the office of Clerk of Court of Spartanburg County 

due to the resignation of M. Hope Blackley; and 

 

WHEREAS, in the event of a vacancy in a county office, the undersigned is authorized pursuant 

to sections 1-3-220(2), 4-11-20(1), and 14-17-30 of the South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended, to 

appoint a suitable person, who shall be an elector of the county, to serve in such office until a successor 

shall qualify; and 

 

WHEREAS, Amy West Cox, of Spartanburg, South Carolina, is a fit and proper person to serve 

as Clerk of Court of Spartanburg County. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the authority vested in me as Governor of the State of South 

Carolina and pursuant to the Constitution and Laws of this State and the powers conferred upon me therein, 

I hereby appoint Amy West Cox to serve as Clerk of Court of Spartanburg County until the next general 

election in accordance with section 4-11-20(1) of the South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended, and until 

her successor shall qualify as provided by law. This Order is effective immediately.
